Weselini is a personal name
referring to the indigenous surname. Leworyb is a
figurative name related to the emblem in the upper field of the
coat of arms.

Wedding coat of arms. A cut tree
trunk, as if torn from the ground with its root, standing
upright , a knot cut off on the right side of the shield,
supported on it by a crowned fur seal with both paws, its mouth is
open, its tongue is hanging out, the tail is out of tune or,
according to other information, split by a chain to form a pole or
trunk. The blue field under the entire line divides the width
of the shield, under which the line is a carp -shaped fish, flowing
in the right shield, three ostrich feathers on the
helmet. Fern. about the coat of
arms. fol . 693. Approx.volume . 3.
[S. 280] fol . 286. Jewels f. 95. I saw this
coat of arms at Sr. Barbara in Cracow, but the fish was not there
and a lily-shaped trunk grew up and a dog was tied on a chain,
which our authors did not mention and the shape the dog's was such
that half of its head is bent around the neck with a collar and
links of chain are known, and from the tail it represents the
fish. The first coat of arms was brought to
Poland by Ferens , i.e. Franciszek Weseli ,
who came to Poland with Stefan Batory
in 1576 . After he had been at the king's court for
a long time and because of his special characteristics, the
remaining widow took a gift to
Kasper Bekiesz . , with her he took
the Starosty Lanckoroński by royal grace , then
he bought the Dębno Castle from
the Dębi castleski Odrowąż family and his
adjoining. Gravestone of the father, who died in Krakow in
1594, in the OO. Franciscans, written
from Starowol . in monum . that's
what he says about him: Franciscus
de Wesseliny Siemnen . Melins . Capitaneus ,
Baro
in Hadat , Häres in Dębno ; qui secutus Stephanum Regem
in Poloniam , cum illo , Ge [p. 281] He
defended Sendrow for a long time and defended it
persistently, until his help from the German army came in
the siege of Likawa four times from the cannonball he was
in danger.
