Description.
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Abdank ( Abdaniec , Abdanek ,

suspended in silver a red bar is broken in the shape of a W; Helmet
decoration: an equal bar. The origin of this coat of arms becomes
legendary. traced back to the time of Prince Krakus (around 700)
and said about it: A simple man named Skuba had given Prince Krakus
the means to kill the dragon that lived in a cave on the Wawel
Castle Hill in Kraków and was devastating the surrounding area ,
and had received from the prince a W, as the first letter of Wawel
, or from Wąż ( Anguis , Serpens , Wężyk ) (snake) as a coat of
arms. The coat of arms was named Skuba after this first owner .
Then it is said that this coat of arms was bestowed on a brave man
Skuba , who courageously defeated a strong German under the eyes of
the prince , probably in early pagan times. However, it must be
noted that there were no personal coats of arms in Poland in pagan
times, nor did the Slavs' estates have a written language at the
time of Krakus , so they did not yet know a W. It is probably more
correct that this coat of arms is an old one standard was, and that
the coat of arms was intended to represent a locking bolt, such as
hung on doors in the earliest times, to lock families when
necessary by engaging the teeth of the bolt; the goods keys also
had a serrated shape for locking boxes. If you note that such a
bolt is called Skobel in Polish , also called Skubel , the name
Skuba can be derived from this, which the coat of arms used to
have. King Boleslaw III. In 1109, before the Battle of Hundsfeld,
sent Jan Skuba de Gora to Emperor Henry V to offer him peace. The
emperor declared that he would agree to such a deal on the
condition that the estates would submit to Poland as a feudal
subject for ever, and to emphasize his words, he showed the envoy
an open, full treasure chest and said, pointing to the money: "This
Gold will conquer the Poles! « The words mocking the family hit the
Pole hard, he pulled his ring with the Skuba coat of arms off his
finger and threw it with the words: »So let’s give gold to gold! '
in the treasury, to indicate that gold, no matter how plentiful,
could not conquer Poland's goods. The Kaiser, understanding the
family's reply, covered his displeasure with a certain affability
and said briefly: "Thank you! « - From that time onwards the coat
of arms was called Habdank , from which in Polish pronunciation
Abdank ( Abdaniec , Abdanek , Abdank , Avdank , Awdancz , Awdaniec
, Białkotka , Biłkotka , Czelejów , Habdaniec , Habdank , Haudaniec
, Hawdaniec , Hebdank , Łąkotka , Łękawa , Łękawica , Skuba ,
Szczedrzyk ) was also sometimes found the names of manors Awdancz
and Gewdancz . To commemorate this event, Jan Skuba henceforth
called Skarbek (from skarb , the treasure) by the king , which name
now became his family name, as well as the name of the coat of
arms. The seat of the heraldic tribe was in the Kraków Voivodeship.
From this coat of arms, the coat of arms Syrokomla ( Syr omla ,
syrykomla ).

Helmet decoration: three ostrich feathers, Machowski, Buczacki and
Jaztowiecki estates: the helmet decoration is a half-rearing lion,
which symbolizes the abdication (Abdaniec, Abdanek, Abdank, Avdank,
Awdancz, Awdaniec, Białkotka, Biłkotka, Czelejów, Habdaniec,
Habdank, Haudaniec, Hawdaniec, Hebdank, Łąkotka , Łękawa, Łękawica,
Skuba, Szczedrzyk) coat of arms in his paws; Mikolaj Machowski
received this crest from Emperor Karol for a distinction against

Białkotka, Biłkotka, Czelejów, Habdaniec, Habdank, Haudaniec,
Hawdaniec, Hebdank, Łąkotka , Łękawa, Łękawica, Skuba, Szczedrzyk)
- sign is occupied at the top with a with the Pointed upwards,
silver, unfeathered arrow, the shaft of which is surrounded by a
golden ring in the middle , three ostrich feathers adorn the
helmet: a Jlgowski received the goods increase through arrow and
ring from the Polish king at a ring shooting in Breslau, where he
held his arrow shot through the ring thrown into the air; this new
coat of arms is named after him Jlgowski , the estates Eygird :
field silver, the bar red, covered with a vertically fallen
sword.
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
