Most often, however, the cross is torn
at the top.



The modern description is as

The whole is of a heraldic
coat surrounded , lined with an ermine .



The cloak is 
crowned
with a prince's miter.

This coat of arms was acquired on the
occasion when the Tatars broke down the gate in the camp, the
ancestor of this house was caused by the fact that the Ruthenian
and Tatar dukes evaporated and hit it with it.

The adoption of this coat of arms comes
from the occasion: when the Tatars, after breaking into the gate of
the camp, broke through the gate of the camp, the ancestor of this
house from the house of Kozielski princes came straight line from
Włodzimierz W. stormed on the Enemy too, they vaporized him from
the fort and killed him head-on.

However, it should be noted the frequent phenomenon of the wrong
coat of arms being assigned to aristocratic families, particularly
in the case of aristocratic
legitimacy before the possessive heralds , which was
then recorded in the successively appearing herbal magazines.
Family name identity does not necessarily imply affiliation with
any particular coat of arms. Such an affiliation can only be
unequivocally established through genealogical
research .



The complete Herald list can no longer be
reconstructed today, also due to the destruction and loss of many
files and documents during the Second
World War (e.g. during the Warsaw
Uprising in 1944 over 90% of the
holdings of the main archive in 
Warsaw , where it was stored,
burned ) most Old Polish documents) . The list of surnames in the
article comes from the Polish herbalist Tadeusz Gajl [8]
(7 surnames 
] . The presence of a surname on the list does not necessarily
imply that a particular family used the coat of arms of Bram. Often
the same surnames are held by many families covering all states of
the former Commonwealth represent,
i.e. peasants , townspeople and
nobility .

Puzyna of the coat of arms of Oginiec , it is the
same coat of arms as the Ogiński family , how much one blood is
with them. Jerzy, because the second son of Fiedorowicz , Władysław
, a prince in Kozielsk , the brother of Grzegorz, ancestor of the
house of Ogiński , named after a small and fleshy stature, named
after his father Puzyr , became the ancestor of the Puzynów family
: his son was engraved on the card of the Ogiński family , he wants
Teodor, and this one he fathered Peter the Bogdan, who was
ambassador to Moscow in 1553, David the starost of Upitski , three
sons: Paweł Łucki , the episcopal Graec and rite 1644, and not yet
known in this state, he signed the pacta conventa of Władysław IV
const . fol . 18. 1632 he died 1650. Simeon, chamberlain of
Wołyński , from whom according to genealogy came two sons whose
names he does not give: I read in the crown constitutions ,
Alexander the prince Puzyna , a tax collector in Wołyński 1613 and
1616. fol . On 28th 1618 he became a member of the Seym , from
where he became a deputy to the Radom tribunal. const . fol . 4.
Jerzy from Kozielsk also wrote the Puzyna of Chamberlain
Włodzimierski , the constitutions of 1638 left by the border
commissioner. const . fol . 19. The same is confirmed by the
electoral regulations of Władysław IV. which was signed in 1632
with the Volhynia Voivodeship. Aleksander and Jerzy the Hunter
Wołyński Puzyn ; John Casimir the King, Jerzy, the chamberlain of
Włodzimierski , Michał , Krzemieniecki and Stefan Puzyna , 1648.
These include Katarzyna Puzynianka , Aleksander Chryniecki , the
standard-bearer of Wołyński , but sterilis , and N. Borzobohate ,
the wife. Paweł , standard bearer of Wołyński and Richter Łucki ,
remembers Annibal ad Portas fol . 135. Michał , the starost of
Wiska , flourished in the Seym as early as 1703 . Constit was
commissioner to Hiberna . f. 12. had Anna behind her, daughter of
Aleksander Bełzecki , stolnik Bełski , of which the descendants
remain. Johannes, the third brother of the episcopate Paul and the
eunuch Simeon, according to his lineage, was a marshal at the
Lithuanian court, his sons were seven, Jerzy, Ludwik, Mikołaj ,
Hieronim, Władysław , Piotr and Paweł . Of these, Hieronim and
Paweł were envoys from the Upit district of 1632. Mikołaj , Piotr
and Jan signed the election of Władysław IV in Nowogrodzki in 1632.
Jerzy, then son of Jan, cupbearer Upitski , was a deputy at the
Lithuanian court and the king's deputy from the circle, he left a
daughter of Umiastowska , Cześnik , Upitska , and two sons, Piotr,
the regular canon, Ordinis S. Augustini de Poenitentia , pastor of
Luzutyn and angel of the Carmelite order, Prior [S. 580] Wileński
and Linkowski . 2. Ludwik, the Treasurer of Brześćń-skies ,
fathered two sons, by whom Paweł in the Order of Soc . He made his
living, while Antoni died young. 3. Mikołaj Fryderyk, whose sons
from Szczuczanka are three: Daniel. Hieronim and Władysław . Of
these, Daniel polished his younger years in the army, then he was a
magistrate, Upicki , and before that there were two of his
daughters from Chrząstowska in 1674 , one of whom succeeded
Kazimierz Chlusewicz , ensign of Wołkowizki , his sons Józef and
Adam. Hieronim, a subordinate of Upicki , formerly a chalice of
Nowogrodzki 1674. from Ciechanowiczowna his sons. two, Antoni, the
town judge, Upitski and Michał , the starosta of Upitski .
Władysław , the land clerk Upicki , one also from Ciechanowiczowna
, the other's sister fathered Józef , Michał and Antoni. The same
daughter of Mikołaj Fryderyk, one was for Władysław Żeromski , the
other for Samuel Węsławski , the third for Stankiewicz ,
chamberlain of Żmudzki . 4. Hieronim Marshal Upitski , a famous
bachelor near Chocim , from his sons from Skrobiczowna , N. who was
brought to Turek , he died there, and Jędrzej and three daughters,
one of them for Sołohub Upicki , the other for Starodąbski Ensign
Upicki , the third for Melchior was Bilewicz , Ciwun Szawdowski .
Jędrzej , the son of the aforementioned Hieronim, first of the
army, then of Chamberlain Upitski , was sent to the Sejm with this
title in 1678. From there he became a border commissioner, Constit
. f. 8. Castellan of Minsk died, and staroste of Upicki , he took
over this chair from prince Lubeckit , but left them, fought
against Swedes and Moscow, from Chrząstowska ciwunianki Berżańska ,
his three daughters, this one a nun , the other married to Białozor
, chamberlain Wilkomierski , and six sons, Stefan Soc . Jesus*).
Jerome, first Chamberlain, then Staroste Upitski , his wife
Chalecka . Krzysztof, Substoli Upitski , then Staroste , then
Lithuanian hunter, castellan in 1724 and finally Voivode
Mścisławski , Marshal of the Lithuanian Tribunal in 1727.
