          Emancipation is a word that
means everything and nothing. To emancipate oneself is above all to
free oneself from authority, from the yoke, from others or that
something has on our person. To emancipate oneself is therefore in
other words to find one's way, one's independence, what to say in a
more global sense: one's freedom. Freedom, here is also a
contradiction, finding one's freedom is it really necessary,
effective, and easy. It is far away and yet close or even existing,
the world where the philosophers of the Enlightenment
imaginedhaving a society where the Individual is at the center,
center of thought and at the center of freedoms. Where the
individual is free from birth, and for the rest of his existence,
even under the authority of God, until death when God takes over
Man, and makes Man pass under the yoke of a higher authority,
spiritual for some, scientific and natural for others. Anyway, the
dream of the Enlightenment came true, and even more it spreads
today. Born in 1789 in France pushed and inspired by the country of
Liberty which Tocqueville will praise there knowing
the   advent of his freedom in 1776: the United
States... again and again... Soft power, although anachronistic,
seems to have existed  long before its appearance and
propelled the independence  of Man under its yoke. For
the time  of the Jacobins and the mountaineers was full
of   yoke both literally and figuratively. Society
was divided, what to say totally compartmentalized by the different
classes. Thus, every man born into a class was forced and resigned
to remain there all his life, undermining the chances of social
emancipation. The French Revolution was then the most logical and
just struggle of a society that was beginning to be itself under
the authority of other European nations, militarily and especially
financially in the face of an era without meritocracy
with   individuals in power who were not
able  to  govern. The French Revolution
therefore seems to be the cradle of meritocracy,
thisvalue  of which the France, but especially the United
States, is trying, on paper, as best it can, to perpetuate. But
this is above all to forget that the French Revolution was the
object of  an elite,   and of large-scale
social  movements, the nobility weakened in the face of
an industrial and intellectual bourgeois
elite  whichpossessed  both the means of
production and the knowledge whose epicentre wasto be
found.   in literary salons and clubs, what today
could be vulgarly described  as Thinks
Thanks, those places where thought and ideas reign as
gurus   to emancipate themselves... at least
intellectually. This is how  the major movement
of   French society the one whose society will keep
a deep trace in the resolution of conflicts according to P. From
Iribarne,   The Logic of Honor, does not
become the advent of social and individual emancipation, but
according to Karl Marx, Louis Bonaparte's 18 Brumaire,
the beginning of the bourgeois monarchy, where Ideas, knowledge
reign supreme, and whoever does not possess them  finds
himself so us  the enslavement of the bourgeois elite.
However, a man, starting from nothing, born in Ajaccio shortly
after it was  ceded to   the Génois to the
France succeeds the feat, to rise to the highest military and
political spheres  of the country, this  man is
Napoleon. Napoleon founded by his personal history, but also
because he carries  pragmatism as a quality, meritocracy
to its highest degree, even recognized by Karl Marx, the 18
Brumaire of Louis Bonaparte. Thus was born the race for
social ascension as an emblem of the Empire, whose novels abound
with more or less objective narratives,
from   Stendhal's Rouge et le Noir, to
the Rougon-Macquart  for the Second Empire of
one of the greatest French naturalist authors  Émile
Zola. Then the years pass, and meritocracy, bearer of social
emancipation, is transformed into a Proust madeleine in society. I
would even say that everyone  is aware and testifies to
the importance vis-à-vis it while being aware that it is
disappearing more andmore. In addition to
any best-selling  dystopia scenarios of the
twenty-first century, let us remain in the formality and
objectivity historical and scientific. At the global and country
levels, few poor countries have become industrialized, like China.
The populations of these countries, many
of   which  are emerging from a period of
total enslavement
by  the leading nations   with
slavery, still find themselves vassals of the developed countries.
They are indeed, the great forget of a globalization, and yet the
main affected by bad global economic policies, a multipolar
geopolitics, their abundant and cheap labor is a sign of modern
slavery and    even worse sign of the slavery
of globalization of which they are deprived of all the benefits,
their mining and oil resources are pillars by the industrialized
countries.  to supposedly  protect them, from
whom the industrialized countries have already stolenthem and
exploited   them of all wealth profusely and
undermined any   prospect of economic and social
development, crime, terrorism, or any attempt at a coup d'état by
small groups wanting to develop and risk Thucydides' trap. .
