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Two groups of tourists are definitely wrong on Mykonos: the friends of classic sightseeing (there is not enough to see for that - except Delos) and guests who want to rest.


On the other hand, those who love parties, hustle and bustle and shopping are in the right place. Friends of contemporary art also love Mykonos because of its numerous galleries. And nowhere (except perhaps Santorini) does one have such a fantastic view of the Aegean Sea with its almost unreal sunsets. Mykonos was and still is considered very liberal, which is why it is a popular destination for gays and lesbians, but without being intrusive. Loose, casual and tolerant: that is Mykonos.


Mykonos is also known as the "Island of the Wind" and rightly so. During the “hot” months of July to September, the north wind, the Meltemi, ensures much lower temperatures than in Germany. It is therefore often only really hot in the low season of May and October.


(Hottest day in 2020 was October 5 (!) with 33 degrees) The wind can be extremely disturbing and cool. Therefore, you always need a jacket for cooler wind evenings - even in July/August! And if you ask yourself, "Why did I pack long-sleeved shirts in this heat?”: It's guaranteed to blow in gusts of cold wind the next day.


And we are not talking about Southern German wind (bft 1-2), but about 4-6 bft normal with unpleasant gusts up to 8 bft.


You hate wind? You love wearing hats? Then you better cancel your trip.






Arrival





The airport is a small island airport, operated by Fraport and gradually rebuilt. The modern arrival terminal is already completed. mostly you walk from the plane to the terminal.


The airport is right on the edge of Mykonos Town (max 10 minutes from the center, in Greek "Chora"). Even to the other end of the island (Kalafati) the transfer time is not more than 25 minutes.


Flights from the UK are offered by BA and easyjet, but they are rare. For connection flights Munich/Frankfurt and Vienna are the best hubs.


Do not use Athens as hub, as the 20-Minutes flight to Mykonos is mostly more expensive than the flight to Athens.


Mykonos is currently connected to Central Europe directly by Condor, Air Baltic, Aegean, Eurowings, Easyjet, Ryanair, from Germany, Ryanair and Wizz from Vienna, Edelweiß from Zurich and XXX from Paris. Unfortunately, the flights only start at the beginning of May and end around the 18th of October, although the weather can still be summery well into November.

Taxi transfer to the center costs between 12-14 €.


Taxis are generally cheaper than in Central Europe, but most of the time you wait a long time until a taxi arrives (taxi rank: promenade - next to the monument).


There are 3 ports on Mykonos, the name of which can be misleading.


The OLD HARBOR is the historic on the waterfront.


Later, at the other end of the promenade, a new harbor was built, but today it is usually called OLD PORT. From there, only the trips to Delos or the SEABUS to the NEW PORT start.


Buy your tickets at the office on the waterfront promenade. There are usually no queues.


The big ferries arrive at the NEW PORT, located 1 km north of the old town. There is a bus shuttle from Old Port. DO NOT walk to the NEW PORT, because there is NO sidewalk.
