It still exists
today. Coats of arms of both families with
silver sandals In
a red (or blue) field it is assigned to an ancestral legend
according to which one of the ancestors used a grappling hook as a
weapon at the Battle
of Legnica . According to another version of the
family legend, during the invasion he had the ancestors of the
Bronikowski family Tatars tear
out the painting with a grappling hook Our
Lady of Częstochowa with the
altar on Jasna
Góra , hide it from enemies and thus save it from
destruction.



Genealogists and heraldists of the 18th
and 19th centuries suggested this nickname Oppeln,
Oppeln-Bronikowskich z Opole
Region (German name Opole :
Oppeln), but the latest research by genealogists of the Verband des
Deutschen Adels (Verband des Deutschen Adels eV) showed the origin
of the Lausitz. To this day, many family members have held
important positions in Poland and Germany. The branch settled
on Oblath (ob. Daring About Salchow ),
now expired, had a Prussian title count Count von
Bronikowski-Bronicowa. One of the last Opole-Bronikowski
estates in Poland a year ago 1945 was Żychlin
(Greater Poland Voivodeship) .

A house with the Targowickies, that's why our
writers messed them up enough to count the Targowickies between the
Broniewskies and the Broniewskis between the Targowickies. The
name of the Broniewskis from the village of Broniewice, which is
not far from Waśniewo, the town of Abbot Wąchocki, has its origins,
but at that time they spread their lands in different provinces,
especially in the countries of Sandomierskie, Lubelskie and
Przemyśl.

Jesus, who was born by Felicjanna Głoskowska's
mother, coat of arms [p. 361] Jastrzębiec, born of father
Wojciech, whose father died after all four years before his death
after swearing heresy, his whole upbringing fell on his pious
mother. jakoż probably with a tendency for good in Wojciech,
it was sacred. To know that was what the Lublin Soc was
given. At school he was used to getting up from bed when
others fell asleep and kneeling for hours in prayer, which the
inspector, when he soon noticed, forbade him, but as far as he
could hide, he returned to his habit. He couldn't have been
nicer when he heard of the atrocities suffered by the Lord's most
heroic believers and therefore burned his heart to a godlike
death. and since he understood that otherwise he could not
come for this purpose, he thought of asking about the Societatis
order.

On
that voyage they had covered the five thousand Spanish miles, and
when they reached the coast of Brazil, their winds again poured
towards Lusitania.

