Janusz Stanisław Iliński of
the coat of arms of Lis (born in 1765 in Romanów - died on July 25,
1792 in Markuszów), general of the Polish army, general inspector
of cavalry, royal chamberlain.



In 1785 he became
chamberlain to King Stanisław August Poniatowski. He bought the
captain of the 12th National Cavalry Banner in the 2nd Brigade of
Roch Jerlicz. On June 8, 1789 he became inspector general of the
cavalry. He was awarded the Order of St. Stanislaus and in 1790 the
Order of the White Eagle. He was a member of the four-year-old Sejm
from the Kiev Voivodeship. May 3 constitution supporter, member of
the Friends of the Government Constitution. During the
Polish-Russian War in 1792, at the time of the armistice, he
reached Prince Józef Poniatowski's headquarters in Kurów. However,
he got into a skirmish with the Cossacks near Markuszów, where he
also died.

arms of the nobility.



On the red field three
silver notches in a strip that narrow downwards in a jewel, half a
silver pointer in a gold vessel.



The only difference between
the different Korczaks was that instead of a pointer in the jewel
there were three ostrich feathers on the helmet.



Earliest mentions:



The coat of arms known from
the seal of 1390. Found mainly with noble families living in Red
Ruthenia and little Poland. The first family to seal this coat of
arms was the Gorayscy family, and the most important family to wear
it was the Branicki family.
