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The noble Polish family Gryf.

Gryf. In a red field a silver, gold-armored,
left-turned, upright, front-paws spread griffin; Helm adornment: a
griffin with head, neck and raised wings, but hiding the claws,
growing up, facing a golden hunting horn ( elephant 's trunk )
rising from the crown. The following can be said about the origin:
Leszek III, Prince of Poland, 805 15, had 14 sons, of whom the
eldest Popiel was destined to be his successor in the government;
Leszek assured the other sons of particular parts of the vast
empire while he was still alive, after he had previously obligated
them by oath not to dispute Popiel 's suzerainty, to follow him in
the army at any time to secure the freedom ( swoboda ) of the
country. From these sons Barnim and Bogdal received the land of
Pomerania, Kazimierz and Wladyslaw the land of Kassuben, Wratystaw
, the island of Rügen, Przybystaw , Cieszymierz and Otto, the
Lausitz, Przemyslaw, Ziemowit and Zemornyst , the Land of
Brandenburg, Jaxa with another brother, the Meissner Land also
called Serbia. Leszek gave all these sons a griffin for the flag of
war. The Lechites originally carried a young bull on their war
flag, and only around 550 did they adopt the white eagle as their
imperial flag. The combination of both animal images into one
figure gave rise to the figure of the griffin; so the upper part of
this fabulous beast is the upper part of an eagle, but the lower
part is the hind half of a bull; so it is the



Depiction of the griffin with eagle claws also on
the hind feet , or half as a lion probably not a real one. . The
meaning of this composite figure was probably that the bull should
indicate the brothers' belonging together, but the eagle that they
should stand and remain under the suzerainty of the reigning prince
who wielded the eagle. This coat of arms is also called Svoboda
because of the freedom rights granted to the brothers, but also
because of their duty to serve the freedom of the whole country.
The descendants of Jaxa , who were hard pressed by the Germans and
were due to pay tribute to them, returned to Poland around 900,
returning the rights to their lands to the Duke of Poland, in
return for which they received estates in Kraków and Silesia. After
them their coat of arms was also probably called iaxa , then after
the coat of arms image finally called Gryf . This coat of arms is
used by:

Kepski lead the griffin with changed colors in a red
and silver divided field, as a helmet decoration the griffin grows
without a hunting horn; the llsinger : in a shield divided into
blue and gold, the griffin with different colors; as a helmet
decoration: the griffin golden, half growing, between two elephant
trunks , each golden -black and blue-gold divided.

The mentions: “ Branicki of the Gryf Coat of Arms
(Vol. 2 p. 267-282)



Branicki of the Gryf Coat of Arms. Beneath the Gryf
mantle are the former and secondary ancestors of this house of
arms, recommended for several centuries, and here I list only those
from which the Branicki house descends in a straight line. Jaksa ,
Prince of Serbia, with bravery and valor of heart, he was for
Bolesław the turning maul, with forty victories in the terrible
world he fell victim to the affect, with him at the fore among the
Polish lords, and Piotr Dunin , count on Skrzypno , starost of
Wrocław, husband of great seriousness at that time in his homeland,
the first house of swans here in Poland, tribe, daughter, married
him in Wrocław, wedding act with expensive applause, a reunion of
guests, various Playing, but also with a rich dowry, adorned in
1140. He was adorned with the strength of his attachment to the
communal goods in Poland, after all the pious lord knew how to use
them and with his merit because he founded the Sieciechowski
Monastery of Bolesław the Brave, he then contributed some lands or
villages: what Mie writes about, he calls it Dux Jaczo aka Jaksa .
Długosz and Comes Jaksa : so well by the patron saint's generosity
to God, death met his death around 1159. He was buried in the
church in Jędrzejów founded by his sons, where you can see his
large stone tombstone on which you can only read Jaksa de Miechov .
the rest of the letters, like all other things that a few centuries
have chased away, have been thoroughly devoured by age: after all,
the griffin hewn out on that deadly stone is very well known.
Shortly after her husband and wife Duninovna ended their life of
holiness, she was buried in the same grave. Two sons in the
footsteps of pious parents will not only catch up with them, but
overtake them.

" Cedro of the Gryf Crest (Vol. 3 p. 2)



Cedro of the Gryf Crest. They have their origin from
Teodor, voivode of Kraków, whose name was difficult for the common
people to pronounce, some called him Cedar, others called him
Chader ; what was said in branickiemi , other czader , okols . Vol.
2. fol . 1.15. In Casimir the Great's 1339 list, find Ahraham
czader . After that, some of Theodore's successors appropriated so
much that they wrote themselves today. Ciepielowski Domaradzki
Cedro , or ceder : others with the accent common in Poland,
accommodating, called Cedrowskiemi : they peculiarly bloom in
Mazovia and Lithuania, or our genealogists have forgotten
them."



