Paprocki Długosz quotes the words about the
origins of this coat of
arms., Prutenorum antiquorum genus ,

Prussia, facinore commisso , fugientes , propagarunt . Okolski comes
from the Paprocki nest when the right-wing German master
and his commanders strongly opposed the freedom of the Prussians,
these princes, who sold their goods before 1000, killed the German
master and moved to Poland, which according to the true story
cling to nothing can: because with so many privileges and
historians it is certain that the German knights did not
know the land of Prun before the year 1000 and
were only brought back to Prussia after two hundred years, i.e.
around 1222, and Długosz kindly admits that they did some
excesses have left Prussia for which they are not
useful.

S. Stanisław of Szczepanów ,
Bishop of Kraków and martyr, born of Father Wielisław ,
of Mother Bogna , of Bogna , of great piety,
made this life on June 13, 1049 and Wielisław on February
7, 1051, both buried
in Szczepanów , Baronius cleric. Jos. Advertising
ski . These people, including Szczepanów , two
miles from Bochnia , built and bestowed the
Church to God under the title of St. Magdalena (in which they
especially loved penance, and since they were sterile for a long
time, they promised God if he wanted to give them offspring, they
had to serve him, and since God had overpowered their consolation,
so that they had been married to each other for thirty years and
saw no fetus, they ceased, God's will, to diligent service day and
night and Alms and good deeds awaited the end of your
life. Suddenly Bogna felt pregnant, and later,
when she went to a nearby grove, she gave her son such Latin that
she had washed him in a nearby spring and followed him home
wearing. They gave him the Christian
name Stanisław as if he would be a glory to
God. From his youth to the work of the Spirit of God was known
to him and holiness that come alive to te; He showed
himself humble, shameful, more than childish customs, willing to
worship and inclined to teach, and in him God did what his parents
had promised, because he himself did it in such a way that he would
do it even without admonishing them what parenthood decided about
him, what they had great comfort in, this time they were obliged to
keep themselves in an eternal vow to keep chastity. He grew
up, first in Gniezno , where science flourished for that
period, then to Paris, where he asked for an exercise without
regretting the exertion they sent. There he collected a good
treasure, especially in clerical law, in the presence of sacred
morals and honest behavior, and with zealous prayer to God. He
thought in Paris by looking at religious people and choosing, in
the great Christian virtues perfect, a narrow life among them and
in the poverty of poor Christ, but to fulfill these thoughts of the
saints, the divine vision did not allow him what was hiding him for
something else in his great honor. After seven years in Paris,
which he returned to Poland with a large library of books, he
distributed the hereditary fortune to the
poor; Lambertus Żula , the Bishop of Cracow, who
sees in him humble, shameful and holy deeds connected with great
science, to [p. 512] of the priesthood began to proclaim it,
but the thought of the law of life did not die out, and yet it
disgusted him, until then he allowed himself to be instituted,
then was ordained and venerated by the Canon of Cracow, became one
to all Mirror of all piety, so first of yourself, with all
diligence and spiritual guarding, so that he is not made available
to the forces of the devil; He also served his neighbors,
especially in his preaching and teaching, and being eloquent and
learned, he preached frequent
and fervent sermons in the Krakow Church and
throughout the episcopate , illuminating people out of love
for God; which the bishop, when he saw Żula ,
very much wished that he would succeed him in the diocese of Krakow
and entrust him with all affairs and clerical leadership in old
age. After his death he was unanimously elected bishop by all
clergymen: for he had the self-image that no one was equal to him
in science and in the necessary virtues; but a humble
priest, an office of this size itself; he was frightened,
and he broke off for a long time, he entered the diocese of
Alexander II in the year 36 in 1071. Confirmed the
Pope. This so high state encouraged him to be even more tender
about himself, so he fasted
himself, put on a hair shirt that he did
not take off himself until his death, he flared up with
great soulful love and human salvation became his house a
house of the poor and needy, plus strong faith in him, polite
humility, angelic purity, grateful grace, unchangeable
righteousness.                       Courage
for the truth, fearless, alert discipline, contempt for the world
and other virtues appeared in it. He himself went around the
