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Pogonia Litewska. In a red field on a
hunting horse to the right, which wears a red saddle with a chest
strap, a back strap with two cross straps connecting these and a
red saddle pad with three low hanging ends decorated with gold
fringe, a rider in silver armor with a levee, as if drawn for a
blow Swords in the right hand, holding the reins with the left
hand, on the left arm a shield with a golden double cross on a red
field. It is also called Pogon (from Gonic = to follow). It is the
hereditary coat of arms of the Grand Dukes of Lithuania and also
the national coat of arms of Lithuania. Rimund, son of Grand Duke
Trojden of Lithuania, who had a column and the Hippocentaur in his
coat of arms, had become a Greek Catholic and a monk. When his
father Trojden was murdered by his brother Dowmund in 1282, he left
the monastery and gathered followers to avenge this murder. He was
elected Grand Duke in 1283, had his uncle killed, but then
renounced his dignity and resigned himself to the monastery. Before
that, however, he called his subjects and advised them to elect
only a brave and worthy man (as he called Witenes Buiwid from
Samogitia of the Palemonian tribe) who knew how to defend the
homeland to be lord. To remember this, he ordered them to wear the
image of the horseman on their banners. The then elected Witenes
confirmed this new coat of arms. This coat of arms first came to
Poland through the Lithuanian Grand Duke Jagiellon, who was elected
King of Poland in 1386. After the unification of Poland and
Lithuania in 1569, it was used in side of the white eagle in the
national coat of arms. Besides the Lithuanian Grand Dukes, this
Pogon coat of arms was also used by the mostly princely families
derived from the same:

He led the campaign in Lithuania and was one of that brave
little handful of men who advanced towards Warsaw under General
Dembiński. My father, tormented by wars, died young. the late
Aniela hid with her sisters under the watchful eye of her loving
mother Agnieszka Lipska. 1865.13/XI. She was married to Edmund
Taczanowski, a future general who, condemned to death, had to
undertake a long odyssey. When he was pardoned, his powers were
checked and the late Aniela lived only a few years in the quiet of
the house. At the age of 33, Aniela was a widow with six children.
His son Stefan died prematurely, then the daughter of Katarzyna
Bnińska and Stanisława Koczorowska
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
