be combed, with a crown on her head, both arms a little
outstretched and raised, with bare hands in the dress only up to
the shoulders, sitting on a black bear, walking the left shield,
the right foreleg raised as if running , in the yellow
field; In the helmet over the crown, between two deer horns,
half of the bear is larger, turned towards the left shield as if he
were sitting, he has lowered his front leg, on the right he is
holding a rose.

There are many houses in Europe that use
the bear in their coat of arms. And first the
Familia Caesarinorum , such as
Ulysses Aldrovandus ,
vol. 1. lib . 2. Ornith . Supported
by the history of the Roman popes and cardinals, they carried the
eagle with outstretched wings on a standing column to which a bear
was tied. From this family came four cardinals,
two Julian and two Alekander , one of whom
Julian, Władysław , the king of Poland and Hungary,
persuaded him to go to war against the Turks, with whom he
died in Varna itself in 1444 with other Roman ones Lords he settled
in the Duchy of Lithuania. Ursynów also a family at the
same coat of arms, that is to bear "some go, but they are wrong
because they sealed a long time with a rose, which under the coat
of arms of Poraj was told Bisciola 1.

genus Sigimeri Principis ejus filius , ardorem animi vultu oculisque praeseferens , assiduus militiae Hic illegal
Arminius, qui invictissimas Romano
rum legiones tres , totidemque ach, et
sex kohorten , occisione delevit , ipsumque exercise Principem Quinctilium Varrum , ut sibi Manus aff erret , compulit . In

plate on the neck of the bear in the arms he carries. Bern, a
city in Switzerland, is proud of a four-legged
bear. Sangalienses and Abbatiscellenses , a
bear

library. 4. In 1100 he writes that Wawrzyniec Lorek,
named after God, from the Rawit family , offended
by Bretysław , the Czech prince, was offended that he had
expelled his entire family from their lands and killed him, in

Of these, Prandota was the
Voivode of Rawski in 1230, the second with the same name,
1260, the third, 1394, the fourth, 1440, as it is said in the first
volume. Tomisław , also the Voivode
of Sandomierz in
1325. Prandota Z Żelazny, the Voivode of Płock
in 1452. Sylwester or Lassota , wrote the parish
priest of Szkalmirski with the same coat of
arms. From Zdziechów , the Archbishop of Lviv was
elected to his cathedral
after Jan Rzeszowski's descent from the coat of
arms of Półkozice , according to the information given in
the Lviv Chapter. but Władysław Jagiełło , the
King of Poland, threw Sylwester from the miter at the
instigation of Heliasz in 1436 from
Prince Multański and blew Johannes
von Spowa Odrowąż in his place . About
what Długosz in his story, libro 12th
volume.
