In a red field a magpie ( sroka ) turned
to the right, standing on a branch stuck in green soil; Helmet
decoration: missing. It is said to have been given to a sroka for
distinction in war, but where? and when? It is considered a coat of
arms, probably imported from Silesia, and was already known in
Poland, where it was called Srocznik , also known as Sroka, around
