This coat of arms has been
preserved from the Nachrichten coat of arms: In anger, one of two
brothers of the Nachrichten coat of arms shot the other with an
arrow. The perpetrator has long been undetected. But sued
by remorse in order to submit and punish the
perpetrator.

Bniński, coat of arms of Łódź. They write from
Bnin, which they also write about. Opaliński and Radzewski
come from. At that time they had their own goods in Kraina, in
the Nakielski Poviat of the Kalisz Voivodeship. Paprocki
testifies to judge Poznań and his son Jan that he was a learned
husband and about foreign countries that he visited
well. Stanisław in 1570. Piotr, whose wife Barbara Brezianka
mentioned in the 1647 constitutions.

As Johannes or
Janusz, the title king of Cyprus, Niesiecki, also mentions Piotr
under the coat of arms of Łódź, but not a son, but only in great
favor with Janusz, who does this best when the entire diploma I
will get it here in an official one Send a copy of Count Hilary
from Łódź Bniński to the copy.

In the heraldry of the following, Wielądek also adds
to the Bniński Łód adds: Wojciech von Bnin, the castellan from
Kowalski, the Starost von Nakielski, signed the Warsaw Assembly in
1733 for the election of Stanisław August the King with the Poznan
Voivodeship registered.

Everyone agrees that this coat of arms was
acquired in Poland in 1332 under Władysław Łokietek: when this
gentleman chose the German knights with the army and his camp was
almost in contact with the enemy, the knight of the house of
Jastrzębczyk had such a neat shape of bolt, that is, he hollowed
out the arrows that the spice fire had hidden in them. Then
the dark night was used as a trick, and so a hidden fire broke out
under his cover from the guard who had gone to the Germanic
tents. The stuck arrows that hit with the right thing soon
engulfed all with a flame, where they so terrified the enemy that
when our people attacked them some of them broke, others were
killed by fire, the sword and the die Poland won. As a reward
for such a happy industry, I added a bolt to the local coat of arms
of Jastrzębiec, the knight mentioned above, and that this
expedition ended in the village of Bialynia, that is why the coat
of arms got its name. Named Bialynia. But Paprocki, who
is the first author of the story and who others consistently
followed, in his other book, which he called Stromat, The
Beginnings of Białynia to the Times of Bolesław.

Some of them are so
named from their coat of arms. Mikołaj Poraj, canon of Cracow
in 1401 in Nakiel. in Miechow. fol. 370. Jakub
Poraj, the pastor of Trzemeszyn in 1386, about whom he
writes. Dama in Vitis Archiepisc. Gnesnensium
fol. 207. that the first pastor of the Trzemeszyn parish
received a stable and the right to sit as a canon in the Gniezno
chapter. Mikołaj Poraj, the Starost of Halych, who with Piotr
Odrowąż under the name of Krasne, so strongly called Wołochów,
attacked in 1450 that even they beheaded the enemy for a long time
and both died there, which caused Biel to die. fol.

He and Bielski put three ostrich feathers on
the helmet, another three towers, each of which looks like an
ostrich feather. I don't read anywhere where this coat of arms
was bought, only the MS mentioned above. The story of
Hollenders shows that Teodoric Weiher from Franconia, a father of a
family, a brave man who was looking for knightly fame, came to
Prussia and Pomerania together with Krzywki during the reign of
Charles the Bald Roman Emperor. Among them was Marcin Weiher,
heir to the property called Leba, Bishop of Kaminski in Pomerania
in 1549, to verify Micraelius
Syntagm. Histor. lib. 3. fol. 542. He is
already infected with a Lutheran sect, but he is already infected
with the story of Posselii Polon. Pruth. fol. 515,
which brings his death in 1556 , tells of him
that the last was the Catholic Bishop Kaminski and Mateusz Judycki,
among other tombstones of the ponds in Puck, who wanted to leave
Marcin a souvenir of how much of the same house and the same line
he wrote it 1655 to.

In During the reign of Stefan Batory the
King, at first near Tczew, when the rebel camp beat this Lord of
Danzig and some people with a shotgun, a larger field was opened
for him for heroic matters, forced others to flee, and he wounded
his own Bravery on this occasion. White. fol. 739.
He had previously given a piece by Henryk Kutsbach, the emperor's
envoy, to the same citizens of Danzig, for fear of harmful
correspondence with such a monarch. White. fol. 737.
Later, in the battle with the people of Danzig, our strength helped
us to win, and at the lighthouse by the sea he was severely
besieged, and in all the difficulties of the brave leader and
general he fulfilled his office. In the Moscow campaign,
Polotsk and Pskov, much was to be gained for his fearless heart:
