The noble Polish family Nycz. Nycz, coat of arms of
Jastrzebiec. Jastrzębiec is a Polish coat of arms community that
has existed since 1319. Some members belonged to the Polish
nobility. The powerful community of coats of arms had great
political influence on the politics of the Polish-Lithuanian
nobility. Numerous family members of the Jastrzebiecs held
high-ranking positions in the Polish state. In contrast to other
Polish noble families, some member families (about 10) of the coat
of arms led to titles such as Hrabia (Count) and (Baron). Its
origin lies in today's Mazovia. The ancestral seat of the
Jastrzębiec noble family is an estate with an associated castle in
the Polish municipality of Konopnica (Wieluń), which is why the
Konopnica coat of arms also contains the Jastrzębiec symbols
(horseshoe and knight's cross). The Jastrzębiec family was or is
divided into several branches, which have different surnames but
bear the same coat of arms. The name Jastrzębiec derives from
jastrząb, the Polish word for hawk, which is why this is also the
heraldic animal of Jastrzębiec. In contrast to other European noble
families, the Polish nobles do not have von and/or zu (or de
[French] or of [English]) in their surname, but have the name of
the house/place or the noble family with the addition - ski or
[more rarely] -icz. Adam I. Konarski, Polish clergyman, Bishop of
Posen Bartłomiej Paprocki (1540-1614), founder of Polish heraldry
Stanisław Konarski (1700-1773), Polish scholar Christian Johann
Nepomuk Dassanowsky (1780-1839) kk Hofreisen-Director and
Obersthofpostamts-Official zu Wien Jan Henryk Dąbrowski
(1755–1818), Polish general Józef Ignacy Kraszewski (1812–1887),

singer, pianist Heraldry. The heraldic animal of Jastrzębiec is the
hawk. He sits in the jewel above the crown and has a yellow
horseshoe with a yellow knight's cross in the middle in his claw,
the sign of Jastrzębiec. Otherwise the gem shows a knight's helmet
wearing a crown on his head and a gold chain with a gold amulet
around his neck. In the coat of arms there is a yellow horseshoe
with a yellow knight's cross in the middle on a light blue
background.
