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Wierzbna. In a blue field divided by a narrow golden
bar, three golden lilies standing next to each other in the upper
and lower parts of the same; Helmet decoration: a Corinthian
column, which is pierced in the upper half from bottom to top by an
arrow slanting to the right. About the origin of the coat of arms
it is said: Werboslav Graf von Wrbna in Bohemia, who lived around
895, fought with distinction in the wars against France for the
dependence of Lorraine and in those for the reunification of
Germany with Italy. The emperor bestowed three lilies on his coat
of arms, and the king of France, who gave this previously feared
opponent the name of his brother, in the manner of a knightly round
table, also bestowed on him the three French lilies, which were
placed among those first given. When the Romans were defeated,
Werboslav shot through the Roman general from the Colonna family
with his dart. That is why Emperor Otto I gave Werboslav the
arrow-pierced column (colonna) as a helmet decoration. The Wrbna
came from Bohemia to Silesia around 1220 and from there to Greater
Poland around 1400, where they and their coat of arms were called
Wierzbna. This coat of arms is used by:

Rydzyński of the Wierzbna coat of arms in
Wielkopolska, however, they wear it in the same form as I saw on
their native seal: the shield of the coat of arms, blue in color,
divided into a wider line, three lilies should stand above it, one
row next to it the other three such lilies below the line. one
medium-sized, slightly sloping, all white; above the crown without
a helmet, colossus pierced with an arrow, from the left side of the
shield to the right. This coat of arms was brought to Poland from
Bohemia and Silesia, when Silesia broke away from Poland, one of
the counts of Wierzbna began to nest in Wielkopolska in the circles
of the year 1400. wrote Starovol. in Monum. these words: Hic
quiescunt in Domino, sepulti duo fratres germani, Stanislaus et
Andreas, ut virtute ad religione Catholica, ita Avis Atavisque
clarissimi, quorum Pater fuit Albertus Rydzyński, Comes de Wirbna,
qui in Podolia multis annis dimicans cum Tataris, ab eis captus ,
proque Patriae libertate, barbaram expertus est servitutem.
