The noble Polish family Deborog.
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Deborog . In a green, sometimes also blue
field, an oak stumps , from the middle of which a stag's antlers
protrude; Helmet decoration: five ostrich feathers. King Zygmunt
August bestowed this coat of arms in 1562 on his master huntsman,
Stanislaw Bylczynski , from the district of Grodno, who found an
oak trunk with ingrown deer antlers during a hunt and honored the
king. The same, also called Duboroch , lead the: Bylczynski
.

Bylczyński of the coat of
arms of Duboroch Dęborog . For the last half of the third century
this house was named in 1562 by King Sigismund Augustus land in
Grodzieński district , Bylczyce and today and until now owned by
this house. February 24 with a privilege signed in Vilnius, in
which the coat of arms was awarded, there are two deer horns grown
in the trunk of an oak, in a green field with a helmet, and above
the helmet, ostrich feathers and other ornaments, like the painting
of this coat of arms placed in this privilege proves that the name
Duboroch was given to him.

Coat of arms of Dęboróg . It is said to be an oak
stump rooted in the ground, from the center of which protrude two
stag horns, one on the right side, the other on the left side in
the blue field, on the helmet above the crown are five ostrich
feathers folded by Okolski , vol. 1st fol . 148. Pa percent. in the
fol . 1252. about the coat of arms. fol . 588. Jewels fol . 46.
​​​​​​The beginning of this coat of arms is assumed by our authors.
To his hunter, who while hunting found an oak stump of the shape
shown in the coat of arms, so that stags seemed to have grown horns
from it, he found [p. 330] and offered the king the same stump for
the coat of arms. After all, no author writes about the house with
this coat of arms.
