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Taczala. In a golden field a gray crane, turned to
the left, standing on the right foot, holding a stone in the raised
left foot, whose head reaches halfway up the neck into a black
shield head, which is accompanied on the right and left by a silver
star is; Helmet decoration: missing. Nothing is known about the
origin of this coat of arms, which is probably a symbol of
vigilance. It came to Poland from Bohemia with Henryk Gierko around
1500. The same lead the:

However, the coat of arms is changed by
the Frantzius: not two, but three stars placed at 1 and 2, the
crane as a helmet decoration, - the Krahn: the stars are missing,
the shield is divided blue and red , which is Budzowski and
Skronski: the neck of the crane pierced by a silver arrow from
below upwards; Helmet ornaments: a similar crane between two
blue-gold exchanged hunting horns (elephant's trunk).
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
