Sreniawa. In a red field a vertical, floating,
silver river, the upper end of which is bent slightly to the right,
the lower to the left, the river is decorated at the top with a
silver cavalier's cross; Helmet ornaments: two hunting horns
(elephants ' trunks), each with four round bells hung on the
outside, between the hunting horns a golden lion's head with a long
mane turned forward. This coat of arms comes from early pagan
times; its first homeland was in the Kraków Voivodeship and its
name Sreniawa derives from the Sreniawa River, which flows next to
the Druzyna River to the Vistula. This coat of arms differs from
the Druzyna coat of arms only in that the cross is missing in the
latter. With the adoption of Christianity, the cross was probably
included in the Druzyna coat of arms. This coat of arms is carried

The river is white in a
red field slanting, that is, like a fallen river, on the helmet of
a lion without a crown, between two hunter's trumpets, each with
four bells. This is how Długosz and Paproc describe him . in the
fol . 76. About [p. 469] coat of arms. fol . 139. Approx. volume.
1st fol . 180th and vol. 3rd jewel) f. 48. Some family members take
it so much that they put a cross on the top of the river, and that
is called Śreniawa , others carry the river without a cross, and
they want it as a team: to Bielsk . fol . 83. Others, according to
Paprocki, do not wash the lion on the helmet, only the trumpets
themselves. Others, whether with or without a cross, the river,
already Śreniawa , they already call the team; since it is the same
coat of arms, and the same family of all Śreniawitas , Paprocki
speaks openly, but the former without a cross, and also for
paganism, is known, and the cross is still to be added for a
service when the family members of this coat of arms, you accepted
the holy faith, so Duriev understands . That this coat of arms was
bought in Poland, and not brought to us from other countries, seems
certain that for a bachelor's work on the river Śreniawa , given to
a brave knight, and from that river named Śreniawa , seven miles
from Kraków, flows into Parissius this river into the
Vistula.
