Sokola . In a green field the silver front half of a
boar and the rear half of a black bear put together as an animal
striding to the right, both halves of the animal are separated by a
vertical red line that also splits the entire shield; Helm
adornment: a half-growing black bear. About the origin of the coat
of arms it is said that King Kazimierz I (104158), while resting
while hunting, noticed a bear that threw itself on a boar, which,
however, shook it off and then pursued it attackingly. A fierce
fight ensued between the animals, both of which eventually
collapsed from exhaustion. So two brothers named Sokot rushed
there, one killed the boar and the other the bear. To commemorate
this venture, the king gave these brothers this coat of arms, which
was named Sokola after them. The same lead the:
