Ramel also Rahmel earlier Romele is the
name of an old  
Pomeranian  
noble family  . Today the family lives
in the  
baron class  in  
Sweden  .           



 



The history of research does not provide a uniform
picture of the origins of the family. Research has not yet
been able to provide evidence of the previously frequently
postulated descent from a  
Brunswick  family of the same
name , which also flourished in 

Mecklenburg  between 1190 and
1378 . The assertion made that the Ramel
came to Pomerania from the  
Margraviate of Brandenburg  cannot be
supported either .        



 



In any case, the Ramel are counted among the oldest
and later also among the castle-sitting and thus most respected
families of Pomerania.



The Ramel and Gerborg, the widow of Herbert Romele
zu Lassan, were first mentioned in a document in 1256 when
she exchanged their village of  
Banzin  on  
Usedom  for the  
Grobe monastery  for the now- 

disappeared  village of Rauene
near  
Lassan  .          



Both the presumed son Johannes von Ramel († after
1303) was  
Lord  of Lassan,  
Alt Schlage  and  
Persanzig  . The family came
to  
Western Pomerania  with him . He
was married to Miroslawa, the widow of  
Casimir  , castellan of 

Kolberg  from the house of the 

Swantiborids  , which underlines the high
reputation of the early Ramel. Two daughters and four sons are
known from the next generation, with the two sons Arndt († after
1336) and Egberdt († after
1313) continuing the  
family line  and becoming the founders
of the two main lines Alt Schlage-  
Wusterwitz  and  
Nemitz  -  
Weitenhagen  . Both lines were
subdivided several times in the period that
followed.                 



The Wusterwitz line was also able to take over the
office of  
hereditary marshal  in 

the Cammin monastery  . When they lost
this office during the secularization, in 1657 they were
given the office of  
hereditary kitchen master  of Western
Pomerania by  
Elector Friedrich Wilhelm  , which they
held until 1773. The last male member of the family in
Pomerania was the District Administrator  
Caspar Friedrich von Ramel  (* 1727, †
1795).          



In 1584, the Danish  
nobility naturalization  for 

Henrik Ramel  from the Wusterwitz line,
whose descendants, the brothers Ove and Hans Ramel, received the
Swedish nobility naturalization in 1664. In 1770 the Ramel
were raised to the status of Swedish 

barons  . Only this line has survived
to the present day and has been based  
at Övedskloster Castle  since

Ramel's coat of arms . It should be a
red wall with three pinnacles, above it a silver star in a golden
field, on the helmet and crown: four peacock feathers or other
black and white checkered ones. The Ramel family in Pomorskie
is proud of this coat of arms. One of them was Henryk Ramel,
King Dulski's Chancellor. Otto Ramel with Jan Fryderyk, the
Pomeranian Duke, chancellor for 18 years and in 1610 the course of
his mortal life ended. Jerzy Protonotarius the Pomeranian
Prince 1482. In the Brunświcki Duchy of Ramel, a nobleman tied
his horse to a branch under the mountain on a tree, which, when he
hit the ground once or twice with his hoof, dug a lead line over it
A lead mountain was then dug out of which lead is very
strong: as a souvenir. this mountain is called
Ramel. 319. de family. Prussia. N. stood behind
Weiher, the mother of Colonel
Ernst.           



Hondorf, coat of arms of Nabram (vol. 4 p.
367-374)



Hondorf, coat of arms of Nabram, but with the
difference of this coat of arms, draw a line over three black and
white squares diagonally from the upper right side down to the left
side. This family was famous in Germany for a long time, and
from there they came to Prussia with the Teutonic Order, they were
written in front of von Hohendorff, but were then already called
Hondorfs with the abbreviation. They are divided into five
lines, because some of them write from Sztenelie, others from
Bylina, the third from Fangotten, or Kownatki, the fourth from
Goja, the last from Daniele. All the same coat of arms and
house. Those who write from Sztenelie have moved to
Poland. Jerzy Hondorff from Milwowna, from which he fathered
his son Wojciech, the one from Wildenhanovna, had two sons
Krzysztof and Jerzy, Krzysztof was the imperial head leader in the
imperial army, and then lost his son during the War in Germany, and
his daughter he gave Bromzer, he also inherited the good
Sztenelia, not far from Tylza on the Preplo: later this Krzysztof
Starost von Morang and major general of the Brandenburg Army: near
Bar, where he worked for Jan III. commanded several thousand
Brandeburgers. he showed considerable courage. Jerzy and
his brother had settled in Patrykki in Warmia near Apolonia von
Hoppowna, who gave birth to Szteinbokowna, he had seven daughters
and two sons, but all these offspring died, only one son, Jan
Krzysztof, stayed, he moved to Poland, as a brave bachelor in the
army, "he reached the indictment of the major general, the
campaigns of Batowska, Żorawińska, Kałuska Wienska, his courage as
a witness, but especially in the Bukowina showed the heart of the
knight, where stood with the artillery, bravely resisted the
onslaught of the enemy who saved the king and the entire
army: the first to dig trenches [p. 368] ordained, there
was the first commander, then he served in various war problems of
this country for fifty years and died eighty years . He had
three daughters of Franciszka Kurczowny of which Anna and Joanna
Bernardine married Marianna Zurowski married the Jewish carpenter,
and the sons Jerzy, the captain of the Polish army, Mechtylda
Mężyńska was behind him, and he died of her son
Edward , after which he took a second wife. Michał
Szepelska, the remaining widow of the judge Kaminski Krzemieniecki,
Adam elected the priesthood, Krzysztof and Mikołaj both
knights. Jerzy Gwilhelm from Bylina Hondorf had a wife from
the Seroskerten family, important in the Netherlands, who was
raised by the emperor to SR I baron, he was in command of the
Kortryk fortress. His great cousin, the noble bachelor, was a
lieutenant general in the Danish army. From the same line
he was adjutant general to Prince Eugene Generalissimi of the
imperial army. From the line of Fangotten or Kownatek there
are two senior officers in Brandenburg Prussia, Jerzy Krzysztof
Major in the Lithuanian army, also the second major in the Duchy of
Prussia. The fourth and fifth lines in Prussia, Silesia and
Courland are blossoming. Jan Hondorf had Brantowna of the
torch coat of arms behind
him.                   
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
