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Important note to the reader:


I tried to keep the wording of the book as simple as possible, except for a couple of difficult words, only because they are not commonly used, or because they are specific terms and must be used to have a proper understanding.


A word about the level of education and reading the book. Education has become completely artificial. Today, it is sufficient if one articulates in a well-sounding manner. In the educational institutions, understanding is not really emphasized. It only seems to matter that the learner can parrot the teacher’s words that later on are presented in a quiz show called class work - complete automatism, without true reason!


Reading means to perceive with the eyes and the mind*. Because the human being does not know much about the mind and its capabilities, he fails to perceive to a large extend with the mind. Take note: The mind is not the brain; there is a difference. Unfortunately, books are not written on the basis of understanding and for this reason cannot be understood.


A word is just a substitute for the thing. Wanting to understand the thing that is described in words, one needs to know the definition of the word or it becomes necessary to take a closer look at the thing itself, e.g. if you don’t understand plectrum, go and get one for inspection. It is a significant undertaking to represent reality in words, as it is always the interpretation of the writer, as well as the interpretation of the reader that remains.


Because the thing itself is often not available for direct observation, one uses words or pictures to get an impression of the thing, meaning an immediate impression in the form of a picture that one imagines in one’s head.


Starting on page 599 in the glossary*, an overview of the definitions of the words listed in the book marked by an asterisk* can be found. These definitions deviate in part or entirely from conventional definitions. In order to have a complete understanding of a word, it should be looked up in a good dictionary, including its origin. Sources are listed starting on page 669.


Please note: This book cannot be fully understood if the words are not looked up and researched, be it words of common use or the specific definition mentioned here in the book.


Note: First read the glossary, then the book from the very beginning!




Foreword


To go through life.


Going this route largely depends on your knowledge and ability. Information is not a problem; you almost drown under the flood of information today. Only there is very little information that is truly beneficial. It is not the mass of data, but the “know-how” that counts!


Information through the media is merely for commercial use. They want only your best: your money!


It is similar with your education: The knowledge that applies each day you do not forget. But what do you remember from your school education?


Life can be simple, not expensive, and filled with success and health. What kind of information is important in life? It is the type of information that will help you solve life’s problems. Each thought, each word, each book is valuable for it will help to solve the problems of your existence. Recognize and determine which sources of knowledge have helped you in life and consider them valuable – throw all else overboard!


Imagine all knowledge as a pyramid. Now, turn the pyramid upside down. The result is a spectrum with a range of very much to very little. You advance in the direction of truth and wisdom, with wisdom being defined as insightful knowingness.


What you are reading here comes from the lowest third of the upside-down pyramid. “When one door closes, another opens.” It’s a saying that represents hope and faith. It is the information that changes the mindset.


Being together in our society is often not easy. If you want agreement and understanding, use what I have written and pass it on for reading. “One can change one’s mind for as long as one can talk to him!” What I have written comes from pure observation. Mankind in general is blinded by his “mind” and is therefore prevented from seeing things. So, if you are reading this, you should take a look around to see if it is so and dismiss everything you have heard or have read. “See for yourself, with your own eyes and not through the eyes of others!”


I write because I think I can help.


To Let Succumb


Why am I doing what I’m doing? Why do I write and talk to others? With words, I convey information to let others think different thoughts and to pursue other viewpoints. Why? Ideas and thoughts are responsible for making this world chaotic. Ideas and thoughts are also the way out.


Let’s take a child. Now, a child is more or less a blank canvas with unsteady legs that walks around the world and collects information that influences its behavior. Over the years, it realizes what is important or not, what information is right or wrong and who or what is trustworthy. But all too often, information is accepted as correct without further examination. It is not questioned. There is no effort made to fully understand the exact meaning or to conclude what one thing has to do with the other. Why bother? This information is from a trustworthy source! From parents, friends, teachers, radio and television. And often, it isn’t possible to investigate things exactly given the fact that one does not have the time. Life seems interesting, and one pursues his interests. Also, it is often so that many things do not really fit into one’s personal lifestyle, and they don’t really seem bothersome.


The average person is too content with the way things are. He knows that his type of diet and how he lives are not quite right, but he likes it, so why change? Is it necessary to know more? Could one have disruptions in one’s pleasure? Well, if you know better, you can prevent disaster in an emergency. But in the end, I will die anyway, so why should I do something? At least I want to have some fun in life!


One can have fun in life as long as one can do what he wants: Money and health make it possible to do it and have fun. So great care is taken to earn money; in case of illness, one goes to the doctor. However, the state always digs deeper into one’s pocket, the doctors poison you over time, and school education is not a real preparation for life. One could say that we owe it to our children to look after the affairs in order for them to have it better, but eventually you owe it to yourself!


If the teacher had real insight into what he teaches, the physician real insight into what he is doing, the politician real insight into the realization that too many of his kind will ruin the state, they all would take responsibility for ensuring that things take a positive course and that the future will be better designed then it looks now! Chances would be better to live a happy life.


So, people like me encounter opposition because mankind seems to enjoy moving with the current. If one then tries to make them think, tries to wake them up, one encounters discontent. Should one just let them die? They don’t want it any other way. Well, the future is my future as well. I cannot succeed all by myself and, therefore, I have no other choice but to work on the other person, to guide him in his thinking, to encourage him to take actions in doing something because he also will be part of the future. Either it will be a better future, or we all will perish.

In regard to education, there is an interesting thing to consider: working with references. Usually, it is so that when one says something the other person has to listen. This is followed by a debate because the addressed justifies his actions, trying to be right (not: within his rights). However, if you give the person you wish to tell something an explanatory reference, you won’t have a disagreement at first. That may happen later when he will have the next explanatory reference available (instead of ready). If the person is arguing with a piece of paper, he cannot take out his emotions on you. This reference contains a resolution or an explanation in such a format that one can agree with what is written. This should be accepted as basic behavior for both parties.


Your behavior toward your fellow man is based upon rules. People in general behave in a civilized way that is based on their customs and traditions. However, the Germans have a book called the Knigge that describes this topic. I haven’t read it. Therefore, one is often in disagreement with his fellow man because the basis for his behavior varies.


In “the club” of open-minded individuals, working with references is reinforced. If one notices misconduct / ignorance with someone, one directs that person to the corresponding reference. There is a provision in the system whereby specially trained people are responsible for this type of activity, known as department qualification. Even among these individuals, other references are referred to since the founder wrote something for any situation in life. In short, there is a lot of reading; people cooperate, and all pull together.


Of course, you will notice that you can never write exactly in a way that will clarify the current situation. Also, similar situations presented themselves in the past, and man in the last few thousand years did not further develop mentally. In fact, he regressed. Thus, it can be noted that the literature provides sufficient information to meet the facets of life and offers enough valid basics for working out functional solutions. A mechanic’s ability to work on a car is a matter of knowing his tools. For the best tool is useless if the mechanic cannot use it!


Well, I haven’t written much in regard to my work, but I usually refer to it when I start to realize that the information is relevant in order to convey a particular aspect to someone, to give him an impulse, to motivate him to think and to agree, to have agreement and to live together in harmony.


Agreement exists when both have the same idea about something. My literature is designed to make it possible. Yet, it is useless if only one knows about it!

5. Humankind tries not to do wrong, but does it anyway, because thoughts exist that appear stronger than free will.


6. Therefore, thought governs humankind.


7. Therefore, it is not always the cause of its thoughts.


8. Therefore, there is a part of humanity that tells it to do wrong.


9. This part confuses it, making it small, weak and sick.


10. Being sick means to do wrong – this is what the thought instructs. Millions of years of engineering work resulted in an organism that can heal itself, and yet it gets sick.


11. Therefore, the thought organizes matter.


12. The thought is the thought of the entity.


13. All thoughts are made of the same substance, whether they are good or bad.


14. The bad thought can be eliminated. It comes from the bad experiences that the person previously accumulated - first he caused it, then he got the effect of it. (What goes around, comes around.)


15. Therefore, humankind again will get big, strong and healthy.


16. Therefore, humankind must no longer be human.


Corollary2: Humanity will change when it changes its thoughts. One can change humanity, when one helps to change its thoughts.


The Entity



Neither medicine nor food will set one free from a problem. Only the human mind is able to solve the problem of the human mind! (LRH)


1. The entity is not the human being.


2. The entity is the person himself, who is aware of himself.


3. The entity creates energy and transforms this energy into images that are known as thoughts.


4. The accumulation of these images is known as the mind.


5. Intelligence is the utilization of energy. We take images out of the mind and arrange them into new images; therefore, we can solve perceived problems.


6. Strange thoughts hinder intelligence.


7. The entity does not lose intelligence but reduces it.


8. Death is a means by which we rid ourselves of the useless body that it has become.


9. The entity does not disappear. It supplies the new body with energy that it requires for development, being able to send it through the nerve channels, and the muscles resulting in movement.


10. The entity takes the mind along but “forgets” about it.


11. Knowledge does not get lost.


12. The entity has all capabilities, though these are blocked by thoughts!

Survival – The Way of Humankind


In this world, there are the “educated, the “blind” and the “sighted.”


The sighted see things as they are.


The “blind” think what they should see.


The “educated” look back at the education that they received, neither looking nor thinking for themselves.


Therefore, life among the “blind” is degraded to a discipline of thinking, since it is lived in such a way as they think – except for the worker, who is below the level of the “blind” and functions just like a machine.


What is left for humankind, since it knows nothing about life and cannot see it? Even the sighted cannot see it, because life cannot be seen, although the sighted knows what it is and for this reason does not have to dream about it.


1. Survival means to support oneself.


2. To live, it is necessary to acquire the things needed for living, e.g. food, clothes, money, etc.


3. One must be able to produce a product, something that can be exchanged. Even a teacher has a product: an educated student who can take on life.


4. An idea is required prior to producing a product: The more precise the idea, the more precise the product, or the more specific the idea; the more specific the product.


5. An idea contains information. This information can be learned or acquired.


6. One becomes more competitive and increases the potential for survival by constantly improving oneself.


7. The more one can do, the higher the potential of survival.


In fact, three components for the best survival are necessary: education, intelligence and reason. Intelligence and education allow the development of an all-destructive weapon – meaning non-survival – and only reason prevents its action!


And above all only one thing is left: intention. Without intention nothing happens!


Getting Along


How do we socialize with someone? There are traditions and customs, hence, a certain behavior that consists of certain rules – these can be in writing or not. In fact, these are the moral rules that should provide orientation about right and wrong.


A short note in passing, the Germans have a sophisticated clause in § 1 of their traffic rules and regulations. Indeed, there is social traffic to which these can be applied, as well.


(1) Participation in society requires constant attention and mutual regard.


(2) Every citizen must behave in such a way so that no one gets injured, endangered, or, depending on the circumstances, inevitably hindered or harassed.


We must remember to treat our fellow Man4 as a friend, as he is not yet an enemy!


In peace time:


Meet all human beings with a friendly disposition and friendly intentions.


Recognize if their actions are helpful or a burden.


If their intentions are good, help them to recognize their mistakes for a better time to come.


Once the real mistake is found, and the goal still cannot be achieved, give them a task that they can do.


If they are unable to fulfill any task, we should let them go, so that they will not bring us bad luck.


A common intention lets individuals build groups, and each group has one leader. This leader should have superior intellectual qualities above all others, and, through reason, be able to lead the group to a common goal in the best way possible.


If the leader’s reason fails, then the leader fails, as well as the group. From this, all can learn, especially the leader.


All group members have the right to appeal the leader’s reason.


Love


It is not the person but rather the emotion. One assumes that if a person is lost, the emotion is lost. However, this emotion can always be created anew, because there is as much love as there are people.


1. An emotion desired by everyone.


2. Nobody knows where it comes from.


3. It can give Man great happiness or great suffering.


4. The emotion does not originate from the being itself, but from that which makes him into a human being.


5. If Man would recognize what he is made of, he could recognize himself and walk the way of life with love, which would bring him great happiness.


6. The emotion is a thought and it says: “Be together!”


7. It is one’s own doing that destroys the emotion.


8. To part means to save another person from one’s own bad actions because the person no longer wants to hurt another.


9. A relationship is a decision.


10. This decision is to be for someone. Note: A person can be for or against someone.


11. The decision is carried out by taking action. If one stops taking action, the decision fades.


12. Jealousy is supported by fear to decide differently. It may also indicate what the other person is thinking of doing.


13. The weak tend to be jealous.


14. The decision of the strong will persist. It is carried by reason.


15. Reason is the survival of the person in the direction of pleasure.


16. Pain means to succumb and, in the long run, not to survive.


17. Communication is the glue in a relationship; secrets lead to separation.


To fall in love is quite easy, but it requires understanding to maintain that love. If there is no mutual understanding, love falls apart. It is the messed-up mind of humanity that ends understanding.


Happiness


Life supplies a person with a happy emotion when that person helps life to live. Ask a woman how she feels after giving birth, or how someone feels after building a house, or how people react when things get repaired to their satisfaction. All of this adds to the fact that life can live.


1. It is humanity’s highest goal.


2. To be happy, humanity sacrifices freedom because being happy means to have what one desires, but “to have” ends the state of freedom.


3. Thus, humanity became a victim of matter and emotion and created its own prison.


4. Matter and emotion can invert5 and humanity will only be happy when it no longer has matter and emotion.


5. Thus, it can be concluded that when happiness is connected with matter and emotion, happiness fades, as well.


6. However, there is another form of happiness.


7. Through matter and emotion, humanity is in an effect position, as matter or emotion affects it.


8. Humanity can be a cause - responsible for how things develop!


9. When humanity has a task that fulfills it, it beautifies the world or cultivates6 the virtue of humanity, generally improving its existence, or it allows that care is taken for things to work and are of use, or that bring joy to humanity. With those actions, humanity will experience satisfaction and happiness.


10. Thus, we conclude that humanity creates its own luck by doing.


11. Even the person, who still has a bit of hope to succeed in something, carries a bit of luck within. As hope dissipates, the person completely gives up and, therefore, has given up on luck.


12. Humanity will fall ill if suppression or counter-intentions have become too big for it to reach its happiness, and it will depart from life – in ways that may be obvious or concealed – only to escape misfortune.


13. Humanity can be happy if it is strong and recognizes the fundamentals of symbiosis7 and reason and abides by them; therefore, there can be happiness for everyone.


The inability to understand, ignorance, indiscipline, clumsiness and cowardice are the main factors that stand in the way of happiness.


Happiness means to set something in motion, either toward or away from someone. Humanity wants to have or to get rid of things!


How can it achieve this when it is defeated by one of the properties mentioned above?


Work


1. Work is there to be done.


2. When it gets done, humanity prospers.


3. To recognize the work and to do it will ensure the survival of humanity


4. Things of complexity should be divided, so that they become transparent and predictable.


5. Finish one thing after the other.


6. Develop a strategy before every action. Minutes of reflection can save hours of work.


7. Stay up-to-date.


8. Every mistake is the door for an attack.


9. Professionalism means to be perfect.


10. Work is enjoyable when it is really understood.


11. Give energy8 from where it comes – mistreatment of employees or low wages will result in not having any more employees.


