Doliwa ( Doliwczyk , Doliwita , Tres
Rosae ), in the Middle Ages the name of the knightly family and the
noble coat of arms used by this family , in modern times
the name of the heraldic noble
family and the coat of arms led by this family (clan).



In the azure field a silver stripe
inclined to the left with three red roses on it. In a

The creation of
the coat of arms



More precisely, the etymology of the
denomination of this coat of arms comes directly from the name of
the Livonian tribe living in Livonia - the
north-eastern areas of present-day Latvia . After the capture
of Liwów and neighboring Kurów by the
Sword Knights - during the so-called Northern Crusade 1206 - 1207 these peoples were
forced to accept the new faith and submit to the will of the
invaders. Traces that we find in Polish geographic names, e.g. B.
Liwiec , Liw , indicate the settlement of Liws in our countries from
the time of the 
great migration of peoples . The coat of arms itself appeared
previously in Western Europe and probably came to Poland from
Germany.

A Coat of Arms . Three red roses with four petals
side by side on the white road, i.e. like the others, they speak on
the white knight's belt, i.e. like the others, between two lines
equidistant from each other, from the left side of the shield
diagonally to the right, in a field blue , however some dolivites ,
formerly occupied the red field on the shield; three roses above
the helm and crown, straight up, one on top of the other, between
two trumpets, in the book of Jewels , three ostrich feathers on the
helm fold, the arias are a mistake. Fern. in the fol . 1044. and
fol . 1179. Approx. volume. 1st fol . 158. Paprocki on coat of arms
of Długosz sets, among other things, with the Germanic banners from
Grunwald, one of the Rogoziński counties, a white banner on which
there are three white roses on a red stripe stretched diagonally
from the right side to the left. Petrasancta cap. 60th fol . 49.
three roses [p. 356] on a silver belt he marks the coat of arms of
the Counts of Wärburg in Saxony.



Parisius at MS. the beginning of Doliva 's coat of
arms envisages from here. gall. Treble . he used to sprinkle his
rooms with roses, Veris temporecubicula de rosis fecit , the
historian Pipara , his wife from Sarmatia , speaks of him pleading
for the freedom of his countryman of Gaul, but with graceful manner
he decorated the room with roses, and also his husband's mercy She
begged the Sarmatian, who left his homeland , in the coat of arms
he gave her with a rose later called Poraj . That the Sarmatians
were soon taken by Vandals, Gallia and the Italian country,
Parisius suspects that one of them told Doliwa , arranging a room
of Gaul in roses, he lit, from where he received three roses for
the coat of arms. This assumption, not only that the author is not
named after him, but also a resemblance, Rożycki at Okolski claims
that this coat of arms for Leszek Czarny at the Liw Castle was
bought by one of the Porajczyk and Rożyc families ;



Paprocki acquired the change on this occasion. The
Jadźwingowie were already an art, they wanted to seize the Liwski
Castle in Mazovia by force, when the Polish army found out about
this, an ambush was nearby; The enemy, on the other hand, having no
language over ours, stationed himself, sending one of them under
him to survey the fortress. A knight of the coat of arms of Poraj
saw him and, having approached him on foot, entered into close
discourse with him. There Jajwing realized that one of those who
had been left in the castle on the Presidium, which he either did
not deny or when persuaded to dissemble, treated him with many
promises that only by ruse would he help them, to take away the
castle, and for greater faith in his word, he invited him to join
his prince. The Knight of Poland knew his craft, so the leader of
the Jadźwingów mustered up all the courage to bring the castle
there: the time and place were marked by Porajczyk where and when
it should be finished. The leader of the plentiful promises, first
with honor, declared respect. Having made such an arrangement, the
Polish Junak comes out, and to put forward his plans even more
carefully he rushed to the Polish Hetman by covered routes : he
says where he was, and while he did it the Hetman took charge of
the matter everything on , the same place where Porajczyk
Jadźwingom also agreed [p. 357] looking for hours. The Jadzwing
family does not fear betrayal as they will safely go to the castle
where others lay down in the square when our army stumbled with
them and they fled in fear. His victories were given to the author
not only by the king as a reward, but also with a rose, two more:
this is from Długosz paprocki . After all, there are some who say
that this coat of arms was not born in Poland; but come to us from
other countries, as I said above, and in Saxony there are similar
jewels.
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
