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Many considered me the villain of the story, the one who persecuted politicians, but the story is not quite like that, I was   the   one   who   was   persecuted   and   the   TSE   did nothing in a timely manner, and I will tell the story from the   beginning... 

Since   I   was   a   child,   I   liked   the   political   campaign season, I always fol owed the rallies and show rallies, in 2017 I started to fol ow politics in the city more closely, personal y attending the sessions of the City Council, in 2021 I joined the Solidariedade party, and I always talked to councilman “Silva” considering him my friend (he was always   in   the   opposition),   in   the   sessions   of   the   City Council   and   also   on   the   internet,   he   was   the   only councilman from the Solidariedade party in Pontal, and I also always greeted the councilmen from other parties. 

Always being active, in the 2022 elections I was one of the   few   party   members   who   helped   in   the   political campaign,   campaigning   for   2   candidates   for   deputy, working as a volunteer delivering pamphlets in cities in the interior of the state of São Paulo. That would be the 
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cities  of Pontal,  Sertãozinho  and  Ribeirão  Preto  in  the interior of SP. 

In this case, one of the candidates was the president of the party Max Rodrigues, who ran for federal deputy. Due to the service I provided in creating the website of the then candidate for federal deputy, I received a payment of R$500.00,   thus   an   amount   75%   cheaper   than   what   is charged by other professionals. 

Usual y   when   it   comes   to   politics,   there   are   always overcharges, in my case, I got it cheaper. 

I have always been loyal to the party, supporting al  the candidates, but many remember my complaints and truly believe that the current board did something for the party, something I will mention later. 

Unfortunately, Max Rodrigues lost the election, and I continued   to   be   active   in   the   party,   and   before   the election   that   year.   I   was   acting   as   the   secretary   of religious   freedom,   and   due   to   the   work   I   did,   I   was reassigned   to   the   position   of   general   secretary   of   the party, which in this case is an administrative secretary. 

Time went by and I always talked to Max, who was the 
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party   president   at   the   time,   and   always   asked   about partnerships for the municipal election. 

I've always heard rumors (gossip) in the city about who would be running for mayor, this is normal in all elections, and one of the names that was widely talked about as a candidate for mayor was one of our party members (or rather, I thought he was already a member, but he signed up for a “fake” membership on the same day I joined) named Fraundiberto, owner of a chain of pharmacies. He is   the   brother   of   councilman   Silva,   who   became   vice president of the party after winning the election. As I said at the beginning, I always kept in touch. I was happy with Fraundiberto's   possible   candidacy   for   mayor.   He   is   a highly respected person in the city, but he only entered politics after losing customers to large Brazilian drugstore chains that opened branches in Pontal. According to an official statement from this family that owns a chain of pharmacies in the city, they had closed a pharmacy due to il ness and therefore had no time to take care of it, but they managed to find time to take on a secretary position at the city hall, something I will talk about later. 
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