After breathing a little
on the ground, he returned to the ship, and here the violent rising
wind broke the ships' anchors and drove them out to
sea. Seeing them all in grave danger, a vote for
St. Xawier was ready and his relic was given by Father
Dr. Wojciech. who against the whole storm kept the ship
happy, but when they then pulled her out and saw her
unhooked , it was a miracle St. They admitted to
Xawier. From there they came to Goya with great joy that they
had received from us. Tameczny, Fr. The Provincial took
him to the island of Salsetana, where he baptized many pagan
monuments and gave them the names of Polish saints with great
consolation. Returning to Goya, in addition to other great
virtues, the memory of that at the tomb of St. Xawiera went to
offer a carefully crafted silver lamp that he had kept for this
purpose; on the silver coffin in which the body of this saint
lies, a few fine pieces. Instead of going to sea, he went to
Japan. First he visited the provinces of various kinds and
spread the gospel everywhere. From Malabarica he sailed to
Malaki in 1635. and it was difficult for him to stand up to
the constant robberies at sea from the Dutch. While he was
there, while he was there, hacked up by these robbers, eager to
serve in the hospital, then he cooked the ointments with one,
wrapped the wounds, made the beds, gave food, he had the rest for
them holy eternity. In the second year he also went to Macau,
but he hardly left the coast, got stuck by the Dutch, got into
captivity with others from whom he had robbed everything and
what hurt him most, the heretics had sacred relics
or they were with them trampled on their feet, or they threw them
into the sea with hunger, but exhausted from the last misery, he
devoted himself to the cattle as a watchman. There he used the
skills he was accustomed to at the Cracow Academy and polished them
with greater experience in India: for when the son of the
Dutch governor had a dangerous fever, he cured him; and yet he
helped others with health, and whatever gifts he had received, he
spent all of this on the rescue of the slaves who had been taken
together, even after Six months after this captivity, for he went
to freedom, after Kocyncyna, after he had rested a little, he came
to Macau, where he came from work [p. Second, and too soon, he
himself fell into a serious illness, from which, after having
strengthened himself, he came first to Kamboi, where he was greatly
respected by the king, and then to Manila, where he learned the
Japanese language; In 1642 he said goodbye to Cracow College
with a letter from his friends, an ivory crucifix and a picture of
Our Lady painted on a tin after he returned it. (or a crucifix
burned at sea in a ship fired by the enemy) Anthony Rubin
Japanese visitor and the other three priests of Soc. Jesus
came to Japan. They rarely got ashore there immediately after
the guards stationed all over the borders were captured and brought
with iron shackles to Nangazach, Japan's leading city. Asked
in front of the Staroste what kind of people they are and whether
they knew that according to Xogun's decree, all Christians,
especially priests, were forbidden to enter Japan while they
died. All through Fr. The visitor replied that the
priests of Soc. Jesus, and that the Japanese have come to tell
the faith of Christ, in fact knowing that the emperor forbids, but
more of God's command, listen: I am now thrown into a filthy
prison, in which they are with for seven months were fed some
rice and water and were tortured in this way every day or every
other day during that time; Each of them was tied to a ladder
on their backs, their heads tilted back to make it easier to pour
the water, and their left hands free, which, when placed on their
chests, they declared as deviating from the faith . Shackled
like this, the executioners put funnels in their mouths through
which they poured so much water that they could no longer
breathe. and only when they were laid under the wood did the
peasants push with all their strength and the water from the bowels
so violently that they tore the veins themselves and drew their
bowels with blood through their mouths, and the martyrs, barely
alive, remained in the torture chamber. You have endured such
agony a hundred and five times. To see your ship unshakable by
faith and yes, joy in all tortures, the governor sentenced
them to death, for which they fell on their knees and thanked God:
why the judge himself could not be surprised. They were then
led through the streets of the suburbs on lean and shabby cattle to
the mockery of the heathen, shackled with chains, their heads half
shaved, their lips warmed with irons, their hands tied behind their
backs, and the decree of death written on their backs. The
Japanese emperor issued a death sentence on them for daring in his
empires to speak the Roman faith, which they had long
forbidden. Then out of town, [p. 365] led to the place
called the Mount of Martyrs, kissed and embraced all the
instruments of his death, each of them firmly connected with two
ropes (only his left hand free, a sign of belief in the gallows
over the water-filled pits , hung by his feet, his head bowed
low to the waist, and after soaking his head in the stinking
water for so long, he could barely breathe, so the bodies
marked by each executioner lowered a circle with it the ropes until
they tied more closely with the knot, until the bodies were somehow
pulled out of the ground, which, after rising, slowly let go, from
where they twisted to the other side than the ropes often went into
the wheel When they were raped, which they unscrewed, the body spun
so violently that the martyrs' heads became dizzy, and a lot of
blood poured through the mouth from the agitated intestines. The
brain moved immediately, practically the entire body prepared
for violent death through severe torture. In this pit, so
tired Fr. Wojciech celebrated his 42nd religious life on March
23, 1643 for seven days. One day he was preceded by the
martyr's crown. Rubinus, three others, that is Fr. Antoni
Kapecius, Fr. Franciszek Markwez, Fr. Didacus Moralez, on
the ninth day they endured this cruelty, whose heads were beheaded
that day. The bodies of everyone in the marketplace, chopped
into tiny particles, threw them into the fire, and the dust from
them was thrown into the sea. There was Father. Adalbert
of larger size, a slightly elongated face, an even forehead, lively
eyes, an eagle-shaped nose, a wheat-colored face, black and curly
hair, faces of pleasant, gentle language: but most of the great
virtues, of which the two were more peculiar : the first, a burning
thirst for Christ, the second, the love of the holy. Virgo:
under their protection in Westphalia, when he was attacked by
robbers in a house in a forest that was built for a sleeper, or
they already had him in their hands, finally they fled
immediately out of fear, as he made a prayer in the subtle

Wielądek writes extensively about this