"Kwiatkowski of the Gryf Coat of Arms (Vol. 5 pp.
473-474)



Kwiatkowski of the Gryf coat of arms, first in
Sieradz and then in the provinces of Sandomierz . Kasper Łacki in
Kazan with his burial, whose title Doliwa writes that Jaksa , the
land magistrate of Sieradzki in 1357. From Hebda , the castellan
and starost of Sieradzki , when he bought Kwiatkowice , he and his
descendants, the Kwiatkowski family, started off to write you.
Nakielski in Miechow . fol . 24. claims that Leszek is the Black
Prince of Sieradzki Jaxom , as a reward for their services in his
homeland, donated Kwiatkowice with other adjoining lands, which
must date from around the year 1280. Others derive their genealogy
from Teodor von Gryf Waffen, the voivode of Kraków, whose son Jan
Jaksa was judge Sieradzki , and his son also judge Sieradzki . (I
talked about Teodor in Volume L) Mikołaj , son of Jaxa , about
1363, whose son Adam was by the heiress of Dzierlin , and the son
of Jadwiga Malska were sons Mikołaj and Marcin. Of these, Marcin
erected a church and donated to it, which later, in the past,
almost collapsing, Anna Puckowa , the widow, and in years and
virtue, took the lever, adorning the foundation with the church
apparatus and contributing to those who would do it sing the
course: This Marcin moved to the province of Kraków with his wife
Jeżowska . His brother Mikołaj was standard bearer of Sieradz
around 1480 , heiress of Rzanowna in Szydłów . He had sons Jan and
Jaxa . Jan Radoszewska gave birth to Jarosz , Zygmunt and Balcer .
Balcer from Wituska , Stanisław left his heir in Zalesie , who made
the chapel by the church in Mikołajewice very beautiful and gave
him income Nakiel ., fol . 25th and Maciej heritage in Podgorze ,
Świerczew and Wielka Wieś ; he died in 1599. his body was 23 years
old when his wife Jadwiga Korytowska was buried in the Widawski
church there and found unharmed, and again in 1636 when his son
Chrysostom was buried there: two of Maciej's sons remained,
Wojciech Dean p. 474 Kijowski and Chryzostom , who from Gomolińska
had a son Boniface, whose sons from Arciszewska were Franciszek,
Balcer and Kazimierz. Jarosz , the second son of Jan from
Radoszewska , his first relationship was with Mączyńska , from whom
he was Jędrzej and Swentosław , second with Łętkowska , from whom
came a son, Stanisław . Of these, Jędrzej's wife was Rogozińska ,
by whom were three sons: Maksymilian , Adrian and Remigian .
Remigian from Łętkowska fathered Wawrzyniec , Adrian from Jadwiga
Zborowska , Krzysztof and Remigian . From these gave birth to
Kędzierzyńska Remigian , three sons, Aleksander, Michał and Jan,
and Krzysztof, a Lubelski heir, heir in Pleśni in Sandomierskie
Voivodeship , twice repeated his marriage vows, once with Zofia
Silnicka , of whom Michał was the pastor Zbylitowski and Gabriel,
the one Son from Stawska left Józefa , the second time with Zofio
Brzechfianka , by whom her son Piotr in the Soc . At these times in
print the life of Maria de Agredo is translated into Polish by him
and briefly collected in 4to at Kalisz and Lublin. This Krzysztof
was at first a Neustadt elder, a man in the apprenticeship of the
great Pole, and on Cossack and Swedish occasions of a nice heart,
deputy to the Sejm of 1677, twice deputy to the Crown Tribunal .
Swentosław , second son of Jarosz , née Mączyńska , had Łętkowska
behind him, and former son of Jerzy, Jerzy, née Kazimierz, Cześnik
Czerniechowski , who at that time had a son Maciej. Zygmunt, the
third son of Jan from Radoszewska , took Mączyńska , from which son
Jan from Chojnowska fathered four sons, Wojciech, Swentosław ,
Paweł and Jakub. Wojciech by Gajewnicka Jakub Walenty Stefan and
Rafał . Swentosław from Wolska to Jan Erben in Białusz . Paweł from
Bielicka left Jan, Jakub left Piotr. Jaksa , the second son of
Mikołaj , the ensign of Sieradzki , fathered a son by Mikołaj