presbytery every year and watched it the most so that there
would be no scandal in the clergy. What he lost in church work
he spent praying and reading the writings of
St. digest. He had all the widows in his episcopate
recorded that he saved as best he could. But he was careful
not to enrich his shoulders with church income so that the poor,
too many domestic servants or a lot of horses would not eat their
bread; and wash their feet. He immediately forgot his
wrong. Once asked by John of Brzeźnica to
consecrate the Church of Brzeźnica , when he knew
nothing about Eo , Jan became angry with him, not only
banished from his house, but also the bishop's servants were beaten
and wounded, whom the bishop treated in this way Wise he spent the
whole night in a meadow and asked the Lord God for his enemy when
John repented of himself the next day and chased after him, the
bishop, and got on his feet [p. 513] when he fell, he asked
for forgiveness; Stanisław willingly forgave him and
returned to Brzeźnica , the church consecrated
him; And the meadow on which. Stanisław spent the
night, raising his name in the sacred meadow, for some of the
graces that God was doing there; so much so that Zbigniew, the
bishop of Krakow, and the cardinal had a church built there in
honor of this saint, for the competition of the people pushing in
there. When Stanisław shone with such high virtues,
he made a great gain for God and a great loss for the devil in his
soul, caused great trouble and terrible weather with
King Bolesław , the brave, who exclaimed: He was the Lord
of Great Victories , adorned with extraordinary qualities, but
condemned all these joys of the flesh in which he was unbridled:
for in adultery and carnal fornication he was disregarded to the
scandal of all. In view of this, Stanisław and the
others to whom it belonged remained silent for
fear, he went into the royal room, there
he privately presented to Bolesław the wrath of
God, the loss of salvation, the humiliation of the royal majesty,
the scandal of his subjects, he pleaded weeping for
repentance. In seemingly fine words, the king dismissed the
bishop, but when he left he joked with his flatterers and not only
did not improve, but also learned of the beauty of his wife
Krystyna Mścisław von Buzenin , who was unable
to close convince her of his love with royal gifts, he
forcibly ordered her to be abducted from his husband's house, with
whom he lived filthy, and fathered offspring of her, or not without
an obvious divine punishment: because children were disabled, ugly
and when they were born they grew up crazy. That blatant
adultery, the murmur of people attracted itself. When others
hesitated, they all asked Stanisław : that he would
blame the king for it. The zealous husband did not apologize,
so many sacrifices, from himself, then from others, having made God
for the king, went to Wroclaw in Silesia,
where Bolesław lived, there he openly punished the king
for his excesses in front of his courtiers
; but Bolesław insulted the bishop with poison with
his angry and shameful words, dismissed him and thought of nothing
for later in order to get revenge on him. He was bought
by. Stanisław to his church, the village
of Piotrowin , with Piotr, the heir of this village, who
took the money and died shortly afterwards, the king persuaded the
deceased's nephews, Jakub, Sulisław and Piotr, the
village of Stanisław . to admonish. So the
accused was in the courts before the king, which he
was conducting at Solec , when he took
witnesses, and the witnesses were threatened by the royal threat to
testify [p. 514] they would not like the truth when he saw
that it was not only about church damage, but also about his fame,
so that his lies and injustice and coveted acquisition would not
become a scandal of his neighbors, he fled to God and through his
Spirit caused his, he weighed something unheard of, but with God
something similar. At this judgment he said in one voice:
Because truth and fear of God are lost in the living, I will flee
to the dead with the help of the God of truth. What if the
king and all the conscious heard, laughed and accused the bishop of
madness, and for these three days Stanisław , who worked
with his clergy on his fasting and prayer, on the third day with
the procession, in bishop's clothing? , went to the village
of Piotrowina , near Solec , to his grave in
the church of St. Tomasz, There he ordered in a long
prayer to open the grave, and the body was almost rotten, and he
called to God. Almighty God, everything should be with you,
you who love yourself as truth in truth, raise up a witness to me
and your church in my cause, and to the dead he said: "Peter, in
the name of the Holy Trinity, Father 'Son and Holy Spirit, I
command you to get up and go to judgment and prove my truth: 44 And
immediately his whole body was filled with his whole body, and with