12. Work methods and experiences should be recorded, so they remain.


13. “You reap what you sow.”


To perceive the work


It starts with people recognizing what is in front of them. They see it, and ask themselves: “Does this belong there?” and “Is it in the right condition/order?” Well, fix it, or put it away, whatever the case may be.


This also applies, to anything that goes wrong, whether at home, at work, or in any social matter. To perceive the work also means to notice a deficiency: Something is missing that can optimize a procedure and can help people to continue in a situation.


To be or not to be?


Each time people decide not to do the work, it is a step in the direction of “not to be.” See what will happen in the long run when the work does not get done!


Understanding


1. Humankind uses words or symbols to convey information.


2. This information is about a concept and not about the word. The purpose of the word should be to understand the concept.


3. Every word contains a concept. Assembling words into a sentence results in a larger or more precise concept. Assembling sentences into books results in a general concept.


4. A general concept consists of things, persons and intentions. With a general concept, people expound about what happens to things.


5. Understanding, by means of the concept, is expressed with the word, as words are only a substitute for concepts.


6. Humankind will not understand if it only has letters or symbols with which to work. It will only understand when it has a visual image of the transferred concept. Therefore, it can understand through direct observation. Words and symbols have leeway, direct observations do not.


7. Beginning to recognize the purpose and the intent of a general concept is the basis of understanding.


8. Strength, free will and logic are the main points of understanding a physical universe.


9. Understanding is superior to things. People must decide whether they support or neglect them.


10. Humankind then can distinguish right from wrong, only when it understands.


11. Humankind will have a better chance for survival, only when it can differentiate right from wrong, as the sum of the right decisions determines its existence.


People are superior to the things that they understand. With a complete lack of understanding, they are no longer able to initiate the appropriate actions.


When people try to understand, they ask for logic – another word for logic is logical consistency. They do this by trying to recognize a sequential concatenation9 of events. Therefore, the individual things of the universe have their logic, be it physics with its correlation of force and matter, mathematics and languages with their rules, human laws, mechanics with levers, shafts and cogwheels, electronics with capacitors, shunts, resistors, and electrical energy, or music with harmonic sounds, etc. and, of course, people with their free will and oddities.


People often may not seem logical with their actions, but they act based on their free will, ideas and convictions.


When they do not know the will, ideas and convictions of the acting person, they will not recognize a logical consistency. Regarding humankind, logic works in two directions: good or bad, or right or wrong, depending how it is perceived. It is a personal point of view.


Awareness


People can know about something when they are familiar with it.


1. People are aware of something when they know about it. Awareness increases with knowledge.


2. Knowledge is information.


3. Information is obtained from oneself or others by reading books or from personal experiences.


4. Information is valuable as it is:




	Understood,


	Applied,


	Brings about a result.





5. An opinion is a personal evaluation of data10.


6. An opinion does not change things as they are, but it can change their value.


7. The value of a matter determines its promotion.


8. Things will be of value when they fulfill the definition of symbiosis.


9. Symbiosis is co-existing for a mutual use.


10. Morality is the opinion of Man.


11. Morality changes as time goes on.


12. Morality’s influence often leads to a wrong evaluation of data and; therefore, it results in the corresponding behavior.


13. Ethics is the teaching about survival – right and wrong.


14. The fundamentals of ethics are always the same.


15. Currently ethics are poorly understood by people; therefore, people are mostly moral rather than ethical. They make more mistakes, as they are not very sensible.


The Ability to Observe


1. Observing is not just looking.


2. Observing means to perceive things and to recognize differences.


3. The recognized differences are used to evaluate data.


4. New data is evaluated by comparing it with familiar data.


5. People tend to think, rather than to observe.


6. Observing means to see exactly what is present, not what is being thought about it, or how it came to be.


7. Proper observing leads to logical thinking.


8. Orient on what is present and disregard any thoughts about it, including the thoughts of others.


9. Observing is the source of knowledge!


Learn to observe and to conclude logically, rather than just to think!


Truth


The truth tells us what happened. The future is uncertain and starts in the present.


1. The truth is as it is.


2. It includes place, time, form and event.


3. Strong people are capable of the truth because they can take responsibility.


4. Truth and wisdom are sown sparingly and not often encountered. Truth and knowledge are weakened when an individual seeks an unfair advantage over another.


5. What is true for you is true. (LRH)


Even the lie will enlighten, but only if it is recognized as such when compared with the truth – thus, the lie will strengthen the truth, letting one know with whom one is dealing.


Freedom


Freedom means to be free of something; it means not to have it.


Freedom of choice and self-determination? Freedom does not mean people can do all they want to do. It is against the basic laws of the community, and this would be anti-social.


Individuals will only be attacked by what they resist. When they give all by their own free will, and agree with everything, what could happen to them? They will lose everything and NOTHING11 will be left, only freedom!


The Cycle of Nature


Microorganisms organize themselves into complex organisms to allow life to conquer the material universe. Smaller organisms are vital for the survival of larger organisms. Fungi, microorganisms and bacteria convert organic matter into humus, so plants can grow.


Plants are a food source for animals, and plants and animals are the food for people. Due to their intellectual ability, people recognize life and should serve life.


Life itself cannot pass away, even when the organism continuously undergoes the cycle of creation, survival and decay.


The Game of the Universe


It is the lie that keeps things in existence because the truth was the solution of the riddle; and therefore, the mission was forgotten!


Things should be; that is important!


What happens to things when people change their mind? Were they ever that important? When it is agreed to play a game, importance is assigned to things, otherwise, the game would fall apart.


From God to Man


1. At the beginning the NOTHING created the SOMETHING.


2. With the SOMETHING, time began.


3. The NOTHING breathed life into the SOMETHING, and there was Man.


4. The NOTHING is exactly what it is: NOTHING, but it can create everything.


5. Just as the NOTHING can create everything from nothing, so it again can make everything back into nothing; therefore, the end can be the beginning.


6. Therefore, there is no value, neither good or bad, nor right or wrong.


7. However, Man gives things value because he thinks that he is SOMETHING, and yet he is only a part of the NOTHING.


8. Man set barriers on his past that he describes as oblivion.


9. The barriers are protected by pain because Man tries to avoid pain that he is unable to confront.


10. Pain was caused first before Man could experience it.


11. Then, the pain was assigned to another source, and the entire game got out of control.


12. Man then arrived exactly where he is now!


13. Therefore, when Man confronts and eliminates the pain and deals with his past, he himself can be the beginning.


14. Then, the NOTHING can be put together with all its parts into a whole.


Note: Why this formulation of NOTHING and SOMETHING? Man is always searching for a SOMETHING, i.e. matter that is supposed to serve as scientific proof. He never searches for the NOTHING, and that is why he will never find it – whereas the NOTHING moves the SOMETHING!


Corollary:


First there was force then matter, as force forms, and assembles matter.


First there was order, then chaos.


To Walk the Path


1. The pages I have written are few; however, there are the hundred thousand that let one recognize the truth.


2. People will be accompanied by others on the way.


3. People are seized by utter stupidity. Rather than to experience and to measure, they start to think, giving more importance to their own thoughts and to the words of others, as to what is going on.


4. The path requires dedication and perseverance.


5. Currently, people cannot comprehend the goal at the end, for it is so grand.


6. The goal is infinity.


Something to Think About


The human being is always looking to solve the mystery of life. The Bible gives some good hints in this regard. Here are some quotations from the Gospel of John in the “Holy Book” (KJV12).

So it was up to me to find out what learning was all about and to find out how understanding worked. Indeed, there are tools with which this work can be done, a thinking grid of how to understand. No matter how you may choose to apply this knowledge, I wish you success in whatever you hope to achieve.
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Foreword


Understanding is one of life‘s inherent abilities, especially for the human being as a living entity that tries to get along with his environment through understanding – thus, understanding can become an extensive matter.


The manufacturer of cars must know not only about the engine, the body and the wheel suspension, but also about human anatomy* and human preference. These may include such things as: the size of the seats, the distance to the steering wheel and the height of the windshield, as they are located in a particular area of the car. They also should be esthetically pleasing, otherwise it will not be purchased.


The same concept applies to understanding and learning as specialty areas. It includes the basics of the mind, dictionaries, proper observation, personal attitude, and knowledge about maintaining the body’s health in order to be efficient when working mentally.


In this book, a bit of extensive work will be done not only to obtain a concept* about learning and understanding but also to develop a specific attitude. Therefore, there is a section on specialized fields and philosophy. The text of the philosophical section was taken from my book, Philosophy of Life – The Book of Basics. This book encompasses life itself with a variety of aspects and insights. It is a philosophy* for life.


In Learning How to Learn, Learning How to Understand, I try to convey a thought pattern to provide the reader with the tools needed for learning and understanding. It is of no use to know about the complexities of the brain, such as the storage capacity of brain cells and synapses*, for this is mere knowledge and must be learned. Rather, it is about introducing a technology* to humankind, meaning knowledge that can be applied.


Thus, the following is neither written a professorial* style, nor does it meet a classical writing technique. It happens to be written by me, open and frank, straight to the point, to see what there is to see and not to think what others think of what to think!


The essays* in the book serve as a metaphor* and should give the reader the possibility to apply the herein described experiences to one’s own life.


OF WHAT USE IS THE LANGUAGE IF ONE CANNOT UNDERSTAND THE WORD!


The Theory* of the Superior Datum


Definition, datum; plural data: Something known or assumed; information from which conclusions can be inferred. [lat. dare = to give]


The professional part actually begins with some philosophy*. If one wishes to understand something, it requires an assignment, meaning an explanation of what is to be achieved with something. A superior datum is a datum to which all subordinate data are aligned. The name of a specialized field usually is the datum to which data of the specialized field is aligned.


Example: Frank wants to build a house. First, he goes to the bank to find out about his financial status. Then he goes to city hall to inquire about a lot. He already has a rough idea of what his future home should look like and, thus, goes to the architect. This now continues step by step from the contractor to the furniture to the finished house.


The superior datum as mentioned in the example above is building a house. All other data will be assigned to the superior datum to fulfill the purpose of the superior datum. The sequence would be the idea, the planning, the action and the product. The building of a house is divided into several phases, and each area consists of an idea, the planning, the action and the product. For example, what plasterer do we hire, how much are the costs associated with his work, how much does he charge, is he reliable, and is his work of good quality?


Learning as a superior datum is defined as follows: “The recording of data resulting in a valid final behavior.“ It is about that information is recorded, stored and understood to be retrieved in a certain behavior. Consider the elementary school student who is supposed to learn the multiplication table that he can use after elementary school. Thus, he has taken up data, stored and understood them and is able to recall them for calculation – as a result, he has learned.


The content in this book is structured in such a way that learning is geared toward the superior datum. This requires a certain sequence to get a functional whole, starting with the most important foundation, which is developed and again advanced. Imagine a specialized field as a pyramid. The tip represents the goal, which was designated by a word and represented by its definition. There are different levels in this pyramid, each having equal importance. However, before ascending to the next level, the current level must be completed, otherwise the structure will no longer work.


The same applies to the procedure in this book: First the most important things are addressed so that the mind is oriented towards understanding. In regard to pyramid and pyramid levels: At the beginning of his life, the human being starts at the bottom of the pyramid and works his way up to find the superior datum at the next level. When he has found the superior datum at that level, he advances to the next level, the exception being the one who remains on one level. Interestingly enough, he truly then starts to understand when he has found the superior datum. Thus, the human being understands more and more, from level to level, from one superior datum to the next.


Remember, a pyramid is three-dimensional* and at its tip becomes one dimensional to its origin itself. In fact, at the tip of the pyramid is only one word: SURVIVAL!


Thus, the most important part of learning is communication. The human being perceives his environment through the senses. It is a very specific process which is described below.


First one has to perceive things in order to learn them!


Communication


Definitions:


Duplicate: To have the same concept in the head as the sender. The recipient duplicates the statement of the sender. A duplicate is an exact copy of the original.


Duplication: The creation of a picture in the mind (image) that corresponds exactly to what has been heard or read or that has been perceived with the five senses*. 1 Concept: (lat. concipere = “to take in“) A concept is an idea about what is going to happen to something. A complete concept describes a situation with its components and the intentions of what is going to happen to the components, e.g. the building of a house: It requires building materials and individuals where each has its function. A concept, therefore, regulates everyone’s responsibility. One also can have a concept (an idea) about a person or thing with regard to the estimation of value, such as whether the individual or thing is good or bad for oneself or a project. Everyone assesses things when he perceives them. The direct assessment may be dangerous or not dangerous, sympathetic or unsympathetic, helpful or useless, depending on one’s current situation and what is to be achieved.


Communication is achieved when the recipient has the same concept as the sender. (lat. communis = mutual) (Everybody is familiar with the usual communication model: sender – distance – recipient, or cause – distance - effect). Communication requires a medium, such as a language or symbols, unless one has sufficient mental power where he can directly put a thought into someone’s head! Pedagogy’s* (education’s) main goal is only based upon one thing: How can I successfully install a thought into the head of someone!


Therefore, after communicating, the recipient has a duplicate in his mind of what was expressed by the sender. The end result: the recipient is duplicated. Here it is again in all clarity: The imprint of the rubber stamp on the sheet of paper is the recipient, and the rubber stamp is the sender.


Naturally, one must know the words of the language, as well as the meaning of the symbols. I mean, of what use is a word or symbol if one cannot understand it and does not have a precise definition for it? One must be able to define the symbols and words precisely, regarding what is being expressed about the situation, the thing and the purpose.


For this purpose, an unabridged dictionary, e.g., Merriam Webster’s, is very helpful, but keep in mind, the lexicographers* are human beings, and they see things from their own point of view. When the definition of a word from a dictionary is inadequate for one’s purpose, then it is helpful to define it differently or to invent a new word to bypass associations with common words.


As Voltaire* said: “Define your language.“ ... THAT IS IMPORTANT!!!


In order to avoid being misunderstood in a conversation, it is very helpful to clarify the topic; therefore, one should portray the topic figuratively or define it. Usually words are not looked up in a dictionary (important where they look it up!), and the individual does not have an exact idea of its meaning. This is why one should make it clear to others what the topic is about, or ask someone what he understands about “thingamabob.” [image: ]


Trying to put into someone’s head to 100% the exact, same idea by means of words or symbols? Here is a quotation from the movie Robin Hood with Kevin Costner and Morgan Freeman: “There are only perfect* intentions!“ The material world around you has been created with very specific intentions; however, it is difficult to find something perfect, as there are almost always deviations from the result and the intention.