great admiration of all the people brought him before the king and
said, See, you have the same king who paid this village. For a long
time the king and his court thought about it, almost deviated from
each other and were silent as they watched these wonderful and
unheard of things: until the risen Peter spoke. I am king, at the
request of this bishop I was raised to give him a blessing, I am my
own village - to which no one else had a right, he sold it and
took the full wages and turned to his nephews, punished them and
led them to repentance, because they wronged a holy
man. The king, who could not do anything else,
condemned Stanisław . Many people wanted to ask the
resurrected one. Peter, about the things of the other world,
but he says very little and nothing without St. Without saying
anything, he dismissed her because he was not allowed to say
something like that. S. Stanisław asked him if he
wanted some time in the world. They went to repent, that is,
to return to the world, he replied that I prefer to suffer a little
in purgatory instead of again being in danger of sin, I hope to be
righteous in your prayers and sacrifices to be father. that
soon I would be free from the agony of purgatory,
as Stanisław had promised him. he brought him to his
grave, where he died again and there [p. 515]
buried. A great miracle that was proclaimed around the world,
and that the Basel Council condemned Huss, who claimed it was wrong
to stick to the names of the Church, was brought about. With
this miracle the Poles were weakened in the Orthodox faith and
strengthened for new ones. Bolesław also the king to test
himself - he took a little more at the sight, but soon his poison
on the holy bishop increased on such an
occasion. He marched against Wszewold ,
the prince of Kiev, over whom Kiev won a great victory, where he
lived for seven years, he fell into fornication for joy and
followed his bad example "and the Polish cavalry of Russian whites,
seduced by their beauty". : What are your wives in Poland
about when they learned that they had engaged in such debauchery
with the servants of their husbands; He returned from the
camp, yes, and Bolesław had to return to Poland with
shame for them, and out of great anger he committed extreme cruelty
to them and even greater cruelty to their wives, slaughtering their
breasts and slaughtering children in fornication, and for that
place pups at their breasts, even in his old habits, he not only
did not hold back, but publicly added sin to
sin. S. Stanisław urged him once and twice, but
since his admonitions had no effect, he cursed him and separated
him from the parish of the church from which the king was consumed
and decided to kill Stanisław ; after I learned
that a mass is being celebrated in St. Michael
on Skałka , the church is surrounded with soldiers, he
is dragged from the altar and he is killed; But those
whom he sent for this crime, when they see the bishop at the altar,
tremble, fall, become blind, and with fear they barely escaped
the church. The tyrant deceived them because they were shy and
not manly, he sent others who became like the first. The holy
bishop, hearing this disturbance and knowing its dangers, prayed to
God and prayed for the king who was hardened in evil. The king
himself fell into the church, drowned the sword in the saint's head
and was cruelly murdered. The
soldiers Bolesław feared kidnapped the body and dragged
it out of the church, cruelly hacking it into small pieces, but
four large eagles guarded the body for three days in such
dismembered form, and at night the light above could be seen: the
one from the priests and canons of the Kraków Church, who neglected
the prohibition and cruelty, the Bolesławowie , moved,
they thought of gathering these scattered members for the funeral,
in which God performed an unexpected miracle because the members
joined and so on Members grew up as if they were in a healthy
body. For the fullness of the body only one was not given a
finger, [p. 516] and this god, who had a light over a fish
(which he had thrown into a nearby pond, devoured it; that they had
caught the fish and found the limb which, as soon as it was touched
by the hand, grew at once: they buried the whole body there
on Skałka in the church where he was killed.He suffered
Gregory VII on May 8th, 1079. The Pope, when he heard
of such a cruel death from Stanisław the Saint, sent
the curse to Poland; Bolesław the Bold, Loathed by all;
on the one hand, when he saw the miracles God used to glorify the
deceased martyr, on the other hand, when he heard that the Poles,
who pursued his indecent and tyrannical life, thought about
conspiracies against him, a conscience that itself also makes
self reproach incapable three years after the murder of
St. Bishop, fled the Kingdom, Hungary, from his death will be
discussed elsewhere.