Words have limited ability that is subject to a scale of 0% - 100%. If someone says red to you, what does he mean, light red, dark red? Being pregnant? One is always 100% pregnant. However, there are different stages of pregnancy. Also with a disease: Does being 100% ill mean being 100% limited? Being pregnant is not an illness, but one is rather limited during the end stages of pregnancy.


One can bypass explanations through words by showing pictures. Pictures give no room for error to interpret something differently. They are unequivocal. As far as the human being is concerned, regarding the essential more important part of the thing, a picture does not show the motive why one does what he does. Is he friend or foe? When two individuals fight each other, is it a dispute or a competition? When the other says, “I love you,“ is it for purely selfish, sexual interest, or does he want to be there for the other?


Communication and understanding? True communication results in assured understanding. The human being tends to demand traceability from the communication; he wants to understand things, and he wants an explanation. See for yourself. When someone tells you something, a reason is given, or the listener will ask for a reason if he does not understand the context.


Communication and agreement? To understand something is the basis for a decision: Agreed or not agreed. Even if one understood and does not agree, one can still negotiate to reach an agreement that both parties can accept (compromise)– even if both sides are not truly satisfied. Maybe the circumstances do not allow it. Not willing to give in? What have wars* brought forth up to now?


Communication simply means just that: communis = mutual. No matter how one wishes to describe the way to get there, it is about the recipient having exactly the same concept or idea in his head as the sender, period!


Let us make communication to mean a precise matter. There are still other terms like conversation or talk methods of intellectual exchange where accuracy is not that important.


Communication not precise? Now, what is usually the cause of most misunderstandings and mistakes?


Communication Formular


“Communication is the consideration and action of impelling an impulse or particle from source-point across a distance to receipt-point, with the intention of bringing into being at the receipt-point a duplication and understanding of that which emanated from the source-point.” 2


The Complete Communication Cycle


The complete communication cycle takes place between two individuals. It starts, changes, stops and turns around: The communicator perceives, understands and acts, and then the other perceives, understands and acts.


If there is no answer in this cycle, the communicator will become hungry for an answer, and he will be dissatisfied and displeased after a while.


Here are some examples of a complete communication cycle:


Mother: “Do you want milk?”


Child: “Yes.”


Mother: “Ok.“


Also in baseball: The pitcher throws the ball, and the batter tries to hit the ball with his bat.


Thus, there is intention and attention - cause, distance and effect.


When Does the Child Know That the Sky is Blue?


There it is now, the new life. It sees the light of the world for the first time in the United States of America. But when does the child know that the sky is blue? For instance, in France it is completely different, there they say: Le ciel est bleu. It is strange, in the USA: The sky is blue; in France: Le ciel est bleu. Same statement different language!


When the child opens his eyes, it sees what it sees. The adult in the USA points up and says: “Blue sky.“ The child, without any knowledge of the language, must now figure out what blue and sky mean. A car passes by, and the adult says, “Blue car.“ Aha! a difference: blue sky and blue car. An airplane flies by, and the adult says, “An airplane in the sky.“


In this way, the child learns the language when the adult points to something and gives it a name. Over time, the child will start to note differences and similarities and start to develop his language. The language is something that we all have agreed to, and it only works because we say that it is so. A language does not only consist of words that refer to something that can be experienced through the five senses: hearing, sight, smell, taste and touch. Things perceived through the senses are referred to as concrete, for they are easily recognized in the actual event one speaks of defining.


In the human world, there are things which cannot be perceived through the senses, such as loyalty, virtue, strength, spirit, thinking, etc. These are referred to as abstract. It is something that does not exist as matter, but is available in the human world. One could say: “ It exists only in the mind.“


The human being uses words to express all of this, but few have ever looked up words in order to have certainty about whether they have the exact meaning that is generally agreed upon. The general agreement often determines what is right and wrong, in some cases ignoring the truth.


So when the adult points to a house and says, “house,” the child duplicates this process, creating a duplicate in his mind. A duplicate is an image in the mind of the individual, a likeness of the experienced, a mental impression or image of the physical universe, called facsimile.


Often it takes a while until something is duplicated. As the saying goes: “Number of times over the material equals certainty and results.“ 3 This reminds me of my schoolmate Jörg. The French teacher was upset at him because he did not know the French word for “now.” He “punished” him by making him write “mainte-nant” (now) 100 times. Jörg’s schooldays have long passed and, never having used French, forgot it, except for “maintenant!” One duplicates faster and another slower. This has to do with the ability to create energy because a picture in the mind is a picture composed of energy that can be measured with sensitive instruments.


During the training it is often misunderstood that a house has a foundation and consists of separate parts. The same applies to learning. The foundation is the ability to create energy, what the human being does compulsively. However, the individual parts of the building are often presented in such a way that the human being finds it difficult to build a house.


The basic part of a word is the letter. Thus, one must first know the ABCs. The basic part of the language is also the letter, in this case the pronunciation of it, which, for learning purposes, is presented in the International Phonetic Alphabet (IPA).


When the learner has an accurate idea of what the individual letter looks like and how it sounds, he would be perfect in orthography*, except for the capitalization, the punctuation, etc. This statement counts for German because all letters in a word are pronounced and do not change their pronunciation with a few exceptions. English is a mess! There are three different ways to pronounce an a, like in care, car, name. U is pronounced differently in understand and uniform. Then there is is and ice, and lead-free gasoline and leader. The foreigner learning English does not know when to use the appropriate pronunciation. By reading a word often enough, one will eventually have all the letters duplicated to be able to write the word correctly in accordance with the grammar rules. Words are misspelled when:


1. They are not looked up, read or written often enough;


2. Unknown words are encountered in dictation, when the one dictating has an unclear pronunciation, or when the transcriber cannot reconcile the sound of the word with the sound of the individual letter, syllable, etc., meaning that one still does not know the phonetic* alphabet.


3. The student rhymes together his own spelling instead of listening closely.


Herewith dyslexia* is now cured, except for psychological or anatomical disorders. One really does not need a speech therapist or speech pathologist.


A further remark regarding the various rural dialects: In rural areas it is frowned upon to speaking properly among local individuals. Even the adult the adult cannot speak a proper language! The learning child, therefore, has some problems with the written and the spoken language. Generally, one just does not belong, if he does not speak the language that the others speak.


There is “Chinese School:“ The teacher stands in front of the class, says something, and the pupils repeat it. At the beginning, the teacher writes the matter in question on the blackboard, for example, the letter “A” and says: “Give me an A!“ The students respond in chorus: “An A!“ They now write a small and a large A on their small writing boards with white chalk and hold them up. This is continued with syllables and followed by words.


In this way, in 10 minutes a day of Chinese School, one can practice the alphabet, the words, the language, the basic terminology, etc., until the end of the training, using a small writing board and chalk!


Learning means to have the basics that require the application of mechanical practice! As mentioned earlier: “Number of times over the material equals certainty and results.“ (Dedicated to Jörg S.)


P.S.: The human being still is at a level of mental health where no mental processes are necessary to get a good education. It only lacks good methods and the knowledge about the functioning of the mind.


On a personal note, the theoretical driving test was so easy simply because I “only” worked through all questionnaires three times J.


Word


Nowadays, it is easy to chat with someone by using words to communicate unless they speak a different languages or are deaf. The basic vocabulary of a language is usually sufficient to get along with each other and is about 1,000 words in English and in German. Lists of basic vocabulary exist, which one can learn ... and should in order to learn the language!


At the beginning of human language development, it was different. You saw something and wished to tell Uckh* about it – you want to communicate an idea that is in your head. You saw a stone, the largest that you have ever laid eyes upon. How are you going to share this with someone? Language has not yet been developed; therefore, you take Uckh by the hand and drag him to the large stone. “Aah,” Uckh nods.


Now you must name the object so that one knows what you want to express. I mean there are Peter, Diana, Frank, Harry, Catherine, Angela, etc. These are all different individuals who should be recognized as such, as well as the other things of this universe. A big stone is called a monolith (lat. mono = single, alone + lith = stone). One then differentiates sand, gravel, boulders, etc. As you can see, every word expresses a particular thing; one can imagine things individually.


The ancient language is called Indo-European. It got its name because the Germans settled in the Northwest and the Indians in the Southeast. In this context, the Germans and the Indians interacted long ago; they were a common nation. Nevertheless, they separated, and with increasing distance, other languages evolved.


Therefore, from the Indo-Germanic language origin, Germanic, English, High German, Dutch, Swedish, etc. evolved.4 Furthermore, a group of people migrated to the Mediterranean region; they were called Italic peoples). From Italic,Latin developed and served as the foundation for the Romance languages, such as Italian, Spanish, French, etc. To the east, Indo-European developed into other languages, such as the Slavic, Baltic, Iranian, etc. Imagine all languages like your family tree where somehow something evolved out of something else. Thus, from one tribe a world of many countries with their own languages came to be.


Language itself can be confusing*. Many words are the same in some languages, but pronounced somewhat differently. From time to time one hears one or the other talk about foreign words. I do not how this practice began. Take a look: Words developed from Indo-Germanic via Germanic to High German. Only because one word was adopted into German from another “language branch” one speaks of a foreign word, although the origin is the same, namely Indo-Germanic. For example: auto, the correct name being automobile (auto = self + mobile = to move). When the simple-minded hears auto, he immediately thinks of a motor vehicle; however, auto means “self.” This also is used as a prefix, e.g., autogen (gen = to create or produce); autodidact (didaskein = to teach) someone who teaches himself; autonomous (nom = name) independent, self-sufficient, etc.


Word could be defined as a sequence of letters that make sense, interjections* included. Fortunately, there are dictionaries, where one can verify words. However, problems arise with dialect or colloquial expressions (similar to slang but more localized), which are not found in the dictionary until someone makes an effort to add the words to the dictionary.


Colloquial expressions can have their origin when humans do not know their own language exactly and have to invent words to express what they think. The process is: to experience something, to memorize it and to converse with someone. When one thinks about anything, one must have some knowledge of it.


New developments can be challenging, for they require their own terms - consider the computer and the Internet. One needs to familiarize oneself with new words to understand what is being discussed. But it is not enough to merely know the word, one must also know what the word means. Caution should be observed, especially when a word has various definitions: One can be at a ball in society or play soccer with a ball. Or, if one is sent to fetch a bat, then he better make sure that he does not catch the small flying animal J – as bat also means a baseball bat. There are significant differences. Often the origin gives a distinct clarity about the meaning of a word and what function it describes. For example: atom = inseparable particle, from Latin a = not + temnein = to cut.


You can determine if you understand a word by recognizing its function. Every word has a specific function, otherwise the word would not exist.


Names also have their function, such as Smith, a person who may have been a blacksmith in earlier days, or Miller, a person who perhaps operated a mill. However, sometimes the function of the name can no longer be accurately traced. There are separate books about this.


Words are often derived from the characteristics of physical objects and, sometimes, from human beings. In English/German parlance* someone is called an academic because he attained a degree from a university or college. Therefore, he has an academic degree. In Webster’s New World Dictionary, a further definition is found stating that anyone having to do with general or liberal education, rather than vocational or technical education, is an academic.


The word academy finds its roots with Plato, a Greek philosopher. He named an olive grove after the Greek hero Academus. Later, Plato built a school on his “philosophical” garden – where he started teaching.5


One could ask from what characteristics the definition of “academic” is derived. Were they the characteristics of the hero Academus or the place where Plato educated his students? What is the indicator education: the characteristics of a hero or a philosopher? It is simple. The more words that are interpreted and construed in a strange way, the more confusion and misunderstanding will result.


In any case, the German-English translator should be careful not to translate the German words into English word for word e.g. Schmetterling – butterfly (literally butter + fly meaning in German Butterfliege which doesn’t make sense!), and I think that the Webster‘s definition of academic is a little far-fetched.


Thus, God confused the language of human beings in Babylon, and the same goes for the native language, as long as one has not looked up unfamiliar words in the dictionary!


P.S.: Remember: A word is just a substitute for something. Of course, it is easier to dream up a word for something and to store it as an image in the mind instead of always having to drag the thing itself around with oneself! To be brief, one would always have to lug around a bunch of stuff, and a skyscraper does not fit in one’s pocket!


One dresses one’s thoughts in words, a purely abstract matter, and it does not matter what language is being used: English, German or Chinese. Words are used to convey thoughts. Thus it is not the word that is important, but rather the meaning behind it! Thinking only works with images, for if one only has letters in one’s head, one will not achieve a result.


The study of a specialized field is too complicated? They are only the words one does not understand! Also, look at the obvious behind it and not at the theory that someone has fabricated.


Grammar


Definition of grammar: sy*. Teaching of language, consisting of spelling, sentence structure, tenses, etc.


Here it is, the German’s archenemy*: grammar. Generally, nothing else gives the pupil more discomfort than this subject. No wonder, for it is intentionally kept quite complicated, often explained or approached in a way that the student is more confused after the instruction. By this I mean, ask the teacher if he can give an applicable definition for understanding because he will convey the instructional material with or without understanding.


In general, human beings have agreed to use logic as a basis. If things do not seem logical to someone, one does not accept them and these cannot be understood. Thus, there must be a connection where one can see what one thing has to do with another and how one thing effects the other. This would be a definition of understanding.


Unfortunately, grammar rules are arbitrary. The problem in regard to grammar is the only partly logically constructed sequence. Some things do not make sense because they are not logically traceable. It just seems logical because one is used to one’s native tongue and never questioned it in detail, such as upper and lower case letters. What is the meaning of this? In a conversation, there is nothing to distinguish! One does not hear lower or upper case letters. Might I mention the German articles der (singular-masculine), e.g., der Zaun (the fence), die (plural, singular-feminine and plural all articles) die Kinder, die Wand, e.g., (the children, the wall), das (singular-neuter), e.g., das Haus, (the house). Trying to explain to a British citizen that a wall is feminine and that a fence is masculine can be quite a challenge! How can one distinguish the gender?


Then there are the scholars who defend this nonsense, but only because they do not understand the meaning of it. Being educated means that one can superbly parrot the stuff that someone has prattled to him. Being educated does not mean that one has to be especially smart to understand the sense and background of things.


The word which identifies one of the various objects one is surrounded by was invented by someone. Each thing has been given a name. In order to have a cogent conversation, rules were put into the world about how to assemble a reasonable sentence from individual words so that the other can understand what is going on, whether the matter is completed immediately or the next day. An exact outline is demonstrated in verb tenses. The English language has 12 of them. Tense tempus originates from Latin and means time.


The sentence structure (syntax) is a very important part of the language. If you are not able to construct a rational sentence, no one will know what is meant. In the case where you desire to play a game with others called life, you can play only if you can tell them the name of the game. Thus, in this game there is a cause and an effect, meaning someone or something where things have a beginning and a way to where they lead: a logical sequence.


Here, I want to establish neither a grammar guide nor reinvent the entire subject anew; however, I just want to point out that it is possible for one to achieve some logic so that grammar makes sense.