splendidly, made of black marble, on gilded copper columns,
also the dome [p. 517] gilded in a carp
scale.

relied, refused to canonize this
saint. Stretching out a new and fresh miracle: how he
experienced it. him to himself, for he had become severely
disabled and was almost dying; his husband appeared to him in
a dream in a great light and asked the cardinal, trembling with
fear. Reginalde knew me, he will say: with fear, I don't
know, he will answer. I am the Bishop of
Cracow, Stanisław , you wanted a new miracle, I was
punished for it, but God will heal you immediately at my request,
get up, and the truth will be. do not resist, the saint
disappeared, and after he was healed he came to the Pope, and what
had happened to him, "later he supported the Most Holy of Glory,
which then with great ceremonies in Assisi, in the Church of St.
Francis , was canonized in one hundred and seventy- five
years.After his death, in 1253, on the day of the birth of Our
Lady, on which the second miracle was performed, the young man died
and was taken to the church when he found out about him, Pope
Innocent, he cried out to God: Confirm what I have heard about
the martyrs: your Stanislaw , and raise these dead young
man by his achievements, he has not yet prayed, and let him know
that he was resurrected and died. even During the papal speech
he had to hold this Holy Innocent, red banner with the image
of St. Stanisława , upright, hanging in the air for a
long time , while the same Pope celebrated the celebration of
this saint in Po len, the eighth day in
May. Starowol . in Vitis Episc . Krakow. fol . 62.
Clement VIII. He ordered that his saint be respected
throughout the world on May
7th, officio duplici , as on the eighth day of the
appearance of St. Michael
replaces. Baronius in Notis at 7
a.m. Maji . In the same year Przemysław
became King of Bohemia, ie in 1253. He sent his
ambassadors to Prandota , the Bishop of Cracow, to ask
what relic this St. her husband, whom he had received with
great pomp after he had left the city, brought them to Prague and
richly adorned them.

Silver lamps hung over his grave, one by
Wincenty Kadłubek , the other
by Władysław IV. The third
by Stanisław Garwaski , the castellan of Płock, from
where he could see a large statue of this
saint. Piotrowin from the resurrection grave, cast
entirely in silver. Pruszcz , the miracles his people
received because of the cause, he wrote down in
detail. Długosz , who collected his life in 1465 and was
published in 1511, where this author gives the reason why no life
of this Bishop S. commented before him that everyone
was afraid of the royal house then ruling in Poland would have been
such an indecent life of Bolesław's ancestors that he
would have written down the
offspring. Stanisław Dobielewicz , the dean
of Chodelski , wrote the same life as Długosz ,
and after adding later miracles to it, he scattered it around the
world in 1666.

tomorrow, I will save you: I have done you and healed
you. 1703. Jew, trading post in Bliwernik , general
commissioner of the Saxon army of King August II of
Poland. when the bridge at Solec on the Vistula was
completed and the king himself examined this work, both with Polish
lords and with Saskia generals; At that time the Swedes wanted
to take this bridge with such zeal that they cut ropes and
ropes from the cut ropes on the watchtower of the swift
river So when the guards set the boats in motion with their
swing, and the Jew, the one with a few A hundred Polish zlotys up
their sleeve, thrown into the Vistula, began to decline.