My grades on grammar tests were a catastrophe. I simply never understood the concept of what it was all about. Later on, when I began to understand my environment and realized that understanding consisted of knowing the meaning of words and symbols by recognizing what the other wishes to express, things became clear to me.


This is how one can find this cause-effect principle in the sentence structure: subject, predicate, object. Let us say that Peter wishes to play a game. The example sentence is: “I go to Peter.” If one knows the exact meaning of subject, predicate and object, one really has a good grasp of how language can be used in playing a game.


Let us discuss the example sentence: “I go to Peter.”


The subject: “I“ is the noun performing the action, except in a passive voice sentence, for there it is the other way around. In this case, something happens to the subject, e.g., money (subject) was stolen from me.


The predicate: “go“ is the statement, the verb which indicates a state of being or an action within the sentence. The predicate shapes the sentence, like a coin that received an imprint so that one can recognize the meaning of the coin.


The object: “Peter“ is the sentence completion. The subject and predicate call for an object, something that the action is directed towards.


Thus, a definition of the word “sentence“ in the literature: a linguistic unity* that begins with a capital letter, contains a concept and ends with a period, exclamation point or question mark.


Realizing that every word has a function, if you wish to attain understanding, you have to know the function of the word and recognize what one has to do with the other. Grammar will be easier when you can explain the technical terms in regard to how terms affect the language, in other words, what the word causes within the language.


Likewise, the words: adjective, adverb and participle. What is the purpose of these words? If someone has studied English grammar a bit more in detail and has read English grammar books, he will find a term for the group of the words listed above: modifier (to modify, or in simple English, to change or to alter). Therefore, adjective, adverb and participle modify something. Adjectives modify nouns, pronouns and other adjectives; adverbs modify verbs, adjectives and other adverbs; and, the participle acts like an adverb or an adjective, depending on how it is used.


Let us look at participles (to take part; the participle takes part in something). We know the first and second participle, the participle of the present and the participle of the past. When it is used as an adjective, one can even recognize a cause-effect principle: the loving man (loving as participle I) and the loved man ( loved as participle II). If the man is loved, he is in an effect position and if he loves (loving), then he is cause. ... things are easy when one recognizes the function.


The tree paints a house. Syntax: subject, predicate, object? As we recognize, the example sentence corresponds to the formal structure of grammar, except that it makes no sense. A tree cannot paint! Consequently, the sentence structure needs an important addition: the logic of the real world! The exception would be if one writes fairy tales or science fiction because in the human mind anything is possible!


However, the faculty blow this matter out of proportion, for they want to have something to teach. They are fighting for their right to exist. Language is only an aid to a game, not the game itself. It would be better to prepare the student for the game, rather than to elaborate on inconsequential pedantic* points. Language can work without education. One can have a reasonable conversation with children at the preschool age for the senior has long forgotten the grammatical terms. However, in regard to understanding and explaining, the subject of grammar must be presented clearly.


Important!!! - The Definition of Definition


Definition: the exact portrayal of a thing, its form/structure and its purpose. [Lat. definitio = delineation, determination]


To define is to describe something, and in addition to form and purpose, also contains a description of the substance*, texture, smell, taste, tactility*, acoustics, chemical reactivity, metallic properties, etc., if required. The human being defines his world through the senses with which he perceives it and the intentions with which he determines it.


Words have their limit because one can only describe things. One’s own experience and perceptions with one’s own senses makes a difference. Thus, when defining, one should add on to what the person already knows in order to approach understanding through a comparative definition. Perhaps someone has never seen a cougar. One would ask him if he had ever seen a lioness. The cougar looks similar to a lioness, only a bit smaller. Furthermore, one could mention that a cougar is also called puma, mountain lion, panther or catamount and that he, unlike large cats, can be found in the Americas.6


Thus, values are set to allow for a better allocation. In this regard, the human being is very precise. He has measuring devices with scales, and the measuring devices are subject to calibration with respect to accuracy. There are even values for the spiciness of food, the Scoville scale/unit, named after the developer Wilbur L. Scoville.7


Application: It is about understanding things, in particular the words of a language. One does not actually define the word, but that which is meant by it. The word is just a substitute for a thing. Even in respect to linguistic expressions, one should know the purpose of the linguistic expression within this abstract* thing called language, such as the purpose of the adjective*.


Based on duplication, one gets a concept when defining: (a) what the thing is exactly; (b) the purpose of the thing, or what it does. The point to this is that you get an image, meaning a picture, in your mind that you create - no picture no understanding! By acquiring even more data on the subject and comparing it with similar data, you can deepen your understanding.


To clarify means to make things clear! This is to have a clear picture, not a blurred or foggy one. Clear pictures can be distinguished from one another for each one has its own shape; it is defined.


For example, truck, car: A truck is a vehicle for moving heavy loads. This explanation is mainly used in courts, for insurance, etc. Therefore, one can assume that this vehicle has a cargo area for transporting loads. One can imagine this thing as a picture in one’s mind = duplication!


A car is a vehicle for transporting people. Thus, it can be assumed that this vehicle is designed primarily for people and has seats. Here again, an image can be outlined in one’s head.


By comparing these images, we can detect a difference. The images are precisely defined pertaining to an area, and, therefore, be distinguished.


• Intelligence is the ability to distinguish things.


• Ignorance is not knowing the definition of words! Ignorance results in not-doing. Knowing means one can do!!!


Terms such as time, emotion and force have no physical form, but they are bound to a form. It is something that has force, emotion, etc., and that something has a shape and a purpose, be it a lever or a motor. Likewise, regarding an activity: There is always something that performs the activity, and the activity itself can be described, as well as its purpose. Also, in the abstract world of language, there is form and purpose. For example, take the word “if.“ It consists of the forms i and f and linguistically has the purpose of expressing an uncertainty: “I wonder if he is at home?”


Form and purpose of the human being? The human body is a universal tool. The shape of the body, as well as its physiology and location of the limbs, allows many movements. Through his intellect, the human being has the ability to learn and to perform any kind of physical activity within the limits of his anatomy. The human being himself determines the purpose of his actions; he may be reasonable or unreasonable.


Some words form a complete concept consisting of different parts, which results in an overall picture or situation, such as “conspiracy*.“ In a conspiracy, there are at least two parties, whereby one party possesses concealed, hostile intentions.


Through a clear definition, one gets a clear image, a clear picture. Pictures can be combined in one’s head to form more complex pictures. Vice versa, something can now be produced in the physical universe, or a plan can be implemented regarding what to do with the things.


A word is defined. Some are on the search for a more in-depth meaning than explained in the definition. Well, the definition means exactly what it says. In any case, if there is someone who can recognize a more in-depth meaning, then he should please contact me.


One’s best friend should be a dictionary that accompanies one day and night! Welcome to life, welcome to understanding!


Dictionaries and Encyclopedias


Here I speak of a universal dictionary, a reference that explains the words, not a spea spelling book!


What is a good dictionary? What can I say to that? The human being struggles when it comes to writing dictionaries the easy way. In part, it may be that the definition of understanding is not fully known, and, therefore, the definitions of the words are not presented that well – likewise the definition of definition.


In any case, we can only work with what we have, or we can develop our own definitions, as I generally do. However, be aware that one’s self-developed definitions are not generally known or recognized and that it takes a great deal of effort to introduce something new into society. In regards to a conversation, one’s definition should be explained and verified prior to presenting it so that the other person understands it.


Dictionaries are written by the human hand, which means that the individual definitions are only as good as the writer has observed or has true information and has understood. The definition is only as good as the author can articulate* due to his mental ability; hence, a definition can be a source of error.


Specialized definitions should not be looked up unless one studies the specific specialty field, or one wants to know the exact definition in this field; the same applies to outdated definitions. This is because specialized definitions usually are defined with specialized terms. Thus, one can get into word chains of misunderstood words, from which one cannot escape easily.


The remedy in this case would be a very simple dictionary, e.g., Merriam-Webster’s Collegiate Dictionary, Webster’s Dictionary for Students grades three to six, American Heritage Student Dictionary grades six to 10, ages 11 to 16. However, use caution with smaller dictionaries designed for general use, as the definitions used therein are often not descriptive enough or are missing altogether. Dictionaries should be chosen in a way that corresponds to the intellectual level of the reader.


I, generally work with four dictionaries: The Duden, Wahrig, Knaurs (German dictionaries) and Webster‘s New World Dictionary. I have concluded that the Webster’s dictionary is the best, unfortunately it exists only in English. The definitions in this book are very easy to understand and kept in a way that they can easily be distinguished from other definitions. Additionally, sufficient examples are given for the individual definitions as well as synonyms*, antonyms*, and information about the pronunciation. The very well detailed etymology* gives an explanation why the word is called what it is, and its original meaning.


The Langenscheidt as a German-English translation dictionary has proved to be superb. It seems to have used the Webster’s as reference.


The Duden-Universal Dictionary is an advanced dictionary, and you will be challenged if you are not well-read. Definitions often are annotated with foreign words, and the etymology often is non-existent or kept brief.


The Wahrig is easier than the Duden, but synonyms are often used as explanations instead of standalone definitions. The etymology is better than that of the Duden. The Wahrig uses more abbreviations than the Duden, thus it takes some time getting used to.


The Knaurs is an easier gradient* than the Duden. Besides synonyms, it also gives simple definitions. The etymology is sometimes very good.


None of the three German dictionaries have information about pronunciation. The clever student searches for a dictionary that is written for foreigners, for there one does not assume that one had a few semesters of language studies. Grammar books for foreigners are especially good for this purpose!


Encyclopedias*


Dictionaries are often very brief in their explanations. More essential and encompassing information can be found in encyclopedias. I myself have worked with the Großen Brockhaus and the Meyers. The Brockhaus is a very good encyclopedia; the definitions are extensive, easily presented and have few or no cross-references, which facilitates a speedy reading.


The Meyers on the other hand is more difficult, at least the older edition I used. It has too many cross-references, too many foreign words = too complicated.


Wikipedia* as an information source is to be enjoyed with caution. Often the articles are overloaded, not “suitable for grandma“ (written so that grandma could understand them, too) and just full of cross-references. Also, there is no shortage of foreign words. It is there where very often one will encounter the fury of profile neurosis*.


Wikipedia works with the principle of reputability*, which means that only data published through a reputable source are accepted. Unfortunately, it so happens that even if the source is reputable the information can be incorrect. Furthermore, anyone can change, edit, and update the articles, which often diminishes the quality. It is just that one claims to have more general or specialized knowledge than the other, and too many cooks spoil the soup. The quality of an article decreases or increases with the intellectual level of the administrator*! Nevertheless, there are outstanding articles, and one will very often find additional, useful information on the discussion pages to an article.


Dictionaries and encyclopedias are the most important tools of the learner, for without them, one just cannot learn or understand!


The Breakdown of an Entry Word in the Dictionary


Every dictionary has its own breakdown of entry words. The respective breakdown of the entry word is depicted in the instructions for the use of the dictionary and should definitely be read! Here is an example from Super Teacher Worksheets.com:
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Language


Language serves to express an idea. An expression therefore means that the receiver gets an impression. If you want to impart an idea, then you must first have something to impart. You form what you want to impart into an idea (a mental picture). This idea will be codified, meaning to be put into a certain form and sent. The receiver accepts the expression, decodes it and gets an idea (= an impression).


The purpose of the word is for the use of the language. When a word is defined, its meaning should be clear. With a word, an idea gets an expression. Of course, the recipient will only have the same impression when he can define the word in the exact same way as the sender defines it.


This is how we reach an agreement and an understanding. The possibility of having the same impression as the expression is achieved when both the sender and the recipient can define the word equally. However, this only works if both use the same dictionary for each word in the same way.


A dictionary’s purpose is to facilitate the maintenance of a uniform language that ensures that one can express oneself so that the receiver gets the same impression.


The Duden defined reading a bit improperly: “To capture* with the eyes and the mind.“ For example, Peter reads: “Merga intef iftrek.“* He can capture each letter as words with his eyes and his mind to save as a picture.


Language is about what meaning is linked with a word. Peter can read the sentence: “Merga intef iftrek;“ however, it has is no meaning. Therefore, it leads to no understanding. Thus, one could define understanding as “the assignment of a meaning.“ To mean something means that something has a value that is determined through a definition.


Karl fights with Peter. How much meaning do we have here? Well, two males are fighting against each other. Neither knows how old the two are, who has the better starting position, nor whether it is a dispute or a contest. Let us define Karl as a 25-year-old athlete with a black belt in judo and Peter as a 16-year-old with no training whatsoever in self-defense as a beginner of judo. Through these definitions, we have given values to both of them that one can now assign and that give a certain understanding about the situation.


Thus, it is useless if one grasps “Merga Intef iftrek“ with the mind. The same is true with symbols or words whose meaning one does not know and that have not been looked up or that one has imagined.


Language’s value is dependent on one’s knowledge of the meaning of words. Otherwise, there would be no need to speak a word because it is the meaning that makes the word!


Word and meaning have a unique relationship. The meaning gives the word value and there are words whose meaning is so heavily charged that they control the human being like a puppet, e.g., “love.“ “I am leaving you, you lazy bum!” Every human being has an entire battery of words to which he reacts in his own way.


Therefore, be aware of this, and look at the word itself and not the energy behind it that makes you into a slave!


This is also the reason that lets the human being live his life less and less and even “die” eventually: It is the energy in his mind, that makes him into a puppet.


Language and Concept


Language is used to convey concepts. A concept is a complete scene with objects, people, actions and goals. There are concepts of such size that they enable one to write an entire book about it or a larger work consisting of several volumes, like the structure and function of a government in a country or how to build a rocket to fly to the moon.


Thus, one constructs a sentence with words and sentences to write a book, combining small concepts to create a large one. Even a word stands for a concept. Let us take the word “to subscribe.“ The complete concept is: Peter subscribes the contract. Similarly, one can use “subscribe” as follows: Long ago she had learned that many people didn‘t subscribe to her morals. Here the meaning of “subscribe” is used in a different concept and so “subscribe” has a superior meaning. One could say, “subscribe” means to agree.


The reason for this example about words and sentences as a concept is as follows: When looking up a word in a dictionary, one will find several definitions for one word. However, one will notice that there is a superior concept, which is used in the definitions analogously. It enables me to better understand the individual definitions when I look up a word in English when I recognize a superior concept among them!


Understanding - The Final Solution


Well, you must know something about the thing and the influencing elements to understand them. If you know nothing about them, you cannot think about them!


The human develops understanding through observing and connecting observations of his environment and himself. Purely mechanically, pictures are stored in the mind and, depending on objectives, interconnected. The human either perceives things directly, or he informs himself, whereby the language must be understood first to understand the information itself, so that words are converted into pictures in the mind.


Understanding means more than just having an idea or a picture of something. Understanding is achieved when one can connect two or more things, thereby recognizing a consistent context.


The human understands by


1. Analyzing and organizing data to recognize a product.


2. Answering the “why“ - question.


3. Word/symbol, meaning, mass; Discussion


1. Analyzing and Organizing Data to Recognize a Product. Suppose that the product is a wet tablecloth. Understanding now addresses the sequence of how this wet tablecloth came to be.


Consider a product of a traffic accident: “Normal“ would be if you drive a car without leaving the road uncontrollably. “Not normal“ would be if you have an accident. Of course, the question here is: “How did the accident happen?“ With this question, you try to explain the accident. You collect data in between: from the starting point to the ending point.


If you really pay attention and notice, for example, leaves laying in the road that caused the car to skid, resulting in the accident, you find a logical explanation and gain understanding.


Finding fault when the toaster is not working: Check if the toaster is plugged in and turned on. If it does not work, there might not be any electricity. First, try to turn on the light in this room. Next, use the hair dryer that you used in the morning to determine if electricity is going through the line. If no electricity is in the line, check the fuse in the fuse box to see if it is defective.


This is how from the beginning you can detect step-by-step where the fault lies, if the toaster is defective or there is no electricity. You also can plug the toaster into an outlet where an appliance has just worked. Of course, the problem can easily be solved if you have measuring instruments, e.g., a volt meter, but generally they are not found in the average household. Here it is important that you really observe and check and do not start to think: “It cannot be, that ...“ This, by the way, is the biggest problem of the human being … he thinks too much!


2. Answering the “Why“ Question. Now this point is self-explanatory. If you do not understand something, ask how or why to get an explanation. Explanations bring clarity and understanding! When something is completely understood, then there are no more questions. Consequently, you can derive the definition of understanding from the questions asked. (I would love to be really bombastic and use words like interrogative pronouns [question word for: who, whom, which, what and whose, etc.] but I want to be understood and possibly by everyone. My writings are probably too plain for the “educated” individuals, but at least I know what I am talking about! I mean, I do not have profile neurosis. I do not have to go into the dictionary to pick out words that no one has ever heard of and are not understood, only to be recognized or to be on a par with an academic or scientific* level.)


3. Word/Symbol, Meaning, Mass. Word/symbol, meaning, mass clearly refer to the language and the subject that is expressed by a word. To communicate, you first have a word or symbol that is used. The word/symbol is understood to the degree that you know the meaning and, even better, when you have the actual mass/ object in front of you that is identified by the word.


When you study tractors, it is a good idea to have a tractor in front of you. Just having a picture or a model of a tractor is a poor substitute. To learn about something also means to know how to deal with it! In order to get along in a world with material objects, you must know how to handle the objects. Of course, this can be achieved only if you take things into your own hands. If you get a feeling for tractors, you will realize that they get dirty and can break. Theory is no substitute for practical application! If you want to learn how to drive a car, then you must drive the car. It is of no use when you only read books about it!


Problems with understanding arise with concepts like intellect, abstract, time, force, spirit, potential*, etc., but even this can be illustrated very well, as all these are parts of this universe, and they can be explained mechanically because this universe is also mechanical.


For example: The car drives across the street to the garage. You do not know what the car, the street and the garage look like, or what the current situation is; however, you can envision it accurately because you have seen all of this previously and know it.


Now let us take the Atomium, an exhibit at the 1958 Brussels World’s Fair. With words, you could explain to someone to death what the Atomium is and what it looks like exactly. With a picture, the object would be explained the fastest. The old saying “A picture is worth a thousand words” is appropriate here. (An exhibit is an object displayed publicly, and the world exhibition has its very special purpose. However, Brussels is worth seeing anyway.) By the way, “Understanding – The Anthology of Individual Works” is not a substitute for a dictionary or an encyclopedia! Also, there are entire disciplines that deal with signs and symbols: semantics* and semiotics*.
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Understanding? Well, you are asking for a way to solve a problem, either to get to know the endpoint or to find out how this point was achieved. As a matter of fact, understanding is a study about vectors*. It always requires a driving force* and be it the mental ability to solve a mathematical problem.


Basically, there is always something to understand, like why Carl hits Peter or the functioning of a machine. A person usually says, “I do not understand it!” (It is not traceable for me. There is missing information that would explain the subject or the process).


Understanding the human being is a complicated endeavor. He, of course, acts out of a specific thought. The question would be then, “What is the reason behind the thought?“ This is going to be complicated because sometimes there is no specific reason! He simply does it out of pure lust or boredom, whereby there is no explainable reason for this “lust.“ It is only so because the human wants it to be so!


There are the purely traceable vectors, such as the achievement of one’s own advantage, like money, reputation, pleasure, more protection or security. But there are also the “human“ motives, such as entertainment, curiosity, excitement, risk, feelings and sensations, like love or revenge. Another driving force would be a form of hypnosis, whereby the human being does things out of an other impulse that also represents a force.


To understand matter is considerably easier, for here we actually deal with vectors without an unpredictable will. Matter is based on the laws of nature, like gravity, centrifugal forces, magnetism, and electricity. Actually, there must always be a force to bring forth a change, such as the sunbeam that fades the color of the car.


Competence?


Well, a specialty field consists of different parts, and when one answers the questions to the parts correctly, in the sense so that one can solve problems, or one can give an explanation, then one is competent. The individual parts make the complete picture.


Solid understanding


Now, a stable point of reference is needed where everything else aligns. Understanding is just as stable as the point of reference; a squishy point of reference gives a squishy understanding. Therefore, the point of reference must be clearly defined! To achieve understanding, a stable point of reference must first be established*: For example, someone stops and asks you for directions. Shortly after saying:” Turn left three times, then right, after the intersection straight ahead,” the person asking can no longer follow. Find a reference point at the place where he wants to go, like a church, the sports complex or the like. When he arrives there he should ask again.


In exactly this way the explaining of other elements works, be it the school education or the human being himself. Before explaining something, a basis for further understanding must be found or established. Basics/reference points are: objects, time, place/location, forms, laws of nature, mechanics* and of course, the senses, the will and abilities of the human with his desires and needs. It is this one thing: The subject/object and the purpose*, or what the person intends to do with the subject.


Understanding and logic


The human being does not understand things when they are not logical to him. Logic itself is a system of value or order. The human being tries to assign things clearly through logic. When one asks someone about one‘s profession, one actually asks about one’s educational background and one’s ability to classify with whom one is dealing and how to behave towards and talk with him. Humans behave differently towards a doctor or a professor than towards a cleaning lady, for example.


Understanding is an evaluation of data


One understands things when one connects them with one another. One first must have information before one can connect other information with it; thus, to evaluate one piece of information against another.


For example, one learns mathematics. The question that one asks in order to evaluate mathematics for oneself would be: “How can I apply it?“, or “How useful is mathematics in life?“ Thus, one connects the information that one has learned in mathematics with the life one leads by applying it to the situations and problems that one is faced with in life to better cope in life with the information of mathematics.


It does not matter whether one evaluates human beings, political systems or religions against one other, usually always in groups of two’s, like Frank with Peter, or democracy with communism, or Christianity with Buddhism, or more in depth if one has already evaluated a group of two and applies this evaluation to another thing, for example, what is the best religion for a democracy.


One has a situation and takes into consideration which person, political system, material, procedure, etc. is suitable to achieve a desired result in a situation, be it to advantage or disadvantage, depending on whether one wishes to promote a subject or to accelerate its demise.


Superior understanding?


One achieves superior understanding when one finds the superior orientation value to which all other values align. Each specialty field like grammar, physics*, geography, medicine, etc. generally consists of subdivisions. If one portrays these disciplines as diagrams in the shape of a pyramid, then at the top of the pyramid is a word: The name of the specialty field.


The superior orientation value for all specialty fields? Survival! It is the human being who strives toward survival. Realize that every specialist field brings order into the activities of the human being and the knowledge of a specialty field is supposed to ensure a better survival for the human being - even the specialty field of crime, where methods are being developed to better fight crime or psychiatry with its eugenics*: The approval of the destruction of unworthy life or the military which, with utter violence, stands for the implementation of ideas: The intentions of a government that wants to survive for itself and as a common people - (this is questionable for some governments).


When you then have put together all of the pieces of the puzzle and have connected each component with the other, you will get a complete picture. Then, when you look at this complete picture in front of you, you are going to ask, “Why?“ Well, the solution of this last “why” gets you to the sense of the matter, the cause, the reason and the purpose of the whole game. The game called life in a material universe.


Truth? How can you discover it if you do not understand? In conclusion, I would like to say the following: The human being is actually not stupid. He is only made stupid and kept stupid. Obviously, there may be differences where one’s mental ability is faster than that of another. However, my opinion regarding “modern education“ is, that it is not utilized to educate anyone, or to prepare them for life. It merely serves to ensure that faculty have their necessity and that the young human being is kept busy. Additionally, the learner feels stupid because a lot of the stuff is not explained very well. Therefore, the teaching is often not digged deeper because one does not want to embarrass oneself. It became a habit, not to understand things; all that matters is for one to get a good grade once.


I knew a lady who knew how to superbly solve higher mathematical problems. However, she did not have the faintest idea of how to apply this knowledge in reality or what the words of the higher mathematics really meant - and this is not an isolated case! Thus, even the faculty is often weak in their own material, which I noticed while pursuing my activity in the sense to promote understanding.


All things are complicated when they are inadequately understood!


One has understanding when one has clarity, clarity about how things function and how to recognize their purpose, how the relationships are and what the future might hold. This encompasses the individual or a machine. It encompasses entire social structures or complex technical systems ... and it is all composed of individual parts. By understanding the individual part, one understands the machine!


Likewise, in this way it is possible to understand legislative texts, whether tax law or an attorney’s legal language. A law always refers to one thing, and how to deal with it, or how one is to behave in society.


If there is no connection, then an attempt is made to take one for a fool! Due to inadequate understanding, a missing, applicable definition of understanding, human beings can easily be taken advantage of. Understanding builds a reference point to which one can estimate the functionality and the value of things.


Not – Understanding


Since understanding is yet such an important thing - the lowest basis of functioning of this universe with all of its inventory - I also want to explain understanding from its opposite: not -understanding.


The explanation of the opposite brings additional clarity to understanding. “To envision and to recognize what one has to do with the other, i.e.: To recognize contexts!” Thus, a functional definition for understanding.


To envision means that you have an overview of the entire scenario and finally connect all of the components of the scenario with one another and recognizes how the individual parts interact with each other to recognize whether one has something to do with the other.


Not-understanding would be to have none, an inaccurate or false imagination, or the inability to recognize the contexts or to bring things into a context where there is none. By being able to recognize or exclude contexts, you have the ability to reveal untruth and lies.


Example: A full grown elephant is climbing around on a tree. To have an image of this scenario is quite simple: elephant on a tree. You could say that you understands the mere statement. However, a smart person would intervene: How is this supposed to work? I do not understand it! How can the elephant be climbing around on a tree? Doing pull-ups with his trunk? Where are the claws that hook into the tree bark? A full grown elephant weighs tons, it is impossible for the branches to support this weight!


Thus, you should realize that a few requirements must be met, and natural laws must be observed, so that things become possible. To understand the impossible means that you recognize the impossible. You recognize that when contexts are missing or fabricated, conditions and laws of nature are not really given the required attention. In short, someone tells you a heap of rubbish! Real understanding gives you clarity as to whether things are in fact real or if they are a heap of rubbish.


Not-understanding? When you not understand yourself, your profession, your fellow human beings and your surroundings, the fundamental and stable motif to do something is missing. Therefore, when you do not understand, you will be incapable to do the right thing, to do what brings improvement and promotes existence!


How do you recognize if you understood something? As a rule, in regard to understanding, the inquiring person usually asks why or how. You still have not understood if you answer these questions incorrectly, or if you cannot solve the problem, or if you can still not complete a job or a task given despite numerous attempts!


P.S.: Believe me, in management, in politics, in education, the sciences, in psychology, etc., there are herds of elephants climbing around in the trees. One will recognize it from their course of action and product! Regarding the trade? Well, there the elephant has long fallen from the tree and the tradesman has experienced that it is so!


Understanding - What Force in What Direction?


Understanding: “To have an image and to recognize what one has to do with the other.” This is a mechanical universe that must have a force to move something. Examples: Why does the blood flow through the body? The heart pumps it. The heart in turn receives an electrical impulse that lets the heart muscle contract. It is as if one takes a balloon filled with water and squeezes it by hand - the water is squeezed out of the opening of the balloon. The brain does not send the electrical impulse. The brain needs a certain something so that it can “live.“ I mean, ask a physician when he takes the blood pressure. What exactly does he take? Neither does he know anything about the impulse that controls the heart, nor can he influence it. It happens “automatically,“ an explanatory model does not exist.


How does one raise one’s forearm? One sends an impulse of energy to the biceps (upper arm muscle) which contracts and thus moves the forearm. This muscle is called a flexor; it is responsible for bending a limb. To straighten the arm again, an opponent (antagonist), the “extensor,” is needed. In the upper arm it is the triceps. Muscles can perform their work only by contraction. The moving of the limbs always requires a flexor and an extensor.


What is a high-pressure area? (Meteorology) Air has been heated by the sun and expands. Thus, the high-pressure flows to the low-pressure. A low-pressure area has less pressure as it takes up the pressure from the high-pressure area until the pressure has equalized. As a result of controversial theories, the particles (miniscule parts) of the substance move more when heated, thus requiring more space and the substance thereby expands – except for water when it freezes into ice, whereby the forming ice crystals expand.


Why do humans not fall off the other side of the planet? Matter attracts each matter. Heavier objects have a greater gravity than lighter ones, and since the human being is considerably lighter than earth, he simply “sticks” to it.


Why does a car not fall apart into its individual components? Each part has either been tightly fastened, riveted, glued, welded or pressed together. Thus, a specific force acts from one part to another, so that the parts stay together. If a screw loosens, the part that is fastened by this one screw will fall off after some time. Vibrations on the car can loosen screw connections, whereby a vibration is also a driving force.


Something does not work? Now, what force does not work or cannot work due to the arrangement? It is the force that moves matter in this universe. Money itself could be described as a force, since the human being is motivated through money, and it is only then that things get done - except when the human acts selflessly.


The volition of the human is a standalone force. He implements his will by means of the help of energy by using electrical impulses to control the body


Concentration


According to the dictionary, concentration is: “To focus one’s attention on something and to keep it there.” Origin: “To unite at a center point.“


How do we achieve something from this thing? For example, you can concentrate on one of your five senses. You put emphasis on either: seeing, smelling, tasting, touching, or hearing. Eager listening would be putting one’s emphasis on hearing - one would be a concentrated listener.


You often hear that children have a lack of concentration in school, meaning that they were unable to focus on something or to keep their attention on one thing over a certain period.


Concentrate on the word “house key.“ You then imagine a house key. When you see this picture with your mental eye, you can indeed observe it for some time.


Now concentrate on “physics.“ It is probably a bit more difficult. Scholastic* physics provides exclusive teachings about the forces of lifeless nature and how these act on or within matter. For example, the apple that falls from the tree (gravity). Now concentrating is already better. Imagine “colloquium.*“ If one has no idea of what it is all about, it is impossible to “concentrate.”


One can concentrate to the extent that one is able to form and maintain a mental picture!


When you only have words in your head and no idea/meaning corresponding to that, you will not be able to concentrate. The attention falls apart and wanders everywhere. Thus, you are supposed to have a “lack of concentration.”


Besides the fact that the adult has his own challenge with words, as the majority generally does not use a dictionary - much less own one, making it even more difficult for children to understand words. Due to their brief life experience, they cannot assign any meaning to the spoken word because no image of the word exists in the mind of the child. Do the test, ask your children! When one cannot describe the image in one’s mind, one has not understood. One is not “educated.“


If a child could understand all of the words the teacher uses in his lesson, he would follow the lesson attentively. He would be able to fully concentrate.


Education, Understanding, Logic, Intelligence, etc.


Education (Bildung) (Schooling)


Here, I wish to discuss erudition in German education. “Bildung” is the German word for “education.” Though the word Bildung gives one a clear-cut view into the field of education, it also gives a direct hint of what is meant by education. Bildung means to have a picture, an image (a Bild is a picture) of something, including what it is and its purpose. Thus, one is educated if one has a picture, a concept of the field or object studied, and one knows the meaning/purpose of it – every single thing has its purpose. Education is attained by perceiving with the five senses: seeing, touching, tasting, smelling and hearing.


Education (Ausbildung)


In the German language, there is a distinction between Bildung and Ausbildung*. Ausbildung means to find a way to make a product, for example, a cake. A true (a complete) Ausbildung includes the theoretical basis and the practical part (on the job training); whereby, the theoretical basis is applied to recognize whether the person being trained is trained: He must be able to do it! Training mediates standards. The trained person is able to accomplish the given task according to specific standards. Furthermore, he can identify variations of goods and thereby assess right from wrong - The trained has expert knowledge!


Science


Science does not only include the creation of knowledge, such as the recording (writing down) of observations by giving the observed things a complicated Latin name, then cataloging the knowledge in books, and putting it in order in a certain way, but it also includes the origin, the development, the relations and interactions of the things, so that, for example, when one uses this or that soil, this or that plant does not grow or grows better. Consequently, with this knowledge, one develops an applicable theory by being able to predict a certain result by doing this or that. (=verification [lat. veritas = truth and facere = make/do], when the truth cannot be proven, one speaks of a falsification [lat. falsificare = false and facere = make/do]).


Pseudoscience (Greek pseudo “I pretend“)


Pseudoscience is the activity of the human being that pretends to be a science but does not fulfill the criteria of a science. Often, the human means to recognize scientific nature, character or approach when things are given a complicated name and are somehow “logically“ put together but are neither in accordance with the laws of nature nor can they be verified. For example, it is assumed what is going to happen in the future or explained how a current phenomenon came about.


Psychiatry pretends that the brain thinks, although actual observations and measured data contradict against this. The nerve conduction velocity is max. 120 m/s (393.7 ft/s), the airborne sound has about 300 m/s (1,125 ft/s), and the speed of light is about 300,000 km/s (186,000 mi/s). When the brain only works with 120 m/s, airborne sound and light can never really get processed. Likewise, it is impossible to localize a thought* in the brain and to cut it out as such – when one imagines a car in one’s mind, this image cannot be found in the brain.


Biology pretends to know something about life, but it only teaches about the forms of manifestation of life and not about the force that shapes matter and starts life.


Mind


The mind is the equipment that the human being has to save the experiences as information. The mind continuously records all perceptions. Does a person have intellect? Well, one has sufficient life experience and can, based on this, predict what will happen when one does things or not!


Thinking


Thinking is to take information out of one’s mind and put it together. To think about something is only then possible when one knows something about it. It is quite possible to imagine an elephant’s body with a cat‘s head and crocodile legs.


Logic – sequential thinking


Logic is the basic thing that makes something work. To think in a sequential way, one must know the laws of nature, the processes, the intentions, etc.: Water generally runs downhill unless it is driven by a force. Therefore, the roofers put the shingles on the certain way. Or that materials expand differently when heated, thus expansions joints are manufactured. Or that things fall down. When one does not pay one’s electric bill, one’s power will eventually be shut off. By violating the law too many times, one will end up in jail.


Symbolic Logic


Mathematics is a form of symbolic logic. One teaches human beings that different pictures (symbols) bring about a certain picture (symbol), by this I mean this picture: 1 and this picture: 1 should correspond to this picture: 2. With the Romans it was I + I = II, which was definitely a lot easier to recognize. The 2 is an arbitrarily elected symbol, that is supposed to stand for a quantity of two individual parts. Symbolic logic knows no physical values, such as the ability to function or not function, sweet or sour, etc. Thus, mathematics is very limited matter and works very well on the blackboard and in the head, where one can assemble the symbols without any difficulties.


Mathematics means an abstract solution for a concrete problem. By that I mean, of what use would it be if you just moves numbers back and forth in your head - nothing would be done! Thus, you take something from the real world as a picture in your head, add some other pictures to this picture and then try to present the result of all pictures as reality in the living world – for example, serving four workers burgers and fries without detecting that one of them is a vegetarian. That sounds too simple? Well, why does the human think that so many mistakes are being made in our world, especially in the sector of government and management? Answer: symbolic logic!


Adding one and one together has more to do with thinking than with logic! Mathematics considered in itself is not influenced by physical laws, for it has its own logic and is based on its own rules. It serves the human being to be able to approach physical values to calculate how things can be or why they happened.


Logic and reason are two different “topics,” as they both can be separated completely. Logic depends on the attitude, the inclinations and knowledge of the individual. For example, someone is driving an old car. It is the car of his once dearly beloved, deceased father, and it is the last thing left to him by his father – the car has a very high emotional value for the individual. The engine breaks down. What will the individual do next? Will he be reasonable and buy a new, better and more economical car, or will he spend a lot of money to fix the old engine? Thus, it is the case that certain values and rules play a role in “logical“ decisions.


Reason then would rely on logic to determine right and wrong – attitude and inclination do not matter. It is decided solely based upon the knowledge about advantages and disadvantages. But beware! Some make their decision based only upon the economic aspects and thus, disregard the human and the ecological* concerns. Is a purely monetary* decision the true reason?


Logic and thinking? The dictionary states that logic is the teaching about sequential thinking. The laws of nature determine the course of events, and since the human observes that forces act in nature and matter is moved or changed, he derives logical thinking from the processes of nature - what choice remains? If he did not notice the forces of nature, then he would constantly experience misfortune. It is like when you do not properly fasten the wheel bolts when changing the wheels, the wheel bolts would become loose while driving and there would be an accident. Therefore, you “logically” fasten the wheels’ bolts.


Logic is only a word. It might give the thinkers fuel for new philosophies. Let us make something practical out of it and use the word logic to denote something consistent, no matter if devised or observed in nature.


Words also are symbolic logic, as the word is the substitute for a thing: Words lead to thoughts and thoughts serve to “calculate” reality – as we know, the most common apology for a mistake starts with: “I thought that ...“


There is nothing perfect* in this material world. However, in the mental world, errors are corrected quickly, and physics does not seem to exist.


Intelligence


Intelligence is one’s ability to perceive and to solve problems. High intelligence is a high sense of perception and logical thinking in a very short time.


One realizes the situation, identifies the objectives and intention with one’s knowledge and concludes the product.


For example, Peter sees a glass of water fall over. (He recognizes the situation. He knows that the water will spill out. The tablecloth will get wet [product]).


Not knowing something, one will not be able to act intelligently. By the way, intelligence is available but often only blocked.


High IQ?


Related to visual acuity, objects will become unclear at a certain a distance. One thousand human beings with an IQ* of 100 will never be able to detect what a single one recognizes with an IQ of 120. When things become clear, they become easy. The more unintelligent one is, the more closeminded and complicated one becomes! The one with a high IQ is the outsider in this society. One probably will not cooperate well with someone with a low IQ, yet, it is the considerations of the intelligent human being that lets things work and keeps the systems alive!


Understanding


Understanding is to have an image (a mental eye picture) and to recognize what the one has to do with the other, so to say: To recognize relations!


To have intellect is an unequivocal matter, for it has to do with understanding. When one does not understand and does not execute one’s behavior accordingly, then one has no “intellect.”


Certainty


You have certainty when you have experienced the matter with your own senses. You know that it is - you are sure of the matter!


Awareness


Education is the first step to awareness, but when you really have experienced things, you are aware.


Opinion


Opinion is the evaluation of a matter due to (a) your own insufficient observation or (b) second-hand information. Here, there is a relation point: Truth. When you are telling the truth, it is not your opinion, but the truth. The conjecture about the result of a matter is also opinion.


You are unstable, not really trustworthy, when you constantly change your mind too often? Nonsense! The world, your environment and your fellow human beings are ”in the course of time,” and change every day. You have to evaluate information anew, find new ways and perhaps new goals or achieve old goals with new ways and to do that, you have to change your mind!


Truth


Truth is as it is - it contains place, time, form and event. For example, ten witnesses are subpoenaed to appear in court due to an accident. The judge instructs the witnesses to tell the truth. Following the questioning of witnesses, it is found, that there must somehow have been 10 different accidents, since every witness has told something different, even if only in the details. The judge had not asked for the truth, but what the witness had seen. To be more correct, he should have asked what the witness remembers. It is not necessarily the case that one remembers everything one has seen, as one cannot see everything, either because one can see only from a vantage point, or because objects are obscured by other objects.


The actual accident with the exact time, the exact location, with all of the associated details (including the weather), and how the individual parts place themselves in the accident with the corresponding process, that is, how the corresponding components change their position during the accident or are altered in their form, could be described with the wording “the truth,“ whereas the view of the individual can be presented with the word “opinion.“ To fabricate “the truth“ from the opinion of many, can backfire, but one can approach it.


Believing


Believing is to suspect or to hope how something can be. One can make mistakes by “believing,“ fewer when one really knows. Believing does not require any reason, one simply believes!


Ignorance & Stupidity


Ignorance: not knowing, to have little or no education.


Stupidity: not being able to think logically, to have no or little intelligence.


Through wrong education, you are brought up to be stupid. When the educational material (the stuff in school) is not implemented, you seem to be stupid. Education is as sensible as it is applicable. It is the education that makes people complicated. Correct action is the result of logical thinking. An error or incorrect action is the result of stupidity and a lack of understanding.


To that, a short story: An acquaintance of mine is a machine construction master (a master has lots of experience in manufacturing). He works in the design department of a company. Actually, he does not belong there, as construction is a matter for the engineer. When there are problems in the manufacturing department, a man comes from there to the design office. The man goes to my acquaintance and says: “Something is not working.” To that my acquaintance replies, ”Shall I come down and show you?” The engineer once said, “Somehow I feel passed over; the guys from the manufacturing department come with problems that cannot be solved!”


This example demonstrates, that the engineer cannot think in a practical manner. How could he? He has no practical experience. I, for my part, am definitely glad that a bridge is built by a craftsman and not by an engineer.


One thousand words are often of no use! The human seems to have a right to learn from his own mistakes.


On a personal note, as an acquaintance of mine once said: “You can be stupid, but you must know how to help yourself.” By helping oneself, one has adequately confronted the stupidity. Thus, you can say, “Stupidity is the inability to confront matters adequately.” By remaining in one’s inability, one is stupid.


Being “Klug”


Here we have a word that does not have an exact translation into English. I chose it because this word and its etymology give a hint of how words are interpreted and thus, how a language can be understood. The English translation for “klug” could be clever or smart.


I asked myself what the word “klug” actually means and what the characteristics are, which, in fact, consists of being clever.


Through education alone, no one becomes “klug;“ it is much more so the astuteness of the individual himself. Education often is the opinion of one human being on a matter, which is recited somewhere at a “recognized educational institution“ - and often, these are very convenient ideas.


Once again, my German dictionary had limited information; therefore, I had to give it some thought. “Klug” comes from Germanic “kloka,“ which means “smooth and agile like a sphere“. The Duden, the standard German dictionary, states, origin unknown, whereas the Wahrig, another German dictionary, often displays a bit more detail. The description of the word’s origin could be an indicator of the direction for the interpretation of the word.


What do I think makes a person klug?


1. To possess sufficient serenity to consider other ideas.


2. To have the ability to distinguish right from wrong.


3. To recognize advantages and disadvantages.


4. To recognize whether something is necessary or unnecessary.


5. To “see through” the function, sense and purpose of systems, complex mechanisms and intentions.


6. To display skillful diplomacy or to be utterly eloquent*.


These could be viewed as the attributes* of a “klug” being, but only when he acts on it!


Note: It is being “klug” that guides one through life, although it is beneath confrontation and persistence. It is the superiority of the human being above the other creatures of this earth … Superiority … that includes another word ... superior (thinking) … is the ability of the human to think a thought.


Establishing Values


Well, how do you deliver the human from his confusion? Is the human not perplexed? He does not understand his illness and runs to the doctor, except that he is also confused. You have a stomach ulcer, but why at this particular place in the stomach, and why does the ulcer have this form exactly? Constant rheumatism in the right knee? Why not in the left?


You retain an attorney to fight for your right ... and you lose the trial. You hire a craftsman, and he messes up the job. You think that your partner-in-life love you, only to be betrayed. You think that your insurance company will assist with a damage claim, and it disputes its liability by presenting laws that result in you being liable. You have a secure job in the steel mill, and it gets moved abroad.


One goes to school to be prepared for life, and what does the graduate know about the matters of life such as tax returns, insurance policies, investments, house maintenance, a car, clothing, the body, married life, the upbringing of children? Is the graduate really equipped with the weapons to defend himself, really furnished with the tools to meet life’s challenges to take care of himself and a family? School has gone so far astray that not even the ABCs are taught properly, one letter after the other, and words are not individually explained. Instead, they are glossed over, leaving one to guess the meaning later on, rather than consulting a decent dictionary where things would be clarified.


Thus, a continuous effort is being made to maintain confusion so that matters appear normal, as is currently the case; hence, you could say that it is normal to be puzzled – for it is no longer even noticed!


The human fails to replace reason through regulations, rules and laws. The flood of paperwork issued by the legislature is no longer manageable; no one in this, our country can know it all. Thus, everyone thinks up one’s own “clever” way and we have arrived where we are now.


In the case where the individual devises a simple solution, it often gets complicated. No one will devise something simple out of confusion, as confusion causes confusion! The individual has clarity only when he has worked by himself by ignoring the practices and suggestions of the authorities.


There is nothing worse than to act on a matter out of a false idea. A false notion results in unavoidable errors or causes harm.


To this the following example: Every year there comes a time to order heating oil. I instructed my brother-in-law to determine the shortfall in the oil tank. After receiving his instructions, I ordered the determined quantity of oil. Every time there was something wrong with the quantity ordered and the void in the oil tank. I then told him to measure the height of the tank and the oil level. I knew that the tank had a holding capacity of 4,800.00 liters and that it had a uniform shape. The tank was 160 cm high, thus the computation: 1 cm = 30 liters, resulting in the following: (160 x 30 = 4,800.00). Lo and behold, since then the quantity ordered fits the void.


The example mentioned above proves that when values are established, confusion is eliminated. It is the basic definition of order: To establish values. You have a pile of papers sitting in front of you: bank statements, home insurance, school certificates, tax assessments, etc. Thus, you then take a folder and assigns “values“ to the list of contents: insurance, tax, certificates, etc. According to the predetermined values, you orders the various papers.


You are standing in front of a deep ditch. How do you get down? A rope, that is the solution. The sales clerk at the store will be completely puzzled when one asks him, “I need a deep rope.“ He of course will want to have a value: a rope measured in meters. Fortunately, a meter is a fixed measure. It is precisely fixed in length and standardized, thus the possibility always exists to verify the calibration.


However, there still is some confusion in this area. There is the nautical mile and the land mile, pertaining to British and American standards, but luckily, the metric* measure is slowly starting to prevail.


The same applies when you want to bake a cake, you need values! To have clarity about something, you require values for measuring or for comparing. When no value is given, then you must establish one. Even a word has a value; it is given by its definition. You can then figure unimaginable amounts* by establishing smaller values. Furthermore, the values must be known to others, so that understanding and agreement prevails. When everyone operates in accordance with established values, and the values are the same for everyone, then we have a functional togetherness, no matter if it is about the meter or the behavior of humans!


How do things obtain value? It comes from one’s own experience. You can nicely set up a table of dichotomies (contrarieties).


The value is assigned by: survival/death, pleasure/pain, useful/harmful, friend/ enemy, dangerous/secure, functional/nonfunctional, capable/incapable, reliable/ unreliable, etc.


Each of these dichotomies has a gradation from a high value to no value. For instance, things can be very useful, less useful, even less useful, until they eventually become useless or bring harm to you by taking your place and robbing your time.


Pleasure itself seems to have a very high value. Some even take on high financial burdens or risk their neck in its pursuit. Enjoyment/happiness sometimes seems to be the strongest force in existence. It is that something that changes values.


Survival/death expresses the pure necessity to do things that must be done to exist. When these are neglected, one will unavoidably perish.


In addition, it is necessary to classify things for their value, and the price/benefit ratio is appropriate to calculate this! One would not need to purchase an excavator to dig a hole of a ½ m3.


By observing your environment, you can determine value and choose whether you should keep or get rid of something.


In fact, the establishing of values in the mind of the individual is subject to school education. To a degree, education is helpful as it can assist you in recognizing and distinguishing values. The values themselves must be assigned to life, activities and situations to determine the respective values. Education is supposed to help you recognize values!


Note: Actually, it looks a lot worse. The human being is below state of confusion. You are bemused when you cannot associate something when things have equal weight or meaning. Joe arrives at a street with intersections, and he no longer knows which way to turn. Everything looks the same, for there are no traffic signs posted. It is like being in a maze. You are puzzled when you no longer know how to continue. Our man now turns to the right, as he is sure that this is the right way to the subway station. He will then be confused when he never gets to see the subway. He probably becomes apathetic* at some point and remains on the wrong path, only because he has not done anything else for the last one thousand years!


It is an undertaking to get a human being to think another thought. He will briefly fall into a state of confusion, a condition he does not want. He will prefer to continue to go down the wrong path because it is more convenient.


And now, you are here, and you will not allow it, simply because it will be a common demise, as the individual alone will not have a chance in the crowd, but already, there are the two of you!


The Value of a Datum


Definition, Datum, (plural: data); something known or assumed; information from which conclusions can be derived. [Latin dare = giving]


An example for “datum” would be the word cup. I can understand what a cup is, what it can consist of, what it can be used for, and I can do something with it. Due to my knowledge of the word cup, I get a product.


A datum has value to the extent that it can be understood, applied and results in a product!


“Data“ are information. Information means that something is put into a form - a mental image picture, let us say the image of a cup: word - idea.


Let us now apply: “A datum has as much value as …“ Take Peter, who would like to have a house built. Thus, he goes to Carl the mason and asks him to build a house for him. The house is to have pilaster* next to the main entrance. Carl, being a mason, knows what a house is and can build it. Carl also knows what pilasters are and only because he knows what they are he can create them.


One can accomplish something to the extent that one knows the constituents of this physical universe and can handle them.


The constituents of this universe can be perceived, measured and experienced. Everything else is pure speculation - it has no value!


When the elements of this universe are perceived, measured and experienced, they can be clearly set out in their appearance and distinguished from other manifestations. The presentation of a manifestation is also called a definition.


Often it requires aids to perceive something, to measure or to experience, such as the microscope to study microorganisms or measuring instruments to clarify subtle differences. Of course, things can only be noted, when one is properly equipped to do so.


The progressive sciences have made it possible to discover things that never could have been discovered in the Middle Ages due to the lack of technical possibilities.


Meanwhile, we have come so far that we are able to measure exactly and to distinguish the spirit and the soul to recognize that there is a definite difference between them, to what is and to what each is capable of doing.


When does a date, information have a value? The value of information results from the assignment to other information, like gold and lead, or spear and rifle. Each of these things has its own properties, advantages and disadvantages for itself and in comparison to others. Of course, the “value of information“ is an individual matter; it depends on the standpoint, condition, goals and intentions of the human being. Of what use are pockets full of gold, when one is dying of thirst in the desert? Or a rifle that does not work? Thus, one could say, that information only then has value when it can advance the observer in terms of his goals and intentions. Afterall, it is the information that should be of use to one!


My current preferred reference for information is Wikipedia, the Internet library. There they write a bunch of stuff, but what I frequently notice is the missing logic of comparing the looked- up information with other values, which makes an unambiguous assignment difficult.


I once looked up “logic” in Wikipedia ... oh dear! They truly had twisted it! I found one thing on the discussion page that seemed quite useful to me: “The word “logic” is derived from the Greek word ‚logos‘. It originally describes the art of the correct use of words. Yes, in the beginning, the human got a hold of it, and messed it up. I can still accept “logical consistency“ as a further definition, as words must be used in the correct sequence to construct a comprehensible sentence. Logic is an important matter, as it is crucial for the assessment of values!


To detail, the subject crocodile. Now, of what value is a crocodile? What information about the crocodile is important to assess it correctly? You travel to the Nile and want to be prepared for the danger. What do you need to know first of all? What does it look like? Is it dangerous to humans? What are its aims and intentions? How does one behave during an encounter? Where does it live? How fast it is on land or in water? How does one kill a crocodile? Is it active at night? Is it edible? How heavy, and how big is it (in case it needs to be transported)? Does a crocodile have economic value? What is the purpose of the crocodile in nature (there can be disastrous consequences when a natural enemy is eradicated)? Does it have natural enemies – most likely.


Additional information would be: social behavior, population, age, species, development, anatomy, protection of species. Anyhow, the article about the crocodile in Wikipedia was jammed with all kinds of stuff and further complicated with specialist terms, whereby the most important was missing; however, the chapter about the hippopotamus was very good!


You live in an information-oriented world; it is not really about traveling to the Nile to annoy crocodiles. When you want to survive in this world, you must be able to assign information to other information, to recognize what value information has for yourself and your environment. By applying the above questionnaire specifically, you will definitely be supplied with sufficient information for your own benefit.


Something was understood? Well, then you were able to associate data accordingly: A datum has as much value as it has been evaluated. Data are evaluated by comparing them with data of similar magnitude!8


People are slain with unevaluated data from the educational institutions that barely teach about evaluation! It is of no use to have information. The benefit is a result of the evaluation and how the information can be used!


Intellect and Education


Blind, deaf and those with mental barriers are the humans who “know.“


Intellect = the ability to draw conclusions and gain insights by the use of thinking.


[derived from Latin inter = between and legare = to collect]


Intelligence: (a) the ability to perceive and to solve problems.




(b) the ability to detect differences and similarities.


(c) dealing with thoughts, as well as working out solutions.







The better the solution and the shorter the time used, the higher


the IQ. A long time and a bad solution = low IQ.





This treatise is therefore at this place because the previous treatise defines words that I want to see defined accordingly, so to speak, to be included in this treatise.


Actually, I never intended to write this treatise. For four years now, I torment myself in this broken body, and these are four years too many, to say the least!


I then went to Oberkirchen, my hometown. Once a year on a Monday morning, the alumni gather there to celebrate Kirmes (the town’s fair that includes rides and games of chance, followed by celebrations in the local pubs with good food and drinks), to see each other and to revel in on old times.


I talked to Alexandra (an acquaintance of mine), who is currently working with a doctor in St. Wendel (a nearby city), and she told me about her new job. In her present job, the patients are being treated at the “energy level.“ The often orthopedically messed up patients, who are coming in by the dozens, now experience improvement by a new method in her practice.


I guess meanwhile, some doctors also have realized that something like energy exists in the body and is responsible for the different phenomena within the body. I then asked her on what principle these methods are based and the actual definition of energy. She told me that she had a hard time accepting the new knowledge, since it was not really in accordance with what she previously had learned as a therapist, but that one indeed can achieve better results. She said that energy was a flow of electrons. I asked her a few more tricky questions, and she said that she did not understand the concept precisely, and that it would not really be that important to have the theory about it, as one would achieve results.


Now with the correct theory, functional methods can be developed. With a theory filled with holes, one will be shipwrecked sooner or later. It is like when someone is told to go and get sand with this bucket. That would be a theory, except that this bucket now has a few small holes in the bottom. The theory with this bucket had previously worked impeccably because the sand was wet. If one were to put dry, very fine sand into this bucket, one would lose the sand. Thus, the “bucket theory“ does not always work.


The medical doctor’s main objective is the ongoing treatment of the body; however, if he had knowledge of this theory and how the human’s own energy flow affects the human body, he would surely change his treatment methods!


The same goes for education. Our scholars still do not know how to address “intelligence.“ Recently Kerstin, (an acquaintance of mine), attended a seminar regarding her employment in kindergarten. This seminar was given by a doctor and in response to Kerstin’s question for a definition of intelligence, he stated that there was no definite definition, and this as a highly educated academic!


I mean in this context you can hear the strangest things such as school, math, social intelligence or even as my vocational school teacher said, “Intelligence is obtained through reading.” They really do not have the faintest idea of what this is all about. The bad thing now is that our “education experts“ are of the opinion that what they say is true and no longer consider other knowledge. I mean, they studied this at the “I-Know-It-Better-University“ from Mr. Professor “I-Know-It-All“! He has a degree! In what? Words, books, the idea, the opinion and the perspective of another human being, or has he really seen what to see?


“Knowledge“ is simply accepted and sold as truth. Intelligence actually is the free mental capability, a creative force. Every human has this to a greater or lesser extent. Intelligence is applied to something such as music or mathematics or something else. With further study and a lot of practice, one will become a professional - a virtuoso in the subject.


In the article “Freethinker,” I cited the definition of intellect at the beginning because it requires a freethinker with the appropriate intellect to burrow through all of these theories and to determine what is ultimately useful. Therefore, this “ultimately“ is an ongoing matter, because many basics are still not being properly respected, do not prevail, even though they are already known, although new basics are still being brought forth in various directions.


Here is another example. It is well known, that you should drink a minimum of two liters of liquids per day. This statement is also in agreement with the medical professionals. Peter Ferreira, the lecturer of Wasser & Salz (Water & Salt)22, still has better information to report. In his lecture, he states that water can, among having other abilities, purify the physical system. In this sense, you would not go ahead and pour cola, coffee and beer into the washing machine, to clean one’s clothes, but pure water! He reports that salt is salt and not NaCl, as well as that there are differences in water.


What he talks about is ridiculed in the public eye. His efforts are even compared to a sect* in an article in the Saarbrücker Zeitung (newspaper) – Saarland, 17 September 2003, where Peter Ferreira is referred to as a “Salt-Guru.” No wonder he makes himself quite unpopular with the “subject experts” by what he says. A lot comes out in the open that the experts would rather conceal. Thus, you should decide for yourself and listen to the lecture.


To conclude, I would like to cite that mere education has no effective value when it is not implemented through a corresponding intellect. It is only by knowledge and insights that you can improve matters and make systems work and function.


Rigid adherence to data will eventually result in demise. You must be able to reformulate your knowledge and take on other information that you have previously found to be accurate and functional, and this only works when you have understood the theory/basics behind the subject matter.


Miseducated


When I increased my sporting activities and visited various other fitness centers, I detected that there were different training methods, that is, the trainers used diverse* theories. In short, I wanted to know a little more about it and asked some people which books they would recommend. So, I purchased books about sports, to be specific, bicycling.


The recommended lecture was BLV-Sportwissen (BLV Sports Knowledge). I then started to read, and after a couple of pages, I realized that I did not understand anything. This small book was so riddled with foreign words and specialty terms that I first had to buy a foreign-word-dictionary to approach the vocabulary in this booklet.


I fought page by page to get ahead. There were pictures about the anatomy of muscles and the most precise descriptions of the individual parts and movement sequences. When I was finished with the booklet. I realized that the reason why I had read this book, “How do I train properly?” had not been fulfilled. Later on, I talked with a sports major, whose findings were similar. He told me that the completed course of study did not provide sufficient information for the practice.


Eventually, I found the book Krafttraining fuer Kung Fu und Karate (Strength Training for Kung Fu and Karate), written by Eberhard Schneider, a book about practice with no study of anatomy from theorists like the BLV-Sports Knowledge, only functional* knowledge. From this book I received workable know-how!


In this way, the prospective teachers are indeed miseducated with a bunch of complicated terminology by which the theorists try to profile themselves, while giving no indication on how to achieve success in becoming a real winner in the field. This reminds me, among other things, of the master school that I attended. All kinds of stuff were taught, but the most important basics, such as customer advertising and sales strategies that determine the success or demise in the business life were not addressed. I was capable of making a saleable product prior to the master school, for this I required very little theoretical training, as most of it is taught in practice.


Ausbildung means that you have completed the training for something. You are trained when you have met all of the program requirements. That means that an ability was formed into a skill. Being skilled means that you are capable of accomplishing something, the actual purpose of the training.


However, Ausbildung has developed into an area of horror. There are foreign words and specialist terms and many are false or are not understood. Through observing, you will notice that many claim that the main reason for the failure of their relationship is that they no longer have a mutual understanding. The same applies to Ausbildung: It is halted or avoided because one cannot understand it; therefore, you become demotivated and lose interest.


My mentor* uses the following at the beginning of some of his books: “The only reason a person gives up a study or becomes confused or unable to learn is because he or she has gone past a word that was not understood.” He gives the following example: “It was found that when the crepuscule arrived the children were quieter, and when it was not present, they were much livelier.” Note what happens. It seems that you do not understand this whole thought and; therefore, do not know what is going on. It all depends on this one word: crepuscule, which means twilight or darkness. Now, all of a sudden one has clarity about what is going on, and only because of this one word.


Well, you could say that words are a substitute for pictures. No matter in what language one communicates, pictures or sequences are always described with words. Thinking works in the exact same way: in pictures. If you only have words without meaning in your head, you will not get anywhere.


During a test in Johannesburg, it was found that the IQ of the students decreased during the education. As already mentioned, intelligence, among other things, is the ability to perceive problems and to solve them. This happens at the level of thoughts, say pictures that one has in one’s mind. Thus, it arranges the different pictures into a new order. For example: Small castors can be used to move a heavy piece of furniture.


The theorist would approach the upcoming lecture by immediately using a quadratic equation and complicated expressions, instead of just doing it. The same thing happens during Ausbildung: Matters are complicated and affixed with words that are only poorly understood and; therefore, barely feasible.


When you have a clear picture of what should be done, there are no problems with implementation, but if there are words in your mind that are not clear, that do not give you a clear picture, you are inhibited in your action, and not only that, your flow of thoughts is inhibited as well. The more misunderstood words you have, the more your intelligence diminishes. Every word is stored as a single energy unit in your mind; there is no interconnection with the remaining, stored pictures (data) – see example: crepuscule. The more individual energy units that are in your mind, the longer it takes until the desired data links are formed that serve to solve a problem. It is as if you were to place a pile of rocks into a duct, inhibiting the ability of the water to flow well. In this sense, the mental mobility decreases.


During a hospitalization I talked with the doctor, a female, on duty. She said that she was a gynecologist. To that, I asked her about the actual meaning of the word “gyn.” She did not know. Likewise, another doctor (radiologist) did not know the meaning of the specialist term with which he wanted to explain the x-ray image to me. I do not know what these individuals have been told in regard to Ausbildung!


Is the mind of the human too weak to be provided with an education? From a technical point of view, an image forms a unit of volume, such as the mental image of a car. A mental transfer then sorts the mental picture of the car in relation to other mental pictures, so that other perceptions or plain mental sequences arise. The weak-minded cannot, or has a limited ability, to sustain the individual mental images, so that no connections to other pictures can be made. Clearly I mean, you will be able to understand or carry out only exactly what you can imagine! The remedy lies in letting you strengthen mentally, by allowing you to add more energy to the individual ideas, so that they remain clearly separated and do not merge with one another. How to strengthen you mentally? This requires a proper study as mentioned later.


The average, intelligent citizen would appear to be very clever if he could clearly define the individual terms, but what else can be expected from a idiotic education system?


Ausbildung in our world today is an important matter, but what is made of it? What is offered in this day and age as Ausbildung is in fact of little worth, for in the long run it is not as important as it is offered and represented, at least in the curriculum, which is currently propagated* in schools as essential for life.


The Ausbildung is so poor that businesses put a lot of value on experience when hiring new employees. What the hell ... for what then, is one trained for? To have experience means to have dealt with a matter. It means that one has experience in the matter, which actually is a matter of education. One is trained on something to know one’s way around it! Where is it done? Well, at school! Except that, there, no experience about the professional life can be imparted because they have no experience with it there. Why then, does one attend school?


In fact, there seems to be a relationship: The more Ausbildung, the more confusion, the less intelligent the human beings who emerge from it. It is the present Ausbildung that also confuses the small amount of intellect, that the human being still has.


You achieved your doctorate? Who copied whom, with or without a footnote? Realize that the human being is the sum total of his experiences. Ever since you have first seen the light of the world, you accumulates your experiences and collect information. You have been told every single word from somebody, at first, within the family, then in kindergarten, from friends, in school, from books, etc. Individual words summarize a complex idea, like: “Where there is a body, there cannot be a second.“ This is now referred to as “a person’s intellectual property,“ and when you have invented such a complex idea, according to the laws of logic, and (which are dependent on the “intellectual degree“ of the accompanying professor) formulated it, you receives your doctorate. In the German Wikipedia, you will find the following formulation: “As a rule, the dissertation* must contain new knowledge of the chosen matter and be methodically flawless.“


In the doctoral work, one must properly attribute borrowed information obtained from various sources using footnotes, so as to not to endure the fate of the former German Minister of Defense “zu Guttenberg,” who felt compelled to resign from his political office due to plagiarism* because he did not provide sufficient footnotes to the text in his doctoral work, and it seemed, that he was the sole author of his dissertation.


I do not know from where I have accumulated all of this information, I mean, any fool can write what I have written, except that he had a formal school education where they totally ”adjusted” his head and where he has become so blind that he no longer sees the obvious, fully immersed in strange notions, the mind completely screwed up! ... Well, maybe a bit understated J.


The correct way of doing it would be to specify the source of each word, the definition, the context under which condition the words were used, and what annotations there still were from the environment. Remember, it was the environment that led you to think in a certain way, the different situations that led you to invent a certain conclusion.


Your own mind as the creator of all mental work? Well, how often have you been reminded of something until an actual thought crystallized clearly? Footnotes should be cited ad nauseam* to portray all the details that have led to a particular thought and how much of it was ultimately from the person himself. As a friend already told me: “Every thought has been thought before!“


The mind as the most powerful weapon of Humanity? The mind as a calculator only works as well as the human observes exactly and links current observations with old observations into a new functional whole. In this way, the mind again reevaluates new observations based on old observations (experiences), to ascribe values anew.


The mind has lost its worth when the human being thinks only without observing and uses words and theories that he has not understood!


Education should put you in a causal-position. The educated recognizes, understands and knows what to do to change a condition.


And ... he can do it!


Pre-Logic “All that precedes Logic”


Logical consistency. Well, what do you need before the start of a sequence? A Beginning! The beginning of any action or existence, any effort or game is a decision. A decision is an intention to head in a certain direction toward a defined goal.


The main intentions of any organism, be it small or large, in the animal kingdom, the plant world or humanity is to exist. Thus, we have existence as a fundamental objective. Organisms exist due to a food chain, which means that the individual organism exists through the other organism. However, every organism strives for its own existence – no one wants to just be eaten without cause. This means that there are counter-intentions to the fundamental intention by either that of another organism, the physical universe with its own forces of nature or your own thought world, which leaves doubt as to what you are to do or plan to do.


Organisms form social structures. The animal kingdom is ruled by the might of the strongest. In regard to the human being, it is the right and the law or former moral rules that should provide an orientation to right and wrong.


Now, what would be an orientation to right and wrong? Life and death, pleasure and pain, function or failure, equality, fairness, tolerance, precedence in cases of urgency (preventing harm, securing values and order), self-development while respecting rights and obligations, understanding and consent through communication and information.


Living means striving for existence in the attempt to attain the positive sections listed above - the pre-logics, the playing conditions on which logic is built. Thus, the sequence of logic:


1. The will of the human being.


2. The rules and laws: the consensus*.


The consensus represents the framework conditions in which the will of the human being can be implemented. You can break the consensus; however, you will then be punished in one way or another, whether by the human law or by the laws of physics. Therefore, the human is obligated to the consensus.


For example: The human wants to fly to the moon. There are now a number of problems to overcome, such as raising funds, the production of materials and technical facilities, and all of this is subject to rules and laws. The same applies to the interpersonal area: Peter wants to be together with Fatima, except that she is Islamic and has been promised to someone else, so there will be problems. Thus, we find that the will of the human seems to be subject to the consensus. However, the human is clever. He finds ways to avoid or to trick matters!


Civilization without wounds can only exist when people comply with the consensus. Logic now is the established foundation of the human being. Logic is used to keep relationships and systems working and to understand why systems and relationships do not work. It is the logical consistency that explains how a cogwheel interlocks with the next gear, and thus, makes an entire motor run. If it does not run, then there is a missing part, something is defective, or things do not properly fit together.


A dysfunction* can be resolved by observation, communication, information and logic, but only when the information is complete and true. A dysfunction of systems and relationships cannot be corrected when there are other-intentions* and counter-intentions* that violate the pre-logics.


Logic then would be an effort to recognize, to understand what happens when one cogwheel meshes of another, which represents the final motion or the result.


Conclusions are the result of logic by taking into account the truth and complete nature of the given information, so that these also were understood in a meaningful way.


Errors in human coexistence are always based on the failure to comply with the consensus, whether human made or by the laws of nature, either




	the consensus is not known,


	not understood,


	or not practiced.





Being proficient in something brings a fluent and successful process. Often, it is chalked up as an error, when things are too slow or too fast ... it hinders a logical process.


The factors of logic are a general scene consisting of space, place, objects (forms), goals and intentions, force (events) and time. The objects result in the space-time structure* and; therefore, the is-state of a situation. Through force the structure changes with increasing time. I mean: Five minutes later, the accident is over and the next day one probably cannot see any more of it! In regard to this physical universe, there is a force behind every movement – and it is the initialforce to set an object in motion! Disregarding the factors results in false conclusions.


“After all, it is logical!“ But based on what information and intent? It is illogical or wrong? Which rule was not complied with, which information was incorrect or unknown? Was the original intention actually another?


Logic can only exist if the pre-logics are known, understood and followed. Not doing it means a failure or disintegration of a relationship or system.


In fact, logic is a purely abstract matter, as it only takes place at one place: in the human’s mind. The human tries to understand and regulate his world through logic.


Therefore, logic is based on the laws and the rules that the human has made. In traffic, one behaves according to the logic of traffic. Music, mathematics and law have their own logical consistency, even in regard to sexuality, there seems to be a logic.


However, all of this has to do with force. Laws, created by humans lose their worth, when a greater force works than he himself can muster. Law can exist only when there is sufficient force behind it. When the opponent has more force, then his law applies - the Nazis were convicted of war crimes only because they had lost the war!


Thus, the will of the human is a force; however, the will of the human is subject to the laws of physics. All that he can do is to take advantage of these laws. Therefore, the human does not have any other choice but to align his laws on the basis of the laws of physics. Logic then, would be to recognize aligned force.


Thus, there are these two components: physics and the thinking human being. Unfortunately, the human often fabricates his logic, without sufficient observation. The German philosopher Georg Wilhelm Friedrich Hegel (1770-1831), came along and said that seven was the perfect number, and due to this reason there can only be seven planets. The German astronomer Johann Gottfried Galle (1812-1910), the discoverer of the eighth planet, Neptune, was ridiculed at that time, for everyone still listened to Hegel, because he was such a great philosopher, and no one looked through a telescope.


Therefore, be cautious of a human’s logic, for it is not wisdom’s last conclusion! Man derives his logic from the laws of physics, mathematics, etc., but life’s higher authority to humanity has its own rules of play. Consider cell division: From one cell emerges two, then four, a geometric progression. Life does not care about mathematics or physics, which only assumes fixed values and states: “Energy cannot be annihilated,“ or that more energy cannot be created as is already available. Life can make two out of one, and life itself cannot be slain!


Differences and Similarities


Now, the way to insanity is to evaluate everything equally, such as, all women are alike, all men are alike, and finally all human beings are alike. The term insanity is subject to gradations. A person diagnosed with complete mental illness, may end up in a padded cell, a straitjacket and strong medications. However, being ill in one’s mind means that one is unable to recognize differences and similarities in one’s environment or that one is unable to separate the content of one’s mind from the real world, like the man in a padded cell, who is pursued by aliens, the FBI, or to a lesser extent, being afraid of a small spider or a mouse. This is to see danger where there is none, or vice versa, to not notice danger where it exists.


You can already recognize insanity because there is an inappropriate reaction or you are not properly listened to. The thought that you give to someone is not analyzed and evaluated accordingly, but you only reap devaluation and ridicule. A bright and sane mind would take the idea and return the idea with constructive criticism instead of bashing the person.


Modern schooling sensitizes* the student to hardly think about differences and similarities, but it is the differences and similarities that make up the actual value of a matter. Schooling is absolute, what the teacher says is always right!


In particular, one exerts a lot of effort in mathematics to equate matters in an attempt to realize abstract ideas in the real world. It does not work! Even if you take two cigarettes that have been taken from the same production line and look “exactly” the same, you find that both cigarettes have their own space, whereby we arrive at two different units of space.


Mathematics works very well in your head and on the blackboard, but in the real universe there are differences - mathematics serves merely as an approximation.


Physics and chemistry? Strange matter. They each have different atom models for a substance, but it is the same substance! Well, one has to interpret matters in such a way that the different theories that someone has imagined are correct.


In my English education, it was taught to create my own vocabulary booklet in order to learn the vocabulary used in the lessons. Later on, when I worked with two young English fellows, one of them said to me, “Nice shades, man.“ Well, I understood “Nice shadows, man!” Of course, this statement did not make any sense, and I asked what he meant by it. Shades, in this case is a colloquial expression or slang for sunglasses. As a matter of fact, during break, we drove to a diner in my car, and I put on my sunglasses.


Words have different definitions and it is not surprising when one cannot cope with mere school English. But, it is not only the foreign language where words have various definitions that you should learn in class, but also in your own language. You can only recognize differences and similarities when you know the matter, instead of just one symbol that you denote as a word.


To say: “That really sounds good,“ but not to know the meaning of or to be able to define the words demonstrates the person’s level of education, which is none. How did we get there? When there even are legal provisions about the meaning of a word, the chaos becomes perfect!


I read an article about the increasing poverty in Germany. I mean, everyone can imagine someone who is poor: The person probably lives under a bridge, barely has enough to eat, and is poorly clothed. Yes, this is how one thinks about it; however, the government with its statutes* defines it quite differently. One is poor who falls below a certain percentage of average income. Thus, all salaries are added together, an average determined, and an arbitrary percentage is set. In the case where some individuals earn a lot more money at one time, like some managers or board members, then the average income shifts. In plain language, because others earn more, you now slide into the poverty line, although you earn exactly as much as before!


Everyone has probably heard of the problem that when you live in the back country with a $2,000 monthly salary, you live quite well, whereas you live in Washington D.C. living is hand to mouth, as the money is just enough for the rent, particularly in the inner city. Thus, the basket of goods in the back country is different than in the big cities.


Well, what am I saying with that? Poor is not poor, and one must know precisely the interpretation of the words, as this is very much associated with advantages and disadvantages. When you meet the definition of poor, although you get on well for yourself, you may be entitled to social benefits from the government. In any case, the government collects taxes regardless, just like the CEO who approves an increase in salary for himself and continues to oppress the workforce by giving them alms in comparison to his income, although the workers do the job and represents the heart of the company!


How about teaching statutes and laws in school to sensitize the awareness of the students? Not so! The citizen is rather kept ignorant and uneducated, feeding him a bunch of stuff and telling him that this is very important. Then he can be controlled more easily, and one can tell him what he has to do and think.
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
