Selena Marie Gomez (/se'li:ne me'ri: 'goUmez /[image: External link] sə-LEE -nə[image: External link] mə- REE[image: External link] GOH -mez[image: External link];[3] Spanish pronunciation: [seˈlena ˈɣomes][image: External link];[4] born July 22, 1992) is an American actress and singer. Having appeared as a child in the children's television series Barney & Friends[image: External link], Gomez rose to fame as the leading role in the Disney Channel series Wizards of Waverly Place (2007–12). Due to the success of the series, Gomez worked on various films, television shows, and musical collaborations for the network in the following years. Gomez also formed her own production company in 2008, titled July Moon Productions; she serves as an executive producer on the Netflix original series 13 Reasons Why, which released in March 2017. She signed a recording contract with Hollywood Records in 2008 and subsequently formed her band Selena Gomez & the Scene the following year. The band released three studio albums and produced four top 30 singles by 2011.

Gomez hoped to focus on her acting career by transitioning into film work, earning starring roles in films such as Ramona and Beezus (2010) and the romantic comedy Monte Carlo (2011). Gomez hoped to achieve a more mature image with a role in the exploitation film Spring Breakers (2013), as well as with the release of her solo debut album Stars Dance (2013). The album debuted atop the Billboard 200 in the United States, and included the top ten single "Come & Get It[image: External link]". Gomez embarked on her Stars Dance Tour (2013), though the later part was canceled due to her personal and medical struggles.

In 2014, Gomez fired her parents as her managers and signed with the WME and Brillstein companies. During this time, she signed a new recording contract with Interscope Records, releasing a compilation album as her fifth and final release through Hollywood Records, which was preceded by her second top ten single, "The Heart Wants What It Wants". Gomez released her second studio album, Revival, in October 2015. The album debuted at number one on the Billboard 200, while the first three singles "Good for You", "Same Old Love" and, "Hands to Myself" all topped the Mainstream Top 40 chart in the United States. She embarked on her worldwide Revival Tour in 2016; like her previous tour, it was also cut short due to personal and medical struggles. Among music collaborations, she has worked with Charlie Puth on the song "We Don't Talk Anymore", and with Kygo on "It Ain't Me".

Outside of entertainment, Gomez released her own clothing line through Kmart in 2010 and a self-titled fragrance in 2013. She has worked with various charitable organizations for years and became a UNICEF ambassador at the age of seventeen. Since the start of her career, Gomez has gone on to sell over 7 million albums and 22 million singles worldwide, according to Billboard.[5] As of November 2016, Gomez is the most-followed Instagram user in the world.[6] Gomez has earned a number of awards and nominations for her work as an actress and singer and has won an ALMA Award, a Billboard Women in Music award, an MTV Video Music Award, an American Music Award, a People's Choice Award, and fifteen Teen Choice Awards.
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 Life and career
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 1992–2006: Early life and career beginnings




Selena Marie Gomez was born in Grand Prairie, Texas on July 22, 1992,[7] to Ricardo Joel Gomez and former stage actress Amanda Dawn "Mandy" Cornett.[8][9][10] Gomez was named after Tejano singer and actress Selena Quintanilla-Pérez, who died in 1995.[11][12] Her father is of Mexican descent while her mother, who was adopted, has some Italian ancestry.[13][14][15] Regarding her Hispanic heritage, Gomez has stated, "My family does have Quinceañeras, and we go to the communion church. We do everything that's Catholic, but we don't really have anything traditional except [that we] go to the park and have barbecues on Sundays after church."[16] Gomez's parents divorced when she was five years old, and she remained with her mother.[8][17] Gomez has two siblings. Her sister, Gracie Elliot Teefey, was born to Amanda and her second husband Brian Teefey on June 12, 2013.[18][19] Gomez has a second sister, Victoria "Tori" Gomez, born to Ricardo and his wife Sara on June 25, 2014.[20] She earned a high school diploma through homeschooling in May 2010.[21]

When Gomez was born, her mother was sixteen years old.[22] The family had financial troubles during Gomez's childhood, with her mother struggling to provide for the pair.[23] At one point, Gomez recalled the pair had to search for quarters just to get gas for their car.[23] Her mother later recalled the two would frequently walk to their local dollar store to purchase spaghetti for dinner, though got by.[23] Gomez stated, "I was frustrated that my parents weren't together, and never saw the light at the end of the tunnel where my mom was working hard to provide a better life for me. I'm terrified of what I would have become if I'd stayed [in Texas]."[24] She later added that "[My mom] was really strong around me. Having me at 16 had to have been a big responsibility. She gave up everything for me, had three jobs, supported me, sacrificed her life for me."[25] Gomez had a close relationship with her grandparents as a child, and appeared in various pageants growing up.[25] Her grandparents often took care of Selena while her parents finished their schooling, and the pair went as far as stating that they "raised her" up until she found success in the entertainment industry.[25]

Gomez first gained an interest in pursuing a career in the entertainment industry watching her mother prepare for stage productions.[26] She began auditioning for various roles, meeting Demi Lovato during an audition for Barney and Friends[image: External link].[27][28] Both girls were later selected to appear on the series in 2002,[29][30] with Gomez portraying the character of Gianna.[31] The show was her first experience in acting, with Gomez recalling, "I was very shy when I was little [...] I didn't know what 'camera right' was. I didn't know what blocking was. I learned everything from Barney[image: External link]."[32] Gomez appeared in fourteen episodes of the show between 2002 and 2004, though the show's producers released her as she was getting "too old" for the series.[33] While working on the series, Gomez had a cameo role in the film Spy Kids 3-D: Game Over (2003) and the made-for-television film Walker, Texas Ranger: Trial by Fire (2005).[34] With experience now under her belt, Gomez auditioned for roles under the Disney Channel company along with Lovato.[35] Gomez made a guest appearance in a 2006 episode of the Disney series The Suite Life of Zack & Cody[image: External link].[36]
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 2007–2012: Breakthrough with Disney and Selena Gomez & the Scene




Gomez was given a recurring role on the popular Disney Channel series Hannah Montana in 2007, portraying pop star Mikayla.[37] During this time, Gomez filmed pilot episodes for two potential Disney Channel series; the first, titled Arwin!,[38] a spin-off of the Suite Life series, while the second was a spin-off of the series Lizzie McGuire.[39] She later auditioned for a role in the Disney series Wizards of Waverly Place, ultimately winning the lead role of Alex Russo.[33] Upon receiving the role, Gomez and her mother moved to Hollywood; Lovato and her family also moved to Hollywood, hoping to achieve similar success to Gomez.[40] Wizards of Waverly Place saw Gomez portraying a teenage girl in a family of wizards who own a restaurant in New York.[41] The series quickly became a hit for the network, propelling Gomez to more mainstream success.[42] The series received numerous nominations and awards.[43][44] Gomez recorded the theme song for the series, titled "Everything is Not What It Seems."[45] Gomez briefly dated fellow Disney star Nick Jonas in 2008.[46] Gomez later appeared in the music video for the song "Burnin' Up", which the Jonas Brothers had recorded and released,[47] and later, she also appeared in an episode of the reality series Jonas Brothers: Living the Dream.

While working on the second season of Wizards of Waverly Place, Gomez appeared on the Disney Channel special Studio DC: Almost Live alongside various other Disney stars.[48] She contributed a cover of the song "Cruella de Vil" to the compilation album DisneyMania 6,[49] and later recorded the original song "Fly to Your Heart" for the soundtrack of the animated film Tinker Bell.[50] She had a leading role, as an aspiring dancer, in the musical film Another Cinderella Story that same year.[51] The film was released to generally positive reviews, and won the 2010 Writers Guild of America Award for Children's script-long form or special.[52] Gomez recorded three songs for the soundtrack, and released one of them, "Tell Me Something I Don't Know", as a promotional single.[53] Later that year, Gomez had the supporting role of Helga in the animated film Horton Hears a Who![54] The film was a commercial success, and went on to gross nearly $300 million worldwide.[55] At 16 years of age, Gomez was signed to a recording contract with the Hollywood Records label, which had already signed both Cyrus and Lovato.[56][57] Gomez formed her own production company in 2008, which she called July Moon Productions.[58][59] She partnered with XYZ Films for the project, giving Gomez the opportunity to option articles, hire writers and create talent packages to shop to studios.[60][61] Gomez was slated to release two films under the company. The first, titled What Boys Want, with Gomez as a girl who could hear the thoughts of men.[62] She later announced a film adaptation of the novel Thirteen Reasons Why, in which she was to play a young girl who commits suicide; ultimately, neither film was released,[63] though Gomez would later executive produce a television adaptation of Thirteen Reasons Why.[64]

Gomez continued to have mainstream success throughout the following year, appearing as Alex Russo in a crossover episode of the Disney series The Suite Life on Deck.[65] She later made a guest appearance on the Disney series Sonny With a Chance, starring Lovato.[66] She appeared in a remix of the Forever the Sickest Kids's single "Whoa Oh! (Me vs. Everyone)", released as a single in April of that year.[67] Gomez, along with Lovato, starred in the Disney Channel film Princess Protection Program, which aired in June 2009. The film was a critical success,[68] and had a total of 8.5 million viewers during its premiere.[69] For the film, Gomez and Lovato recorded the song "One and the Same", which was later released as a promotional single.[70] She later provided the voice of Princess Selenia in the animated film Arthur and the Revenge of Maltazard.[71] On August 28, 2009, Gomez starred in Wizards of Waverly Place: The Movie, a television film based on the series.[72] The film premiered to an audience of 11.4 million viewers becoming cable's No. 1 scripted telecast of 2009 and Disney Channel's second most-viewed film premiere after High School Musical 2.[73] The film won the series its second consecutive Emmy for "Outstanding Children's Program" at the 62nd Primetime Emmy Awards.[74]

Hoping to achieve a successful crossover into music, Gomez formed the pop-rock band Selena Gomez & the Scene through her record deal with Hollywood Records.[75] The name of the band is an "ironic jab" at the people who called Gomez a "wannabe scene."[76] The group released their debut studio album in August 2009,[77][78][79][80] which debuted at number nine on the Billboard 200 albums chart in the United States, with first-week sales of 66,000 copies.[81] The album received a mixed reception, some critics praised the album for its "fun" nature, while others criticized Gomez for her vocal performance.[79][82][83] The lead single failed to have commercial success,[84] however the second single was successful.[85] With heavy promotion through Disney and performances, the song had success on radio and with sales.[86] In 2010, Gomez starred as one of the two female leads in Ramona and Beezus, a film adaption of the children's novel series by Beverly Cleary.[87][88][89] The film premiered on July 23, 2010, and it was met with generally positive reviews.[90] Selena Gomez & the Scene released their second studio album A Year Without Rain that same year,[91][92] which debuted on the US Billboard 200 at number 4 with sales of a little over 66,000.[92] The album received mixed to positive reviews where some noticed that Gomez's vocals contained the Auto-Tune effect.[93] The record's two singles both achieved moderate success.[94][95] Having previously announced plans to launch a fashion line, Gomez launched Dream Out Loud in 2010.[96][97] The collection consisted of, and featured, bohemian dresses, floral tops, jeans, skirts, jackets, scarves and hats, all of which were made from recycled or eco-friendly materials.[98][99] Gomez stated, "With my line, I really want to give the customer options on how they can put their own looks together [...] I want the pieces that can be easy to dress up or down, and the fabrics being eco-friendly and organic is super important [...] Also, the tags will all have some of my inspirational quotes on them. I'm just looking to send a good message."[96][99] To design the actual items, Gomez teamed up with designers Tony Melillo and Sandra Campos, both of whom had previously worked with big-name fashion houses[image: External link].[97] Melillo and Campos teamed with New York-based Adjmi Apparel to manufacture the brand, which was formed by Adjmi CH Brands LLC, the holding company for the brand.[100]

In 2011, Gomez starred in the film Monte Carlo. Her character Grace is a teenager "mistaken for a socialite while on a trip to Paris."[101] To prepare for the role, Gomez learned how to play polo and also took two weeks of vocal training to learn two different British accents.[102][103] She also began a relationship with Justin Bieber that year, which lasted until 2014.[104] Gomez appeared in a cameo role in the film The Muppets[105] and appeared in the Disney shows So Random! and PrankStars.[106] Selena Gomez & the Scene released their third and final studio album that same year.[107] The album received mixed reviews,[107] with the album's second single receiving a 4x Platinum certification from the RIAA.[108] However, the album's lead single and last single both achieved moderate success.[109][110] It was announced on July 14, 2011, that Gomez had signed a license agreement with Adrenalina, an extreme sports and adventure-themed lifestyle brand, to develop, manufacture, and distribute the actress's fragrance. Chairman and C.E.O. of Adrenalina, Ilia Lekach, said, "We are incredibly enthused to be working with Ms. Gomez and will reveal more details pertaining to the fragrance as we get closer to the launch date."[111] The perfume was released in May 2012.[112]
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 2012–2014: Solo musical debut and personal struggles




Gomez confirmed in January 2012 that she would be taking a break from her music career, thus placing Selena Gomez & the Scene on an ongoing hiatus.[113] That year, Wizards of Waverly Place officially ended its run on the Disney Channel after four successful seasons.[114][115] Gomez hoped to focus on her film career outside of Disney, and starred alongside Adam Sandler and Steve Buscemi in the animated film Hotel Transylvania (2012).[116] The film premiered at the 37th annual Toronto International Film Festival and was released on September 28, 2012.[116] Gomez had a role in the controversial exploitation film Spring Breakers (2013), starring James Franco.[117] The film saw Gomez in a more mature role than her previous works, and reportedly led to Gomez having a "bit of a meltdown on set."[17] In 2013, Gomez starred in the film Getaway, alongside Ethan Hawke.[118] The film was a critical and commercial failure,[119] and earned Gomez a nomination for Worst Actress at the 34th Golden Raspberry Awards.[120] She also starred in the Disney Channel special The Wizards Return: Alex vs. Alex in 2013.[121]

Despite her earlier claims that she would be taking a break from her music career, Gomez confirmed in October 2012 that she was working on new material.[122][123] She later confirmed that she would be releasing her solo debut album, as opposed to another album with her band.[124] Gomez released "Come & Get It[image: External link]" as the lead single from the album.[125] The single became Gomez's first top ten entry on the Billboard Hot 100.[126] Stars Dance was released on July 23, 2013. It became her first album to debut at number one on the US Billboard 200 chart, where it sold 97,000 copies in its first week.[127] It was Gomez's first No. 1 on the Billboard 200.[128] The album remained in the top ten in its second week, though declined down the chart in the following weeks.[129][130][131] The record was met with mixed reviews where some music critics noticed her inability to create her own musical identity and her lack of vocal abilities "doesn't help."[132][133][134] Gomez incorporated choreography and dance routines into her promotional performances and music videos for the album, feeling inspired by artists such as Janet Jackson and Britney Spears.[135] As of September 2015, the album has sold 392,000 copies in the United States, making it her lowest selling studio album to date in the country.[136] It remains her only studio effort to not receive a certification from the Recording Industry Association of America (RIAA).[137]

Gomez embarked on her Stars Dance Tour on August 14, 2013.[138] After touring in North America and Europe, the tour was set to continue throughout 2014, though Gomez cancelled the Australian and Asian leg of the tour in December 2013, claiming that she would be taking a hiatus to spend time with her family.[139] In January 2014, it was reported that Gomez had spent two weeks at Dawn at The Meadows, which is a treatment center in Wickenburg, Arizona that specializes in treating addiction and trauma in young people.[140][141][142] Her representative stated that she had spent time there "voluntarily [...] but not for substance abuse."[143][144] Despite initially neglecting to comment, Gomez confirmed in 2015 that she had been diagnosed with the auto-immune disease, lupus, and that she had cancelled the tour and entered rehab to undergo chemotherapy.[145][146] Gomez appeared in the film Behaving Badly (2014) with Dylan McDermott and Nat Wolff.[147] The project, filmed prior to Gomez's stint in rehab, was released in August 2014 to a generally negative critical and commercial reception.[148][149][150][151] Even the author of the original autobiographical novel, has disavowed the film.[152] She later appeared in the film Rudderless (2014), the directorial debut of William H. Macy.[153][154][155] The independent film received a mixed reception from critics.[156][157]

In April of that year, it was reported that Gomez had fired her mother and stepfather as her managers; the two had managed Gomez since her career began.[158] Gomez later signed with the WME and Brillstein companies to manage her career.[159][160] The news of Gomez's new management also fueled rumors that her recording contract with Hollywood Records was ending, and that Gomez was searching for a new label.[161][162] Gomez surprise released her new single "The Heart Wants What It Wants" (2014) on November 6, and confirmed after months of speculation that she would be releasing a compilation album as a means of finishing out her contract with Hollywood Records.[162] The single went on to become her second top ten hit on the Billboard Hot 100 chart, and sold over one million copies in the United States.[163] Gomez released her first solo compilation album, For You (2014), on November 24.[164] The album received minimal promotion and failed to achieve much commercial success, selling 35,506 equivalent album units in the United States during its first week of release, and entered the Billboard 200 at number twenty-four.[165] Gomez officially signed a recording contract with Interscope Records in December 2014.[166]
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 2015–2016: Revival and hiatus




While working on her second studio album, Gomez collaborated with Zedd for his single "I Want You to Know" (2015), released as the lead single from his sophomore album on February 23.[167] The single became Gomez's fourth top twenty entry on the Billboard Hot 100, and received a platinum certification from the Recording Industry Association of America (RIAA).[163] Gomez became the face of haircare brand Pantene in 2015.[168] Gomez released "Good for You" (2015) as the lead single from her second studio album on June 22, 2015; the single features rapper ASAP Rocky.[169] The song sold 179,000 copies in its first week of release alone, and went on to become her first top five single on the Billboard Hot 100 in the United States.[170] The single became her first to top the Mainstream Top 40 chart.[171][172] In August 2015, Gomez appeared in the documentary Unity among many other actors and actresses.[173] She reprised the role of Mavis in Hotel Transylvania 2, which was released on September 25; the film was met with a positive critical and commercial reception upon its release.[174]

Gomez released her second studio album, Revival (2015), on October 9, 2015.[175] The album was met with a positive reaction from critics, who praised the album's production and lyrical content.[176][177][178] The album debuted at number one on the Billboard 200, with first-week sales of 117,000 equivalent album units.[179] This remains Gomez's highest first week sales to date.[179] "Same Old Love" (2015) was released as the album's second single, and went on to top the Mainstream Top 40 chart.[180][181] The single peaked at number five on the Billboard Hot 100, tying with "Good for You" as her highest charting effort.[182] "Hands to Myself" was the album's third single, which became her third consecutive number one on the Mainstream Top 40 chart.[183] This made Gomez one of only six female artists to have three singles from the same album top the chart.[184] Gomez had a cameo role in the film The Big Short, which was released on December 11 by Paramount Pictures.[185] She was the musical guest on the January 23, 2016 episode of Saturday Night Live, with host Ronda Rousey.[186]

Gomez embarked on her worldwide Revival Tour (2016) on May 6.[187] Gomez claimed that the tour would focus solely on her as an artist, thus features less choreography and effects as her previous tour.[187] After touring in North America, Asia and Oceania, she cancelled the European and South America leg of the tour in August 2016 due to anxiety, panic attacks and depression caused by her lupus.[188] Gomez had a supporting role in the comedy film Neighbors 2: Sorority Rising; she portrayed the president of a sorority.[189] Her collaboration with Charlie Puth, "We Don't Talk Anymore" (2016),[190] reached the top ten in the United States.[191] Gomez starred in the drama film The Fundamentals of Caring, alongside Paul Rudd,[192] which was premiered at the Sundance Film Festival on January 29, 2016.[193] The film was released on June 24.[193] It was met with a mixed critical reception.[194] She also starred in In Dubious Battle with James Franco; the film was released on 3 September 2016.[195] Gomez has begun working on her third studio album while touring, and added a new song titled "Feel Me" to the setlist of her Revival Tour.[196] The song leaked online nine months after the first performance.[197] The album, which currently has no title or release date, will be her second release through Interscope Records.[196]

Following the cancellation of her tour, Gomez rechecked into rehab to focus on her mental health and was noticeably absent from social media.[198] She made her first public appearance at the 2016 American Music Awards,[199] where she was nominated for two awards for Favorite Pop/Rock Female Artist and Artist of the Year. She further went on to win the award for Favorite Pop/Rock Female Artist.[200]
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 2017: 13 Reasons Why and new music




On February 4, 2017, she posted a snippet of a new song on her Instagram story.[201] Five days later, Norwegian DJ Kygo posted a snippet of his collaboration with Gomez.[202] Gomez and Kygo confirmed the single titled "It Ain't Me" via their social media accounts a week later, which was released on February 16.[203] The song reached the top 10 of the Billboard Hot 100 chart.[204]

Gomez serves as executive producer for the series adaptation of the novel Thirteen Reasons Why.[64] She shared the first trailer of the show on January 25, 2017,[205] and the show premiered on Netflix on March 31, 2017.[206] Besides the project, Gomez has been working in new music with producers The Futuristics, Jonas Jeberg,[207] Ryan Tedder[208][209] and songwriters Julia Michaels, Justin Tranter[210] and Jacob Kasher.[211][209] On May 5, 2017 Gomez launched a countdown on her official website which led to May 18. Many websites speculated about the release of a new single.[212][213][214] On May 11, it was confirmed the release of the single "Bad Liar" as the countdown result.[215] On May 18, it was released alongside its music video, streamed only through Spotify. [216]
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 Artistry




Gomez is described as a pop singer,[217][218] showcasing the genre in form of dance-pop[218][219] and incorporating EDM[218][220] into her sound. She is also noted to feature prominent influences of Eurodance,[221][222] and her music has also been described as Europop.[223] As her career has been progressing, she has been experimenting with a large number of music genres. While her debut album with The Scene was inspired in electronic rock and pop rock,[224][225] her following records with the band opted for a more electropop-focused[226][227][228] and dance-pop[229][230] sound. A Year Without Rain noted a Eurodance feel and When the Sun Goes Down went into a more electro-disco- and teen pop-influenced musical direction.[231][232] Her debut solo record Stars Dance was rooted in the EDM-pop[233][234] genre, and Gomez herself described it as "baby dubstep",[235] featuring elements from multiple genres as electronic, disco, techno or dancehall.[236][237] Her songs "The Heart Wants What It Wants" and "Good for You" have been described as "minimalistic" and "grown-up",[238][239][240][241][excessive citations[image: External link]] transitioning her sound into adult pop.[242]

Early in her music career, Gomez named Bruno Mars as her main influence, saying that she was influenced in everything he does from "his style of music, his style in general, the way he performs, the way he carries himself."[243] Gomez also cites Christina Aguilera, Britney Spears, Beyoncé and Rihanna as influences.[244][245][246][247] Gomez has stated that she finds English singer Cheryl Cole as a significant influence to her artistry, "She made me feel better, I just love her music and I think she's a really nice person. She's been through a lot, but she carries herself with a lot of class and I love that."[248] Gomez's debut solo album Stars Dance (2013) was prominently influenced by Spears, singer-songwriter Taylor Swift, and American electronic producer Skrillex[image: External link].[249] Her sophomore album, Revival (2015), was mainly influenced by Christina Aguilera's album Stripped (2003) and singer Janet Jackson.[244][250]
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 Endorsements




Gomez has ventured into other businesses and industries. Gomez was part of Sears's back-to-school fashion ad campaign, as part of which Gomez was featured in the television commercials. In August 2009, Gomez also hosted the "Sears Arrive Air Band Casting Call" – to select five people for the first-ever "Sears Air Band", which performed at the 2009 MTV Video Music Awards. Gomez was a spokesperson for Borden Milk, and was featured in the campaign's print and television ads. From 2010 to 2014, Gomez released her own clothing line through retailer K-Mart, Dream Out Loud by Selena Gomez.[251] It was announced on July 30, 2012, that Gomez would partner with Case-Mate as part of its upcoming "Right Case, Right Occasion" marketing campaign. Gomez has released two fragrances, Selena Gomez by Selena Gomez in 2012 and Vivamore by Selena Gomez in 2013.[252] In 2013, Gomez created her own collection of nail polish colors for Nicole by OPI.[253] From 2013–2015, Gomez was a spokesperson and partner for Neo by Adidas.[254] In 2015, Gomez signed $3 million endorsement deal with Pantene.[255] In 2016, Gomez appeared in ads for Coca-Cola's "Share a Coke" campaign. Gomez appeared in advertisements for the campaign and lyrics from two of Gomez's songs will be featured on packages of Coke products nationwide.[256] Gomez appeared in a fashion campaign for luxury brand Louis Vuitton in June 2016.[257] Gomez confirmed that she was partnering with Coach, Inc, beginning with their fall 2017 line.[258]
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 Philanthropy




Gomez was involved in the UR Votes Count campaign which encouraged teenagers to learn more about 2008 presidential candidates[image: External link] Barack Obama and John McCain.[259] In October 2008, Gomez participated in St. Jude's Children's Hospital "Runway For Life" benefit.[260] That same month, Gomez was named UNICEF's spokesperson for the Trick-or-Treat for UNICEF campaign, which encouraged children to raise money on Halloween to help children around the world.[261] She said that she was "extremely excited" to "encourage other kids to make a difference in the world."[261] In August 2009, a 17-year-old Gomez became the youngest UNICEF ambassador ever, passing fellow songstress Hayley Westenra, who was 18 when she was chosen. In her first official field mission, Gomez traveled to Ghana on September 4, 2009 for a week to witness first-hand the stark conditions of vulnerable children that lack vital necessities including clean water, nourishment, education and healthcare.[262][263] Gomez explained, during an interview with Associated Press correspondents, that she wanted to use her star power to bring awareness to Ghana: "That's why I feel very honored to have a voice that kids listen to and take into consideration [...] I had people on my tour asking me where IS Ghana, and they Googled it [...] and because I went there, they now know where Ghana is. So it's pretty incredible."[263][264] Gomez said, of her role as ambassador, that "Every day 25,000 children die from preventable causes. I stand with UNICEF in the belief that we can change that number from 25,000 to zero. I know we can achieve this because every moment, UNICEF is on the ground providing children with the lifesaving assistance needed to ensure zero becomes a reality."[262]

Selena became the ambassador of DoSomething.org after being involved with the charity Island Dog, which helped dogs in Puerto Rico.[265] She began her involvement while filming Wizards of Waverly Place: The Movie in Puerto Rico.[266] Gomez is also involved with the charity RAISE Hope For Congo, an initiative of the Enough Project, which helps raise awareness about conflict minerals and violence against Congolese women.[267] Gomez was named spokesperson for UNICEF's 2009 Trick-or-Treat campaign, for the second year in a row.[268] Gomez, who raised over $700,000 for the charity in 2008, stated that she hopes to be able to raise 1 million dollars in 2009.[263] Gomez participated in a celebrity auction[269] and hosted a live web cast series on Facebook in support of the Trick-or-Treat for UNICEF campaign.[270] From 2009 to 2012, Gomez was involved in "Disney's Friends for Change", an organization which promoted "environmentally-friendly behavior", and she appeared in its public service announcements.[271] Gomez, Demi Lovato, Miley Cyrus, and the Jonas Brothers, as the ad hoc musical team "Disney's Friends For Change", recorded the charity single "Send It On", all of whose proceeds were accepted into the Disney Worldwide Conservation Fund.[272] It debuted on the Billboard Hot 100 at No. 20.[272]

Gomez returned as the UNICEF spokesperson for the 60th anniversary of Trick-or-Treat for UNICEF campaign in 2010.[273] In celebration of the organization's 60th anniversary, Gomez and her team, The Scene, held a benefit concert donating all proceeds to the campaign.[274] In February 2011, Gomez traveled to Chile to witness and meet with the families of UNICEF's supported program, "Programa Puente", which helped families better understand, and developed skills to deal effectively with, early childhood education, development, and other issues related to raising children. From her field trip experience, Gomez said, "UNICEF is helping Chilean families get out of poverty, prevent violence within the home and promote education. To witness first hand these families' struggles, and also their hope and perseverance, was truly inspiring."[275] In March 2011, Gomez participated in the UNICEF Tap Project's "Celebrity Tap Pack" limited-edition, custom-made water bottles which featured tap water from the homes of each celebrity advocate, in order to raise funds and increase profile for the clean water and sanitation programs.[276] She was also featured in videos that promoted the campaign.[277][278] In April 2012, Gomez was named ambassador to the Ryan Seacrest Foundation.[279] She was also a spokesperson for State Farm Insurance and appeared in numerous television commercials, which aired on the Disney Channel, to raise awareness of being a safe driver.[280]

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Grand Prairie, Texas






This article is about the city in Texas. For the region in Arkansas[image: External link], see Arkansas Delta § Grand Prairie[image: External link]. For the city in Alberta[image: External link], Canada[image: External link], see Grande Prairie[image: External link]. For any of the townships with the name Grand Prairie, see Grand Prairie Township (disambiguation)[image: External link].

Grand Prairie is a city in Dallas County[image: External link], Tarrant County[image: External link], and Ellis County[image: External link], Texas[image: External link], in the United States.[5] It is part of the Mid-Cities[image: External link] region in the Dallas–Fort Worth metroplex[image: External link]. Grand Prairie's name is from French language and means literally Big Grassland. Grand Prairie has a population of 175,396 according to the 2010 census[image: External link], making it the fifteenth most populous[image: External link] city in the state.[6]

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 History




The city of Grand Prairie was first established as Dechman by Alexander McRae Dechman[image: External link] in 1863. Prior to then, he resided in Young County[image: External link] near Fort Belknap[image: External link]. The 1860 U.S. Federal Census - Slave Schedules shows an A McR Dechman as having 4 slaves, ages 50, 25, 37 and 10. Dechman, learned that he could trade his oxen and wagons for land in Dallas County. In 1863, Dechman bought 239.5 acres (96.9 ha) of land on the eastern side of the Trinity River[image: External link] and 100 acres (40 ha) of timber land on the west side of the river for a broken-down wagon, oxen team and US$[image: External link]200 in Confederate[image: External link] money. He tried to establish a home on the property, but ran into difficulties, so he returned to his family in Birdville before joining in the Civil War[image: External link]. In 1867 he filed a town plat consisting of 50 acres (20 ha) with Dallas County.

After the war, he returned to Birdville for two years before selling that farm in 1867 and moving to Houston[image: External link], where yellow fever[image: External link] broke out, causing the family to settle in Bryan[image: External link]. In 1876, Dechman traded half his "prairie" property to the T&P Railroad to ensure the railroad came through the town. The railroad named the depot "Dechman", prompting its namesake to relocate his home from Bryan to Dechman. His son Alexander had been living in Dechman and operating a trading post and farm. The first church in the area was the Good Hope Cumberland Sabbath School, established in 1870 by Rev. Andrew Hayter. The church was later renamed West Fork United Presbyterian Church[image: External link] and remains an active church.[7]

The first U.S. post office[image: External link] opened in 1877 under the name "Deckman" rather than "Dechman", because the U.S. Postal Service[image: External link] couldn't read the writing on the form completed to open the post office. Later that same year, after the Postal Service had adopted the "Deckman" name, confusion resulted from the T&P Railroad designation "Grand Prairie". This name was based on maps drawn from around 1850 through 1858 that labeled the area between Dallas and Fort Worth "the grand prairie of Texas". In order to alleviate the confusion, the Postal Service named the post office "Grand Prairie".

The town of Grand Prairie was eventually incorporated[image: External link] as a city in 1909. During World War I[image: External link] and since, Grand Prairie has had a long history with the defense and aviation industry. While the present-day Vought[image: External link] plant on Jefferson Avenue is part of a small strip within the Dallas city limits, it was originally in Grand Prairie. During World War II the North American Aviation[image: External link] Plant B produced the Consolidated B-24 Liberator[image: External link] and the P-51C and K Mustang[image: External link] variants. After the war, Vought Aircraft took over the plant. This later became Ling Temco Vought (LTV) and then eventually returned to the Vought moniker. The plant was the production site for the F-8 Crusader[image: External link] and the A-7 Corsair II[image: External link] aircraft of the 1950–1989 time period. The LTV Missile and Space division produced missiles such as the Scout[image: External link] and MLRS[image: External link]. This division was eventually sold to Lockheed Martin[image: External link], which continues to operate in Grand Prairie. Grand Prairie was also the North American headquarters for Aérospatiale[image: External link] Helicopter. This company eventually became Airbus Helicopters, Inc.[image: External link], the U.S. subsidiary of Airbus Helicopters[image: External link].

In 1953, the mayor and city council of Grand Prairie went on a "land grab", and attempted to annex nearly 70 square miles (180 km2) of then-unincorporated and largely undeveloped land in southern Dallas and Tarrant counties. Vehement debate ensued, and the legal pressure from cities like Arlington[image: External link], Duncanville[image: External link] and Irving[image: External link] wound up overturning the unprecedented annexation attempt.
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 Geography




Grand Prairie is located along the border between Tarrant and Dallas counties, with a small portion extending south into Ellis County. The city is bordered by Dallas[image: External link] to the east, Cedar Hill[image: External link] and Midlothian[image: External link] to the southeast, Mansfield[image: External link] to the southwest, Arlington[image: External link] to the west, Fort Worth[image: External link] to the northwest, and Irving[image: External link] to the north.

According to the United States Census Bureau[image: External link], the city has a total area of 81.1 square miles (210.0 km2), of which 72.1 square miles (186.8 km2) is land and 9.0 square miles (23.3 km2), or 11.08%, is water.[8]

The West Fork of the Trinity River[image: External link] and a major tributary, Johnson Creek[image: External link], flow through Grand Prairie.

Grand Prairie has a long history of flooding from Johnson Creek. In the 1980s, a major Army Corps of Engineers[image: External link] project was begun to straighten the channel, which has reduced the damage of flooding.

As of 2010 Grand Prairie had a population of 175,396. The racial and ethnic composition of the population was 52.6% White[image: External link], 20.0% Black[image: External link], 0.8% Native American[image: External link], 6.5% Asian[image: External link], 0.1% Pacific Islander[image: External link], 0.1% non- Hispanic[image: External link] of some other race, 3.2% of two or more races and 42.7% Hispanic or Latino[image: External link].[12]

As of the census[image: External link][3] of 2000, there were 127,427 people, 43,791 households, and 32,317 families residing in the city. The population density[image: External link] was 1,784.6 people per square mile (689.1/km²). There were 46,425 housing units at an average density of 650.2 per square mile (251.0/km²). The racial makeup of the city was 62% White[image: External link], 13.5% African American[image: External link], 0.8% Native American[image: External link], 4.42% Asian[image: External link], 0.1% Pacific Islander[image: External link], 15.90% from other races[image: External link], and 3.34% from two or more races. Hispanic[image: External link] or Latino[image: External link] of any race were 33% of the population.

There were 43,791 households out of which 41.3% had children under the age of 18 living with them, 54.9% were married couples[image: External link] living together, 13.7% had a female householder with no husband present, and 26.2% were non-families. 20.7% of all households were made up of individuals and 4.5% had someone living alone who was 65 years of age or older. The average household size was 2.90 and the average family size was 3.38.

In the city, the population was spread out with 30.5% under the age of 18, 10.1% from 18 to 24, 34.1% from 25 to 44, 18.8% from 45 to 64, and 6.4% who were 65 years of age or older. The median age was 30 years. For every 100 females there were 98.0 males. For every 100 females age 18 and over, there were 95.2 males.

The median income for a household in the city was $46,816, and the median income for a family was $51,449. Males had a median income of $35,300 versus $28,184 for females. The per capita income[image: External link] for the city was $18,978. About 8.7% of families and 11.1% of the population were below the poverty line[image: External link], including 15.2% of those under age 18 and 10.4% of those age 65 or over.

The Bureau of Prisons (BOP)[image: External link], of the U.S. Department of Justice[image: External link] runs the Grand Prairie Office Complex on the grounds of the U.S. Armed Forces Reserve Complex[image: External link].[16] Within the complex the BOP operates the Designation and Sentence Computation Center (DSCC), which calculates federal sentences, keeps track of the statutory "good time" accumulated by inmates and lump sum extra "good time" awards, and detainers.[17] The BOP South Central Office is also on the armed forces complex grounds.[18]

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 Public schools




Most of Grand Prairie's K-12 student population attends schools in the Grand Prairie Independent School District[image: External link], which serves areas of Grand Prairie in Dallas County. The Mansfield Independent School District[image: External link] serves areas of Grand Prairie in Tarrant County and operates six elementary schools within the Grand Prairie city limits. Other portions of Grand Prairie reside within the Arlington[image: External link], Cedar Hill[image: External link], Irving[image: External link], Mansfield[image: External link], and Midlothian[image: External link] school districts.[22]

In Texas, school district boundaries do not follow city and county boundaries because all aspects of the school district government apparatus, including school district boundaries, are separated from the city and county government entirely, with the exception of the Stafford Municipal School District[image: External link] in the Houston area[image: External link].
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 Grand Prairie Independent School District




The high schools in the district are South Grand Prairie High School[image: External link], Grand Prairie High School[image: External link], Crosswinds High School and Dubiski Career High School. Middle schools include YMLA at Kennedy, Jackson, Reagan, Truman, Fannin, and Adams. Elementary schools include Austin, Bonham, Bowie, Bush, Crockett, Daniels, Dickinson, Eisenhower, Florence Hill, Garcia, Garner, Johnson, Lee, Marshall, Milam, Monroe, Moseley, Powell, Rayburn, Seguin, Travis, Whitt, Williams, and Zavala. However, YWLA at Bill Arnold offers both high school and middle school education.
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 Arlington Independent School District




The Arlington ISD has the second highest portion of Grand Prairie's K-12 student population. Six Arlington ISD elementary schools are within the city limits of Grand Prairie. Grand Prairie residents in the Arlington ISD are located generally west of the Dallas-Tarrant County boundary and north of the intersection of Camp Wisdom and Lake Ridge in southwest Grand Prairie. One of the Arlington high schools, James Bowie High[image: External link], has more Grand Prairie residents than Arlington residents that are students at the school.

Grand Prairie student/residents in the Arlington ISD attend Bowie, Sam Houston[image: External link], or Lamar High School[image: External link] in the Arlington ISD and their feeder elementary schools and junior high schools.
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 Mansfield Independent School District




The Mansfield ISD contains the third highest portion of the Grand Prairie's K-12 student population. Grand Prairie residents in the Mansfield ISD are located generally south of the intersection of Camp Wisdom and Lake Ridge, and west of Joe Pool Lake to the Tarrant and Ellis County line in southwest Grand Prairie. Three Mansfield ISD schools, Anna May Daulton Elementary; Louise Cabaniss Elementary; and Cora Spencer Elementary, are currently open within the city limits of Grand Prairie. The Mansfield ISD is the fastest growing ISD in Tarrant County, and the population growth in far southwest Grand Prairie is a major factor in the Mansfield ISD's subsequent growth.

Grand Prairie students/residents in the Mansfield ISD attend Mansfield Timberview High School[image: External link] or Mansfield High School[image: External link] in the Mansfield ISD or their feeder elemetaries and junior highs. Timberview High School is located on State Highway 360[image: External link] less than 100 yards (91 m) from the Grand Prairie city line.
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 Infrastructure
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 Transportation




Interstate highways[image: External link] 20[image: External link] and 30[image: External link] run east–west through the northern and southern parts of the city. Texas State Highways[image: External link] Spur 303[image: External link] (named Pioneer Parkway) and 180[image: External link] (Main Street) also run east–west in the northern and central portions of the city.

SH 360[image: External link] runs for almost three miles in the northwestern portion of city; most of the highway runs just west of the city limits in Arlington[image: External link].

SH 161[image: External link], named the President George Bush Turnpike, runs north–south through western Grand Prairie. The main lanes were opened in late 2012 with frontage roads open since 2010. Portions of the highway located north of SH 180[image: External link] are depressed while the portion south of SH 180 runs at-grade then becomes elevated. Frontage roads remain at-grade throughout. The frontage road intersection at Main Street will open sometime in 2013.[23]

Belt Line Road[image: External link] is a major north–south thoroughfare in the city. The section of the road south of Main Street is dual-labelled as FM[image: External link] 1382, which travels south, past I-20[image: External link] and continues south to Cedar Hill[image: External link]. The section of the road north of Main Street keeps its name, continuing north into Irving[image: External link].

There is presently no public transportation[image: External link] in Grand Prairie, as the city is not a member of DART[image: External link]. The city declined membership in 1984.
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 Attractions





	In 1997 Lone Star Park[image: External link] was opened, where each Memorial Day the Thoroughbred Meeting is held, with seven stakes races worth just over $1 million.

	In 2000 GPX Skate Park was opened next to Lone Star Park, which hosted the 2001 and 2002 X Games[image: External link] trials. They closed in 2005 and were later re-opened in June 2006 by the Grand Prairie Parks and Recreation committee.

	The state-of-the-art Verizon Theatre at Grand Prairie[image: External link], previously NextStage and Nokia Theater, is in Grand Prairie. Numerous concerts and other events are held here throughout the year.

	Prairie Lights[24] is a 2-mile-long (3.2 km) seasonal display, featuring more than three million lights on more than 500 lighted displays. Santa's elves, snowmen, reindeer, angels, penguins, stars, lollipops and the world's longest tunnel of lights are just a few of the displays showcased during the 40-day event. The theme park also offers a unique out-of-car experience in Holiday Village midway through the drive with concessions, carousel rides, Santa's Store for shopping and photos with Santa on Friday, Saturday and Sunday.

	In 1973, Traders Village[25] was opened off of Mayfield Road, & State Highway 360[image: External link]. It describes itself as the largest flea market[image: External link] in Texas, open on weekends from 7 A.M. until dusk. Special events are held at Traders Village on certain weekends, including a chili cookoff, auto swap-meet, etc.

	The Grand Prairie AirHogs[image: External link] minor league baseball team and their stadium, The Ballpark in Grand Prairie[image: External link], were established in Grand Prairie in May 2007 and started play in May 2008.

	The historic Uptown Theatre[26] in downtown Grand Prairie, re-opened in 2008 after a year of renovations. It is now a playhouse and venue for concerts.

	The National Recreation and Parks Association (NRPA) bestowed its highest national award, the Gold Medal Award, to the Grand Prairie, Texas Parks and Recreation Department at the 2008 NRPA's Congress and Exposition in Baltimore. Grand Prairie, Texas won the award in the population group of 100,000-250,000. Grand Prairie is once again a finalist for the award in 2016. Grand Prairie offers some of the best parks and recreation venues in the country.

	Located near I-30 and Beltline Rd, Turner Park became Grand Prairie's Heritage (1st ever) Park back in the 1940s and today it features one of the top Disc Golf courses in North Texas.

	
Epic Waters Indoor Waterpark will be one of largest indoor waterparks in Texas, and is a first-of-its-kind, expected to open late 2017.

Dance-pop is a pop and dance[image: External link] subgenre that originated in the early 1980s. It is generally up-tempo music intended for nightclubs[image: External link] with the intention of being danceable but also suitable for contemporary hit radio[image: External link]. Developing from a combination of electronic dance music and pop music, with influences of disco music, post-disco[image: External link], new wave[image: External link],[3] synth-pop[image: External link],[2] electropop and house[image: External link], it is generally characterised by strong beats with easy, uncomplicated song structures[4] which are generally more similar to pop music than the more free-form dance genre, with an emphasis on melody as well as catchy tunes.[4] The genre, on the whole, tends to be producer-driven[image: External link], despite some notable exceptions.[4]

Dance-pop borrowed influences from other genres, which varied by producer, artist and period. Such include contemporary R&B[image: External link], house[image: External link], trance[image: External link], techno, new jack swing[image: External link], funk[image: External link], synthpop[image: External link], electropop and some forms of europop.

Dance-pop is a popular mainstream style of music and there have been numerous pop artists and groups who perform in the genre. Notable ones include Madonna[image: External link], Britney Spears, Kylie Minogue, Gloria Estefan[image: External link], Christina Aguilera, Jennifer Lopez[image: External link], Spice Girls[image: External link], Paula Abdul[image: External link], Backstreet Boys[image: External link], Michael Jackson[image: External link], NSYNC[image: External link], Destiny's Child[image: External link], Janet Jackson, Rihanna, Miley Cyrus, Katy Perry[image: External link], Lady Gaga, Ariana Grande[image: External link] and Selena Gomez.
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 History
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 1980s




As the term "disco" started to go out of fashion by the late 1970s to early 1980s, other terms were commonly used to describe disco-based music, such as "post-disco", "club", "dance" or "dance-pop" music.[4] These genres were, in essence, a more modern variant of disco music known as post-disco[image: External link], which tended to be more experimental, electronic and producer[image: External link]/ DJ[image: External link]-driven, often using sequencers[image: External link] and synthesizers[image: External link].

Dance-pop music emerged in the 1980s as a combination of dance and pop, or post-disco, which was up-tempo and simple, club-natured, producer-driven and catchy. Dance-pop was more up-tempo and dancey than regular pop, yet more structured and less free-form than dance music, usually combining pop's easy structure and catchy tunes with dance's strong beat and up-tempo nature. Dance-pop music was usually created, composed and produced by record producers who would then hire singers[image: External link] to perform the songs.

In the beginning of the 80s disco was an anathema to the mainstream pop. According to prominent Allmusic[image: External link] critic Stephen Thomas Erlewine[image: External link], Madonna[image: External link] had a huge role in popularizing dance music as mainstream music, utilizing her charisma, chutzpah and sex appeal. Erlewine claimed that Madonna "launched dance-pop" and set the standard for the genre for the next two decades.[5] As the primary songwriter on her self-titled debut album and a co-producer by her third record, Madonna's insistence on being involved in all creative aspects of her work was highly unusual for a female dance-pop vocalist at the time. The staff of Vice magazine stated that her debut album "drew the blueprint for future dance-pop." [6]

In the 1980s dance-pop was closely aligned to other up-tempo electronic genres, such as Hi-NRG[image: External link]. Prominent producers in the 1980s included Stock, Aitken and Waterman[image: External link], who created Hi-NRG/dance-pop for artists such as Kylie Minogue, Dead or Alive[image: External link] and Bananarama[image: External link]. During the decade, dance-pop borrowed influences from funk[image: External link] (e.g. Michael Jackson[image: External link] and Whitney Houston[image: External link]), new jack swing[image: External link] (e.g. Janet Jackson and Paula Abdul[image: External link]), and contemporary R&B[image: External link].

Other prominent dance-pop artists and groups of the 1980s included the Pet Shop Boys[image: External link], Mel and Kim[image: External link], Samantha Fox[image: External link], Debbie Gibson[image: External link], and Tiffany[image: External link].
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 1990s




By the 1990s, dance-pop had become a major genre in popular music. Several dance-pop groups and artists emerged during the 1990s, such as the Spice Girls[image: External link], Britney Spears, Christina Aguilera, Jessica Simpson[image: External link], Backstreet Boys[image: External link], and 'NSYNC[image: External link]. During the early 1990s, dance-pop borrowed influences from house music[image: External link] (e.g. Right Said Fred[image: External link]'s "I'm Too Sexy[image: External link]", Taylor Dayne[image: External link]'s Soul Dancing[image: External link], and Madonna[image: External link]'s " Vogue[image: External link]", "Rescue Me[image: External link]" and "Deeper and Deeper[image: External link]"), as well as contemporary R&B[image: External link] and new jack swing[image: External link] (e.g. Shanice[image: External link]'s "I Love Your Smile[image: External link]").

By the late 1990s, electronic influences became evident in dance-pop music; Madonna's critically acclaimed and commercially successful album Ray of Light[image: External link] (1998) incorporated techno, trance[image: External link] and other forms of electronic dance music, bringing electronica[image: External link] into mainstream dance-pop. Additionally, also in 1998, Cher[image: External link] released a dance-pop song called " Believe[image: External link]" which made usage of a technological innovation of the time, Auto-Tune. An audio processor[image: External link] and a form of pitch modification software, Auto-Tune is commonly used as a way to correct pitch and to create special effects. Since the late 1990s, the use of Auto-Tune processing has become a common feature of dance-pop music.

Celine Dion[image: External link] also released a dance-pop song "That's the Way It Is[image: External link]" by the end of 1999. It has a moderately slow tempo but an up-beat song.

 2000s




At the beginning of the 2000s, dance-pop music was still prominent, and highly electronic in style, influenced by genres such as trance, house, techno and electro. Nonetheless, as R&B and hip hop[image: External link] became extremely popular from the early part of the decade onwards, dance-pop often borrowed a lot of its influences from urban[image: External link] music. Dance-pop stars from the 1980s and 1990s such as Britney Spears, Christina Aguilera, Madonna, Janet Jackson and Kylie Minogue continued to achieve success at the beginning of the decade. Whilst a lot of dance-pop at the time was R&B-influenced, many records started to return to their disco roots; Kylie Minogue's albums such as Light Years[image: External link] (2000) and Fever[image: External link] (2001) contained influences of disco music, or a new 21st-century version of the genre known as Nu-disco[image: External link]; hit singles such as "Spinning Around[image: External link]" (2000) and "Can't Get You Out of My Head[image: External link]" (2001) also contained disco traces.[4] In Madonna's case, her album Music[image: External link] (2000) contained elements of Euro disco[image: External link], especially the successful eponymous lead single[image: External link].[7]

Nevertheless, it was not until the mid-to-latter part of the decade when dance-pop music returned greatly to its disco roots; this can be seen with Madonna's album Confessions on a Dance Floor[image: External link] (2005), which borrowed strong influences from the genre, especially from 1970s artists and bands such as ABBA[image: External link], Giorgio Moroder[image: External link], the Bee Gees[image: External link] and Donna Summer[image: External link]. Britney Spears' album Blackout[image: External link] (2007) contained influences of Euro disco.

The mid-to-late 2000s saw the arrival of several new dance-pop artists, including Rihanna, Kesha[image: External link], Lady Gaga and Katy Perry[image: External link]. This period in time also saw dance-pop's return to its more electronic roots aside from its disco ones, with strong influences of synthpop and electropop; Rihanna's singles in the dance-pop genre, including "Don't Stop the Music[image: External link]" and " Disturbia[image: External link]", contained electronic influences, the former of which has elements of house music,[8] the latter electropop; Lady Gaga's singles "Just Dance[image: External link]" and "Poker Face[image: External link]" were also heavily influenced by synthpop and electropop; Kesha's debut single, "Tik Tok[image: External link]", was also highly electronic in style and employed a video game[image: External link] beat. Katy Perry's "Hot N Cold[image: External link]" (2008), "California Gurls[image: External link]" (2010), and " Firework[image: External link]" (2010), which were major commercial hits, also showcased influences of electropop and house music.
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 2010s




The 2010s so far have, similarly to the late 2000s, seen strong electronic influences present within dance-pop and also heavy emphasis on bass-heavy drum beats. Dance-pop artists such as Britney Spears, Lady Gaga, Katy Perry, Madonna, Kesha, Christina Aguilera, Usher[image: External link], and Rihanna remain very popular, and several new recording artists within the genre have or are starting to emerge. Country-pop artist Taylor Swift's albums Red[image: External link] (2012) and 1989[image: External link] (2014) both contain more of a pop-influenced sound which features production by dance-pop producers Max Martin[image: External link] and Shellback[image: External link]. Ariana Grande's single " Problem[image: External link]" was a big hit in 2014.

Hollywood Records, Inc. is an American record label of the Disney Music Group[image: External link], distributed by the Universal Music Group[image: External link].[3] The label focuses in pop, rock[image: External link], alternative[image: External link], hip hop[image: External link], and country[image: External link] genres, as well as specializing in mature recordings not suitable for the flagship Walt Disney Records[image: External link] label. Founded in 1989, its current roster includes artists such as Jordan Fisher[image: External link], Zella Day[image: External link], Demi Lovato, Queen[image: External link], Zendaya[image: External link], Ocean Park Standoff[image: External link], Dreamers, Bea Miller[image: External link], Martina Stoessel[image: External link], Breaking Benjamin[image: External link], Jorge Blanco[image: External link], Sabrina Carpenter[image: External link], R5[image: External link], The Young Wild, Olivia Holt[image: External link], Sofia Carson[image: External link], Forever in Your Mind[image: External link], Grace Potter and the Nocturnals[image: External link], Boy Epic, and Joywave[image: External link]. The label also releases Marvel Studios[image: External link]'s soundtrack and compilation albums[image: External link] in conjunction with Marvel Music[image: External link].
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 History
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 1989–1995: Founding




Hollywood Records was founded in 1989 by Michael Eisner[image: External link], then CEO of The Walt Disney Company[image: External link] as a way of expanding the company's music operations by looking to develop and promote the careers of a wide variety of artists in various genres.[4] At the time, the company was limited to the release of soundtracks from Touchstone[image: External link], and Hollywood Pictures[image: External link] films. Lawyer Peter Paterno was the first president of the label, until his resignation in 1993 because of the division's lackluster sales. After failing to sign new artists such as Nirvana[image: External link], Smashing Pumpkins[image: External link], Naughty By Nature[image: External link], Cypress Hill[image: External link] and Dr. Dre[image: External link], the label experienced its first major success in February 1990, when it acquired the North American distribution rights to Queen[image: External link]'s entire catalog for $10 million.[5][6] The deal's outlook as an important economic opportunity was immediately affected by the premature death of the band's lead singer Freddie Mercury[image: External link],[7] although the band's catalog sales managed to successfully generate nearly $94 million in revenue for Disney from 1991 to 1995.[8]
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 1995–2003: Formation and early years




Bob Pfeifer was named President of the label in March 1995 after a whole year without a President, but problems continued to the label and Pfeifer was fired in 1997, after the label revealed that he had lost over 150 million dollars since 1989.[9] In 1997, Disney acquired Mammoth Records[image: External link], in order to get an already-established record label that could succeed. However, the acquisition of Mammoth was a failure and the label was closed and integrated to Hollywood in 2003.[10] In 1998, the company decided to form Buena Vista Music Group (now Disney Music Group), integrating the operations of Walt Disney Records[image: External link] along with Hollywood, Lyric Street[image: External link], Mammoth[image: External link], and Walt Disney Music Publishing. Bob Cavallo, former manager of Earth, Wind & Fire[image: External link] and Prince[image: External link] was appointed as chairman of the group, and president of Hollywood Records.[11] This movement looked to organize the music operations of the company under a more integrated direction.[12]
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 2003–2012: First major success




After some years of development, Hollywood Records had its first major success in 2003, when Metamorphosis[image: External link], Hilary Duff[image: External link]'s first non-holiday album was released and became a success to the label, selling over three million copies in the United States. The launch of Duff's career represents a new business model for the record, utilising the synergies around the company, including important outlets like Disney Channel, Radio Disney[image: External link], ABC Family[image: External link] & ABC[image: External link]. Duff's albums released under Hollywood proved to be equally successful including 2004's Hilary Duff[image: External link] and 2005's Most Wanted[image: External link].[13] A similar business model was utilized in subsequent Hollywood's artists like Demi Lovato, Miley Cyrus, Bridgit Mendler[image: External link] and Selena Gomez with several productions that gained Platinum or Gold certifications. Their musical careers proved that the label had become a success. At the same time, the label continued to develop the careers of artists with a less mainstream profile like Grace Potter & the Nocturnals[image: External link], Breaking Benjamin[image: External link] or Plain White T's[image: External link], but who had been successful in its own terms. The label also continued to release soundtracks from films and TV shows, mainly those derived from Marvel Studios[image: External link] productions. In 2010, Hollywood absorbed the remaining operations of country music label Lyric Street Records, which became an imprint for the catalog of the defunct-label, currently managed by Hollywood. In 2011, Queen left EMI[image: External link] for Universal[image: External link]-owned Island Records[image: External link], with Hollywood continuing to remain the group's North American music distributor.[14]
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 2012–present: Ken Bunt




In January 2012, after 14 years of a successful tenure, Bob Cavallo retired as chairman of the Group and Ken Bunt was appointed as president of the group. Several changes have been done under his tenure, including the retirement of long-time executives from the Cavallo's era like Abbey Konowitch, Justin Fontaine and Jhon Linda and the appointment of new A&R[image: External link]'s like M(o) Vukovic and Mike Daly.[15] In March 2013, Disney Music Group and Universal Music Group announced the expansion of their relationship with a new commercial and creative agreement that enable Hollywood Records' artists to collaborate with the roster of producers and songwriters that are part of Universal.[16]Since 2013, Hollywood Records also uses the brand name DMG Nashville[17][18] to specialize in country music[image: External link]. The genre label was founded to provide music licensing for Bigger Picture Music Group[image: External link].[19] After Bigger Picture's closure in 2014, DMG Nashville released its first studio album; Lucy Hale[image: External link]'s Road Between[image: External link].[20]
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 Hollywood Basic




Hollywood Basic was Hollywood’s short-lived hip-hop subsidiary, run by Dave Funkenklein, which existed (between) from 1990 to 1995.[21] It did not survive the distribution transition its parent made to PolyGram Records[image: External link], and all of its recordings were deleted, save for those by Organized Konfusion[image: External link], which were repressed under the new deal. It was the first label to record DJ Shadow[image: External link], releasing his "Lesson 4" (a reference to Double Dee and Steinski[image: External link]) as the B-side of a 1991 single by Lifers' Group, a hip hop group composed of convicts serving sentences at Rahway Prison[image: External link] in New Jersey. It also released Shadow's Legitimate Mix on the B-side of a single by the group Zimbabwe Legit in 1992.[22] Arguably the most high-profile release was due to be BASIC Queen Bootlegs, a 10-track collection of hip-hop remixes and reinterpretations of tracks by the rock band Queen[image: External link] and featuring roster names plus guests such as Ice Cube[image: External link]. Although the BASIC Beats Sampler confirmed its release date for April 1992, the album was not commercially released although it has since leaked online. Other notable releases came from Organized Konfusion[image: External link]; its challenging second album, Stress: The Extinction Agenda[image: External link] (1994), was widely acclaimed.[23] The label was also home of Charizma and Peanut Butter Wolf[image: External link], although, following the shooting death of Charizma in 1993, the music the duo recorded for the label was not released. This would later inspire Peanut Butter Wolf[image: External link] to found Stones Throw Records[image: External link] in order to make this music available.[24] Acts on Hollywood BASIC's roster included Charizma and Peanut Butter Wolf[image: External link], Lifers' Group, Organized Konfusion[image: External link], Raw Fusion[image: External link], Hi-C, and Zimbabwe Legit.
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 Artists

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 Distribution

Upon its 1989 launch, Hollywood was distributed by Elektra Records[image: External link] in the United States[image: External link] and Canada[image: External link]. Distribution in North America switched to PolyGram[image: External link] (now Universal Music Group[image: External link]) in 1995 (partnered with A&M[image: External link] in Canada[image: External link] until the formation of Universal in 1999). Today, Universal Music Group markets and distributes Hollywood Records catalog worldwide except for Russia[image: External link]; Warner Music Group[image: External link] is the label's Russian distributor. Also, several Hollywood artists including Demi Lovato, Selena Gomez & the Scene, Nick Jonas & the Administration[image: External link], Joe Jonas[image: External link], Miley Cyrus and Jonas Brothers re directly signed to Universal Music UK's Fascination Records[image: External link].[25] There were reports in 2011 that Disney Music Group would start an independent US distribution arm for its label's releases,[citation needed[image: External link]] but as of February 2012, those plans have yet to be enacted. Universal Music Group acquired EMI in 2012 but pledged not to renew its European license with Disney; both sides eventually changed their minds.[26] In March 2013, Disney Music Group and Universal Music Group announced the expansion of their relationship with a new commercial and creative agreement that enabled Hollywood Records' artists to collaborate with the roster of producers and songwriters that are part of Universal Music.[27]
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Interscope Records






Interscope Records is an American record label[image: External link]. An imprint of Interscope Geffen A&M Records[image: External link], its parent company is Universal Music Group[image: External link], a subsidiary of Vivendi S.A.[image: External link].

Interscope was founded in 1990 by Jimmy Iovine[image: External link] and Ted Field[image: External link] as a $20 million joint venture with Warner Music Group[image: External link]'s Atlantic Records[image: External link]. At the time, it differed from most record companies by giving decision-making authority to its A&R staff[image: External link], and allowing artists and producers complete creative control.[1] It had its first hit records less than a year after it was founded and achieved profitability in 1993. [2] Iovine served as chairman and CEO until May 2014, when he was succeeded by John Janick[image: External link].[3]

In 1992, Interscope acquired the exclusive rights to market and distribute the hardcore rap[image: External link] label Death Row Records[image: External link], whose artists included rappers Tupac Shakur[image: External link], Dr. Dre[image: External link], and Snoop Dogg[image: External link], at the center of the mid-'90s gangsta rap controversy[image: External link]. As a result, Time Warner[image: External link], the former owner of WMG, severed ties with Interscope by selling its 50 percent stake back to Field and Iovine for $115 million in 1995. In 1996, 50% of the label was acquired by the MCA Music Entertainment Group[image: External link] for a reported $200 million.[2][4]

Interscope is headquartered in Santa Monica, California[image: External link]. The label's best-selling artists include Eminem[image: External link], U2[image: External link], and Lady Gaga.
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 History
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 1989–1995: Origins, early success, and joint ventures




In 1989, Ted Field began to build Interscope Records as a division of his film company, Interscope Communications[image: External link]. To run it, he hired John McClain, who had played a central role in Janet Jackson's success at A&M Records[image: External link], and Tom Whalley, who had been the head of A&R[image: External link] at Capitol Records[image: External link]. Separately, Iovine, who had produced records by U2[image: External link], Bruce Springsteen[image: External link], and John Lennon[image: External link], among others, was trying to raise money to start a label. "I thought, 'Music is going to change,'" Iovine said in 1997. "'Young bands aren't going to be asking for me.' But I love working with the new thing. I always liked the part of the business that's the first time you hear something, and I knew I wasn't in that business anymore."[5]

Iovine and Field were introduced by Paul McGuinness[image: External link], then U2[image: External link]'s manager. After a series of negotiations led by David Geffen[image: External link], they came to an agreement, and in 1990, Interscope Records was founded as a joint venture with Atlantic Records[image: External link]. In a 1997 article in Rolling Stone[image: External link], David Wild[image: External link] wrote: "Interscope's start-up coincided with a period of incredible change in the music world. Nirvana had ushered in the alternative revolution... While the major labels were packed with rosters full of expensive veteran artists who had to redefine themselves for a new rock era, Interscope was in the business of signing new artists and could – as Iovine puts it – 'move on a dime.'" [5][6][7][8]

Based in Westwood, California[image: External link], Interscope was run by "music men". It was a departure from the music industry practices of the 1970s and 1980s, when labels traditionally appointed lawyers and promotion executives to senior positions. A founding tenet of the label was that artists would have complete creative control.[2]

Interscope's first release was "Rico Suave[image: External link]" by Ecuadoran rapper Gerardo[image: External link] in December 1990; the single reached #2 on the Billboard Hot 100 charts in April 1991. Primus[image: External link]' Interscope debut was released in May, followed by Marky Mark and the Funky Bunch[image: External link]'s Music for the People[image: External link] in July. It included the #1 single "Good Vibrations[image: External link]". Two days after first hearing his demo, Whalley signed Tupac Shakur[image: External link], and in November 1991, Interscope released 2pacalypse Now[image: External link], Shakur's studio debut.[9]

Interscope began to develop a significant presence in the alternative[image: External link] genre in 1992. In addition to a second Primus album, the label released No Doubt[image: External link]'s self-titled debut, Helmet's[image: External link] Meantime[image: External link], 4 Non Blondes[image: External link]' Bigger, Better, Faster, More![image: External link], acquired and re-released Rocket From The Crypt's[image: External link] Circa: Now![image: External link], and, through a joint venture with TVT[image: External link]/Nothing Records[image: External link], the Nine Inch Nails[image: External link] EP Broken[image: External link]. However, Interscope's success with alternative and rock music was eclipsed by controversy which began in September 1992, when Vice President Dan Quayle[image: External link] called on Interscope to withdraw 2pacalypse Now, stating that it was responsible for the death of a Texas state trooper, who was shot to death in April by a suspect who allegedly was listening to the album on the tape deck of a stolen truck when he was stopped by the officer. The trooper's family filed a civil suit against Shakur and Interscope, claiming the record's violence-laden lyrics incite "imminent lawless action." [9][10]

Earlier in 1992, Interscope negotiated a $10-million deal with Dr. Dre[image: External link] and Marion "Suge" Knight[image: External link] to finance and distribute their label, Death Row Records[image: External link]. It was initiated by McClain, who met Dre when he was recording his solo debut, The Chronic[image: External link]. Original plans had called for the album to be released through Sony, but Sony passed on The Chronic due to "the crazy things going on around Death Row" and the contractual status of Dr. Dre. After hearing the album Iovine agreed to put it out, although doing so required a complicated distribution agreement with Priority Records, Dre's label as a member of N.W.A[image: External link]. The Chronic was released in December 1992.[11][12]

By the end of the following year, The Chronic had sold almost 3 million copies. Snoop Dogg[image: External link]'s debut Doggystyle[image: External link] had sold more than 800,000 copies in its first week alone, and Primus and 4 Non-Blondes had released records which hit the US Top 20. In 1993, with an estimated gross of $90 million, Interscope became profitable ahead of projections.[13][14]

Interscope further established its strength in the alternative and rock genres in 1994. A $2.5 million investment to establish a joint venture with Trauma Records[image: External link] yielded three #1 Modern Rock tracks and a platinum album with Bush[image: External link]'s Sixteen Stone[image: External link]. The Nine Inch Nails album The Downward Spiral[image: External link] went to #2 on the US charts and was widely acclaimed. Marilyn Manson[image: External link]'s Portrait of an American Family[image: External link], The Toadies[image: External link] album Rubberneck[image: External link] and Helmet's Betty[image: External link] were commercially successful and critically embraced.[15][16]
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 1995-2000: Gangsta rap controversy, acquisition by MCA, Aftermath and Shady




In May 1995, the controversy related to gangsta rap and explicit lyrics intensified as U.S. Senate Majority Leader[image: External link] Bob Dole[image: External link] accused Interscope of releasing music that glorified violence and degraded women. Among others, the label was criticized by William J. Bennett[image: External link], a former Education Secretary, and C. DeLores Tucker[image: External link], the chairwoman of the National Political Congress of Black Women. In September, Time Warner announced it would disassociate itself from Interscope by selling its half-interest in the company to Field and Iovine for $115 million.[13][17] Ownership in Interscope was aggressively pursued by EMI[image: External link], BMG[image: External link], Polygram[image: External link] and MCA. On December 1, 1995, the Los Angeles Times noted that with five albums on that week's pop charts and sales of $350 million over the previous three years, "what may have been a smart move politically for Time Warner is now looking like a financial fiasco."[18] In February, 1996, MCA Records[image: External link]—then owned by Seagram[image: External link]—bought 50% of Interscope for a reported $200 million. Under the agreement, Interscope retained complete creative control over the label's recordings. MCA was not required to distribute material that it deemed offensive.[19]

Dre left Death Row in mid-1996 due to what was then reported as tension over the creative direction of the label, and founded Aftermath Entertainment[image: External link], a new joint venture with Interscope. In November that same year, Aftermath debuted with the album Dr. Dre Presents the Aftermath[image: External link]. The Death Row deal remained in place until 1998, when Knight was imprisoned for parole violations.[20][21][22]

In November 1996, with records by Bush, Snoop Dogg, No Doubt, and Tupac Shakur, Interscope became the first label in 20 years to hold the top 4 positions on the Billboard charts. Six additional Interscope releases were in the Top 100. The label was frequently criticized for overspending on artist acquisitions and joint ventures, however, with revenue for 1996 estimated at $250 million, it operated at a profit.[23]

In 1996, MCA Music Entertainment was renamed Universal Music Group[image: External link]. In 1998, the Universal Music Group parent company Seagram acquired Polygram Records[image: External link]. MCA's Geffen Records[image: External link] and PolyGram's A&M Records[image: External link] were merged into Interscope, and in early 1999, Interscope Records began operating under the umbrella of Interscope Geffen A&M Records[image: External link], with Iovine and Field serving as co-chairmen.[24]

Iovine's assistant (and former intern) Dean Geistlinger saw Eminem perform at the Rap Olympics in Los Angeles in 1997 and passed Eminem's CD on to Iovine; Iovine, in turn, passed it on to Dre. In February 1999, Interscope and Aftermath released The Slim Shady LP[image: External link]. [25] The album entered the charts at #2, and won two Grammy Awards.[26] Later in 1999 Eminem and his manager, Paul Rosenberg[image: External link], founded Shady Records[image: External link].[27]

By the close of the decade, Interscope sales accounted for nearly one-third of Seagram's 27% share of the U.S. music market. Records by Eminem, Dre, Eve[image: External link], Enrique Iglesias[image: External link], Limp Bizkit[image: External link], Nine Inch Nails, Blackstreet[image: External link], Smash Mouth[image: External link] and others generated an estimated $40 million in profit during the final six months of 1999.[28]
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 2000–2010: Departure of Field, DreamWorks, Cherrytree Records and Beats




Interscope/Shady released Eminem's The Marshall Mathers LP[image: External link] on May 23, 2000. The fastest-selling rap album in history, it sold 1.76 million copies in its first week.[29] In October, Interscope began its relationship with U2 after it acquired the US rights to market and distribute the album All That You Can't Leave Behind[image: External link]. Iovine had been trying to sign U2 since 1990.[2]

In 2001, Field resigned as co-chairman of Interscope to start a new label. Described as an amicable parting, Field said he was "anxious to become an entrepreneur again." An agreement with Universal allowed Field to resign a year before his contract was set to expire.[30][31] Conversely, Whalley, Interscope's president since 1998, accepted the position of chairman of Warner Bros. Records in May 2000 and was not released from his Interscope contract until it expired in August 2001.[32]

Interscope/Shady released The Eminem Show[image: External link], in May 2002 and the soundtrack for Eminem's semi-autobiographical film 8 Mile[image: External link] in October; the two titles combined sold more than 11,000,000 records before the end of the year.[33][34] In February 2003, Shady/Aftermath/Interscope had another record-breaking hit with Get Rich or Die Tryin'[image: External link], the debut album by 50 Cent[image: External link]. It sold 872,000 units in five days.[35] In April, it was announced that 50 Cent would sign and develop artists for release on G-Unit Records[image: External link], which would be marketed and distributed through Interscope.[36]

In November 2003 Universal Music Group acquired DreamWorks Records[image: External link] and in 2004 it was merged into Interscope Geffen A&M. The DreamWorks A&R staff was retained, and the label's artists were divided between Geffen and Interscope. Among others, Interscope inherited Blink-182[image: External link], The All-American Rejects[image: External link], and Nelly Furtado[image: External link].[37]

In March 2005, Interscope launched Cherrytree Records[image: External link] with Martin Kierszenbaum[image: External link], its head of international operations. Kierszenbaum, also a producer and A&R executive, focused initially on developing artists from outside the United States. Feist[image: External link] and Robyn[image: External link] were among Cherrytree's first artists.[38][39]

Four of Interscope's releases were in the Top 10 of the year end sales charts in 2005: The Massacre[image: External link] (50 Cent) at #1, Encore[image: External link] (Eminem) at #2, Love.Angel.Music.Baby.[image: External link] (Gwen Stefani) at #6, and How to Dismantle an Atomic Bomb[image: External link] (U2) at #8. The Game[image: External link]'s The Documentary[image: External link] appeared at #16, and The Black Eyed Peas[image: External link] album Monkey Business[image: External link] charted at #18.[40]

In 2006, Dre and Iovine established Beats Electronics[image: External link]. Dre had been approached by his attorney to start a line of sneakers, and when he told Iovine about the idea, Iovine said: "You know speakers, not sneakers." 'Beats by Dr. Dre Studio Headphones' were introduced in January 2008 at the annual Consumer Electronics Show[image: External link]. "It took us two years to get them right, but when I heard I knew it was going to be big," Iovine said in 2010. "It's just like listening to a hit record." The marketing for Beats integrated endorsements from Interscope artists including Gwen Stefani, M.I.A.[image: External link] and Pharrell[image: External link], Lady Gaga, and will.i.am[image: External link]. [41][42]

Lady Gaga's studio debut The Fame[image: External link] was released in August 2008; it was re-released with eight new songs as The Fame Monster[image: External link] in November 2009. Interscope held the top 4 positions on the 2009 year-end Hot 100 charts with The Black Eyed Peas' "Boom Boom Pow[image: External link]" (#1) and "I Gotta Feeling[image: External link]" (#4); Lady Gaga's "Poker Face[image: External link]" charted at #2 and "Just Dance[image: External link]" was at #3.[43]
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 2010–Present: Lady Gaga, Madonna, departure of Iovine and appointment of John Janick




In June 2010 Eminem's Recovery[image: External link] entered the Billboard charts at #1, his sixth album to do so. Born This Way[image: External link] by Lady Gaga was released in May 2011, and debuted at #1 in 23 countries. In the US, with more than one million copies sold in its first week, it had the highest first-week album sales in five years. Four of the album's singles—"Born This Way", "Judas", "The Edge of Glory", and "You and I"—charted in the top ten of the Billboard Hot 100.[44][45]

Interscope signed Madonna[image: External link] and Van Halen[image: External link] in 2011. Both artists were previously signed to Warner Bros. Records[image: External link]; both released their first records for Interscope in 2012.[46]

In October 2012, John Janick[image: External link] was named president and COO of Interscope Geffen A&M. The founder of Fueled By Ramen[image: External link], Janick had previous success with artists including Jimmy Eat World[image: External link], Fall Out Boy[image: External link], Panic! at the Disco[image: External link] and Paramore[image: External link]. At the time of his appointment, it was reported that Iovine had chosen Janick as his eventual successor—Iovine's attention had increasingly turned to Beats, which dominated the headphone market with 2012 revenues of $512 million.[47][48] In May 2014, following Apple's acquisition of Beats, Iovine resigned. As anticipated, Janick was named chairman and CEO of Interscope Geffen A&M.[49][50]

Six Interscope releases appeared in the Billboard year end album charts in 2014: The Marshall Mathers LP 2[image: External link] by Eminem[image: External link], Ultraviolence[image: External link] by Lana Del Rey[image: External link], V[image: External link] by Maroon 5[image: External link], Native[image: External link] from OneRepublic[image: External link], Lady Gaga's ARTPOP[image: External link], and Oxymoron[image: External link] by Schoolboy Q[image: External link].[51] In December 2014 it was announced that Selena Gomez, previously signed to Hollywood Records, had signed with Interscope.[52]

Imagine Dragons[image: External link]' Smoke and Mirrors[image: External link] debuted on the Billboard album charts at #1 in March 2015. A week after, Madonna's 13th studio album "Rebel Heart[image: External link]" was released and debuted at #2. A week later, Kendrick Lamar[image: External link]'s album To Pimp A Butterfly[image: External link] appeared at #1, a position it held for two consecutive weeks.[53] Lamar won five Grammys in 2016.[54]
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 Criticism and controversies
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 Album delays




Several artists have criticized Interscope for delaying albums. In 2013, M.I.A. said her album Matangi[image: External link] was held because the label felt the record she turned in was "too positive" for her fans.[55] In 2010, rapper Eve[image: External link] left Interscope after a three-year delay of her album Lip Lock[image: External link].[56] Blink-182, All Time Low[image: External link], and 50 Cent have similarly criticized Interscope.[57]
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 Nine Inch Nails




In 2007, Nine Inch Nails[image: External link] frontman Trent Reznor[image: External link] criticized Universal Music Group for the inflated price of Year Zero[image: External link] in Australia. In an interview with the Herald Sun in Melbourne, he said that an employee of UMG stated that NIN had "a core audience that's gonna buy whatever we put out, so we can charge more...True fans will pay whatever."[58] Nine Inch Nails signed with Columbia Records[image: External link] in 2013.[59]
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 Elton John




In discussing his 2006 album The Captain & The Kid[image: External link] with Cameron Crowe[image: External link] in Rolling Stone, Elton John[image: External link] said: "I was so furious with Interscope Records because they put it out and they dropped it. I had meetings in the South of France, and I said, "I know this isn't a commercial album, I just want you to do your best," and they dropped it like a fucking turd. It's probably why I didn't make another solo record. It was pure heartbreak."[60]
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 Kendrick Lamar and Top Dawg Entertainment




On March 15, 2015, Kendrick Lamar[image: External link]'s album, To Pimp a Butterfly[image: External link], was released on iTunes[image: External link], Spotify[image: External link] and Google Play[image: External link] eight days ahead of its scheduled release date (March 23). The CEO of Top Dawg Entertainment[image: External link], Anthony Tiffith[image: External link], blamed Interscope for the album's unintentional release, and tweeted: "I would personally like to thank Interscope for fucking up our release. Somebody has got to pay for this mistake. #TOP!"[61][62] The Tweet was later deleted. On the following day, the option to purchase the album was removed from iTunes. The album debuted at #1 when it was officially released.[63]
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 Die Antwoord




On November 7, 2011, it was reported that the South African Rap/Rave group Die Antwoord[image: External link] were leaving Interscope Records over a dispute with the label wanting their second studio album "Tension" (stylized: Ten$ion) to be re-worked for "mainstream appeal."[64][65] Problems with Interscope first arose when the group decided the lead single for their second album would be "Fok julle naairs" (loosely translated to "Fuck you all"). Ten$ion was ultimately released through Zef Recordz in early 2012.[66]
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In September 2011, it was reported by federal prosecutors that the Interscope Geffen A&M Records building was used by a drug-trafficking ring as a transport center.[67] The Drug Enforcement Administration[image: External link] inspected the year-long case and stated that the Los Angeles[image: External link] offices of Interscope Records were used for pickups and deliveries of hundreds of kilograms of cocaine in 2010 and 2011. Rock-It Cargo, a shipping company which has an immense list of musical clients, shipped music cases that allegedly contained drugs to New York City[image: External link] studios.[68] [69] Interscope Geffen A&M responded to the claims with a statement that read: “There is no evidence that any employee of UMG or Interscope Records had any involvement in the drug trafficking ring being prosecuted by that office, nor any knowledge of the contents of any of the packages that were purportedly shipped to its offices. Further, neither UMG nor Interscope Records are a subject or target of the investigation. UMG and Interscope will continue to cooperate with the United States Attorney’s Office regarding this matter.”[70]
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In 1997, Trauma filed a $100 million lawsuit against Interscope which charged the company with fraud and the unfulfillment of a two-year promise to assign No Doubt to Trauma’s roster. After a four-month dispute, the partnership was dissolved in an out-of-court agreement. Trauma principals reportedly received an additional $3 million; No Doubt remained with Interscope.[71]

In 2002, JCOR founder Jay Faires[image: External link] filed a $30 million breach-of-contract suit which alleged that Interscope had withheld millions of dollars in an effort to drive it out of business. Interscope responded that JCOR had hid its true financial position at the time it signed its distribution contract and had attempted to use Interscope's money to finance its business.[72]
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Selena Gomez & the Scene






Selena Gomez & the Scene was an American pop rock,[1][2] electropop[3][4] and dance-pop[5] band from Hollywood, California[image: External link]. Formed in 2008, its last lineup consisted of lead singer Selena Gomez, bassist Joey Clement, drummer Greg Garman, keyboardist Dane Forrest, and guitarist Drew Taubenfeld. The band has released three studio albums[image: External link], seven singles[image: External link] and nine music videos. Their debut album, Kiss & Tell, was released on September 29, 2009, debuting at No. 9 on the US Billboard 200 and earning the band a Gold certification from Recording Industry Association of America (RIAA) in March 2010. The second single from the album, "Naturally", reached the top thirty in the U.S., as well as the top twenty in New Zealand, the United Kingdom, Ireland, Canada, ad Germany. The song has been certified Platinum in the U.S. and Canada. As of 2012, Kiss & Tell has sold over 900,000 copies in the U.S.

The band's second album, A Year Without Rain, was released on September 17, 2010, debuting at No. 4 on the U.S. Billboard 200 and earning the band a second RIAA Gold certification in January 2011. Two singles were released from the album, "Round & Round[image: External link]" and "A Year Without Rain[image: External link]". As of 2012, the album has sold over 800,000 copies in the U.S.

The band's third album, When the Sun Goes Down, was released on June 28, 2011,[6] debuting at No. 4 on the U.S. Billboard 200. Its lead single "Who Says" received its radio premiere on On Air with Ryan Seacrest[image: External link] on March 8, 2011, followed by a music video premiere on Disney Channel on March 11. The song has been certified Platinum in the U.S. The second single from the album, "Love You like a Love Song", was released on June 17, 2011 and was certified 4x Platinum in the U.S. The third and final single from the album was "Hit the Lights".[7] The band is currently on hiatus as Gomez focus acting career and her solo music career.

The band has won numerous awards and accolades since their debut. They have won a total of four Poptastic Awards, including the Best Duo or Group Award. The band has also been nominated for five awards at the MuchMusic Video Awards[image: External link],[8][9] and two MTV Europe Music Awards[image: External link].[10][11] In 2011, the band won its first People's Choice Award for Breakout Group. In 2012, "Love You Like a Love Song" was nominated for an MTV Video Music Award, giving the band their first VMA nomination.[12][13] The band has also won a total of six Teen Choice Awards since 2010, including Choice Music: Group and Choice Music: Love Song for "Love You like a Love Song".[14][15]
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 2008–09: Formation




Gomez first announced plans of forming a band in 2008, citing Paramore[image: External link] as an inspiration for the decision.[16] In an interview with Jocelyn Vena of MTV News, Gomez said: "I'm going to be in a band. I'm not going to be a solo artist ... I don't want my name attached to it. I will be singing..."[17] Gomez later announced on Twitter that her band would be called The Scene,[18] an "ironic jab" people who called Gomez a "wannabe scene".[18] Gomez stated that her label, Hollywood Records, did not want her to have a band due to Gomez already having a "fan base", leading her to name the band Selena Gomez & the Scene to keep both herself and the label happy.[19][20] In an interview with Z100 New York, Gomez stated that the band was formed through a long and exhausting audition process,[21] saying: "I would like all guys in the band. I'm looking for someone who's very passionate about music and can show me that they can rock out. I like having people with me to lean on and write with and have fun with."

The band's original line-up featured Gomez on vocals, Ethan Roberts on lead guitar and backing vocals, Greg Garman on drums, Joey Clement on bass guitar, and Nick Foxer on keyboard and backing vocals. Gomez posted a video of the audition and interview process for band members as the fourth episode of a vlog series on her official YouTube[image: External link] channel titled Under Pressure. Shortly after the band was formed, Foxer left for unknown reasons, and was replaced by Dane Forrest.[22] During a live performance for UNICEF in 2012, Gomez confirmed that Ethan Roberts would be leaving the group to pursue solo projects, with Gomez wishing him luck.[23][24] He was replaced with Drew Taubenfeld that same year, though Taubenfeld does not provide backing vocals like Roberts did.[25][26] The group has also featured various back-up singers during tours, including YouTube[image: External link] star Christina Grimmie[image: External link], who toured with Gomez & the Scene in 2010.[27][28]
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 2009–10: Kiss & Tell and A Year Without Rain




The band's debut studio album, Kiss & Tell, was released on September 29, 2009. It includes collaborations with writers and producers such as Gina Schock[image: External link] of the Go-Go's[image: External link] and Rock Mafia[image: External link]. Predominantly a pop rock album, Kiss & Tell also incoroporates a combination of other styles, including dance music[image: External link].[29] Being compared to releases by fellow Disney[image: External link] stars Miley Cyrus and Demi Lovato,[30] the album was met with mixed reception, with some critics praising the album for its "fun" nature, and others criticizing Gomez's vocal performance.[31][32][33] Kiss & Tell debuted at number 9 on the Billboard 200 in the US.[34] It was later certified Gold[image: External link] in the country for sales exceeding 500,000 copies.[35] It was successful in other territories as well, entering the Top 10 in Greece and Poland,[36] as well as entering the Top 20 in the United Kingdom.[37] To promote the album, Gomez & the Scene made numerous televised performances on shows such as season nine of Dancing with the Stars[image: External link],[38] The Ellen DeGeneres Show[image: External link],[39][40] Late Night with Jimmy Fallon[image: External link],[41] and Dick Clark's New Year's Rockin' Eve with Ryan Seacrest[image: External link][42] among other shows. The band also promoted the album with the concert tour, Selena Gomez & the Scene: Live in Concert.[43] Gomez & the Scene, along with Justin Bieber, played at the 2010 Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo, and the band and Justin Bieber also co-headlined Popcon[image: External link].[44] The band also contributed to Disney's[image: External link] All Wrapped Up Vol. 2[image: External link]. The EP includes the band's cover of "Winter Wonderland" as well as Christmas covers by other successful artists.[45]

The band's lead single[image: External link], "Falling Down" had minor commercial success, peaking at number 82 on the Billboard Hot 100,[46][47][48][49] The music video premiered after the world premiere of Gomez' TV-movie Wizards of Waverly Place: The Movie on August 28, 2009. The single was described as being "pop-rock" by Bill Lamb of About.com,[50] while Digital Spy compared it to music released by American singer Pink[image: External link].[30] Their single "Falling Down" was featured on Radio Disney Jams, Vol. 12[image: External link], along with songs by other popular artists. Jams 12 was officially released on March 30, 2010.[51] The second single from the album, "Naturally" was released on December 11, 2009 along with a music video for digital download. The music video was shot on November 14, 2009 and premiered on Disney Channel following the premiere of Phineas and Ferb Christmas Vacation[image: External link] on December 11, 2009. The single debuted at number 39 and later peaked at number 29 on the Billboard Hot 100 and has peaked at number 18 on the Canadian Hot 100[image: External link]. It is the band's biggest hit to date and first top 40 hit beating out their first single "Falling Down" and also their first number 1 hit on the Billboard Hot Dance Club Songs[image: External link] chart.[52] "Naturally" had its highest peak in Hungary where it peaked at number 4 on the singles chart, becoming the band's first top five hit anywhere in the world. On July 15, 2010, the single was certified Platinum by the RIAA for sales of 1,000,000 in the US.[35]

Following the success of Kiss & Tell, work on the band's second studio album began in 2010. The finished product, A Year Without Rain, was released on September 17, 2010.[53] The album continues the dance-pop/electropop style of the group's hit single "Naturally". "I think we wanted to do something a little fun. We wanted to do a techno vibe, " said lead singer Selena Gomez. Gomez said in an interview with Z100 New York[21] that it would feature some songs that did not make it onto the first album and that the rest of the band would be much more included on it. In an interview with MTV, Gomez said, "I'm really proud of this record, it's very different, and kind of shows [our] growth a little bit in music... I think if anything the lyrics are more powerful, in a way." The record was dedicated to her fans to thank them for their support.[54] It debuted on the US Billboard 200 at number 4 with sales of a little over 66,000, barely selling more than Kiss & Tell.[55] Much like the band's previous album, A Year Without Rain was certified Gold by the RIAA for sales exceeding 500,000 copies in the US.[56] The album received a mixed to positive reviews where some noticed that Gomez's vocals contain the Auto-Tune effect.[57] The record's two singles both receiving moderate success.[58][59] The record's first single, "Round & Round", premiered on June 18, 2010.[60] The accompanying music video, which was filmed in Budapest, premiered two days later.[61] The single was released on June 22, 2010. The song has been certified Gold in the United States by the Recording Industry Association of America for shipments of 500,000 copies.[58] It debuted at number 24 on the Billboard Hot 100, and 76 on the Canadian Hot 100. It also debuted at number 15 on the Billboard Hot Digital Songs chart[62] and at number 47 in the UK. The album's second single and title track "A Year Without Rain" was released on September 7, 2010. The music video premiered on September 3, 2010, after the world premiere of Camp Rock 2: The Final Jam[image: External link]. The Spanish version of "A Year Without Rain" ("Un Año Sin Lluvia") was released three months after the English version. On July 13, Selena Gomez & the Scene's song "Live Like There's No Tomorrow[image: External link]" was released as a single from the movie Ramona and Beezus.[63] The song is also a track on A Year Without Rain.[64][65] Despite the success of the film, the song failed to chart on any major charts worldwide. As of 2012, the album has sold an estimated 609,000 copies in the United States, according to Billboard.[66]

The album and subsequent singles were promoted mainly through televised performances and concert tours, much like with their previous album. Gomez & the Scene performed "Round & Round" live on shows such as America's Got Talent[image: External link],[67] Blue Peter[image: External link],[68] Daybreak[image: External link],[69] and MTV's The Seven,[70] while performing "A Year Without Rain" on Good Morning America[image: External link], The Ellen DeGeneres Show[image: External link],[71] and Lopez Tonight[image: External link] among other shows.[72] On October 27, 2010, the band played an acoustic set for charity (UNICEF). They were also part of the Jingle Ball[image: External link] tour during December.[73] In 2011, the band performed "A Year Without Rain" and won Favorite Breakout Artist on the Peoples Choice Awards[image: External link], against Justin Bieber.[74] The album was further promoted through the band's A Year Without Rain Tour, which was both critically and commercially successful. During a backstage interview, Gomez remarked that she was conceptualizing the tour as far as stage and production and promised an amazing show with an "epic" stage for 2011.[75]
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 2011–2012: When the Sun Goes Down and hiatus




On February 15, 2011, Hollywood Records confirmed that a new album was in the works.[76][77] Though the album was initially titled Otherside,[6] it was later changed to When the Sun Goes Down.[78] the album was released on June 28, 2011.[79] The album expanded on the pop and dance elements found on the band's last album, and features a more electropop and synthpop sound.[80][81][82] The album also explores organic instrumentation.[83] The sound of the album was compared to recent releases by artists such as Kelly Clarkson[image: External link] among others.[84] When the Sun Goes Down featured writing credits from writers and producers such as pop icon Britney Spears,[85] pop singer Katy Perry[image: External link],[81] and Rock Mafia[image: External link], among others. The album received a mixed reviews[86] with the album's second single receiving a 4x Platinum certification from the RIAA.,[87][88] The record debuted at number 4 on the Billboard 200 with sales of 78,000 copies in its first week of release.[89][90] This marked the highest first week sales for the band to date, outselling their first two albums by nearly 12,000 copies.[91] As of 2012, When the Sun Goes Down has sold an estimated 642,000 copies in the US alone.[92]

The album's lead single "Who Says" had its world premiere on On Air with Ryan Seacrest[image: External link] on March 8. The accompanying music video, which was directed by Chris Applebaum[image: External link], premiered on VEVO[image: External link] March 11.[77] The single follows in succession of other self-empowerment singles such as " Firework[image: External link]" by Katy Perry[image: External link], "Fuckin' Perfect[image: External link]" by Pink[image: External link], and "Born This Way[image: External link]" by Lady Gaga.[93] "Who Says" was a critical success but was only successful in US, receiving a moderate success worldwide, becoming the band's highest peaking song on the Hot 100 chart to date, where it peaked at number 21.[94] The song has also been certified Platinum by the RIAA, becoming their second single to achieve this feat.[95] On May 28, Gomez announced on her official Twitter that one of the songs from the album, "Bang Bang Bang" would be released as part of an iTunes album countdown on June 7, 2011.[96] Gomez later announced in an interview that the second single from the album would be "Love You Like a Love Song[image: External link]".[97] The song was serviced to contemporary hit radio[image: External link] airplay on August 16, 2011 in the United States.[98] The single later went on to become the band's highest performing single in the U.S. to date, where it peaked at number 22 on the Hot 100 chart, their second highest peaking single to date.[99] The song became their highest charting single on the Pop Songs[image: External link] chart based on radio airplay, where it peaked at No. 6.[99] The single was later certified 4x Platinum in the U.S., making it the band's first song to achieve this feat.[100] "Hit the Lights" was released as the third and final single in 2012, but it failed to have much success. On March 23, 2011, Hollywood Records announced the We Own the Night Tour, which began on July 24, 2011.[101][102]

In January 2012, Gomez announced that the band was on hiatus and that they would not release a new album in 2012.[103] This was later reaffirmed as Gomez announced on her Facebook page that she was taking a break from music in order to focus on her acting career, writing "My band and I are going our separate ways for a while. This year is all about films and acting and I want my band to play music wherever with whoever. We will be back, but it will be a good while."[104][105] On July 22, 2012, Selena Gomez & the Scene won "Choice Music: Group" for third time in a row at the 2012 Teen Choice Awards[image: External link].[106]

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Disney Channel






Disney Channel (originally called The Disney Channel from 1983 to 1997 and commonly shortened to Disney from 1997 to 2002) is an American basic cable[image: External link] and satellite television[image: External link] network[image: External link] that serves as the flagship[image: External link] property of owner Disney Channels[image: External link] Television Group[image: External link], itself a unit of the Disney Media Networks division of The Walt Disney Company[image: External link].

Disney Channel's programming[image: External link] consists of original first-run television series[image: External link], theatrically-released and original made-for-cable movies[image: External link] and select other third-party programming. Disney Channel – which formerly operated as a premium service[image: External link] – originally marketed its programs towards families during the 1980s, and later at younger children by the 2000s. Most of Disney Channel's original programming is aimed at kids ages 9–16, while its Disney Junior[image: External link] programs are targeted at children 8 years and under.

As of January 2016, Disney Channel is available to approximately 93.9 million pay television households (80.6% of households with at least one television set) in the United States.[1]

"The Disney Sunday Movie", a version of the Walt Disney anthology television series[image: External link], began on the channel in 1986 concurrent with ABC's version until 1988 and NBC's "The Magical World of Disney" (1988-90).[2] Disney Channel Original Movies[image: External link] series of made for television movies started on August 23, 1997 with Northern Lights[image: External link] supplanting the previous Disney Channel Premiere Films banner.[3][4]

High School Musical 2 is currently the most successful DCOM in terms of popularity and accolades, setting a basic cable record for the single most-watched television program, as its August 2007 debut was watched by 17.2 million viewers[5] (counting sports, this record stood until a December 3, 2007 telecast of a New England Patriots[image: External link]-Baltimore Ravens[image: External link] game on corporate sibling ESPN[image: External link]'s Monday Night Football[image: External link], which was watched by 17.5 million viewers). The Cheetah Girls films were also notably successful in terms of merchiandise, and sales for its concert tour and soundtrack albums. The first film in 2003 was the first made-for-TV movie musical in Disney Channel's history, and had a worldwide audience of over 84 million viewers. The second movie[image: External link] was the most successful of the series, bringing in 8.1 million viewers in the U.S. An 86-date concert tour featuring the group was ranked as one of the top 10 concert tours of 2006; the tour broke a record at the Houston Rodeo[image: External link] that was set by Elvis Presley[image: External link] in 1973, selling out with 73,500 tickets sold in three minutes.

Disney Junior[image: External link] – "Disney Junior" is a block that features shows targeted at children aged 3–9. which debuted on February 14, 2011; it airs Monday through Fridays from 8:00 a.m.–2:00 p.m. (8:00–10:30 a.m. during the summer months, other designated school break periods and on major holidays) and weekends from 6:00 to 9:00 a.m. Eastern and Pacific Time (the block primarily targets preschoolers as Disney Channel's usual target audience of pre-teens and young adolescents are in school during its designated time period on weekdays). Disney Junior carries one of the few programs on Disney Channel that feature classic Disney characters as of 2013, Mickey Mouse Clubhouse (the others are the Have a Laugh! and Mickey Mouse shorts that air within and outside of the block). Other programs currently seen in this block include Jake and the Never Land Pirates, Sheriff Callie's Wild West[image: External link], Sofia the First, Miles from Tomorrowland[image: External link], The Lion Guard[image: External link] and Doc McStuffins[image: External link].[6]


	
Weekend evening blocks – Disney Channel airs first-run or recent episodes of its original series over the course of three nights, branded as "Disney Channel (day of week) Night", with first-run episodes premiering on Friday or Sunday evenings. Friday nights feature a combination of either Bunk'd, Girl Meets World, Liv & Maddie: Cali Style, Elena of Avalor or Stuck in the Middle, while Sunday nights feature Best Friends Whenever, Bizaardvark or K.C. Undercover. Since October 2010, programming on both night's schedules has been somewhat fluid as while all series have a permanent place on the Friday and Sunday primetime schedules, episode premieres of all Disney Channel original series are subject to rotational scheduling depending on the lineup for that given week; depending on the night, these episode premieres usually air Fridays from 8:00–10:30 p.m., Saturdays from 8:00-11:00 p.m., and Sundays from 7:30–9:00 (or 9:30) p.m. Eastern/Pacific. Saturday nights feature repeats of recent episodes of the channel's original series or an occasional film telecast (the channel made two previous attempts at launching a Saturday night block of first-run programs to compete against Nickelodeon's higher-rated lineup on that night, first from 2007 to 2008 and again briefly during the spring of 2009; the channel would later air new episodes of its Sunday evening series to Saturday night for one week on June 8, 2013, supposedly to compete against the premiere of the Nickelodeon series Sam & Cat[image: External link]). Encores of the respective night's programs typically air between 11:00 p.m. and 2:30 a.m. Eastern/Pacific each night during that weekend.

	
Disney XD[image: External link] on Disney Channel – "Disney XD on Disney Channel" is the branding of two blocks airing on Friday and Saturday nights; an animated block airing Fridays from 9:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m., showing series from Disney Television Animation[image: External link], such as Star vs. the Forces of Evil[image: External link] and Future-Worm![image: External link], and a live-action block airing Saturdays from 10:00 p.m. to 11:00 p.m., airing series such as Lab Rats: Elite Force[image: External link], Gamer's Guide to Pretty Much Everything[image: External link], Kirby Buckets[image: External link], and Walk the Prank[image: External link].

Disney Nighttime – As a premium channel from April 18, 1983 to April 6, 1997, The Disney Channel featured programming aimed at adult audiences during the evening and overnight hours under the banner title "Disney Nighttime". Unlike the nighttime content aired on the channel's then-competitors (such as HBO and Showtime) at the time of its launch, the "adult" programming featured on The Disney Channel was largely devoid of any overt sexual and violent content. Programming seen during Disney Nighttime included older feature films (similar to those seen at the time on American Movie Classics[image: External link], and eventually Turner Classic Movies[image: External link], with both Disney film titles and movies from other film studios[image: External link] mixed in), along with original concert specials (featuring artists ranging from Rick Springfield[image: External link] to Jon Secada[image: External link] to Elton John[image: External link]), variety specials and documentaries[image: External link].

	
Disney Channel Discovery – aired on certain Saturday evenings at 7:00 p.m. Eastern and Pacific Time from October 5, 1986 to 1993, showcased family-oriented feature films not previously seen on television or in wide theatrical release.

	
Mystery Night – ran each Tuesday evening starting at 9:00 p.m. Eastern/Pacific from 1990 to 1993, focused on mystery films from the 1930s to the 1960s.

	
The Best of Hollywood – ran each Monday (later Sunday) evening, starting at 9:00 p.m. Eastern/Pacific from January 4, 1988 to May 25, 1997, showcased feature film classics from the 1930s to the 1980s.

	
Sunday Night Showcase – ran each Sunday evening starting at 9:00 p.m. Eastern/Pacific from February 7, 1988 to August 25, 1996, featured various music, variety, comedy and documentary specials.

	
The Magical World of Disney[image: External link] – used as a Sunday night umbrella for movies and specials on The Disney Channel from September 23, 1990 to November 24, 1996, originally airing exclusively on Sunday evenings at 7:00 p.m. Eastern/Pacific.[7] From December 1, 1996 to 1999, The Magical World of Disney served as the overall branding for Disney Channel's nightly evening lineup of films starting at 7:00 p.m. Eastern/Pacific.

	
The American Legacy – ran on Tuesday evenings at 9:00 p.m. Eastern/Pacific from January 7, 1992 to August 27, 1996. Originally launched in honor the 500th anniversary of the discovery of the United States,[8] the block featured movies, documentaries and specials about the contributions, history and scenic wonders of the nation.

	
Toonin' Tuesday – Running from October 5, 1993 to August 27, 1996, "Toonin' Tuesday" was a weekly program block featuring various animated programs. Each Tuesday from 6:00 to 9:00 p.m. Eastern/Pacific,[9] "Toonin' Tuesday" featured primarily animated films and specials (though reruns of The Charlie Brown and Snoopy Show[image: External link] sometimes aired as part of the block).[9] The block ended on August 27, 1996 due to changes to the channel's programming schedule.[10][11]


	
Bonus! Thursday – From October 7, 1993 to August 29, 1996, The Disney Channel ran a weekly program block called "Bonus! Thursday" (or "Bonus!" for short), which ran each Thursday from 5:00 to 9:00 p.m. Eastern/Pacific.[12][13] The block featured programs aimed at teens, including series such as Kids Incorporated, The All-New Mickey Mouse Club, various Mickey Mouse Club serials (including Teen Angel[image: External link] and Match Point), and Eerie Indiana[image: External link], followed by movies and specials.[12][13] The block ended on August 29, 1996 due to changes to the channel's programming schedule.[10][11]


	
Totally Kids Only ("TKO") – a weekday morning lineup of live-action and animated series,[14] which became the brand for the channel's morning and midday block (from 6:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. Eastern/Pacific) aimed at children ages 2 to 8 that ran from 1993 to April 1997

	
Triple Feature Friday – ran each Friday starting at 5:00 p.m. Eastern/Pacific from October 8, 1993 to May 30, 1997, featured three different films – sometimes regardless of each film's genre – that were tied to a specific subject[15]


	
Disney Drive-In – ran each Saturday starting at 1:30 p.m. Eastern/Pacific from October 8, 1994 to August 31, 1996, featured classic Disney series such as Zorro[image: External link], Texas John Slaughter[image: External link] and Spin and Marty[image: External link], followed by classic Disney films and specials[16] The block ended on August 31, 1996 due to changes in the channel's schedule.[17][18]


	
Block Party – From October 2, 1995 to August 28, 1996, four animated series that previously aired in syndication on The Disney Afternoon[image: External link] (Darkwing Duck[image: External link], TaleSpin[image: External link], DuckTales[image: External link] and Chip 'n Dale Rescue Rangers[image: External link]) were rerun together on The Disney Channel as a two-hour programming block called "Block Party", which aired weekdays from 5:00 to 7:00 p.m. Eastern/Pacific.[19] The "Block Party" branding was dropped on September 3, 1996, when Darkwing Duck was removed as the block's lead-in and Goof Troop[image: External link] was added to end the lineup.[17][20] This unnamed block continued to air into 1997.[21]


	
KidScene - a daily one-hour block of programming headlined by former syndicated series Kids Incorporated[image: External link] starting in 1986 and ending 1989. The new 1989 version of The Mickey Mouse Club[image: External link] would join the block in 1989.

	
Playhouse Disney[image: External link] – a daily morning program block aimed at preschoolers that debuted on May 8, 1997, replacing the mixture of shows targeted at preschoolers and shows aimed at older children that aired as part of Disney Channel's morning lineup. The block was discontinued on February 13, 2011, and replaced the following day by Disney Junior.

	
Disney Distractions – the banner name for Disney Channel's afternoon double feature[image: External link] block of family-oriented films, which ran Saturdays and Sundays from 12:30 to (usually) 4:00 p.m. Eastern/Pacific from 1997 to 2000

	
Magical World of Animals – an hour-long block of wildlife series aimed at children that ran from August 1997 to 1999. Promoted as an offshoot of the Magical World of Disney and airing Sunday evenings from 7:00 to 8:00 p.m. Eastern Time, the block consisted of two series: Going Wild with Jeff Corwin[image: External link] and Omba Mokomba[image: External link].[22]


	
Vault Disney – debuted in September 1997,[22][23] five months after Disney Channel's first major rebrand, replacing the Disney Nighttime lineup. Originally airing only on Sunday nights from 9:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m. Eastern and Pacific Time,[22] Vault Disney expanded to seven nights a week in September 1998 (the Monday through Saturday editions of the block at this time aired from 11:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m. Eastern/Pacific; the start time of the block as a whole was moved uniformally to midnight daily in September 1999). The classic programming featured during the late night schedule changed to feature only Disney-produced television series and specials (such as Zorro, Spin and Marty, The Mickey Mouse Club[image: External link] and the Walt Disney anthology television series[image: External link]),[23] along with older Disney television specials. Older Disney feature films also were part of the lineup from 1997 to 2000, but aired in a reduced capacity. The block also featured The Ink and Paint Club, an anthology series[image: External link] featuring classic Disney animated shorts, which became the only remaining program on the channel to feature these shorts by 1999, upon the removal of Quack Pack[image: External link] from the schedule. The channel discontinued the block in September 2002, in favor of running reruns of its original and acquired series during the late evening and overnight hours (which comparative to the adult-focused Vault Disney, are aired at children and teenagers, an audience that is typically asleep during that time period).

	
Zoog Disney – launched in August 1998, a program block that originally aired only on weekend afternoons from 4:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. Eastern/Pacific. The hosts for the block were "Zoogs", animated anthropomorphic robot/alien creature-hybrid characters with human voices (some of whom acted like teenagers). The block unified television and the internet, allowing viewer comments and scores from players of ZoogDisney.com's online games to be aired on the channel during regular programming in a ticker format (which the channel continued to use after the block was discontinued, however the ticker has been all but completely dropped from on-air usage as of May 2010).[24] From September 2001 to August 2002, the afternoon and primetime lineups on Fridays, Saturdays and Sundays were branded under the umbrella title "Zoog Weekendz". The Zoogs were redesigned with cel shading[image: External link] and given mature voices in 2001, though the remade Zoog characters were discontinued after less than a year; the entire Zoog Disney block was phased out by September 2002.

	
Toon Disney Summer Sundays – ran on Sunday evenings from 7:00 to 9:00 p.m. Eastern/Pacific during the summers of 1998 and 1999. Hosted by Sage Galesi and Beau Wirick[image: External link], it was a sneak preview block of animated series (generally featuring defunct Disney animated series from the 1990s that were previously seen in syndication or on Disney Channel) carried on Disney Channel's then-recently launched sister digital cable and satellite network, Toon Disney[image: External link].

	
Disney Channel Saturday Mornings[image: External link] – an animation block that debuted on June 18, 2011 as "Toonin' Saturdays," which was rebranded to its final name in 2012. The lineup – which aired most Saturdays from 9:00–10:00 a.m. Eastern/Pacific, and is sometimes pre-empted in favor of other Disney Channel original programs – primarily consists of double-episode airings of Disney Channel original animated series Fish Hooks[image: External link] and Phineas and Ferb. Occasionally, new first-run episodes of either series will be featured in the block, though new episodes may also sometimes air in their original Friday night time slots. The block was relaunched on January 7, 2017 as Get Animated![image: External link].

	
Disney Replay – "Disney Replay" was a block that debuted on April 17, 2013, featuring episodes of defunct Disney Channel Original Series that premiered between 2000 and 2007 (such as Lizzie McGuire, That's So Raven and Hannah Montana).[25] Airing Wednesday nights/early Thursday mornings (as a nod to the popular social media[image: External link] trend "Throwback Thursday"), originally from 12:00 to 1:00 a.m. Eastern and Pacific Time, the block expanded to six hours (running until 6:00 a.m. Eastern/Pacific) on August 14, 2014.[26] Programs featured on Disney Replay were added to the WATCH Disney Channel service on August 16, 2014. The block was discontinued on April 28, 2016 and moved to Freeform[image: External link] with a new name: That's So Throwback.
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 Disney XD

Disney XD is a digital cable and satellite television channel in the United States, which is aimed at boys and girls (originally aimed at young male audiences) aged 6–14. The channel was launched on February 13, 2009,[27] replacing predecessor Toon Disney; it carries action and comedy programming from Disney Channel and the former Jetix block from Toon Disney, along with some first-run original programming and off-network syndicated shows. Like its predecessor Toon Disney, but unlike parent network Disney Channel and its sister channel Disney Junior, Disney XD operates as an advertiser-supported service. The channel carries the same name as an unrelated mini-site and media player on Disney.com[image: External link], which stood for Disney Xtreme Digital[image: External link],[28] though it is said that the "XD" in the channel's name does not have an actual meaning.
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 Disney Junior

On May 26, 2010, Disney-ABC Television Group announced the launch of a new digital cable and satellite channel targeted at preschool-aged children called Disney Junior, which debuted on March 23, 2012. The Disney Junior channel – which like Disney Channel (though unlike Disney XD or the channel Disney Junior replaced, Soapnet[image: External link]), is commercial-free – competes with other preschooler-skewing cable channels such as Nick Jr.[image: External link], Qubo[image: External link] and Sprout[image: External link].[6] The channel features programs from Disney Channel's existing preschool programming library and movies from the Walt Disney Pictures film library. Disney Junior took over the channel space held by Soapnet – a Disney-owned cable channel featuring soap operas[image: External link] – due to that genre's decline in popularity on broadcast television, and the growth of video on demand[image: External link], online streaming[image: External link] and digital video recorders[image: External link], negating the need for a linear channel devoted to the soap opera genre. An automated Soapnet feed continued to exist for providers that had not yet made carriage agreements for Disney Junior (such as Dish Network[image: External link]) and those that have kept Soapnet as part of their lineups while adding Disney Junior as an additional channel (such as DirecTV[image: External link] and Cox Communications[image: External link]);[29][30] After a period during which cable providers unwilling to drop the network immediately retained it to prevent subscriber cancellations, Soapnet ceased full operations on December 31, 2013.[31]

The former Playhouse Disney block on Disney Channel was rebranded as Disney Junior on February 14, 2011; the 22 existing Playhouse Disney-branded cable channels and program blocks outside the United States rebranded under the Disney Junior name over the next two years, concluding with the rebranding of the Russian[image: External link] and Chinese[image: External link] versions in September 2013.[32] Disney-ABC Television Group previously planned to launch a domestic Playhouse Disney Channel in the U.S. (which would have served the same target audience as Disney Junior) in 2001,[33] however this planned network never launched, although dedicated Playhouse Disney Channels did launch outside of the United States.
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 Toon Disney

Toon Disney launched on April 18, 1998 (coinciding with the 15th anniversary of parent network Disney Channel's launch),[34] and was aimed at children between the ages of 6- and 18 -years-old. The network's main competitors were Turner Broadcasting[image: External link]/Time Warner[image: External link]'s Cartoon Network[image: External link] and Boomerang[image: External link], and Viacom[image: External link]/MTV Networks[image: External link]' Nicktoons[image: External link]. Toon Disney originally operated as a commercial-free service from April 1998 to September 1999, when it became advertiser-supported (unlike Disney Channel). The channel carried a mix of reruns of Walt Disney Television Animation[image: External link] and Disney Channel-produced animated programming, along with some third-party programs from other distributors, animated films and original programming. In 2004, the channel debuted a nighttime program block aimed at children ages 7–14 called Jetix[image: External link], which featured action-oriented animated and live-action series. During Toon Disney's first year on the air, Disney Channel ran a sampler block of Toon Disney's programming on Sunday nights for interested subscribers. The network ceased operations on February 13, 2009 and was replaced with the Disney XD, a channel aimed to children, which features broader array of programming, with a heavier emphasis on live-action programs.

	Disney Channel HD is a high definition simulcast feed of Disney Channel that broadcasts in the 720p[image: External link] resolution format; the feed first began broadcasting on March 19, 2008. Most of the channel's original programming since 2009 is produced and broadcast in HD, along with feature films, Disney Channel original movies made after 2005 and select episodes, films and series produced before 2009. Disney XD and Disney Junior also offer their own high-definition simulcast feeds.

	Disney Channel On Demand is the channel's video-on-demand[image: External link] service, offering select episodes of the channel's original series and Disney Junior programming, along with select original movies and behind-the-scenes features to digital cable and IPTV providers.

	Disney Family Movies is a subscription video-on-demand service that launched on December 10, 2008. The service offers a limited selection of movies and short films[image: External link] from the Walt Disney Pictures film catalog for a fee of about $5 to $10 per month, making it similar in structure to Disney Channel's original model as a premium service.[35][36]

	Formerly known as "WATCH Disney Channel" until a June 2016 rebranding, the mobile app[image: External link] and digital media player[image: External link] apps for Disney Channel offer live and on-demand streaming of Disney Channel content online. These apps require users to authenticate[image: External link] with a login from a participating television service provider for access to live video or the newest episodes of a series, though a limited selection of free episodes also are available without a login.[37]
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 Criticism and controversies

Disney Channel has received heavy criticism by some critics and viewers for its programming direction in recent years. When compared to the channel's programming during the 1980s and 1990s, there is now very little, if any, programming featuring classic Disney characters, leading some fans to believe the channel fails to represent its name.

Anne Sweeney,[38] who was president of Disney Channel from 1996 to 2014, has been the target of criticism. Some critics have disapproved of the marketing strategy that was drafted during her tenure, which has resulted in the slanting of the target audience of Disney Channel's programs toward teenyboppers[image: External link], as well as a decrease in animated programming and an increase in live-action shows and made-for-TV movies.[39] In 2008, Sweeney had stated that Disney Channel, resulting from its multi-platform marketing strategy using television and music, would become "the major profit driver for the [Walt Disney] Company."[40]

The channel has also pulled episodes (even once having to reshoot an episode) that have featured subject matter deemed inappropriate due to its humor, the timing of the episode's airing with real-life events, or subject matter considered inappropriate for Disney Channel's target audience. In December 2008, the Hannah Montana episode "No Sugar, Sugar" was pulled before its broadcast after complaints from parents who saw the episode through video on demand services due to misconceptions regarding diabetics[image: External link] and sugar[image: External link] intake (the Mitchel Musso[image: External link] character of Oliver Oken[image: External link] is revealed in the episode to have been diagnosed with Type 1 diabetes[image: External link]). Portions of that episode were subsequently rewritten and re-filmed to become the season three episode "Uptight (Oliver's Alright)," which aired in September 2009.[41]

In December 2011, Disney Channel pulled episodes of two of its original series from the network's broadcast cycle – the season one Shake It Up episode "Party It Up," and the So Random! episode "Colbie Caillat[image: External link]" – after Demi Lovato (star of So Random! parent series Sonny with a Chance, who was treated for bulimia nervosa[image: External link] in 2010) objected on Twitter[image: External link] to jokes featured in both episodes (the Shake It Up episode, in particular) that made light of eating disorders[image: External link].[42][43][44][45] On May 17, 2013, the channel pulled "Quitting Cold Koala", a second-season episode of Jessie[image: External link], prior to its scheduled premiere broadcast, due to parental concerns over a scene in which a character's gluten[image: External link]-free diet leads to him being ridiculed.[46]
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 Video games




In 2010, Disney Channel All Star Party[image: External link] was released for the Nintendo[image: External link] Wii[image: External link].[47] The four-player mascot party game, in which the stages resemble board games[image: External link], features characters from Disney Channel programs such as Sonny with a Chance, Wizards of Waverly Place, and JONAS L.A.. Several video games based on the Disney Channel animated series Phineas and Ferb were released by Disney Interactive Studios[image: External link]. The Disney Channel website also features various flash games[image: External link] incorporating characters from the channel's various program franchises. There have also been games based on Kim Possible[image: External link] and Hannah Montana.

Disney Channel has established its channels in various countries worldwide including Canada[image: External link], France[image: External link], South Africa[image: External link], Southeast Asia[image: External link], Hong Kong[image: External link], India[image: External link], Australia[image: External link], the Czech Republic[image: External link], New Zealand[image: External link], the Middle East[image: External link], Scandinavia[image: External link], the Baltic states[image: External link], United Kingdom[image: External link], Ireland[image: External link], Spain[image: External link], Portugal[image: External link], the Caribbean[image: External link], the Netherlands[image: External link], Israel[image: External link] and Flanders[image: External link]. Wizards of Waverly Place is an American fantasy[image: External link] teen sitcom[image: External link] which ran from October 12, 2007 to January 6, 2012 on Disney Channel. The series was created by Todd J. Greenwald[image: External link], and stars Selena Gomez, David Henrie[image: External link] and Jake T. Austin[image: External link] as three wizard siblings with magical abilities competing to win sole custody of the family powers. Further main cast includes Jennifer Stone[image: External link], Maria Canals Barrera[image: External link], and David DeLuise[image: External link].

The series won "Outstanding Children's Program" at the 61st Primetime Emmy Awards[image: External link] in 2009. A film adaptation of the series, Wizards of Waverly Place: The Movie, premiered as a Disney Channel Original Movie[image: External link] on August 28, 2009. The film adaptation won "Outstanding Children's Program" at the 62nd Primetime Emmy Awards earning the series its second consecutive Emmy. The farewell season won "Outstanding Children's Program" at the 64th Primetime Emmy Awards[image: External link] bringing the franchise's total to three Emmy awards. Wizards of Waverly Place ended with 106 episodes over four seasons, surpassing That's So Raven[image: External link]. Its series finale averaged nearly 10 million viewers (live and total views on same day), which made that episode the most-watched series finale in Disney Channel's history.

On March 15, 2013, The Wizards Return: Alex vs. Alex premiered as a one-hour television special.[1][2][3]

Wizards of Waverly Place chronicles the adventures of the Russo Family. The Russos live on Waverly Place[image: External link] in Manhattan[image: External link]'s Greenwich Village[image: External link], above a sandwich shop which they own and run. The family consists of siblings Alex (Selena Gomez), Justin[image: External link] (David Henrie[image: External link]), and Max[image: External link] (Jake T. Austin[image: External link]). The three teenagers are wizards[image: External link] and live with their Italian[image: External link] father, Jerry[image: External link] (David DeLuise[image: External link]), a former family wizard, and their mortal Mexican[image: External link] mother, Theresa[image: External link] (Maria Canals Barrera[image: External link]). When the Russo siblings complete their wizard training, they have to participate in a competition to decide who will become the Family Wizard (the one to keep his/her magical powers forever) of their generation, while the others lose their powers and become mortals. Because of this, Jerry tries to teach his children to not become dependent on magic. Since one of them gets to keep their powers, though, Jerry also gives his children wizard lessons (the lessons end mid Season four). The storage room of the Russo family's sub station is a wizard's lair. In the lair is a Portal which allows them to visit the wizard world, and other creatures to visit them. The headmaster of the wizard council, Professor Crumbs[image: External link] (Ian Abercrombie[image: External link]), regularly pays visits to the Russo home.

The Russo siblings attend Tribeca Preparatory School and constantly encounter their Old West[image: External link] style principal, Mr. Laritate[image: External link] (Bill Chott[image: External link]). Because they live in the mortal world, the Russos are required to keep the existence of wizardry a secret. Even so, Alex's best friend, Harper Finkle[image: External link] (Jennifer Stone[image: External link]), discovers the secret in Season 2's episode "Harper Knows[image: External link]". Justin's best friend, Zeke Beakerman[image: External link] (Dan Benson), also finds out in Season 4's episode "Zeke Finds Out[image: External link]", along with Alex's boyfriend, Mason Greyback[image: External link] (Gregg Sulkin[image: External link]), who is a werewolf and Justin's girlfriend, Juliet van Heusen[image: External link] (Bridgit Mendler[image: External link]), who is a vampire.

The Disney Channel Original Movie[image: External link], based on the series, premiered on August 28, 2009 on Disney Channel. Wizards of Waverly Place: The Movie was filmed in Puerto Rico in the caribe Hilton hotel, Los Angeles[image: External link], and New York City[image: External link] from February 16 to March 27, 2009.[4] The movie received 11.4 million viewers on its premiere,[5] making it the second-most-viewed DCOM premiere in the US after High School Musical 2. It was the 7th most watched basic cable telecast in 2009.[6] It won a Primetime Emmy Award in 2010 for "Outstanding Children's Program".
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 Series finale




On Friday, January 6, 2012, Wizards of Waverly Place aired its one-hour series finale, "Who Will Be The Family Wizard?", which averaged nearly 10 million viewers (9.8 million; live+same day)[7] to up to 11.3 million.[8] Although it was not the series' most-watched special, being behind Wizards of Waverly Place: The Movie, and Cast Away (To Another Show), it was the most-watched finale for a Disney Channel Original Series.[9]

Excluding the crossover programming special, it was the franchise's most-watched episode.[9] The closer also set series best among kids 6–11 (4.2 million) and teens 9–14 (3.8 million). It also obtained a solid 1.9 rating with adults 18–49.[10] Notably, the finale is the current TV season's most-watched cable telecast among scripted programs.[9]

The show ended with Alex becoming the family wizard, Justin being declared new Headmaster of WizTech (also keeping his wizard powers), and Max getting to run the sub shop.

On September 27, 2012, Disney Channel announced that Wizards of Waverly Place would return for an hour-long special, that began production on October 22, 2012, and ended production on November 10, 2012, for a premiere telecast on the cable channel in early 2013. The special, executive-produced by Selena Gomez, alongside series executive producers Vince Cheung and Ben Montanio[image: External link] (who also co-wrote the special with Dan Berendsen[image: External link]), centers on the Russos', Mason, and Harper's visit to Italy to meet long-lost relatives from Jerry's side of the family. In an attempt to prove to her family that she's not merely a carefree wizard, Alex inadvertently casts a spell that creates two versions of her with differing personalities: an evil version of Alex that ends up involved in another wizard's (Dominic) plan for world domination, and a good version who upon discovering the wizard's plan, tries to find a way to save her family and mankind, leading to a literal battle between good and evil atop the Leaning Tower of Pisa[image: External link].[1][2] The film is titled The Wizards Return: Alex vs. Alex and premiered on March 15, 2013.[11]
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 Production




This series was created and as produced by Todd J. Greenwald[image: External link], who began developing the show after working as a writer and consulting producer during the first season of Hannah Montana. The show is produced by It's a Laugh Productions[image: External link] and Disney Channel Original Productions. The theme song, "Everything Is Not What It Seems", written by John Adair and Steve Hampton, is of techno-pop style and is performed by Selena Gomez. The series was filmed at Hollywood Center Studios[image: External link] in Hollywood, California.[12]
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 Opening sequence




For the first three seasons the show used the same title sequence which is set to Selena Gomez's rendition of "Everything Is Not What It Seems"; it shows Alex, Justin, Max and Harper engaging in magical antics while preparing for school in the morning. The fourth season began using a slightly altered version of the song, and a different sequence involving the cast, who all appear in Times Square[image: External link] at the end of the sequence with Alex waving her wand.
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 Ratings




The show debuted on Disney Channel on October 12, 2007 after the premiere of Twitches Too[image: External link], gathering 5.9 million viewers.[13] In January 2010, "Wizards vs. Werewolves" one-hour special episode became the series' most-watched (non-crossover) episode with 6.2 million viewers,[14] surpassing the 6 million viewers of "Paint By Committee" episode[15] The series' most watched episode, including crossovers, was "Cast-Away (To Another Show)" episode, which was included in the special trilogy of crossover episodes between three Disney Channel original sitcoms, Wizards on Deck with Hannah Montana. The broadcast was watched by 10.6 million viewers. In 2009, the series was the top scripted telecast for teens between the age of 9–14 (1.63 million/6.7 rating) and second in kids 6–11 (1.81 million/7.4 rating), which was only slightly behind The Suite Life on Deck (1.82 million/7.4 rating.)[16]

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Netflix






This article is about the eponymous streaming[image: External link] and DVD-by-mail[image: External link] provider. For the algorithm competition, see Netflix Prize[image: External link]. For the song, see Netflix (song)[image: External link].

Netflix is an American entertainment[image: External link] company founded by Reed Hastings[image: External link] and Marc Randolph[image: External link] on August 29, 1997, in Scotts Valley, California[image: External link].[7] It specializes in and provides[image: External link] streaming media[image: External link] and video-on-demand[image: External link] online and DVD by mail. In 2013, Netflix expanded into film[image: External link] and television production[image: External link], as well as online distribution[image: External link]. As of 2017, the company has its headquarters in Los Gatos, California[image: External link].

Netflix's initial business model included DVD sales and rental, although Hastings jettisoned DVD sales about a year after Netflix's founding to focus on the DVD rental by mail[image: External link] business.[7][8] In 2007, Netflix expanded its business with the introduction of streaming media, while retaining the DVD and Blu-ray[image: External link] rental service. The company expanded internationally, with streaming made available to Canada in 2010[9] and continued growing its streaming service from there; by January 2016, Netflix services operated in over 190 countries.[10]

Netflix entered the content-production industry in 2013, debuting its first series, House of Cards[image: External link]. It has greatly expanded the production of both film and television series since then, offering "Netflix Original[image: External link]" content through its online library of films and television.[11] Netflix released an estimated 126 original series or films in 2016, more than any other network or cable channel.[12]

In April 2017, Netflix reported having over 98 million subscribers worldwide, including more than 50 million in the United States.[13]

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Netflix was founded on August 29, 1997, in Scotts Valley, California[image: External link], by Marc Randolph[image: External link][14][15] and Reed Hastings[image: External link]. Randolph worked as marketing director for Hastings' company, Pure Atria Corporation[image: External link]. Randolph was a co-founder of MicroWarehouse[image: External link], a computer mail order company, and was later employed by Borland International[image: External link] as vice president[image: External link] of marketing. Hastings, a computer scientist and mathematician, sold Pure Atria to Rational Software Corporation in 1997 for $700 million in what was then the richest acquisition in Silicon Valley history. He and Randolph came up with the idea for Netflix while commuting between their homes in Santa Cruz and Pure Atria's headquarters in Sunnyvale while waiting for government regulators to approve the merger.[16]

Hastings, Randolph's mother and Integrity QA founder Steve Kahn invested $2.5 million in startup cash for Netflix.[17][8] Randolph admired the fledgling e-commerce company Amazon and wanted to find a large category of portable items to sell over the internet using a similar model. He and Hastings considered and rejected VHS tapes as too expensive to stock and too delicate to ship. When they heard about DVDs, which were available in only a few markets in 1997, they tested the concept of selling or renting DVDs by mail by mailing a compact disc to Hastings' house in Santa Cruz. When the disc arrived intact, they decided to take on the $16 billion home video sales and rental industry.[16] Hastings is often quoted saying that he decided to start Netflix after being fined $40 at a video store for being late to return a copy of Apollo 13 but this is an apocryphal story that he and Randolph designed to explain the company's business model and motivation.[16]

Netflix was launched on April 14, 1998,[16] with only 30 employees and 925 DVDs available through the pay-per-rent model with rates and due dates that were similar to its bricks-and-mortar rival, Blockbuster.[18][16]
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 Membership fee, Blockbuster acquisition offer, growth start




Netflix introduced the monthly subscription concept in September 1999,[19] and then dropped the single-rental model in early 2000. Since that time, the company has built its reputation on the business model of flat-fee unlimited rentals without due dates, late fees, shipping and handling fees, or per-title rental fees.

In 2000, Netflix offered to be acquired by Blockbuster[image: External link] for $50 million, but the offer was declined.[20] Netflix initiated an initial public offering[image: External link] (IPO) on May 29, 2002, selling 5.5 million shares of common stock[image: External link] at the price of US$[image: External link]15.00 per share. On June 14, 2002, the company sold an additional 825,000 shares of common stock at the same price. After incurring substantial losses during its first few years, Netflix posted its first profit during fiscal year 2003, earning US$6.5 million profit on revenues of US$272 million. In 2005, 35,000 different films were available, and Netflix shipped 1 million DVDs out every day.[21]

Randolph, a dominant producer and board member for Netflix, retired from the company in 2004.[22]
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 Video on demand introduction, declining DVD sales, global expansion




Netflix developed and maintains an extensive personalized video-recommendation system based on ratings and reviews by its customers. On October 1, 2006, Netflix offered a $1,000,000 prize[image: External link] to the first developer of a video-recommendation algorithm[image: External link] that could beat its existing algorithm Cinematch, at predicting customer ratings by more than 10%.[23]

In February 2007, the company delivered its billionth DVD,[24] and began to move away from its original core business model of DVDs, by introducing video on demand[image: External link] via the Internet. Netflix grew as DVD sales fell from 2006 to 2011.[25][26]

In January 2013, Netflix reported that it had added two million United States customers during the fourth quarter of 2012, with a total of 27.1 million United States streaming customers, and 29.4 million total streaming customers. In addition, revenue was up 8% to $945 million for the same period.[27][28] That number increased to 36.3 million subscribers (29.2 million in the United States) in April 2013.[29] As of September 2013, for that year's third quarter report, Netflix reported its total of global streaming subscribers at 40.4 million (31.2 million in the United States).[30] By the fourth quarter of 2013, Netflix reported 33.1 million United States subscribers.[31] By September 2014, Netflix had subscribers in over 40 countries, with intentions of expanding their services in unreached countries.[32]
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Netflix has played a prominent role in independent film[image: External link] distribution. Through its division Red Envelope Entertainment[image: External link], Netflix licensed and distributed independent films such as Born into Brothels[image: External link] and Sherrybaby[image: External link]. As of late 2006, Red Envelope Entertainment also expanded into producing original content with filmmakers such as John Waters[image: External link].[33] Netflix closed Red Envelope Entertainment in 2008, in part to avoid competition with its studio partners.[34][35]
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 Entertainment dominance and presence, and continued growth




Netflix has been one of the most successful dot-com ventures[image: External link]. In September 2002, The New York Times[image: External link] reported that, at the time, Netflix mailed about 190,000 discs per day to its 670,000 monthly subscribers.[36] The company's published subscriber count increased from one million in the fourth quarter of 2002 to around 5.6 million at the end of the third quarter of 2006, to 14 million in March 2010. Netflix's early growth was fueled by the fast spread of DVD players[image: External link] in households; in 2004, nearly two-thirds of United States homes had a DVD player. Netflix capitalized on the success of the DVD and its rapid expansion into United States homes, integrating the potential of the Internet and e-commerce to provide services and catalogs that bricks-and-mortar retailers could not compete with. Netflix also operates an online affiliate program which has helped to build online sales for DVD rentals. The company offers unlimited vacation time for salaried workers and allows employees to take any amount of their paychecks in stock options.[37]

By 2010, Netflix's streaming business had grown so quickly that within months the company had shifted from the fastest-growing customer of the United States Postal Service[image: External link]'s first-class service[image: External link] to the largest source of Internet streaming traffic in North America in the evening. In November, it began offering a standalone streaming service separate from DVD rentals.[38] On September 18, 2011, Netflix announced its intentions to rebrand and restructure its DVD home media rental service as an independent subsidiary[image: External link] called Qwikster, separating DVD rental and streaming services.[39][40][41] Andy Rendich, a 12-year Netflix veteran, was to be CEO of Qwikster. Qwikster would carry video games[image: External link] whereas Netflix did not.[42] However, in October 2011, Netflix announced that it would retain its DVD service under the name Netflix and would not, in fact, create Qwikster for that purpose.[43]

In April 2011, Netflix had over 23 million subscribers in the United States and over 26 million worldwide.[44] But on October 24, Netflix announced 800,000 unsubscribers in the United States during Q3 2011, and more losses were expected in Q4 2011. However Netflix's income jumped 63% for Q3 2011.[45][46] Year-long, the total digital revenue for Netflix reached at least $1.5 billion.[47] On January 26, 2012, Netflix added 610,000 subscribers in the United States by the end of the fourth quarter of 2011, totaling 24.4 million United States subscribers for this time period.[48] On October 23, however, Netflix announced an 88% decline in profits for the third quarter of the year.[49]

In April 2012, Netflix filed with the Federal Election Commission[image: External link] (FEC) to form a political action committee[image: External link] (PAC) called FLIXPAC.[50] Politico[image: External link] referred to the PAC, based in Los Gatos, California[image: External link], as "another political tool with which to aggressively press a pro-intellectual property, anti-video-piracy agenda."[50] The hacktivist group Anonymous[image: External link] called for a boycott[image: External link] of Netflix following the news.[51] Netflix spokesperson Joris Evers indicated that the PAC was not set up to support the Stop Online Piracy Act[image: External link] (SOPA) and the PROTECT IP Act[image: External link] (PIPA), tweeting that the intent was to "engage on issues like net neutrality[image: External link], bandwidth caps[image: External link], UBB[image: External link] and VPPA[image: External link]."[52][53]

In February 2013, Netflix announced it would be hosting its own awards ceremony, The Flixies.[54] On March 13, 2013, Netflix announced a Facebook[image: External link] implementation, letting United States subscribers access "Watched by your friends" and "Friends' Favorites" by agreeing.[55] This was not legal until the Video Privacy Protection Act of 1988[image: External link] was modified in early 2013.[56]
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 Rebranding and VPN blockage




In April 2014, Netflix approached 50 million global subscribers with a 32.3% video streaming market share in the United States. Netflix operated in a total of 41 countries around the world.[57] In June 2014, Netflix unveiled a global rebranding: a new logo, which uses a modern typeface with the drop shadowing[image: External link] removed, and a new website UI[image: External link]. The change was controversial; some liked the new minimalist design, whereas others felt more comfortable with the old interface.[58] In July 2014, Netflix surpassed 50 million global subscribers, with 36 million of them being in the United States.[59]

At the 2016 CES[image: External link] Netflix announced their expansion into 130 additional countries. which BBC noted meant that the service was now available in "almost all the world"[60] A notable absence was China[image: External link] which Hastings stated the company was still trying to expand into.[60] By October of that year the company, citing the difficulty of entering the market, announced that they were instead now focused on licensing individual pieces of content to the country.[61]

Also in January 2016 Netflix announced it would begin blocking virtual private networks[image: External link], or VPNs.[62] At the same time, Netflix reported 74.8 million subscribers and predicted it would add 6.1 million more by March 2016. Subscription growth has been fueled by its global expansion.[63] By the end of the year, Netflix added a feature to allow customers to download and play select movies and shows while offline.[64]

In February 2017, Netflix signed a music publishing[image: External link] deal with BMG Rights Management[image: External link], where BMG will oversee the rights to Netflix's original productions outside of the United States.[65] On April 17, 2017, it was reported that Netflix was nearing 100 million subscribers.[66]
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 Services




Netflix's video on demand[image: External link] streaming service, formerly branded as Watch Now, allows subscribers to stream television series and films via the Netflix website on personal computers[image: External link], or the Netflix software on a variety of supported platforms, including smartphones[image: External link] and tablets[image: External link], digital media players[image: External link], video game consoles[image: External link], and smart TVs[image: External link][67] According to a Nielsen[image: External link] survey in July 2011, 42% of Netflix users used a standalone computer, 25% used the Wii[image: External link], 14% by connecting computers to a television, 13% with a PlayStation 3[image: External link] and 12% an Xbox 360[image: External link].[68]

When the streaming service first launched, Netflix's disc rental subscribers were given access at no additional charge. Subscribers were allowed approximately one hour of streaming per dollar spent on the monthly subscription (a $16.99 plan, for example, entitled the subscriber to 17 hours of streaming media). In January 2008, however, Netflix lifted this restriction, at which point virtually all rental-disc subscribers became entitled to unlimited streaming at no additional cost (however, subscribers on the restricted plan of two DVDs per month ($4.99) remained limited to two hours of streaming per month). This change came in a response to the introduction of Hulu[image: External link] and to Apple[image: External link]'s new video-rental services.[69] Netflix later split DVD rental subscriptions and streaming subscriptions into separate, standalone services, at which point the monthly caps on Internet streaming were lifted.[70]

Netflix service plans are currently divided into three price tiers; the lowest offers standard definition[image: External link] streaming on a single device, the second allows high definition[image: External link] streaming on two devices simultaneously, and the "Platinum" tier allows simultaneous streaming on up to four devices, and 4K[image: External link] streaming on supported devices and internet connections. The HD subscription plan historically cost US$7.99; in April 2014, Netflix announced that it would raise the price of this plan to $9.99 for new subscribers, but that existing customers would be grandfathered under this older price until May 2016, after which they could downgrade to the SD-only tier at the same price, or pay the higher fee for continued high definition access.[71][72][73]

Until October 10, 2014, Netflix did not officially support Linux[image: External link] devices, though a Roku[image: External link] is supported, being able to connect it from a console[image: External link] or Blu-ray[image: External link] player to a Linux PC or monitor with an adapter. It is possible to run Windows[image: External link] and Netflix in a virtual machines like the Virtualbox[image: External link] or QEMU[image: External link]. In a TechRepublic[image: External link] interview in August 2010, Netflix's VP of Corporate Communications stated that Silverlight[image: External link] plugins for Linux, being Moonlight[image: External link], do not support the PlayReady[image: External link] DRM[image: External link] system that Netflix requires for playback.[74] Netflix does support Android[image: External link], which uses a forked[image: External link] version of the kernel[image: External link]. There is an unofficial Netflix app based on Wine[image: External link] that allows users to watch Netflix's content on Linux effortlessly. Pipelight[image: External link], an add-on for Firefox[image: External link] based on the Netflix-Desktop project, allows playback through Linux Native web browsers by connecting to the Wine-based Silverlight plugin.[75][unreliable source?[image: External link]] However, on October 10, 2014, the required DRM plugins became available for Chrome users running Ubuntu[image: External link] 12.04 or 14.04.[76] Maximum HD resolution via Google Chrome is 720p.[77]

On November 30, 2016, Netflix launched an offline playback feature, allowing users of the Netflix mobile apps on Android or iOS to cache content on their devices in standard or high quality for viewing without an internet connection. The feature is primarily available on selected series and films, and Netflix stated that more content would be supported by the feature over time.[78][79][80]
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On October 1, 2008, Netflix announced a partnership with Starz[image: External link] to bring 2,500+ new films and shows to "Watch Instantly", under Starz Play.[81]

In August 2010, Netflix reached a five-year deal worth nearly $1 billion to stream films from Paramount, Lionsgate[image: External link] and Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer[image: External link]. The deal increased Netflix's annual spending fees, adding roughly $200 million per year. It spent $117 million in the first six months of 2010 on streaming, up from $31 million in 2009.[82]

On July 12, 2011, Netflix announced that it would separate its existing subscription plans into two separate plans: one covering the streaming and the other DVD rental services.[83] The cost for streaming would be $7.99 per month, while DVD rental would start at the same price. The announcement led to panned reception amongst Netflix's Facebook followers, who posted negative comments on its wall.[84] Twitter[image: External link] comments spiked a negative "Dear Netflix" trend.[84] The company defended its decision during its initial announcement of the change:


"Given the long life we think DVDs by mail will have, treating DVDs as a $2 add-on to our unlimited streaming plan neither makes great financial sense nor satisfies people who just want DVDs. Creating an unlimited-DVDs-by-mail plan (no streaming) at our lowest price ever, $7.99, does make sense and will ensure a long life for our DVDs-by-mail offering."[83]



In a reversal, Netflix announced in October that its streaming and DVD-rental plans would remain branded together.[85]
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 Disc rental




In the United States, the company provides a monthly flat-fee[image: External link] for DVD and Blu-ray[image: External link] rentals. A subscriber creates a rental queue, a list, of films to rent. The films are delivered individually via the United States Postal Service[image: External link] from regional warehouses[image: External link]. As of March 28, 2011, Netflix had 58 shipping locations throughout the United States[86] The subscriber can keep the rented disc as long as desired, but there is a limit on the number of discs that each subscriber can have simultaneously via different tiers. To rent, the subscriber must reply the previous in a metered reply mail[image: External link] envelope. Upon receipt, Netflix ships the next available disc in the subscriber's rental queue.

Netflix offers pricing tiers for DVD rental. Subscribers' accounts in active, current status offers plans with up to eight[citation needed[image: External link]] DVDs simultaneously. Gift subscriptions are available. On November 21, 2008, Netflix began offering subscribers rentals on Blu-Ray disc[image: External link] for an additional fee. In addition, Netflix sold used discs, delivered and billed identically as rentals. This service was discontinued at the end of November.[87]

On January 6, 2010, Netflix agreed with Warner Bros.[image: External link] to delay new release rentals 28 days prior to retail, in an attempt to help studios sell physical copies, with similar deals involving Universal[image: External link] and 20th Century Fox[image: External link] were reached on April 9.[88][89][90] In 2011, Netflix split its service pricing, allowing more flexibility for customers. Currently, Netflix's disc rental memberships range from $7.99 to $19.99/m, including a free one-month trial and unlimited DVD exchanges.
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On September 18, 2011, Netflix announced that it would split out and rebrand its DVD-by-mail service as Qwikster. CEO Reed Hastings justified the decision, stating that "we realized that streaming and DVD by mail are becoming two quite different businesses, with very different cost structures, different benefits that need to be marketed differently, and we need to let each grow and operate independently." It was also announced that the re-branded service would add video game rentals. The decision to split the services was widely criticized; it was noted that the two websites would have been autonomous from each other (with ratings, reviews, and queues not carrying over between them), and would have required separate user accounts. Additionally, the two websites would require separate subscriptions, meaning that a bundle of DVD-by-mail and streaming service now cost US$16 per-month rather than $10.[91][92][93][94]

On October 10, 2011, Netflix announced that it had shelved the planned re-branding in response to customer feedback, and that the DVD-by-mail and streaming services would continue to operate through a single website under the Netflix brand. However, the pricing increase was not reversed. Netflix stated that it had lost 800,000 subscribers in the fourth quarter of 2011—a loss partially credited to the poor reception of the aborted re-branding.[93][94][95]

In March 2012, Netflix confirmed to TechCrunch[image: External link] that it had acquired the domain name[image: External link] DVD.com. By 2016, Netflix had quietly rebranded its DVD-by-mail service under the name DVD.com, A Netflix Company.[96][97][98]
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 Profiles




In June 2008, Netflix announced plans to eliminate its online subscriber profile feature.[99] Profiles allow one subscriber account to contain multiple users (for example, a couple, two roommates, or parent and child) with separate DVD queues, ratings, recommendations, friend lists, reviews, and intra-site communications for each. Netflix contended that elimination of profiles would improve the customer experience.[100] However, likely as a result of negative reviews and reaction by Netflix users,[101][102][103] Netflix reversed its decision to remove profiles 11 days after the announcement.[104] In announcing the reinstatement of profiles, Netflix defended its original decision, stating, "Because of an ongoing desire to make our website easier to use, we believed taking a feature away that is only used by a very small minority would help us improve the site for everyone," then explained its reversal: "Listening to our members, we realized that users of this feature often describe it as an essential part of their Netflix experience. Simplicity is only one virtue and it can certainly be outweighed by utility."[105]
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 Reintroduction




Netflix reinvigorated the "Profiles" feature on August 1, 2013 that permits accounts to accommodate up to five user profiles, associated either with individuals or thematic occasions. "Profiles" effectively divides the interest of each user, so that each will receive individualized suggestions and adding favorites individually. "This is important", according to Todd Yellin, Netflix's Vice President of Product Innovation, because, "About 75 percent to 80 percent of what people watch on Netflix comes from what Netflix recommends, not from what people search for".[106] Moreover, Mike McGuire, a VP at Gartner[image: External link], said: "profiles will give Netflix even more detailed information about its subscribers and their viewing habits, allowing the company to make better decisions about what movies and TV shows to offer".[106] Additionally, profiles lets users link their individual Facebook[image: External link] accounts, and thus share individual watch queues and recommendations,[106][107] since its addition in March after lobbying Congress to change an outdated act.[107] Neil Hunt, Netflix's Chief Product Officer, told CNNMoney[image: External link]: "profiles are another way to stand out in the crowded streaming-video space", and, "The company said focus-group[image: External link] testing showed that profiles generate more viewing and more engagement".[108]

Hunt says Netflix may link profiles to specific devices, in time, so a subscriber can skip the step of launching a specific profile each time s/he logs into Netflix on a given device.[109]

Critics of the feature have noted:


	New profiles are created as "blank slates",[109] but viewing history prior to profile creations stays profile-wide.[110]


	People don't always watch Netflix alone, and media watched with viewing partner(s) – whose tastes might not reflect the owner(s) – affect recommendations made to that profile[108][109][110]




In response to both concerns, however, users can refine future recommendations for a given profile by rating the shows watched and by their ongoing viewing habits.[109][110]
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 Products




In 2011, Netflix introduced a Netflix button[image: External link] for certain remote controls[image: External link], allowing users to instantly access Netflix on compatible devices.[111]

Netflix revealed a prototype of the new device called "The Switch" at the 2015 World Maker Faire[image: External link] New York. "The Switch" allows Netflix users to turn off lights when connected to a smart home light system. It also connects to users' local networks to enable their servers to order takeout, and silence one's phone at the press of a button. Though the device hasn't been patented, Netflix released instructions on their website, on how to build it at home (DIY). The instructions cover both the electrical structure and the programming processes.[112][113]

In May 2016, it created a new tool called FAST to determine how fast one's Internet connection is.[114]
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 Content
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 Netflix Originals

A "Netflix Original[image: External link]" is content that is produced, co-produced, or distributed by Netflix exclusively on their services. Netflix funds their original shows differently than other TV networks when they sign a project, providing the money upfront and immediately ordering two seasons of most series.[12]

In March 2011, Netflix began acquiring original content for its library, beginning with the hour-long political drama House of Cards[image: External link], which debuted in February 2013. The series was produced by David Fincher[image: External link], and stars Kevin Spacey[image: External link].[115] In late 2011, Netflix picked up two eight-episode seasons of Lilyhammer[image: External link] and a fourth season of the ex- Fox[image: External link] sitcom Arrested Development[image: External link].[116][117] Netflix released the supernatural drama series Hemlock Grove[image: External link] in early 2013.[118]

In February 2013, DreamWorks Animation and Netflix co-produced Turbo FAST[image: External link], based on the movie Turbo[image: External link], which premiered in July.[119][120] Netflix has distributed over a dozen other animated family and kid shows[image: External link], including All Hail King Julien[image: External link], The Mr. Peabody & Sherman Show[image: External link], Dawn of the Croods[image: External link], Voltron: Legendary Defender[image: External link], and Kulipari: An Army of Frogs[image: External link].

Orange Is the New Black[image: External link] debuted on the streaming service in July 2013.[121] In a rare discussion of a Netflix show's ratings, Netflix executives have commented that the show is Netflix's most-watched original series.[122][123] In February 2016, Orange is the New Black was renewed for a fifth, sixth and seventh season.

In November 2013, Netflix and Marvel Television[image: External link] announced a five-season deal to produce live action series' Marvel superhero-focused: Daredevil[image: External link], Jessica Jones[image: External link], Iron Fist[image: External link] and Luke Cage[image: External link]. The deal involves the release of four 13-episode seasons that culminate in a mini-series called The Defenders[image: External link]. Daredevil[image: External link] and Jessica Jones[image: External link] premiered in 2015.[124][125][126] The Luke Cage[image: External link] series premiered on September 30, 2016, with the miniseries of The Defenders[image: External link] and Iron Fist[image: External link] scheduled for a 2017 release. In April 2016 the Netflix series in the Marvel Cinematic Universe[image: External link] were expanded further, to include an 13-episode series of The Punisher.[127][128] In addition to the Marvel deal, Disney announced that the television series Star Wars: The Clone Wars[image: External link] would release its sixth and final season on Netflix, as well as all five prior and the feature film[image: External link]. The new Star Wars content was released on Netflix's streaming service on March 7, 2014.[129]

In April 2014, Netflix signed Arrested Development creator Mitch Hurwitz[image: External link] and his production firm The Hurwitz Company to a multi-year deal to create original projects for the service.[130] The period drama[image: External link] Marco Polo[image: External link] premiered on December 12, 2014. The animated sitcom BoJack Horseman[image: External link] premiered in August 2014, to mixed reviews on release but garnering wide critical acclaim for the following seasons.[131]

The science fiction drama Sense8[image: External link] debuted in June 2015, which was written and produced by The Wachowskis[image: External link] and J. Michael Straczynski[image: External link][132] Bloodline[image: External link] and Narcos[image: External link] were two other drama series that Netflix released in 2015. On November 6, 2015, Master of None[image: External link] premiered, starring Aziz Ansari. Other comedy shows premiering in 2015 included Unbreakable Kimmy Schmidt[image: External link], Grace and Frankie[image: External link], Wet Hot American Summer: First Day of Camp[image: External link], and W/ Bob & David[image: External link].

Netflix continued to dramatically expand their original content in 2016. The science fiction[image: External link] supernatural[image: External link] drama[image: External link] Stranger Things[image: External link] premiered in July 2016, the music-driven drama The Get Down[image: External link] in August, and the year's premieres included comedy shows such as Love[image: External link], Flaked[image: External link], Netflix Presents: The Characters[image: External link], The Ranch[image: External link], and Lady Dynamite[image: External link]. Netflix released an estimated 126 original series or films in 2016, more than any other network or cable channel.[12]

The company has started internally self-producing its original content, such as The Ranch[image: External link] and Chelsea[image: External link], through its Netflix Studios production house.[133]

In January 2017, Netflix announced all Comedians in Cars Getting Coffee[image: External link] episodes and season 10 would be on their service.[134] The website expects to release 1,000 hours of original content in 2017.[135]

In April 2017, Netflix confirmed it had reached a licensing deal for original Netflix content with iQiYi[image: External link], a Chinese video streaming platform owned by Baidu[image: External link].[136]
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 Canceled Programs

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 Film and television deals




Netflix currently has exclusive pay TV[image: External link] deals with several studios. The pay TV deals give Netflix exclusive streaming rights while adhering to the structures of traditional pay TV terms. As of 2014, films catalogued in Netflix's United States library include recent releases from Relativity Media[image: External link] and its subsidiary Rogue Pictures[image: External link],[140] as well as DreamWorks Animation[image: External link],[141] Open Road Films[image: External link][142] (though this deal expired in 2017; Showtime[image: External link] has assumed pay television rights[143]), FilmDistrict[image: External link],[144] The Weinstein Company[image: External link],[145][146] Sony Pictures Animation[image: External link],[147] and the Walt Disney Studios[image: External link] catalog among others.

Other distributors who have sold back-catalog rights to Netflix include Warner Bros., Universal Pictures, Sony Pictures Entertainment[image: External link], 20th Century Fox, and Walt Disney Studios. Netflix also holds current and back-catalog rights to television programs distributed by Disney–ABC Television Group[image: External link], DreamWorks Classics[image: External link], Kino International[image: External link], Warner Bros. Television[image: External link], 20th Television[image: External link], Hasbro Studios[image: External link], Saban Brands[image: External link] and CBS Television Distribution[image: External link]. Formerly, the streaming service also held rights to television programs distributed by NBCUniversal Television Distribution[image: External link] and Sony Pictures Television[image: External link]. Netflix also previously held the rights to select titles from vintage re-distributor The Criterion Collection[image: External link], but these titles pulled from Netflix and added to Hulu[image: External link]'s library.[148]

Epix[image: External link] signed a five-year streaming deal with Netflix. For the initial two years of this agreement, first-run and back-catalog content from Epix was exclusive to Netflix. Epix films would come to Netflix 90 days after their premiere on Epix. However, the exclusivity clause ended on September 4, 2012, when Amazon[image: External link] signed a deal with Epix to distribute its titles via the Amazon Video[image: External link] streaming service.[149] These include films from Paramount, Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer and Lionsgate.[150][151]

On September 1, 2011, Starz[image: External link] ceased talks with Netflix to renew their streaming arrangement. As a result, Starz's library of films and series were removed from Netflix on February 28, 2012. Titles available on DVD were not affected and can still be acquired from Netflix via their DVD-by-mail[image: External link] service.[152] However, select films broadcast on Starz continue to be available on Netflix under license from their respective television distributors.

Netflix also negotiated to distribute animated films from Universal that HBO declined to acquire, such as The Lorax[image: External link], ParaNorman[image: External link], and Minions[image: External link].[153]

On August 23, 2012, Netflix and The Weinstein Company signed a multi-year output deal for RADiUS-TWC films.[154] Later that year, on December 4, Netflix and Disney announced an exclusive multi-year agreement for first-run United States subscription television rights to Walt Disney Studios' animated and live-action films, which were available on Netflix beginning in 2016. However, classics such as Dumbo[image: External link], Alice in Wonderland[image: External link] and Pocahontas[image: External link] were instantly available upon completion of the deal.[155] Direct-to-video[image: External link] releases were made available in 2013.[156][157]

On January 14, 2013, Netflix signed an agreement with Time Warner[image: External link]'s Turner Broadcasting System[image: External link] and Warner Bros. Television to distribute Cartoon Network[image: External link], Warner Bros. Animation[image: External link], and Adult Swim[image: External link] content, as well as TNT[image: External link]'s Dallas[image: External link], beginning in March 2013. The rights to these programs, previously held by Amazon Video, were given to Netflix shortly after their deal with Viacom[image: External link] to stream Nickelodeon[image: External link] and Nick Jr.[image: External link] programs expired.[158] However, Cartoon Network's ratings dropped by 10% in households that had Netflix, and many of the channel's shows were removed in March 2015.[159] Most of these shows were added to Hulu in May of the same year.[160]

In Canada, Netflix holds pay TV rights to films from Paramount, DreamWorks Animation and 20th Century Fox, distributing all new content from those studios eight months after initial release. In 2015, the company also bought the Canadian pay TV rights to Disney films.[161]

In 2014, opinion web blogger Felix Salmon wrote that Netflix couldn't "afford the content that its subscribers most want to watch."[162] He cited as evidence the company's loss of rights to stream several major movies. According to journalist Megan McArdle, the loss of these movies was extremely problematic for the company; specifically, she said that "[Netflix's] movie library is no longer actually a good substitute for a good movie rental place".[163]

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 Sales and marketing




Netflix's website attracted at least 194 million visitors annually, according to a Compete.com[image: External link] survey from 2008. This was about five times the number of visitors to Blockbuster's main website.[186]

During Q1 2011, sales and rentals of DVDs and Blu-ray discs plunged about 35%, and the sell-through of packaged discs fell 19.99% to $2.07 billion, with more money spent on subscription than in-store rentals. This decrease was attributed to the rising popularity of Netflix and other streaming services.[187]

In July 2012, Netflix hired Kelly Bennett – former Warner Bros. Vice President of Interactive, Worldwide Marketing – to become its new Chief Marketing Officer. This also filled a vacancy at Netflix that had been empty for over six months when their previous CMO Leslie Kilgore left in January 2012.[188]

Netflix's success was followed by the establishment of numerous other DVD rental companies, both in the United States and abroad. Walmart[image: External link] began an online rental service in October 2002 but left the market in May 2005. However, Walmart later acquired the rental service Vudu[image: External link], in 2010.[201]

Blockbuster Video[image: External link] entered the United States online market in August 2004, with a US$19.95 monthly subscription service. This sparked a price war[image: External link]; Netflix had raised its popular three-disc plan from US$19.95 to US$21.99 just prior to Blockbuster's launch, but by October, Netflix reduced this fee to US$17.99. Blockbuster responded with rates as low as US$14.99 for a time, but, by August 2005, both companies settled at identical rates.[202] On July 22, 2007, Netflix dropped the prices of its two most popular plans by US$1.00 in an effort to better compete with Blockbuster's online-only offerings.[203] On October 4, 2012, Dish Network[image: External link] scrapped plans to make Blockbuster into a Netflix competitor.[204] (Dish bought the ailing Blockbuster, LLC in 2011 and will continue to license the brand name to franchise locations, and keep its "Blockbuster on Demand" video streaming service open.)[205]

In 2005, Netflix cited Amazon.com as a potential competitor,[206] which until 2008, offered online video rentals in the United Kingdom and Germany. This arm of the business was eventually sold to LoveFilm; however, Amazon then bought LoveFilm in 2011.[207] In addition, Amazon now streams movies and television shows through Amazon Video (formerly Amazon Video On Demand and LOVEFiLM Instant).[208]

Redbox[image: External link] is another competitor that uses a kiosk[image: External link] approach: Rather than mailing DVDs, customers pick up and return DVDs at self-service kiosks located in metropolitan areas. In September 2012, Coinstar[image: External link], the owners of Redbox, announced plans to partner with Verizon[image: External link] to launch Redbox Instant by Verizon by late 2012.[209] In early 2013, Redbox Instant by Verizon began a limited beta release of its service,[210] which was described by critics as "No netflix killer"[211] due to "glitches [and] lackluster selection."[212]

CuriosityStream[image: External link], a premium ad-free, subscription-based service launched in March 2015 similar to Netflix but offering strictly nonfiction content in the areas of science, technology, civilization and the human spirit, has been dubbed the "new Netflix for non-fiction".[213]

Hulu Plus[image: External link], like Netflix and Amazon Prime Instant Video, "ink[s] their own deals for exclusive and original content", requiring Netflix "not only to continue to attract new subscribers, but also keep existing ones happy."[214]

Netflix and Blockbuster largely avoid offering pornography[image: External link], but several "adult video" subscription services were inspired by Netflix, such as SugarDVD[image: External link] and WantedList[image: External link].[215][216]

In Australia, Netflix competes with several local streaming companies, most notably locally operated services Stan[image: External link] and Quickflix[image: External link].[217] In Scandinavia[image: External link], Netflix competes with Viaplay[image: External link], HBO Nordic[image: External link] and CMore Play.[citation needed[image: External link]] In Southeast Asia[image: External link], Netflix competes with HOOQ[image: External link],[218] Astro On the Go, Sky on Demand, Singtel TV[image: External link], HomeCable OnDemand, and iflix[image: External link].[219] In New Zealand, Netflix competes with local streaming companies including Television New Zealand[image: External link] (TVNZ), Mediaworks New Zealand[image: External link], Sky Network Television[image: External link], Lightbox[image: External link], Neon and Quickflix[image: External link].[citation needed[image: External link]] In Italy, Netflix competes with Infinity (Mediaset), Sky Online and TIMvision.[citation needed[image: External link]] In South Africa[image: External link], Netflix competes with ShowMax[image: External link].[220] In the Middle East[image: External link], Netflix competes with Starz Play Arabia[image: External link].

In Mexico, when Televisa[image: External link] tried to create its own streaming service called Blim, it was heavily criticized for not understanding millennials,[221][222] Netflix themselves also criticized the poor quality of the productions content made by Televisa.[223]
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 Time Warner




In a 2010 New York Times interview, Time Warner CEO Jeff Bewkes[image: External link] downplayed Netflix as a threat to more traditional media companies. Bewkes told the newspaper, "It's a little bit like, is the Albanian army[image: External link] going to take over the world? I don't think so." At the same time, he recognized that the company's DVD service may have contributed to a decline in DVD sales, and regarding the industry's willingness to make special deals with Netflix in the future, he added "this has been an era of experimentation, and I think it's coming to a close."[224] Bewkes later refined his position, stating during a 2011 conference call that "things like Netflix are welcome additions to the infrastructure. They can monetize value for companies like Warner that maybe there wasn't – in terms of efficiency for older product, wasn't as available before[…]Our view of Netflix has been very consistent. I've tried at times to be humorous about it, sometimes to make a point."[225]

On July 18, 2013, Netflix earned the first Primetime Emmy Award[image: External link] nominations for original online-only web television[image: External link] programs at the 65th Primetime Emmy Awards[image: External link]. Three of its web series, Arrested Development, Hemlock Grove and House of Cards, earned a combined 14 nominations (nine for House of Cards, three for Arrested Development and two for Hemlock Grove).[226] The House of Cards episode "Chapter 1[image: External link]" received four nominations for both the 65th Primetime Emmy Awards and 65th Primetime Creative Arts Emmy Awards[image: External link], becoming the first webisode[image: External link] of a television series to receive a major Primetime Emmy Award nomination: David Fincher was nominated in the category of Outstanding Directing for a Drama Series.[226][227] "Chapter 1" joined Arrested Development's "Flight of the Phoenix[image: External link]" and Hemlock Grove's "Children of the Night" as the first webisodes to earn Creative Arts Emmy Award nomination, and with its win for Outstanding Cinematography for a Single-Camera Series, "Chapter 1" became the first webisode to be awarded an Emmy.[228] Fincher's win for Directing for a Drama Series made the episode the first Primetime Emmy-awarded webisode.[229]

On December 12, 2013, the network earned six Golden Globe Award[image: External link] nominations, including four for House of Cards.[230] Among those nominations was Wright for Golden Globe Award for Best Actress – Television Series Drama[image: External link] for her portrayal of Claire Underwood, which she won at the 71st Golden Globe Awards[image: External link] on January 12. With the accolade, Wright became the first actress to win a Golden Globe for an online-only web television series. It also marked Netflix' first major acting award.[231][232][233] House of Cards and Orange is the New Black also won Peabody Awards[image: External link] in 2013.[234]

On July 10, 2014, Netflix received 31 Emmy nominations. Among other nominations, House of Cards received nominations for Outstanding Drama Series, Outstanding Directing in a Drama Series and Outstanding Writing in a Drama Series. Kevin Spacey and Robin Wright were nominated for Outstanding Lead Actor and Outstanding Lead Actress in a Drama Series. Orange is the New Black was nominated in the comedy categories, earning nominations for Outstanding Comedy Series, Outstanding Writing For A Comedy Series and Outstanding Directing For A Comedy Series. Taylor Schilling, Kate Mulgrew and Uzo Aduba were respectively nominated for Outstanding Lead Actress in a Comedy Series, Outstanding Supporting Actress in a Comedy Series and Outstanding Guest Actress in a Comedy Series (the latter was for Aduba's recurring role in season one, as she was promoted to series regular for the show's second season).[235]

Netflix got the largest share of 2016 Emmy award nominations among its competitors, with 16 major nominations. However, streaming shows only got 24 nominations out of a total of 139, falling significantly behind cable.[236] The 16 Netflix nominees were: House of Cards with Kevin Spacey, A Very Murray Christmas with Bill Murray, Unbreakable Kimmy Schmidt, Master of None, and Bloodline.[236]

In April 2017, Netflix was nominated for Broadcaster of the Year in the UK's Diversity in Media Awards.

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 2010




In 2010, Netflix's stock price increased 219% to $175.70 and it added eight million subscribers, bringing its total to 20 million. Revenue jumped 29% to $2.16 billion and net income was up 39% to $161 million.[237]
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 2011




In April 2011, Netflix was expected to earn $1.07 a share in the first quarter of 2011 on revenue of $705.7 million, a huge increase compared to the year-earlier profit of 59¢ on revenue of $493.7 million, according to a survey of 25 analysts polled by FactSet Research.[238]

At their peak, in July 2011, Netflix shares were trading for $299. Following the customer dissatisfaction and resulting loss of subscribers after the announcements by CEO Hastings that streaming and DVD rental would be charged separately, leading to a higher price for customers who wanted both (on September 1), and that the DVD rental would be split off as the subsidiary Qwikster (on September 18), the share price fell steeply, to around $130.[239][240] However, on October 10, 2011, plans to split the company were scrapped. The reason being that "two websites would make things more difficult", he stated on the Netflix blog. On November 22, Netflix's share tumbled, as share prices fell by as much as 7%.[241] By December 2011, as a consequence of its decision to raise prices, Neflix had lost over 75% of its total value from the summer.[242][243] Describing their business model as "broken", Wedbush downgraded Netflix's stock rating to "underperform", the equivalent of sell.[244]
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 2014




In May 2014, Netflix increased the fee for UK subscribers by £1.[245] The price increase took effect immediately for new subscribers, but would be delayed for two years for existing members. Netflix applied similar increases in the United States (an increase of $1) and the Eurozone (an increase of €1). According to Forbes[image: External link],[246] "Netflix can add roughly $500 million in annual incremental revenues in the U.S. alone by 2017 with this move" and "roughly $200–250 million in incremental revenues from price changes in international markets". However, Reuters' Felix Salmon is critical about Netflix's financial future, noting that "any time that Netflix builds up a profit margin, the studios will simply raise their prices until that margin disappears".[247]

In April 2016, Netflix announced it would be ending a loyalty rate in certain countries for subscribers who were continuously subscribed before price rises.[248] Netflix spent about $5 billion on original content in 2016;[249] this compares to a 2015 revenue of US$6.77 billion (2015).[250]

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 Effects and legacy




The rise of Netflix has affected the way audiences watch televised content. Netflix's CPO Neil Hunt believes that Netflix is a model for what television will look like in 2025. He points out that because the Internet allows users the freedom to watch shows at their own pace, an episode does not need cliffhangers to tease the audience to keep tuning in week after week, because they can just binge[image: External link] straight into the next episode.[253] Netflix has allowed content creators to deviate from traditional formats that force 30 minute or 60 minute timeslots once a week, which it claims gives them an advantage over networks. Their model provides a platform that allows varying run times per episode based on a storyline, eliminates the need for a week to week recap, and does not have a fixed notion of what constitutes a "season". This flexibility also allows Netflix to nurture a show until it finds its audience, unlike traditional networks which will quickly cancel a show if it is unable to maintain steady ratings.[254]

Netflix has strayed from the traditional necessary production of a pilot episode[image: External link] in order to establish the characters and create arbitrary cliffhangers to prove to the network that the concept of the show will be successful. Kevin Spacey spoke at the Edinburgh International Television Festival[image: External link] about how the new Netflix model was effective for the production of House of Cards, "Netflix was the only company that said, 'We believe in you. We've run our data, and it tells us our audience would watch this series." Though traditional networks are unwilling to risk millions of dollars on shows without first seeing a pilot, Spacey points out that in 2012, 113 pilots were made, 35 of those were chosen to go to air, 13 of those were renewed, and most of those are gone now. The total cost of this is somewhere between $300 million and $400 million, which makes Netflix's deal for House of Cards extremely cost effective.[255] Netflix's subscription fee also eliminates the need for commercials, so they are free from needing to appease advertisers to fund their original content, a model similar to traditional pay television services such as HBO and Showtime.

The Netflix model has also affected viewers' expectations. According to a 2013 Nielsen survey, more than 60% of Americans said they binge-watch shows and nearly eight out of 10 Americans have used technology to watch their favorite shows on their own schedule.[256] Netflix has successfully continued to release its original content by making the whole season available at once, acknowledging changing viewer habits. This allows audiences to watch episodes at a time of their choosing rather than having to watch just one episode a week at a specific scheduled time; this effectively gives its subscribers freedom and control over when to watch the next episode at their own pace. Netflix has capitalized on these habits by automatically playing the next episode in the series, removing the 15-second wait times of content on other streaming services. The structure that allows convenient viewing of episodes, as well as the intent to provide content of quality comparable to some broadcast and cable television[image: External link] programs, in effect often results in the viewer being hooked into the program by the time the next episode starts.[257]

In June 2016, Russian Minister of Culture Vladimir Medinsky[image: External link] asserted that Netflix is part of the US government plot to influence the world culture, "to enter every home, get into every television, and through that television, into the head of every person on earth". This was part of his argument for the increase of funding of Russian cinema to pitch it against the dominance of Hollywood.[258]

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13 Reasons Why

13 Reasons Why (stylized onscreen as Th1rteen R3asons Why) is an American drama[image: External link]-mystery web television[image: External link] series based on the 2007 novel Thirteen Reasons Why by Jay Asher[image: External link] and adapted by Brian Yorkey[image: External link] for Netflix.[2] The series revolves around a high school student, Clay Jensen[image: External link], and his friend Hannah Baker[image: External link], a girl who committed suicide after suffering a series of demoralizing circumstances brought on by select individuals at her school. A box of cassette tapes recorded by Hannah before her suicide details thirteen reasons why she ended her life.

Diana Son[image: External link] and Brian Yorkey serve as co-showrunners on the series. The first season consists of thirteen episodes.[3][4] The series is produced by July Moon Productions, Kicked to the Curb Productions, Anonymous Content[image: External link] and Paramount Television[image: External link]. Originally conceived as a film set to be released by Universal Pictures[image: External link] with Selena Gomez in the lead role, the adaptation was picked up as a television series by Netflix in late 2015. Gomez serves as an executive producer. The first season, and the special 13 Reasons Why: Beyond the Reasons, were released worldwide on Netflix on March 31, 2017.

The series has received largely positive reviews from critics and audiences, who have praised its subject matter and casting, particularly the two leads, Dylan Minnette[image: External link] and Katherine Langford[image: External link].[5] It has attracted controversy from some over the series' graphic depiction of issues such as suicide and rape, along with other mature content. In May 2017, it was announced that the series had been renewed for a second season, scheduled to premiere in 2018.[6]

He plays the first one in his dad's boombox[image: External link] and realizes it is his recently deceased classmate Hannah Baker who is talking, before accidentally dropping it and breaking the play button when scared by his mother. On his friend Tony's Walkman[image: External link], which he stole, Clay listens to the first tape, in which Hannah relates the experiences that led to her suicide. She starts by sharing the story of her first kiss, which was with Justin Foley, who spread a salacious rumor that began her downward spiral. Clay is revealed, through numerous short flashbacks, to have been in love with Hannah and to have worked with her as cinema attendants.



Tape subject: Justin Foley, for spreading a racy picture of Hannah along with a sexual rumor about their encounter.

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 Production




Universal Studios[image: External link] purchased film rights to the novel on February 8, 2011, with Selena Gomez cast to play the lead role of Hannah Baker.[9] On October 29, 2015, it was announced that Netflix would be making a television adaptation of the book with Gomez instead serving as an executive producer.[10] Tom McCarthy[image: External link] was hired to direct the first two episodes.[11] The series is produced by Anonymous Content[image: External link] and Paramount Television[image: External link] with Gomez, McCarthy, Joy Gorman, Michael Sugar[image: External link], Steve Golin[image: External link], Mandy Teefey, and Kristel Laiblin serving as executive producers.[11]

Filming for the show took place in the Northern Californian towns of Vallejo[image: External link], Benicia[image: External link], San Rafael[image: External link], Crockett[image: External link] and Sebastopol[image: External link] during the summer of 2016.[12][13] The first season and the special were released on Netflix on March 31, 2017.[14]

Therapy dogs[image: External link] were present on set for the actors because of the intense and emotional content of the series.[15]

On May 7, 2017 it was announced Netflix renewed the show for a second season. A short promo was released on the 13 Reasons Why Facebook account.[16]
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The show has received positive reviews from critics, with much of the praise for the show has been directed at the cast's performances, direction, story, visuals, improvements upon its source material, and mature approach to dark and adult subject matter.

On review aggregator[image: External link] Rotten Tomatoes[image: External link], the series has an approval rating of 86% based on 42 reviews, with an average score[image: External link] of 7.28/10. The site's critical consensus reads, "13 Reasons Why complements its bestselling source material with a gripping look at adolescent grief whose narrative maturity belies its YA milieu."[5] On Metacritic, the series has a score of 76 out of 100, based on 16 critics, indicating "generally favorable reviews".[17]

Jesse Schedeen of IGN[image: External link] praised 13 Reasons Why, giving it a 9.2 out of 10, "Amazing", stating that the show is "a very powerful and hard-hitting series" and "ranks among the best high school dramas of the 21st century".[18] Matthew Gilbert of The Boston Globe[image: External link] gave a glowing review for the show, saying that "the drama is sensitive, consistently engaging, and, most importantly, unblinking".[19] Maureen Ryan of Variety[image: External link] asserts that the show "is undoubtedly sincere, but it's also, in many important ways, creatively successful" and called it "simply essential viewing".[20] Leah Greenblatt of Entertainment Weekly[image: External link] gave the entire season a score of B+, calling the show "a frank, authentically affecting portrait of what it feels like to be young, lost and too fragile for the world".[21] Daniel Feinberg of The Hollywood Reporter also praised the show, calling it "a honorably mature piece of young-adult adaptation", calling its performances, direction, relevance and maturity as some of the show's strongest points.[22][23]

The cast's performances, particularly Katherine Langford as Hannah and Dylan Minnette as Clay, were frequently mentioned and widely lauded in several reviews. Schedeen of IGN[image: External link] praised the cast, particularly Minnette and Langford's performances, stating: "Langford shines in the lead role... [and] embodies that optimism and that profound sadness [of Hannah's] as well. Minnette's Clay is, by design, a much more stoic and reserved character... and does a fine job in what's often a difficult role."[18] Gilbert of The Boston Globe praised the chemistry of Langford and Minnette, saying that "watching these two young actors together is pure pleasure", while Schedeen of IGN also agreed, saying that they are "often at their best together, channeling just the right sort of warm but awkward chemistry you'd expect from two teens who can't quite admit to their feelings for one another." Feinberg of The Hollywood Reporter also praises both actors: "Langford's heartbreaking openness makes you root for a fate you know isn't possible. The actress' performance is full of dynamic range, setting it against Minnette's often more complicated task in differentiating between moods that mostly go from uncomfortable to to gloomy to red-eyed, hygiene-starved despair."[22]

Ryan of Variety also gave praise to not only the two leads, but also the supporting cast of actors, particularly Kate Walsh's performance as Hannah's mother, whom Ryan describes as "career-best work".[20] Positive mentions from various critics, such as Ryan, Feinberg and Schedeen, were also given to the supporting cast of actors (most particularly Alisha Boe, Miles Heizer and Christian Navarro's respective performances of Jessica, Alex and Tony). Liz Shannon Miller of Indiewire[image: External link], who enjoyed the show and gave it a glowing score of B+, gave praise to the racial, gender and complex diversity of its supporting cast of teens.[20][18][22][24]

Another aspect frequently mentioned within several reviews was the show's mature and emotional approach to dark and adult subject matter depicted in the show. This was positively reviewed by critics, such as Miller of Indiewire, who gave it a positive review of the season, particularly her mentions that "the adult edges to this story ring with honesty and truth", but also states that this makes the show difficult to watch at times.[24] Feinberg of The Hollywood Reporter also states that the show is very difficult to watch at times,[22] while Schedeen of IGN states that the show is "an often depressing and even uncomfortable show to watch... a pretty emotionally draining experience, particularly towards the end as the pieces really start to fall into place."[18]

Numerous critics also praised several aspects of the show. Feinberg praised the show's directors, saying: "A Sundance-friendly gallery of directors including Tom McCarthy, Gregg Araki and Carl Franklin keeps the performances grounded and the extremes from feeling exploitative",[24] meanwhile Gilbert of The Boston Globe praises the storytelling: "The storytelling techniques are powerful... [as it] builds on the world established in the previous hour, as we continually encounter new facets of Hannah's life and new characters. The background on the show keeps getting deeper, richer."[19]

Conversely, the series has also received criticism over its portrayal of teen angst. Mike Hale of The New York Times[image: External link] wrote a critical review, writing, "the show doesn't make [Hannah's] downward progress convincing. It too often feels artificial, like a very long public service announcement." He also criticized the plot device that has Clay listening to the tapes one by one instead of all in one sitting like the other teens did, which Hale felt was unbelievable: "It makes no sense as anything but a plot device, and you'll find yourself, like Clay's antagonists, yelling at him to listen to the rest of tapes already."[25]

Writing for The Guardian[image: External link], Rebecca Nicholson praised some aspects of the show, including the performances from Minnette and Walsh, but was troubled by much of the plot, writing, "a storyline that suggests the love of a sweet boy might have sorted all this out added to an uneasy feeling that stayed with me." Nicholson was skeptical that the show would appeal to older viewers, unlike other series set in high school such as Freaks and Geeks[image: External link] and My So-Called Life[image: External link]: "It lacks the crossover wit of its forebears... It's too tied up in conveying the message that terrible behaviour can have horrible consequences to deal in any subtleties or shades of feeling. It's largely one-note – and that note is horrifying. 'It has to get better,' implores one student towards the end, but given its fairly open ending, an apparent season two setup, it does not seem as if there's much chance of that happening."[26]

Washington Post[image: External link] television critic Hank Stuever[image: External link] wrote a negative review, finding 13 Reasons Why "contrived" and implausible: "There are 13 episodes lasting 13 super-sullen hours – a passive-aggressive, implausibly meandering, poorly written and awkwardly acted effort that is mainly about miscommunication, delivering no more wisdom or insight about depression, bullying and suicide than one of those old ABC Afterschool Specials[image: External link] people now mock for being so corny." He also wrote that he found Hannah's suicide tapes "a protracted example of the teenager who fantasizes how everyone will react when she's gone. The story ... strikes me as remarkably, even dangerously, naive in its understanding of suicide, up to and including a gruesome, penultimate scene of Hannah opening her wrists in a bathtub."[27]

David Wiegand of the San Francisco Chronicle[image: External link] gave the series a tepid review, saying that it was plagued by character inconsistencies, particularly Hannah. He praised Langford's "stunning performance" but noted, "There are times when we simply don't believe the characters, when what they do or say isn't consistent with who we've been led to believe they are... At times, [Hannah] is self-possessed and indifferent at best to the behavior of the popular kids. At other times, though, relatively minor misperceived slights seem to send her into an emotional tailspin. No doubt, teenagers embody a constant whirl of conflicting emotions, but the script pushes the bounds of credibility here and there." He noted that overall, the series worked: "The structure is gimmicky and the characters inconsistent, but there are still at least 13 Reasons Why the series is worthy."[28]

This show has also been praised for teaching how teens can have issues in real life and how emotional concealment can lead to someone ending their life. Some people cared and loved Hanna but instances and moments of pain and sadness pushed her to suicide. Hanna was treated differently by the people around her and had this included experiences of bullying and rape.[29]
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 Social impact




The series has generated controversy over its portrayal of suicide and self-harm, causing Netflix to add strong advisory warnings prior to the first episode. School psychologists and educators have raised alarm about the series. The superintendent of Palm Beach County, Florida[image: External link] schools, reportedly told parents that their schools had seen an increase in suicidal and self-harm behavior from students, and that some of those students "have articulated associations of their at-risk behavior to the 13 Reasons Why Netflix series."[30]

The Australian youth mental health service for 12–25 year-olds, Headspace[image: External link], issued a warning in late April 2017 over the graphic content featured in the series due to the increased number of calls to the service following the show's release in the country.[31][32][33]

In response to the graphic nature of the show and New Zealand's high youth suicide rate, which was the highest among the 34[n 1] OECD[image: External link] countries during 2009 to 2012,[35][36] the Office of Film & Literature Classification[image: External link] in the country created a new rating, "RP18", allowing individuals aged 18 and over to watch the series alone and those below having to watch it with supervision from a parent or guardian.[37][38]

In response to the controversy, Gomez, one of the executive producers on 13 Reasons Why, defended the series. She stated: "We stayed very true to the book and that's initially what [author] Jay Asher[image: External link] created was a beautifully tragic, complicated yet suspenseful story and I think that's what we wanted to do," Gomez told Associated Press. "We wanted to do it justice and, yeah, [the backlash is] gonna come no matter what. It's not an easy subject to talk about, but I'm very fortunate with how it's doing."[39][23]

In April 2017, National Association of School Psychologists[image: External link] (NASP) released a statement regarding the series, saying: "Research shows that exposure to another person's suicide, or to graphic or sensationalized accounts of death, can be one of the many risk factors that youth struggling with mental health conditions cite as a reason they contemplate or attempt suicide."[40] The NASP sent a letter to school mental health professionals across the country about the series, reportedly a first for the NASP in response to a television show.[41]

In May 2017, the Society of Clinical Child and Adolescent Psychology[image: External link] (SCCAP) released a statement also noting how strongly the show may serve as a trigger for self-injury among vulnerable youth and lamented the depiction of mental health professionals as ineffective for youth who have experienced trauma and may have been considering suicide.[42] The statement implored Netflix to add a tag following each episode with mental health resources and a reminder that depression and suicide can be effectively treated by a qualified mental health professional such as a clinical child psychologist using evidence-based practice[image: External link].

Similarly, clinical psychologists[image: External link] such as Daniel J. Reidenberg and Erika Martinez, as well as mental health advocate MollyKate Cline of Teen Vogue magazine, have expressed concerns regarding the risk of suicide contagion[image: External link].[43][44][45] However, Eric Beeson, a counselor at The Family Institute at Northwestern University[image: External link] noted that "it's unlikely that one show alone could trigger someone to attempt suicide".[40]

Mental health professionals have also criticized the series' depiction of suicide itself, much of which violates widely promulgated recommendations for reporting on actual suicides or depicting them in fiction in order to not encourage copycat suicides.[46] The season finale, which depicts Hannah's suicide in graphic detail, has been particularly criticized in this regard.[47] Nic Sheff, a writer for the show, has defended it as intended to dispel the myth that suicides "quietly drift off", and recalled how he himself was deterred from a suicide attempt by recalling a survivor's account of how painful and horrifying it was.[48]

The NASP statement also criticizes the show's suggestion that bullying alone led Hannah to take her life, noting that while it may be a contributing factor, suicidal ideations far more often result from the bullied person having a treatable mental illness without adequate coping mechanisms[image: External link]. Alex Moen, a school counselor[image: External link] in Minneapolis, took issue with the show's entire plotline as "essentially a fantasy of what someone who is considering suicide might have—that once you commit suicide, you can still communicate with your loved ones, and people will suddenly realize everything that you were going through and the depth of your pain ... That the cute, sensitive boy will fall in love with you and seek justice for you, and you'll be able to orchestrate it, and in so doing kind of still be able to live."[47]

Other counselors criticized the depiction of Hannah's attempt to reach out to Mr. Porter as dangerously misleading, since not only does he miss obvious signs of her suicidal ideations, but says he cannot report her sexual assault to the police without her identifying the assailant. School counselors are often portrayed as ineffective or clueless in popular culture, Moen says, but Porter's behavior in the series goes beyond that to being unethical and possibly illegal. "It's ridiculous! Counselors are not police. We don’t have to launch an investigation. We bring whatever information we do have to the police", she told Slate[image: External link].[47]

In May 2017, the Canadian Mental Health Association[image: External link] (CMHA) along with the Centre for Suicide Prevention (CSP) released a statement of similar concerns to the ones raised by the NASP. The CMHA is concerned that the series may glamorize suicide, and that some content may lead to distress in viewers, and, particularly, in younger viewers. Furthermore, the portrayal of Hannah's suicide does not follow the media guidelines as set out by the Canadian Association for Suicide Prevention (CASP) and the American Association of Suicidology[image: External link]. While the CMHA and CASP praised the show for raising awareness about "this preventable health concern[image: External link]", they added that: "raising awareness needs to be done in a safe and responsible manner. A large and growing body of Canadian and international research has found clear links between increases in suicide rates and harmful media portrayals of suicide." Ways in which the portrayals of suicide may cause harm, according to the CMHA and CASP, include the following: "They may simplify suicide, such as, by suggesting that bullying alone is the cause; they may make suicide seem romantic, such as, by putting it in the context of a Hollywood plot line; they may portray suicide as a logical or viable option; they may display graphic representations of suicide which may be harmful to viewers, especially young ones; and/or they may advance the false notion that suicides are a way to teach others a lesson."[49][50]

The Hawaii Department of Education[image: External link] sent a letter home to parents on Tuesday to inform them about the nature of the series and the graphic elements that officials say are "inconsistent with messages that protect mental and emotional well-being, as well as content that is for mature audiences." A letter was also sent to parents of Mid-Pacific Institute students on Monday, warning “that the series is for mature audiences and contains topics of sexual assault, underage drinking, depicts graphic images with extreme profanity, and may send an unintended message that suicide is an acceptable option to resolving depression, anxiety, bullying, or other life challenges.” [51] According to the Washington Post, a superintendent at a school in Palm Beach, Fla. has seen more threats of suicide as a result of the show. Many across the country have also complained that the school counselor who brushes off the character’s pleas for help is sending a message that school mental professionals are not a trusted source for help. The National Association of School Psychologists said it does not recommend that younger audiences, especially vulnerable youth, watch this series. It also advised parents to have thoughtful conversations with their children.

The show’s producers say they hope the series can help those who may be struggling with thoughts of suicide. Netflix also said the hope of the show was to open up a dialogue among parents, teens, schools and mental health advocates around the themes in the show.[52]

The film stars Joey King[image: External link], Selena Gomez, Hutch Dano[image: External link], Ginnifer Goodwin[image: External link], John Corbett[image: External link], Bridget Moynahan[image: External link], Josh Duhamel[image: External link], Jason Spevack[image: External link], Sandra Oh[image: External link], Sierra McCormick[image: External link], Patti Allan, Lynda Boyd[image: External link], and Aila and Zanti McCubbing. Though the film's title is derived from Beezus and Ramona[image: External link], the first of Cleary's Ramona books, the plot is mostly based on the sequels Ramona Forever[image: External link] and Ramona's World[image: External link]. Fox 2000 Pictures[image: External link] released the film on July 23, 2010. Ramona and Beezus earned generally positive reviews from critics and grossed $27,293,743.[3]

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The adventurous and creative third-grader Ramona Quimby (Joey King[image: External link]) often finds herself in trouble at school and at home, usually with her friend and neighbor, Howie (Jason Spevack[image: External link]). When her father Robert (John Corbett[image: External link]) loses his job and the family falls into severe debt, Ramona's efforts to earn money end up backfiring in humorous ways. She repeatedly embarrasses her older sister, Beatrice (Selena Gomez), calling her by her family nickname, "Beezus", in front of Beatrice's crush, the paperboy Henry Huggins (Hutch Dano[image: External link]). After working as an executive in a storage company since Beezus's birth, Robert causes quarrels with his wife and the girls' mother Dorothy (Bridget Moynahan[image: External link]) when he decides to pursue a creative career.

Meanwhile, Ramona's visiting aunt Bea (Ginnifer Goodwin[image: External link]) is one of the few people who accept Ramona despite all her eccentricities. After a car-painting accident involving Bea's old flame Hobart (Josh Duhamel[image: External link]), Ramona gives up her money-making schemes. The next day, Ramona ruins her school portrait by cracking a raw egg in her hair and responding with disgust when the photographer asks her to say "Peas" instead of "Cheese." Ramona's worries increase the following day, when her classmate Susan (Sierra McCormick[image: External link]) reveals that after her own father lost his job, her parents divorced and her father moved to Tacoma. The news makes Ramona sick, and Robert has to pick her up early from school, interfering with a sudden job interview. Instead of being angry, Robert decides to spend the rest of his day drawing a mural with Ramona.

Ramona and Beezus attempt to make dinner for their parents, but the pan catches fire while Beezus is on the phone with Henry. During the ensuing argument, Henry overhears that Beezus loves him. Still upset, Ramona goes to feed her cat Picky-Picky but is devastated to find the cat dead. The girls' private funeral for Picky-Picky helps them reconcile. A job offer for Robert in Oregon[image: External link] leads Ramona's parents to decide to sell their house. As the family touches up the garden during an open house, Ramona inadvertently initiates a water fight with the neighbors, which floods the neighbors' backyard and exposes a box that Hobart buried there years ago. The box contains mementos of Bea and Hobart's teenage romance, and in light of their rekindling relationship, he proposes to her. Hesitantly, Bea accepts, and the family begins planning the impromptu wedding. Furious that her aunt broke her promise not to get "reeled in," Ramona rushes home and seeks solace in the attic. The fragile rafters break, leaving Ramona's legs dangling from the ceiling during the open house. After the open house clears out, Robert scolds Ramona for her lack of maturity. He then receives a phone call from her teacher, Mrs. Meachum (Sandra Oh[image: External link]). Feeling unwanted, Ramona decides to run away. Unable to convince Ramona not to leave, her mother helps her pack her suitcase. Opening the heavy suitcase at a bus stop, Ramona discovers that her mother made it heavy on purpose to keep Ramona from traveling far. Inside, her mother has packed a book of Robert's sketches of Ramona. Her family finds her soon afterward and everyone is happily reunited.

At Bea and Hobart's wedding, Ramona saves the day when she finds the wedding ring Howie dropped. During the reception, Beezus and Henry share a kiss and dance together. Robert also receives a job offer from Ramona's school; Mrs. Meachum recommended Robert to the school's board as its new art teacher after she saw the mural that he and Ramona made. Ramona is delighted that the family will not have to move and that Robert and Dorothy reconcile. Before Bea and Hobart leave for their honeymoon in Alaska[image: External link], Ramona gives Bea a locket with her school picture, and Bea tells Ramona that she's "extraordinary."

Ramona and Beezus earned generally positive reviews. Review aggregator[image: External link] Rotten Tomatoes reports that of 68 critical reviews, 70% have been positive for an average rating of 6.3/10.[6] Among Rotten Tomatoes' "Top Critics", consisting of notable critics from the top newspapers and websites,[7] the film holds an overall approval rating of 73%, based on 26 reviews.[8] The film holds a 56 rating on Metacritic, based on 28 reviews.[9] Eric Snider of Film.com said that "The resulting story is a jumble, and there are too many side characters, but golly if it isn't pretty darned infectious."[10] Jason Anderson of the Toronto Star[image: External link] gave Ramona and Beezus a good review, saying that "[Ramona and Beezus] is a lively affair, largely thanks to the sweet and snappy screenplay by Laurie Craig and Nick Pustay and to the appealing performances by the cast."[11]

Monte Carlo is a 2011 American romantic comedy film[image: External link] based on Headhunters[image: External link] by Jules Bass[image: External link]. It was directed by Thomas Bezucha[image: External link]. Denise Di Novi[image: External link], Alison Greenspan, Nicole Kidman[image: External link], and Arnon Milchan[image: External link] produced the film for Fox 2000 Pictures[image: External link] and Regency Enterprises[image: External link]. It began production in Harghita, Romania[image: External link] on May 5, 2010. Monte Carlo stars Selena Gomez, Leighton Meester[image: External link] and Katie Cassidy[image: External link] as three friends posing as wealthy socialites in Monte Carlo, Monaco[image: External link]. The film was released on July 1, 2011. It features the song "Who Says" by Selena Gomez & the Scene and numerous songs by British singer Mika[image: External link]. Monte Carlo received mixed reviews from critics and it earned $39,667,665 on a $20 million budget. Fox Home Entertainment released Monte Carlo on DVD and Blu-ray Disc on October 18, 2011.
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 Plot




Grace Bennett (Selena Gomez) is a Texas high-school student who works as a waitress with her best friend Emma Perkins (Katie Cassidy[image: External link]) to earn money for a trip to Paris[image: External link] after graduation. Grace's stepfather pays for her stepsister Meg Kelly (Leighton Meester[image: External link]) to come with them on the trip. Emma goes to Paris[image: External link] despite her boyfriend Owen's proposal of marriage. After being left behind by their tour guide, the three girls seek refuge from the Paris[image: External link] rain in a posh hotel. There, the hotel staff and paparazzi mistake Grace for celebutante[image: External link] British heiress Cordelia Winthrop-Scott, Grace's double, who leaves rather than stay to attend an auction for a Romanian charity for which she is to donate an expensive Bulgari[image: External link] necklace. The Americans spend the night in Cordelia's suite, and the next day fly to Monte Carlo[image: External link] with Cordelia's luggage.

At Monte Carlo[image: External link] the girls meet Theo Marchand, the son of the philanthropist hosting Cordelia. Theo dislikes Cordelia's spoiled nature but escorts them to a ball, where Grace successfully fools Cordelia's aunt Alicia and Emma dances with a prince. Meg reunites with Riley, an Australian backpacker she briefly met in Paris. They find they have things in common, and spend time together before he leaves for Italy[image: External link]. When Grace has to take part in a game of polo, Alicia discovers the impersonation because of Grace's different riding style. Alicia believes her niece has hired a lookalike to take her place while she parties, but in order not to endanger the charity auction she agrees to keep silent. Theo is attracted to "Cordelia's" frank personality, while Emma's prince invites her to a party on a yacht. Emma dresses for the party in Cordelia's necklace but meets Meg on the way, and Meg takes it for safekeeping, but later forgets it in Riley's backpack. Emma is disillusioned at the party by the prince's arrogance toward the waitresses.

Owen arrives in Monte Carlo[image: External link] in search of Emma. So does Cordelia, and she sees the newspaper account of Grace's appearance at the ball. She finds that the necklace is missing and calls the police. The girls have gone in search of Riley but he shows up at the hotel with the necklace; they find Cordelia in the room. When Cordelia threatens to call and withdraw the necklace from the auction, the girls panic and tackle her to the couch. When people come to the door, they muffle her screams and Grace covers for them. They then tie her to a chair and gag her by stuffing an apple in her mouth so Grace can take her place at the auction. Cordelia escapes, and reveals Grace's fraud at the auction. She demands that Grace be arrested, but after Grace's sincere public confession Alicia bids the unexpectedly large amount of €6 million for the necklace to save her. The film ends with Meg joining Riley on his travel around the world; Owen and Emma moving into their own home in Texas; and Theo Marchand and Grace reuniting at the Romanian school where they are volunteering.

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 Production




Monte Carlo is loosely based on the novel Headhunters[image: External link] by Jules Bass[image: External link]. The novel tells the story of four young Texas women who pretend to be wealthy heiresses while searching for rich potential husbands in Monte Carlo. There, they meet four gigolos[image: External link] posing as wealthy playboys. Fox bought the film rights to the novel in 1999, three years prior to the novel's publication.[3] In 2005, Hollywood trade magazine Variety[image: External link] announced that siblings Jez and John Henry Butterworth would be writing the script. It also reported that actress Nicole Kidman[image: External link] had signed on to play the lead as well as produce the film with Rick Schwartz[image: External link].[3]

The Butterworths were later fired and Tom Bezucha[image: External link] was hired to direct and co-write Monte Carlo. Bezucha and Maria Maggenti[image: External link] turned in a draft of the screenplay by July 2007; it starred Kidman as "one of three Midwestern schoolteachers who decide to ditch a disappointing no-frills holiday in Paris and pose as wealthy women vacationing in Monaco".[4] However, in 2010, executives had the film rewritten again after deciding that the film should be made more youthful. The updated script was co-written by Bezucha and April Blair, and changed the three school teachers to two college students and a recent high-school graduate.[5] Monte Carlo was shot in Budapest, Hungary; Dunakeszi, Hungary; Paris, France[image: External link]; Harghita, Romania[image: External link]; and Monte Carlo, Monaco.[4] It began filming in Harghita on May 5, 2010, and wrapped on July 7, 2010.[6] It is the first film to use the film studio, Raleigh Studios Budapest.[7]

In March 2010, it was announced that Selena Gomez had been cast as one of the film's leads following the script's rewrite.[8] For the role, Gomez spent several weeks learning to play polo, and practicing how to fake an English accent[image: External link].[6] Leighton Meester also negotiated a deal to one of the leads that month, and Katie Cassidy was cast as Emma in April.[9] French[image: External link] actor Pierre Boulanger made his English-speaking feature debut in the film.[10]
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 Reception
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 Critical response




Monte Carlo received mixed reviews from critics. Rotten Tomatoes[image: External link] gives the film a score of 52% based on 91 reviews. The website's consensus states "Although it has its charming moments, Monte Carlo is mostly silly, predictable stuff that never pushes beyond the boundaries of formula."[11] At Metacritic the film received a score of 53/100 based on reviews from 23 critics indicating "mixed or average reviews.[12]

Ben Sachs of the Chicago Reader[image: External link] claimed that "the movie hits a surprising range of emotional grace notes, including several moments of genuine regret, and concludes with an understated moral lesson about the value of self-respect over social status."[13] Sandie Chen of Common Sense Media[image: External link] said the film was "silly, but sweet". [14] It was released in France[image: External link] on August 24, 2011.

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Spring Breakers

Spring Breakers is a 2012 American film[image: External link] written and directed by Harmony Korine[image: External link]. It stars James Franco, Vanessa Hudgens[image: External link], Selena Gomez, Ashley Benson[image: External link] and Rachel Korine[image: External link] and follows four college-aged girls on their spring break in Florida where they meet an eccentric local drug dealer named Alien who helps them in a time of desperation, and their eventual descent into a world of drugs, crime, and violence.[6][7][8][9][10]

Korine had devised the concept for Spring Breakers over several years prior to production, with fleeting ideas about the plot and what should transpire. His initial desire was to create a " sensory[image: External link] film" that was more about feeling than action and placed little importance on narrative[image: External link] or plot[image: External link], the idea for which came later.[11] Once Korine developed the backbone of the story, which takes place around the American spring break period, he travelled to Florida to write the screenplay. Production began in 2012, on an estimated budget of $5 million–a relatively small amount in today's film industry, albeit Korine's second most expensive film to date. The film is also one of Korine's first theatrical works to receive a wide release.[12]

Spring Breakers was released on March 22, 2013 in the United States by A24[image: External link] and grossed $31 million worldwide, making it a resounding success considering the small budget. It received generally positive reviews from film critics[image: External link], with some calling it a potential cult classic[image: External link].[13][14][15][16] The film was selected to compete for the Golden Lion[image: External link] at the 69th Venice International Film Festival[image: External link].[17] Critics and scholars have read deeper meaning in the film's plot, commenting on its reflection of modern-day superficiality and the younger generation's obsession with highly stylised pop culture[image: External link] media.[18]

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 Plot




College students Brit (Ashley Benson[image: External link]), Candy (Vanessa Hudgens[image: External link]) and Cotty (Rachel Korine[image: External link]) spend their time partying while their friend Faith (Selena Gomez) attends a religious youth group. As their classmates head to spring break, they are stuck behind due to a lack of money. Desperate to make the trip, Brit and Candy, after getting high on cocaine[image: External link], don ski masks[image: External link] and use hammers[image: External link] and realistic-looking squirt guns[image: External link] to rob a local restaurant. They are assisted by Cotty, who drives (and later burns) the getaway car stolen from one of their professors.

In St. Petersburg, Florida[image: External link], the girls attend wild beach parties[image: External link] fueled by alcohol, drugs and sex. Cotty, Candy and Brit divulge the details of their crime to a horrified Faith, who keeps quiet about it. After a particularly wild party, all four are arrested. They spend the night in a holding cell[image: External link], but are bailed[image: External link] out by Alien (James Franco), a local rapper and gangster. Alien charms Cotty, Candy and Brit with his wealth and "bad boy" swagger, but Faith feels uneasy.

Alien takes the girls to a local club frequented by gang members, where Faith becomes even more uncomfortable with his lifestyle. Despite Alien's attempts to convince her to stay, Faith decides to leave and begs the others to come with her. They refuse, however, and she makes the trip home alone. Alien takes the remaining girls to a strip club owned by his rival, Big Arch (Gucci Mane[image: External link]), who warns Alien to stop selling drugs in his territory. The girls return to Alien's mansion, where he flaunts his drug money and cache of weapons, describing his life as the "American Dream[image: External link]". Brit and Candy suddenly grab one of his guns and threaten to kill him; turned on, Alien performs fellatio on the gun and declares that he has fallen in love with the girls.

Alien arms the girls with pink ski masks and shotguns[image: External link], and they perform several armed robberies. While in Alien's car they are approached by Big Arch and another member of his gang, who threaten them and execute a drive-by shooting[image: External link], wounding Cotty. Alien promises to retaliate, but a traumatized Cotty chooses to return home. Brit and Candy stay behind and begin a sexual relationship with Alien. The three of them decide to take revenge on Big Arch. In a flashforward[image: External link], the two girls call home, promising to work harder and become better people.

Back in the present, the three travel in a motorboat to Big Arch's mansion. After they dock at the pier, Alien is shot and killed by one of Big Arch's guards. Brit and Candy carry on, killing Big Arch's gang before confronting and killing Big Arch himself. During the assault and its aftermath, the camera pans over the dead bodies of Big Arch's gang while the girls speak in a voice-over[image: External link], first heard earlier in the film, describing the beach's beauty and musing that they have discovered who they truly are. Brit and Candy, silent and wearing pensive, ambiguous expressions, drive home in Big Arch's Lamborghini[image: External link]. A final flashback[image: External link] shows the pair kissing Alien's dead body.

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 Production




According to Harmony Korine[image: External link], he wrote the film partially to make up for his own spring breaks, as he had been fully devoted to skateboarding, and therefore missed out on what he saw as opportunities for hedonistic[image: External link] pursuits.[19] Korine has referred to the film as a "beach noir[image: External link]".[18] The original lineup of lead actresses was announced as Emma Roberts[image: External link], Selena Gomez, and Vanessa Hudgens[image: External link].[20] Roberts however dropped out in early 2012, reportedly after hearing she would need to gain body fat for her role.[21] Director Korine had purposely collected a group of well-known young actresses with a similar reputation to Roberts in Hollywood.[22] Ashley Benson[image: External link] was ultimately cast.[23] The film was shot in March and April 2012 in and around St. Petersburg, Florida[image: External link].[19] Skrillex[image: External link] produced the film's score.[24]

Korine announced in 2013 he planned to "remix" the film's unused footage and alternate takes into an entirely new cut[25]
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 Release




A three-minute preview of Spring Breakers was released at the 2012 Cannes Film Festival[image: External link] in May 2012.[26] The entire film premiered[image: External link] at the 69th Venice International Film Festival[image: External link] on September 4, 2012.[27] The film was released in New York and Los Angeles on March 15, 2013.[28] The film was released nationwide on March 22, 2013.[29] The film had a limited release in the U.K. on April 5, 2014.[30] The movie was also released in France[image: External link] on March 6, 2013 and was scheduled to be released in Australia[image: External link] in early March, however was pushed back to a release date of May 4.
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 Home media




Spring Breakers was released digitally[image: External link] on June 25, 2014,[31][32] and on DVD and Blu-ray on July 4, 2014.[33]
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 Riff Raff




On February 15, 2012, Korine contacted rapper Riff Raff[image: External link] about appearing in an upcoming film of his which would turn out to be Spring Breakers.[34] Once the trailer was released there was speculation that the character Alien was based around Riff Raff.[35] According to Franco, his character is based on the underground rap artist Dangeruss, who has a cameo in the film. "Of course Harmony and I looked at some of Riff Raff's videos as inspiration, but he was one of a number of people we looked at. I would say the biggest influence on the role was this local Florida rapper named Dangeruss. He's fairly unknown, but he was down there in the place, living the life, and he became the biggest model for me, and he's in the movie."[36] After much back and forth between both camps about the issue, during July 2013 Riff Raff announced he was suing the creators of Spring Breakers for $10 million for "sampling" his life without his permission or a proper producer credit.[37]
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 Portrayal of women




Spring Breakers has generated debate and controversy among critics, with some regarding the film as sexist due to its objectification of women, while others viewed the film as a feminist[image: External link] or female empowerment film. In regard to the former perspective, The Guardian[image: External link] suggests that the film "reinforces rape culture[image: External link]" and "turns young women into sex objects",[38] while other reviewers state that it "pushes booze[image: External link]-and- bikini[image: External link] hedonism to the extreme",[39] as the "camera glides up, down and around these women's bodies like a giant tongue."[40] In regard to the latter perspective, the women are not depicted as the film's victims, but arguably as antiheroes[image: External link], acting according to their own power and agency[image: External link]. According to Rolling Stone[image: External link], the film presents "a kind of girl-power camaraderie that could almost be called feminist", a result of the director's intent to "do the most radical work, but put it out in the most commercial way (...) to infiltrate the mainstream".[41] In his review of the film, Richard Roeper[image: External link] wrote "Korine's camera is nearly an intrusive weapon as he lingers over the soft, limber bodies of Vanessa Hudgens, Selena Gomez, Ashley Benson and his wife, Rachel Korine.... I think that's sort of the point. When a pre-med student on spring break loses her top, drinks to the point of passing out and grabs a willing lugnut by the ears for six hours of anonymous fun, is she setting the woman's movement back 40 years, or taking charge of her life like any man would do at that age?"[42]
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 Reception
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 Critical response




The film received generally favorable reactions from critics. The film holds a 67% approval rating on review aggregator[image: External link] site Rotten Tomatoes[image: External link], based on 173 reviews.[43] At Metacritic, which assigns a weighted mean rating out of 100 from film critics, it received a rating score of 63, based on 40 critics.[44] Xan Brooks of The Guardian[image: External link] said the film is Korine's "most fully realised, purely satisfying feature film since Gummo[image: External link]. "[45] Emma Seligman of The Huffington Post described the film as " Scarface[image: External link] meets Britney Spears."[46] Oliver Lyttlelton of IndieWire[image: External link] gave the film a B, stating that the film would be a future cult favorite for "midnight moviegoers[image: External link]".[13]

Guy Lodge of Variety[image: External link] gave it a negative review saying, "this attractively fizzy pic may be a shock to the system for fans of teen queens Selena Gomez and Vanessa Hudgens, but remains pretty toothless titillation by its writer-helmer's standards."[47] David Rooney of The Hollywood Reporter noted that James Franco gives one of his more bizarre performances in his unpredictable career, saying "he's a cross between Bo Derek[image: External link] in 10[image: External link] and Richard Kiel[image: External link] in Moonraker[image: External link]."[48] Andrew Schenker of Slant Magazine[image: External link] gave the film 3 out of 4 stars.[49] Jamie Dunn of The Skinny[image: External link] gave it 4 out of 5 stars, saying: "If Michael Mann[image: External link] was to take a lot of hallucinogenics and shoot a Girls Gone Wild[image: External link] video, it might look something like this."[50] Richard Roeper[image: External link] gave the film three-and-a-half stars out of four, praising the character of Alien and the film's sense of humor.[42]

Spring Breakers has since appeared on various retrospective "best of" lists, including one honouring the best films of the 21st century. In 2016, British film magazine Little White Lies[image: External link] placed the film at number 40 on their list of the 50 best films of the decade (so far).[51] In August of that same year, BBC Magazine[image: External link] conducted a poll on the 21st century's 100 greatest films so far, with Spring Breakers ranking at number 74.[52]

Spring Breakers grossed $14,124,284 in North America and $17,600,000 in other countries for a worldwide total of $31,724,284.[4] In North America, the film opened to #6 in its first weekend with $4,858,944, behind The Croods[image: External link], Admission[image: External link], The Call[image: External link], Oz the Great and Powerful[image: External link], and Olympus Has Fallen[image: External link].[55]
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 Oscar campaign for James Franco




A24 Films[image: External link] began a campaign in September 2013 in support of a Best Supporting Actor[image: External link] Oscar[image: External link] nomination for Franco's performance. This was preceded by the Hollywood.com website that produced a "For your consideration" poster in support of a nomination for Franco in March 2013.[56] On December 2, 2013, A24 published a YouTube video titled "James Franco - Consider this Sh*t" and also released print advertisements following the "Consider this Sh*t" theme.[57] Originally, Internet chatter considered the campaign a joke, but A24 has since made it clear that the campaign was indeed serious.[58] He has received the Los Angeles Film Critics Association Award for Best Supporting Actor[image: External link] (tied with Jared Leto[image: External link] for Dallas Buyers Club[image: External link]), National Society of Film Critics Award for Best Supporting Actor[image: External link], and San Francisco Film Critics Circle Award for Best Supporting Actor[image: External link], while the Washington D.C. Area Film Critics Association[image: External link] nominated Franco for its Best Supporting Actor award.[59]

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 Sequel




Spring Breakers: The Second Coming was announced in May 6, 2014. Although the storyline will have connections with the previous film, it will include a new cast in addition to the original. Confirmed to be directed by Jonas Åkerlund[image: External link], The Second Coming, which Irvine Welsh[image: External link] has been attached to script, will focus on a set of Spring Breakers coming into conflict with Christian extremists.[73]

Upon the announcement, Franco released a statement saying that the sequel was "not being done with Harmony Korine or my consent" and that the producers were "capitalizing on that innovative film to make money on a weak sequel" and attempting to "make money off someone else's creativity."[74]

Stars Dance






Stars Dance is the solo debut studio album by American singer Selena Gomez. It was released on July 19, 2013, by Hollywood Records. Gomez began planning the project in 2012, at which time she announced that her band Selena Gomez & the Scene would be taking an indefinite hiatus, and continued work into 2013. She has cited artists such as Britney Spears and Skrillex[image: External link] as influences on the record, which stylistically features EDM and electropop music. Elements of dubstep, techno, disco and worldbeat[image: External link] have been noted on the album. Gomez worked with producers such as Rock Mafia[image: External link] and The Cataracs[image: External link] on the album.

Upon its release, Stars Dance received generally mixed reviews from music critics[image: External link]. While some complimented both Gomez's maturing image and the album's content both lyrically and vocally, the album was criticized for its electronic-heavy and somewhat "generic" production. It is her first album to debut at number one on the Billboard 200. The album sold 97,000 copies in its first week of release in the country, making it her highest selling debut at the time. This was later surpassed by her second studio effort, Revival (2015), which sold 117,000 units in its first week. It became her fourth top twenty entry in the United Kingdom, peaking at number fourteen. As of May 2017, the album has sold an estimated 407,000 copies in the United States, making it her lowest selling studio album to date in the country.[2]

The album's lead single, "Come & Get It[image: External link]" featured heavy electronic and worldbeat themes, became Gomez's first top 10 entry in the United States, and entered the top ten in countries such as the United Kingdom, Ireland, and Canada, among others. It was also successful on pop radio, reaching number-two on the Mainstream Top 40 chart. The second single, "Slow Down[image: External link]", failed to match the success of its predecessor, though did peak inside the Top 30 in the United States. It was met with success on pop radio, reaching the top ten of the Mainstream Top 40 chart. Gomez promoted the album through a number of high-profile performances, such as the 2013 Billboard Music Awards[image: External link]. Gomez embarked on the Stars Dance Tour (2013) to further promote the release.[3]

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 Background




Selena Gomez & the Scene's third studio album, When the Sun Goes Down (2011), was musically rooted in electropop[4] and dance-pop,[5] similar to the group's sophomore album, A Year Without Rain (2010).[6] Although reviews from contemporary music critics[image: External link] were mixed,[7] the album was a commercial success,[8] selling over 650,000 copies as of July 2013.[8] In January 2012, Gomez announced that she would put her music career on hold in order to focus on her acting career, and that the band would be taking a hiatus: "my band and I are going our separate ways for a while. This year is all about films and acting and I want my band to play music wherever with whoever. We will be back but, it will be a good while."[9][10] Despite her earlier statements, Gomez first confirmed in October 2012 that work had begun on an upcoming album,[11] and later said it would be her solo debut album, rather than her band's fourth album.[12][13] Gomez announced in March that the album's lead single would be released the following month, and that the album would follow that Summer.[14] On April 15, Gomez revealed plans of her first world tour, known as the Stars Dance Tour.[15][16] Gomez officially confirmed on June 3 that the album would be titled Stars Dance,[17] and also revealed the album's track listing and cover art.[18]

On her return to music, Gomez stated "I miss it. I want to be able to write about things I've never talked about before and tell a story with this album, because I've never actually had time to go in and do that."[19] For the album, Gomez made it with production team The Cataracs[image: External link],[20] as well as the Norwegian Stargate[image: External link].[21][22] Gomez also worked with Rock Mafia[image: External link] on numerous tracks on the album,[23] having previously worked with them on previous singles with The Scene.[24] For Stars Dance, Gomez attempted to have more creative control over her music, stating "It's definitely the hardest I have ever worked on a record, that's for sure. I wanted to have more creative control over the album's direction."[25] Jason Evigan, who worked with Gomez on the album, said "She's not a little girl anymore. She wants to be like that and be respected like the great pop artists out there [...] And I think she is. I think this album is really gonna blossom her into a new realm of electronic pop dance artist."[26] Prior to the album's release, Gomez announced she would be taking a musical hiatus after Stars Dance, commenting "I've been saying that I worked really hard on this record and I feel like it might be my last one for a while [...] I definitely love acting and I love film and I don't feel like I've done enough of that." [27]

Following the album's announcement, numerous sources began claiming that the majority of the album was written about Gomez's relationship with Bieber.[28] These rumors continued to rise in popularity following the release of "Come & Get It",[29] and prompted Gomez to confirm that the song was not about Bieber.[30][31] She later said, however, that the song "Love Will Remember[image: External link]" is about her relationship with Bieber.[32] She revealed the song was "the most personal track on the record", and added "I think it's a sweet way of releasing it. It's not an aggressive approach to what people are probably expecting. I'm sure he'll love it too."[33] The song "Birthday" was the first song recorded for the album.[34] Gomez has listed "Forget Forever" as one of her favorite tracks on the album saying, "It's a really beautiful song. It has meaning behind it and it was a really special time in the studio. I got to be with the writers and just enjoy being in that moment. That was a really fun emotional song for me to sing but then I just kind of wanted to dance after I released it because it felt like I got to release this feeling that I had and it's a beautiful song."[35] She later spoke of "Forget Forever" by stating "It's forgetting all the troubles, about the past, just enjoying everything else."[36] Recording artist Jennifer Lopez[image: External link] wanted to record the song "Save the Day" for her 2013 album, but failed to get it from Gomez.[37] "Come & Get It" was initially recorded by Barbadian recording artist Rihanna for her sixth studio album. However, she decided against using the song.[38]
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 Musical style and themes




Musically, Stars Dance is an album rooted stylistically in EDM and pop,[39][40] this later specifically showcased as electropop[41][42][43] while also containing strong elements of dubstep, techno, disco and worldbeat[image: External link].[44][45][46] Jocelyn Vena of MTV News described the music on Stars Dance as "dance-song-heavy" dubstep, that contains " wobbly[image: External link] synths, loopy vocals, fist-pumping beats and crunchy breakdowns[image: External link]".[45] The album contains a highly diverse musical composition, highlighted by Caroline Sullivan of The Guardian[image: External link] as "darting efficiently from EDM to Bollywood[image: External link]".[47] The majority of the album contains dubstep breakdowns, requisite stabs of synths, and according to Jim Farber of New York Daily News[image: External link], "features a frisson of sex previously absent from this good-girl singer's work."[48] Jason Evigan said of the album's musical style, "She's got some really cool like ethnic influence, kind of tribally dance drums and stuff like that", stating that it was similar to music by Jennifer Lopez[image: External link].[49] August Brown of the Los Angeles Times called Stars Dance a "sassy" pop-EDM album, noting its composition included "oxygen-sucking" sub-bass[image: External link], trap[image: External link] snares. Brown noted the influence of Spring Breakers on the album, saying that Gomez wasn't ready to leave the "neon-splattered emotional hellscape of Spring Breakers just yet".[50] He further went on to say: "Stars Dance is exactly the kind of album one makes in 2013 if you want to keep the pop sugar of the Disney tween cabal but mix in some broken glass and a club bathroom nosebleed. Its productions are rooted in today's pop-EDM default mode, but as that stuff goes, 'Slow Down' is pretty capable, and the bhangra-appropriating 'Come & Get It' is guilelessly silly enough to work."[50]

The album's title track was described by Gomez as being "kind of sensual", while "Like a Champion" is said to feature Jamaican and reggae influences.[34] When talking about the song "Save the Day", Gomez stated "Do you ever have moments where you don't ever want them to end? I've had those moments. It's about saving those moments and never wanting it to go away."[36] The song "Write Your Name" is about the feeling of falling in love.[36] Gomez described B.E.A.T. by saying "The song is cool and the lyrics are great, but it was more, 'I can't wait to perform this song onstage because I love the way I feel when I hear this song.' It's just dope."[34] Gomez later stated that "Undercover" was her favorite song on the album, commenting "I've never had the confidence to do different licks and melody changes. I messed up a lot [while recording] that one."[34] The album's lead single, "Come & Get It", has been described as featuring "Bollywood" influences,[52] as well as tribal music.[53] On-air personality Peter Dee noted that the song featured various electropop elements.[54] "Slow Down" is noted as featuring various dubstep influences,[55] while the song's lyrics speak of taking a relationship slowly rather than rushing into things.[56] Gomez has listed pop singers Britney Spears and Janet Jackson as some of the album's biggest influences,[57] and later cited Skrillex[image: External link], Taylor Swift, and Christina Aguilera as major influences.[58] She listed dubstep producer Skrillex[image: External link] as an influence to the album, with him having previously worked on the soundtrack for Gomez's film Spring Breakers.[59] She later stated "Doing Spring Breakers was really fun, because Skrillex and Cliff Martinez did the soundtrack, and [Skrillex] kind of inspired me with a baby dubstep, because I have a few songs that have that."[60] Jim Farber of New York Daily News[image: External link] noted influences of Spears, Jennifer Lopez, and Janet Jackson, although going on to say "Gomez's writer and producers have aped other stars' tricks gamely enough to create a pretty good time. It helps that Gomez boasts a far richer voice than her idols, Britney, J.Lo and Janet."[48]
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 Songs and lyrical content




The album opens with "Birthday", an electropunk[image: External link], EDM and dubstep song which contains sparse drums, trap[image: External link] snares, vocal chants and influences of hip hop[image: External link],[45][47][61] and has been described by Julia Rubin of Headlines and Global News as a "candy-coated, clap-happy club anthem with plenty of girl power[image: External link] and sex appeal, much like a bubblegum[image: External link] version of Rihanna's 'Cockiness (Love It)[image: External link]'."[62] "Slow Down[image: External link]" is a high-octane, uptempo[image: External link] dance-pop and EDM song,[63][64] that has been described as "wobbly club thumper" by Robert Copsey of Digital Spy.[65] It features a dubstep chorus, funk[image: External link] guitars, a four on the floor[image: External link] beat, and a spoken word outro.[63] Lyrically, the song speaks of "slowing down the song" so the party doesn't end.[63][66] "Stars Dance", the album's title track, is a "breathy and sultry" dubstep song,[67][68] which contains an orchestral[image: External link]-dubstep beat.[69] The song contains "brief but potent" flourishes of strings, dark synths with gloomy, trip hop[image: External link] beats along with low, burbling bass.[61] According to Rubin, "Gomez's soft voice takes center stage over sexy synth-beats, icy choruses and wallowing melodies."[62] "Stars Dance" has also received comparisons to the works of Britney Spears.[67] "Like a Champion" is a dancehall song,[70] with influences of funk[image: External link], reggae[image: External link], and soca music[image: External link],[67][68][71] and features Gomez singing the song in a Bajan accent.[71] The song has received heavy comparisons to the works of Rihanna, with critics noting the song's breezy and carefree vocal delivery.[68][71] "Come & Get It[image: External link]" is a tribal electropop and popstep song,[72][73] which contains a Bhangra[image: External link] beat, sonic drops, and influences of Indian music[image: External link].[74][75] Lyrically, the song is about female lover's attempts to rekindle a previously ended romance.[76]

"Forget Forever" is a dance-pop[77][78] and synthpop[image: External link][68] song which contains an EDM beat and house music[image: External link] breakdowns.[78][79] Lyrically, the song is about a breakup.[79] Sam Lansky of Idolator said the song is an "electrifying dance-pop banger with a monolithically great chorus and a storming, anthemic beat, plus a big house break."[78] Nate Jones of Popdust called the song "bright and expansive", going onto say that Gomez's vocals "fly over an EDM beat that can't help getting us ready for summer."[79] "Save the Day" is a "thumping" Latin pop[image: External link] and house music song with influences of dubstep.[61][68] "B.E.A.T." is a "sexy" urban hip hop song who samples the chorus of Dev[image: External link] single Bass Down Low[image: External link],[67] described by Jon O'Brien of Yahoo! Music[image: External link] as " minimal[image: External link] spoken word electro".[68] Throughout the song, Gomez's vocals are chopped and processed to create the effect of stuttering.[61] Christina Drill of Popdust said the song was "infectious and definitely racier than usual for Selena (the chorus: 'It's a big bad world but I'm not ashamed / I like the lights in my hand and the beat in my face')".[80] "Write Your Name" has been described as an "exotic" sounding electronic dance and house music[image: External link] song.[67][68][81][82] The song contains a rap[image: External link] verse by Gomez, as well as elements of dubstep.[61][67] O'Brien of Yahoo! Music said that: "Forget Forever' and 'Write Your Name' both manage to tiptoe into 'hands in the air' territory without succumbing to the usual Guetta[image: External link]-style bombast."[68] "Nobody Does It Like You" has been described as "one of the better pop songs to incorporate dubstep" while "Music Feels Better" was called a "deep disco dive". Michael McCarthy of Love Is Pop called it "a bright and shiny, carefree as a giggle, dance tune that's sure to lift your spirits", comparing the track with "various Thunderpuss[image: External link] remixes from the late '90s."[61]
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 Promotion




Gomez promoted the album through a number of interviews and televised live performances. She appeared on On Air with Ryan Seacrest[image: External link] on April 8, 2013 to promote "Come & Get It".[83] She gave her first televised performance of the song at the 2013 MTV Movie Awards[image: External link] on April 14, 2013.[84] The appearance saw Gomez in an "all-red, 'earthy'" outfit, and received a generally positive reception.[85] She appeared on Dancing with the Stars[image: External link] on April 16 to perform "Come & Get It".[86][87] On April 18, she performed the song again on The Ellen Degeneres Show[image: External link].[88] Gomez donned a bindi[image: External link] for these performances, and later came under fire by the Universal Society of Hinduism for her use of the religious symbol.[89][90][91][92] Gomez appeared on The Late Show with David Letterman[image: External link] on April 25, where she performed "Come & Get It".[93] On April 27, she performed the song yet again at the 2013 Radio Disney Music Awards[image: External link].[94] She did not perform the song again until May 19, when she performed at the 2013 Billboard Music Awards[image: External link].[95] Days later, she performed "Come & Get It" on The Graham Norton Show[image: External link].[96]

Gomez appeared at the MuchMusic Headquarters on May 30, where she performed "Slow Down" for the first time. On July 4, Gomez performed both "Come & Get It" and "Slow Down" at the Macy's 4th of July Celebration[image: External link].[97] Gomez appeared on This Morning[image: External link] in the United Kingdom to perform "Come & Get It". To coincide with the release of Stars Dance, Gomez performed "Come & Get It", "Slow Down", and "Birthday" on Good Morning America[image: External link].[98] In September, Gomez appeared on Live! With Kelly and Michael[image: External link] to perform "Birthday".[99] Following the release of "Slow Down", Gomez appeared on The View[image: External link] to perform the song.[100] She performed the song again on The Late Show with David Letterman[image: External link].[101] She performed "Slow Down" on The X Factor[image: External link] in the United States.[102] Gomez was selected to be the halftime performer during the Dallas Cowboys[image: External link] vs. Oakland Raiders[image: External link] game held on Thanksgiving[image: External link].[103] For the show, Gomez performed a medley of "Like a Champion", "Slow Down", and "Come & Get It".[103] The tour was further promoted through her worldwide Stars Dance Tour (2013), which visited countries such as the United States and Asia.[104] The tour became making over $36 million at the box office.[105] Originally meant to feature dates in Australia and Japan, the tour was cancelled due to personal issues.[106]
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 Singles




"Come & Get It[image: External link]", was released as the lead single from the album on April 6, 2013. As of July 2013, the song became Gomez's most successful single to date, peaking at number 6 of the US Billboard Hot 100 and the Canadian Hot 100[image: External link][107][108] as well as being certified 3x Platinum by the RIAA. The music video premiered on MTV on May 7, 2013[109] and was directed by Anthony Mandler[image: External link].[110] "Slow Down[image: External link]", was released as a promomotinal single on June 3, 2013.[111] via an instant digital download with the pre-order of the album on iTunes,[112] and was co-produced by The Cataracs[image: External link] and David Kuncio. It was later released as the album's official second single on August 13, 2013.[113] It peaked at number 27 on the Billboard Hot 100.[114] The official video was uploaded to YouTube[image: External link] on July 19, 2013.[115]
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 Critical reception




Stars Dance received mixed reviews from music critics[image: External link]. Positive remarks went toward the overall production of the album, as well as its lyrics and Gomez's vocals. Mixed reviews went towards her inability to create her own musical identity; she was compared to singer Rihanna on several occasions.[125] At Metacritic, which assigns a normalized[image: External link] rating out of 100 to reviews from critics, the album received an average[image: External link] score of 59, which indicates "mixed or average reviews".[126] Tim Sendra from Allmusic[image: External link] awarded the album three-and-a-half stars out of five. As he pointed out "Slow Down", "Save the Day" and "Undercover" as highlights, he said "Selena's reliably strong vocals and the variety of sounds, it adds up to be another fine entry in her catalog and just another example of why Selena Gomez is one of the best pop stars making music in 2013."[117] Stephen Unwin from Express.co.uk[image: External link] compared the new effort to Vanessa Hudgens[image: External link] and said "Both [Gomez and Hudgens] have now turned their attention to themes of a more adult nature, this new album of Selena's being one of them and she's just about pulled it off."[127]

Two Guardian[image: External link] reviews were issued. The first, observed by Kitty Empire, awarded the album three stars out of five.[120] Conversely, the second Guardian review, observed by Hermione Hoby, was mixed and awarded it two stars out of five. She clarified that "if she really wants to be considered a grown-up pop star, Selena Gomez is going to have to find some better hit-makers." She compared the work, including "Like a Champion", to Rihanna.[128] August Brown from the Los Angeles Times found that the album was "the kind of album one makes in 2013 if you want to keep the pop sugar of the Disney tween cabal but mix in some broken glass and a club bathroom nosebleed. Its productions are rooted in today's pop-EDM default mode [...]"[129] Natalie Palmer from Entertainmentwise[image: External link] took perspective of other critics and commentators, saying the album should have been praised for "trying something new". She discussed "'Stars Dance' isn't what you would expect from a girl who was once a Disney princess. Many often go for the bubblegum pop or the angry rock chick but the 21-year-old has opted for an edgier genre and a unique sound."[130] Matthew Horton from Virgin Media[image: External link] awarded the album two stars. He criticized her "lack of personality" in most songs and felt her vocal abilities on the album "doesn't help". He concluded saying "It's all too identikit, [and] could be anyone with a grasp of average dance-pop".[131] Simon Price from The Independent[image: External link] awarded one star out of the five, criticizing the lack of effort saying that "Even given these facts, it's a pop record, which means one killer track would redeem everything. Predictably enough, it never comes."[132] Ron Harris from The Huffington Post felt the album did not live up to expectations, citing Gomez as a "vibrant young woman of Disney pedigree [who] simply punched the clock and worked through an already cooked musical plot foisted upon her. Gomez might be an incredibly talented and interesting person with much to offer artistically, but we'll never find out at this rate." He also found the album to have less personality than her previous records with The Scene.[133]
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 Commercial performance




Stars Dance debuted at number one on the Billboard 200, selling 97,000 copies in its first week of release.[134][135][136] This made it Gomez's first album to reach the top of the chart, as well as her highest first sales week for an album, until surpassed by her second release Revival, which sold 117,000 its first week.[137][138] The album fell to number eight on the chart during its second week, selling an additional 31,000 copies.[139] These sales were a 68% drop from the previous week's sales.[140] In its third week, the album fell to number thirteen.[141] The album continued to decline on the chart the following week, landing at number eighteen.[142] In its fifth week, the album fell to number twenty-five. The album rose to number twenty-four on the chart following this. Following this rise, the album had a 23% increase in sales, selling 17,213 copies and reaching number twenty-one.[143] Despite this, the album dropped to number thirty-three the following week, selling just over 7,000 copies. Stars Dance spent a total of twenty-five weeks on the Billboard 200, with its last appearance being on the week ending January 25, 2014.[144] As of May 2017, the album has sold 407,000 copies in the United States, making it her lowest selling studio album to date in the country.[145] It is her only studio effort to not receive a certification from the RIAA[image: External link] yet.[146]

The album debuted at number one on the Canadian Albums Chart[image: External link], with sales of 16,500 copies in its first week.[147] It was her first number one in the country, and sold more than 5,000 in its first week than her previous effort.[148] On August 27, 2013 the album received a Gold certification from the CRIA[image: External link], for sales exceeding 40,000.[149] Stars Dance had its first chart entry on the New Zealand Albums Chart[image: External link], entering in the top five at number five itself.[150] In the United Kingdom, the album debuted and peaked at number fourteen; it spent a total of four weeks on the chart.[151] It peaked at number nine in Ireland[image: External link],[152] and spent a total of six weeks on the chart.[153] The record peaked at number eight in Australia[image: External link].[154] The album was more successful in international territories. In Mexico[image: External link], the album debuted at number one on the Mexican Albums Chart[image: External link],[155] and later went on to be certified Gold in the country for selling 30,000 copies.[156] Stars Dance also reached number one in Portugal[image: External link], and was certified Platinum in the country.[157] The album peaked at number eight in Brazil, and also received a Platinum certification in the country.[158]

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Billboard 200






The Billboard 200 is a record chart[image: External link] ranking the 200 most popular music albums[image: External link] and EPs in the United States[image: External link], published weekly by Billboard magazine. It is frequently used to convey the popularity of an artist[image: External link] or groups of artists. Often, a recording act will be remembered by its "number ones[image: External link]", those of their albums that outperformed all others during at least one week.

The chart is based mostly on sales (both at retail[image: External link] and digital[image: External link]) of albums in the United States. The weekly sales period was originally Monday to Sunday when Nielsen[image: External link] started tracking sales in 1991, but since July 2015, tracking week begins on Friday (to coincide with the Global Release Date of the music industry[image: External link]) and ends on Thursday. A new chart is published the following Tuesday with an issue post-dated to the Saturday of the following week. The chart's streaming[image: External link] schedule is also tracked from Friday to Thursday.[1]


	Friday January 1 – sales tracking week begins

	Thursday January 7 – sales tracking week ends

	Tuesday January 12 – new chart published, with issue date of Saturday January 23.



New product is released to the American market on Fridays. Digital downloads[image: External link] of albums are also included in Billboard 200 tabulation. Albums that are not licensed for retail sale in the United States (yet purchased in the U.S. as imports) are not eligible to chart. A long-standing policy which made titles that are sold exclusively by specific retail outlets (such as Walmart[image: External link] and Starbucks[image: External link]) ineligible for charting, was reversed on November 7, 2007, and took effect in the issue dated November 17.[2]

Beginning with the December 13, 2014 issue, Billboard updated the methodology of their album chart to also include on-demand streaming and digital track sales (as measured by Nielsen SoundScan) by way of a new algorithm, utilizing data from all of the major on-demand audio subscription and online music sales services[image: External link] in the United States.[3]

As of the issue dated June 17, 2017, the number-one album on the Billboard 200 is Hopeless Fountain Kingdom[image: External link] by Halsey[image: External link].[4]
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 History




Billboard began an album chart in 1945. Initially only five positions long, the album chart was not published on a weekly basis, sometimes three to seven weeks passing before it was updated. A biweekly (though with a few gaps), 15-position Best-Selling Popular Albums chart appeared in 1955. With the increase in album sales as the early 1950s format wars stabilized into market dominance by 45 RPM singles and long-playing twelve-inch albums, with 78 RPM record and long-playing ten-inch album sales decreasing dramatically, Billboard premiered a weekly Best-Selling Popular Albums chart on March 24, 1956. The position count varied anywhere from 10 to 30 albums. The first number-one album on the new weekly list was Belafonte by Harry Belafonte[image: External link]. The chart was renamed to Best-Selling Pop Albums later in 1956, and then to Best-Selling Pop LPs in 1957.

Beginning on May 25, 1959, Billboard split the ranking into two charts Best-Selling Stereophonic LPs for stereo[image: External link] albums (30 positions) and Best-Selling Monophonic LPs for mono[image: External link] albums (50 positions). These were renamed to Stereo Action Charts (30 positions) and Mono Action Charts (40 positions) in 1960. In January 1961, they became Action Albums—Stereophonic (15 positions) and Action Albums—Monophonic (25 positions). Three months later, they became Top LPs—Stereo (50 positions) and Top LPs—Monaural (150 positions).

On August 17, 1963 the stereo and mono charts were combined into a 150-position chart called Top LPs. On April 1, 1967, the chart was expanded to 175 positions, then finally to 200 positions on May 13, 1967. In February 1972, the album chart's title was changed to Top LPs & Tape; in 1984 it was retitled Top 200 Albums; in 1985 it was retitled again to Top Pop Albums; in 1991 it became The Billboard 200 Top Albums; and it was given its current title of The Billboard 200 on March 14, 1992.
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 Catalog albums




In 1960, Billboard began concurrently publishing album charts which ranked sales of older or mid-priced titles. These Essential Inventory charts were divided by stereo and mono albums, and featured titles that had already appeared on the main stereo and mono album charts. Mono albums were moved to the Essential Inventory—Mono chart (25 positions) after spending 40 weeks on the Mono Action Chart, and stereo albums were moved to the Essential Inventory—Stereo chart (20 positions) after 20 weeks on the Stereo Action Chart.

In January 1961, the Action Charts became Action Albums—Monophonic (24 positions), and Action Albums—Stereophonic (15 positions). Albums appeared on either chart for up to nine weeks, then were moved to an Essential Inventory list of approximately 200 titles, with no numerical ranking. This list continued to be published until the consolidated Top LPs chart debuted in 1963.

In 1982, Billboard began publishing a Midline Albums chart (alternatively titled Midline LPs) which ranked older or mid-priced titles. The chart held 50 positions and was published on a bi-weekly (and later tri-weekly) basis.

On May 25, 1991, Billboard premiered the Top Pop Catalog Albums[image: External link] chart. The criteria for this chart were albums that were more than 18 months old and had fallen below position 100 on the Billboard 200.[5] An album needed not have charted on the Billboard 200 at all to qualify for catalog status.

Starting with the issue dated December 5, 2009, however, the catalog limitations which removed albums over 18 months old, that have dropped below position 100 and have no currently-running single, from the Billboard 200 was lifted, turning the chart into an all-inclusive list of the 200 highest-selling albums in the country (essentially changing Top Comprehensive Albums[image: External link] into the Billboard 200). A new chart that keeps the previous criteria for the Billboard 200 (dubbed Top Current Albums) was also introduced in the same issue.[6]
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 Holiday albums




Billboard has adjusted its policies for Christmas[image: External link][7] and holiday[7] albums several times. The albums were eligible for the main album charts until 1963, when a Christmas Albums list was created. Albums appearing here were not listed on the Top LPs chart. In 1974, this rule was reverted and holiday albums again appeared within the main list.

In 1983, the Christmas Albums chart was resurrected, but a title's appearance here did not disqualify it from appearing on the Top Pop Albums chart. In 1994 the chart was retitled Top Holiday Albums. As of 2009 the chart holds 50 positions and is run for several weeks during the end-of-calendar-year holiday season. Its current policy allows holiday albums to concurrently chart on the Top Holiday Albums list and the Billboard 200.
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 Incorporation of streaming data and track sales

Beginning with the December 13, 2014 issue, Billboard updated the methodology of its album chart again, changing from a "pure sales-based ranking" to one measuring "multi-metric consumption".[3] With this overhaul, the Billboard 200 includes on-demand streaming and digital track sales (as measured by Nielsen SoundScan) by way of a new algorithm, utilizing data from all of the major on-demand audio subscription services including Spotify[image: External link], Beats Music[image: External link], Google Play[image: External link] and Xbox Music[image: External link]. Under the new methodology, ten track sales or 1,500 song streams from an album are treated as equivalent to one purchase of the album. Billboard will continue to publish a pure album sales chart, called Top Album Sales, that maintains the traditional Billboard 200 methodology, based exclusively on SoundScan's sales data.[3]
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 Nielsen SoundScan




Since May 25, 1991, the Billboard 200's positions have been derived from Nielsen SoundScan[image: External link] sales data, as of 2008 contributed by approximately 14,000 music sellers. Because these numbers are supplied by a subset of sellers rather than record labels[image: External link], it is common for these numbers to be substantially lower than those reported by the Recording Industry Association of America when Gold, Platinum and Diamond album[image: External link] awards are announced (RIAA awards reflect wholesale shipments, not retail sales).
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 Year-end charts




Billboard's "chart year" runs from the first week of December to the final week in November. This altered calendar allows for Billboard to calculate year-end charts and release them in time for its final print issue in the last week of December. Prior to Nielsen SoundScan, year-end charts were calculated by an inverse-point system based solely on an album's performance on the Billboard 200 (for example, an album would be given one point for a week spent at position 200, two points for a week spent at position 199... up to 200 points for each week spent at number one). Other factors including the total weeks on the chart and at its peak position were calculated into an album's year-end total.

After Billboard began obtaining sales information from Nielsen SoundScan, the year-end charts are now calculated by a very straightforward cumulative total of yearlong sales. This gives a more accurate picture of any given year's best-selling albums, as a title that hypothetically spent nine weeks at number one in March could possibly have sold fewer copies than one spending six weeks at number three in January. Interestingly, albums at the peak of their popularity at the time of the November/December chart-year cutoff many times end up ranked lower than one would expect on a year-end tally, yet are ranked on the following year's chart as well, as their cumulative points are split between the two chart-years.
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 Uses




The Billboard 200 can be helpful to radio[image: External link] stations as an indication of the types of music listeners are interested in hearing. Retailers[image: External link] can also find it useful as a way to determine which recordings should be given the most prominent display in a store. Other outlets, such as airline[image: External link] music services, also employ the Billboard charts to determine their programming.
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 Limitations




The chart omits unit sales for listed albums and total recorded sales, making it impossible to determine, for example, if the number-one album this week sold as well as the number-one from the same period in the prior year. It is also impossible to determine the relative success of albums on a single chart; there is no indication of whether the number-one album sold thousands more copies than number 50, or only dozens more. All music genres[image: External link] are combined, but there are separate Billboard charts for individual market segments. The complete sales data broken down by location is made available, but only in the form of separate SoundScan subscriptions.
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 All-Time Billboard 200 achievements (1963–2015)




In 2015, Billboard magazine compiled a ranking of the 100 best-performing albums on the chart over the 52 years, along with the best-performing artists.[8] Shown below are the top 10 albums and top 10 artists over the 52-year period of the Billboard 200, through October 2015. Also shown are the artists placing the most albums on the overall "all-time" top 100 album list.

Barbra Streisand[image: External link] is the only artist to have number 1 albums in 6 decades. Her first was the 1964 album People[image: External link] and her most recent was the 2016 album Encore: Movie Partners Sing Broadway[image: External link], with a few weeks shy of 52 years between the two hitting number 1.

	The first album to debut at number one was Captain Fantastic and the Brown Dirt Cowboy[image: External link] by Elton John[image: External link].[53] John repeated the same feat with the album Rock of the Westies[image: External link] – the second album to debut at number one – making John the first artist to have two consecutive studio albums debut at number one.[53] Whitney Houston[image: External link]'s second album Whitney[image: External link] was the first album by a female artist to debut at number one.

	In the early 1960s, Bob Newhart[image: External link] had the accomplishment of having the number-one and number-two albums simultaneously on the Billboard albums chart, with The Button-Down Mind of Bob Newhart[image: External link] and The Button-Down Mind Strikes Back! This feat was equaled by The Beatles[image: External link] multiple times. They did this twice in 1964 with Meet The Beatles![image: External link] and Introducing... The Beatles[image: External link], and then with A Hard Day's Night[image: External link] and Something New[image: External link], followed in 1969 with the album The Beatles[image: External link] (commonly known as The White Album) and the soundtrack for the film Yellow Submarine[image: External link]. In 1991, Guns N' Roses[image: External link] held the top two with Use Your Illusion I[image: External link] and Use Your Illusion II[image: External link], in 2004, Nelly[image: External link]'s Suit[image: External link] and Sweat[image: External link] and in 2017, Future[image: External link]'s Future[image: External link] and HNDRXX[image: External link].[54]


	As a musician, Paul McCartney[image: External link] has the most number-one albums, with 26. This includes 19 albums from his work with The Beatles[image: External link] (referenced earlier in this article), 2 solo albums, and 5 albums as a part of his 1970s group Wings[image: External link]. John Lennon[image: External link] is in second place with 22, including 19 albums with The Beatles[image: External link], 2 solo albums, and 1 album credited to him and his wife Yoko Ono[image: External link].

	McCartney also has the most top 10 albums, with 50. This includes 32 with The Beatles[image: External link] (referenced earlier in this article), 8 albums with the group Wings[image: External link], 1 album credited to him and his first wife Linda McCartney[image: External link], and 9 solo albums.[55]


	As of 2008, Pink Floyd[image: External link]'s The Dark Side of the Moon[image: External link] has been on the charts for over 1,630 weeks, or approximately 31 years. Consecutively, the album spent a record 929 weeks on the Billboard 200. The other weeks were spent on the Top Pop Catalog Albums chart. Its closest rival is Bob Marley[image: External link]'s Legend[image: External link], checking in at over 975 weeks (Billboard 200 and Top Pop Catalog Albums combined).

	
Tapestry[image: External link] by Carole King[image: External link] holds the record for most consecutive weeks at number one on the Billboard 200 for any one album by a female solo artist with 15 weeks.[56]


	
Forever Your Girl[image: External link] by Paula Abdul[image: External link] spent 64 consecutive weeks on the Billboard 200 before hitting number one, making it the longest time for an album to reach the number-one spot, while the soundtrack to O Brother, Where Art Thou[image: External link] took 63 weeks to reach number one in 2001 making it the longest run since Nielsen SoundScan began tracking sales.

	The only EPs to reach number one on the chart are Alice in Chains[image: External link]'s Jar of Flies[image: External link] in 1994, Linkin Park[image: External link] and Jay-Z[image: External link]'s collaboration EP, Collision Course[image: External link] in 2004, the cast of the television series Glee[image: External link] with Glee: The Music, The Power of Madonna[image: External link] and Glee: The Music, Journey to Regionals[image: External link] in 2010, and Bad Meets Evil[image: External link]'s Hell: The Sequel[image: External link].

	
The Monkees[image: External link] are the only band to have had four number-one albums in the same year.[57] Elvis Presley[image: External link],[58] The Kingston Trio[image: External link],[59] The Beatles[image: External link], and the cast of the television series Glee[image: External link] had three different albums hit number one in the same year. Fourteen artists have had two different albums hit number one in the same year: The Kingston Trio[image: External link] in 1959,[59][60] Beyoncé, Led Zeppelin[image: External link], DMX[image: External link], Jay-Z[image: External link], Garth Brooks[image: External link], 2Pac[image: External link], System of a Down[image: External link], Eminem[image: External link], Susan Boyle[image: External link], One Direction[image: External link], Justin Timberlake[image: External link], Drake[image: External link] and Future[image: External link].

	
Prince[image: External link] is the only artist to have five albums simultaneously in the top ten, which occurred for a week in May 2016.

	
The Kingston Trio[image: External link] had four albums simultaneously in the top ten, which occurred for five consecutive weeks in November and December 1959.[22][23][24][25][26][61][62] Herb Alpert[image: External link] and The Tijuana Brass matched this with four albums in the Top Ten in April 1966.[63]


	In 2001, Britney Spears became the first female artist in the chart's history to have her first three albums debut at number one. She broke this record two years later with a fourth number-one debut.[64] With the number-one debut of her Circus[image: External link] album in 2008, Spears also became the youngest female artist in history to have five number-one albums.[65] She later beat the record when her 7th studio album, Femme Fatale[image: External link] debuted at number one on April, 2011.

	The first UK solo artist to debut at number one with a debut album is Leona Lewis[image: External link] on April 26, 2008 with the album Spirit[image: External link].[66] The first UK group to debut at number one with a debut album is One Direction[image: External link] on March 31, 2012 with the album Up All Night[image: External link].[67]


	Oldest male to debut at number one: Tony Bennett[image: External link] on October 8, 2011 (85 years, 66 days old) with the album Duets II[image: External link]. He was born August 3, 1926. Later, he surpassed his own record when his collaborative album with Lady Gaga, Cheek to Cheek[image: External link] debuted at number one on October 11, 2014 (88 years, 69 days old).

	Oldest female to debut at number one: Barbra Streisand[image: External link] on September 17, 2016 (74 years, 146 days old) with the album Encore: Movie Partners Sing Broadway[image: External link]. She was born April 24, 1942.

	The issue dated July 11, 2009 was the first time any catalog album outsold the number-one album on the Billboard 200. Three of Michael Jackson[image: External link]'s albums (Number Ones[image: External link], The Essential Michael Jackson[image: External link] and Thriller[image: External link]) claimed positions 1-3 respectively on Top Pop Catalog Albums and Top Comprehensive Albums in the week following Jackson's death.[68][69]


	With 24 weeks at number one for her album 21[image: External link], Adele[image: External link] holds the record for the longest time for a solo album by a female to remain at the top of the Billboard 200. This run was concurrent with her three number-one singles on the Hot 100. 21 also holds the record for the longest time for an album by a female solo artist to remain on the Billboard albums chart, with over six years.

	In 2012, Adam Lambert[image: External link] became the first openly gay[image: External link] musician to debut at No. 1 with his album Trespassing[image: External link].[70]


	There have been 23 albums released on an independent label[image: External link] to reach No. 1 on the Billboard 200.[71]


	As of September 27, 2015, only fourteen artists had topped the Billboard 200 without having had any singles appear on the Hot 100: Van Cliburn[image: External link], Bob Newhart[image: External link], Judy Garland[image: External link] (who had hit singles which predated the Hot 100), Vaughn Meader[image: External link], Frank Fontaine[image: External link], Blind Faith[image: External link], Pantera[image: External link], Bob Carlisle[image: External link] (whose hit song "Butterfly Kisses[image: External link]" was ineligible for the Hot 100 but charted on radio airplay charts), Il Divo[image: External link], Slipknot[image: External link], Vampire Weekend[image: External link], The Decemberists[image: External link], Amos Lee[image: External link] and Lecrae[image: External link].[72] Jackie Gleason[image: External link], at least for a time, held the record for the most albums to top the Billboard 200 without charting any songs in the top 40 of the Hot 100; three of Gleason's mood music albums topped the Billboard 200 in the mid-1950s.[73]


	As of December 18, 2013, Beyoncé became the only female artist to have her first 5 studio albums debut at No. 1 on the Billboard 200 chart, following the release of her self-titled album Beyoncé[image: External link].[18]


	
One Direction[image: External link] became the first group in history to debut at No. 1 with its first three albums when Midnight Memories[image: External link] debuted at number one on the Billboard 200 dated December 14, 2013. They later became the first group to debut at No. 1 with their first four albums when Four[image: External link] debuted atop the chart on November 26, 2014.[74]


	
Led Zeppelin[image: External link] hold the record for the longest gap between an album returning to the Top 10. Led Zeppelin[image: External link] first hit the Top 10 on the Billboard Top LP's chart for the week ending 17 May 1969 and returned 45 years and 35 days later at No.7, on the Billboard 200, for the week ending 21 June 2014.

	On May 1, 2016, Beyoncé broke the record she previously set in 2013, by becoming the only female artist to have her first 6 studio albums debut at No. 1 on the Billboard 200 chart, following the release of her sixth studio album Lemonade[image: External link]. Beyoncé also becomes the first and only artist in Billboard chart history to have all of her studio albums debut at No. 1, breaking a tied record with DMX.

	On May 22, 2016, Coloring Book[image: External link] by Chance the Rapper[image: External link] became the first streaming-only album to chart on the Billboard 200, debuting at No. 8, with the album being streamed 57.3 million times in its first week, which was equivalent to 38,000 units sold.[75]


	On March 18, 2017, Future[image: External link] made history by achieving back-to-back No. 1 album debuts in successive weeks with Future[image: External link] and HNDRXX[image: External link] for the first time in the chart's history.[54]

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Stars Dance Tour






The Stars Dance Tour was the first concert tour[image: External link] by American recording solo artist Selena Gomez to promote her first solo studio album, Stars Dance (2013). Gomez performed songs from her solo debut album, as well as her releases with Selena Gomez & the Scene. The tour launched on August 14, 2013 and continued until November 26, 2013. It serves as the first tour of Gomez's career, visiting Europe and Dubai.

On April 15, 2013, Gomez announced that she would be touring North America and Europe along with one show in Asia from August to November in support of her album Stars Dance. When asked about the tour, Gomez stated:


"It's going to be a bigger show. I’m excited. I’ve been dancing a lot and I just want to entertain people and I’m super stoked." Gomez further added: "I kind of missed shows when it used to just be about the dancing and the performing as opposed to how big and elaborate the stage is so I kind of want to get back to that. My favorites were Britney Spears and Janet Jackson so I kind of want it to be a bit more dancing and make it about entertainment and about the show and the songs as opposed to how big the stage and effects are."[2]



It was announced later that the tour would continue throughout Asia and Australia but in December 2013 Gomez released a statement saying that she decided to cancel the tour. Gomez stated:


"My fans are so important to me and I would never want to disappoint them. But it has become clear to me and those close to me that after many years of putting my work first, I need to spend some time on myself in order to be the best person I can be. To my fans, I sincerely apologize and I hope you guys know how much each and every one of you mean to me."[3]
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 Concert synopsis




The show begins with a video showing stars in outer space. The camera begins to zoom in on earth and down into a house where Gomez has fallen asleep after looking at star charts. The video then fades out to white, enlarges Gomez's face and shows her looking around at 4 mysterious doors that have appeared around here. She enters one containing stairs that lead to the stage and the real Gomez appears at the top of the real staircase in the center of the stage. She begins performing "Bang Bang Bang", dressed in white stretchy pants, a white crop top vest, and a long, sleeveless white coat. Next, she sings "Round & Round"[image: External link]. Once the song is over, Gomez welcomes everyone to the show and asks the audience for help singing the next song, "Like A Champion"[image: External link]. Next, Gomez and her dancers perform "B.E.A.T.", a high-power dance number, which is intermingled with Iggy Azalea[image: External link]'s "Work"[image: External link] before exiting the stage.

In the next section, A video interlude then plays, showing her entering another door that contains a video projector that begins to countdown. Gomez re-enters the stage wearing a sparkly, blue two-piece outfit with leather boots to perform "Stars Dance", which is full of beautiful, sensual dancing. "Write Your Name[image: External link]" is next, during which the dancers form a heart of neon glow sticks around Gomez. After the song, she asks the audience if anyone is celebrating a birthday and celebrates her recent 21st birthday with the crowd by performing "Birthday"[image: External link]. A brief segment of Rihanna's "Birthday Cake"[image: External link] is included at the end. A cover of "Roar"[image: External link] by Katy Perry[image: External link] is performed in the United States The lights go down as Gomez slowly begins "Love You Like A Love Song" before the lights come up at the chorus and the song is performed at normal speed. Gomez then leaves the stage.

Another video interlude shows Gomez entering another door, this one containing potted trees and flowers, and a gift box at the end on a pedestal. She opens the gift box to reveal the sparkly microphone with her name on it that she always performs with. Camera flashes and news headlines appear, symbolizing the exposure and interest in Gomez's personal life. She returns to the stage in a black dress to perform "Love Will Remember[image: External link]" under a spotlight on the s-shaped runway of the stage. Gomez sings a cover of "Dream" by Priscilla Ahn[image: External link], while playing the harmonica. Another cover, " Royals[image: External link]" by Lorde[image: External link], is performed in the Canadian and European cities on the tour. After a speech telling the audience to accept themselves for who they are and not to change for anyone, Gomez performs "Who Says" before leaving the stage.

Another video interlude shows Gomez opening the final door, which leads into a club. "Whiplash" begins to play before Gomez re-enters the stage in a sparkly, gold one-piece outfit with fringy tassels, and knee-high boots. Her and her dancers dance and hang around on suspended ropes during the duration of the song. As the lights fade, they return to focus on Gomez as she begins to sing "Naturally". "Save the Day" is performed in select cities. "Undercover" is next, another high-energy dance number with resonating sound waves displayed on the screen. A disco remix version of "A Year Without Rain" is also performed in select cities. Gomez then leaves the stage once more.

A final video clip displays Gomez sleeping at the desk again after looking at star charts. She awakes to reveal that the whole thing was a just a dream. The instrumental music of "Come & Get It"[image: External link] begins to play before the real Gomez enters the stage again wearing the same sparkly outfit with a silk, transparent skirt attached. The song features tribal dancing. After the song, Gomez exits the stage again, only to re-enter without the silk skirt to perform "Slow Down"[image: External link] as the music video plays in the background on the screen. Pink confetti blows out into the audience during the final chorus. She runs out onto the runway to acknowledge and thank the fans for coming to the show. She acknowledges the band and dancers before she runs to the top of the stage And makes her exit offstage as the music ends.

For You (Selena Gomez album)






For You is the first compilation album by American singer Selena Gomez. The album was released on November 24, 2014 through Hollywood Records. It contains material from Gomez's band Selena Gomez & the Scene, as well as her releases as a solo artist. For You has been described as a "collection" by Gomez, as opposed to a greatest hits album[image: External link]. The album serves as her final project to be released through Hollywood Records, with whom she released four studio albums and a remix album. It includes two previously unreleased songs, produced by Rock Mafia[image: External link], as well as new versions of some previously released recordings. A digital extended play containing the new material was made available for streaming.

The album received a generally positive critical reception upon its release; it was seen as a fair representation of her music career, while the new material was praised for its "mature" sound. For You failed to achieve much commercial success, selling 35,506 equivalent album units in the United States during its first week of release. This led to its debut at number twenty-four on the Billboard 200 chart. The project saw a similar commercial performance worldwide, entering the lower end of eleven total countries. The album has reportedly sold over 89,000 copies in the United States as of July 2015.

For You received minimal promotion prior to its release. "The Heart Wants What It Wants" was released as the sole single from the project on November 6, 2014; the album was announced and put up for pre-order the same day. The song and its accompanying music video received positive reviews from critics, who praised her new sound. The single went on to become her second top ten hit on the Billboard Hot 100 chart in the United States, and sold over one million copies in the country. It achieved similar success in multiple countries worldwide as well. Gomez performed the song at the American Music Awards of 2014[image: External link] the day before the album's release date; it remains her only performance of the song to date.

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 Background




Gomez first signed with Hollywood Records in 2008, and formed her band Selena Gomez & the Scene the following year.[2] The group released three studio albums together, all of which were commercially successful and spawned multiple hit singles.[3] The band initially performed rock and punk influenced tracks, though their later releases began to feature more pop and dance themes.[3] Gomez announced the group would take a hiatus in 2012, as she would be focusing on her acting career.[3] Despite this, Gomez later began working on both a Spanish album and her solo debut album; the Spanish album went unreleased.[4] Gomez released her debut album, Stars Dance, in 2013.[5] Following the cancellation of the planned third single from Stars Dance, rumors began circulating that Gomez would be parting ways with Hollywood Records.[6] Gomez later cancelled the Australian and Asian legs of her Stars Dance Tour (2013), claiming she wanted to spend time with her family.[6] In January 2014, Gomez entered a rehabilitation center, though a representative confirmed that it was not for substance abuse.[7][8] Despite initially neglecting to comment, Gomez confirmed in 2015 that she had been diagnosed with an auto-immune disease named lupus, and that she had cancelled the tour and entered rehab to undergo chemotherapy.[9][10]

Rumors of Gomez releasing a greatest hits album[image: External link] began circulating as early as July 2014.[11] Early reports claimed that Gomez planned to release the album to fulfill her contract with Hollywood Records, which required Gomez to release one more album through the label.[12] Gomez later fired her parents as her managers, signing with the WME and Brillstein companies.[13] This decision fueled the rumors of Gomez leaving her label, and speculation began to arise that she was in talks with Interscope Records.[14][15] The album was confirmed on October 17, when it appeared on Universal Music Group's official website as an upcoming release.[16] The site revealed the album's release date, and confirmed two new songs would appear on the compilation album.[16] Despite this, neither Gomez or her label confirmed the release of the album.[16] The track listing for the album was revealed on October 31, when Amazon.com[image: External link] in France temporarily posted the album on their site.[17] Gomez appeared on On Air with Ryan Seacrest[image: External link] to debut the lead single, "The Heart Wants What It Wants" (2014), and officially announced that For You was available for pre-order through digital retailers.[18] Gomez hoped that the release of the single and subsequent album would provide her with a "clean slate" going into 2015.[19]
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 Content and artwork




"The Heart Wants What It Wants" was written by Gomez, alongside Antonina Armato[image: External link], Tim James[image: External link] and David Jost[image: External link]; Gomez worked with longtime collaborators Rock Mafia[image: External link] to produce the song.[20] The song was initially recorded for inclusion on Stars Dance (2013), though was not featured on the album for unknown reasons.[21] "The Heart Wants What It Wants" differs from Gomez's previous releases, featuring elements of R&B[image: External link] music and a minimal[image: External link] electropop beat.[22][23] The song lyrically speaks of a troubled romance, and was inspired by Gomez's publicized relationship with Canadian pop singer Justin Bieber.[24][25] Gomez premiered the song on November 6 during an interview with Ryan Seacrest[image: External link], and said "It's also a step for me knowing like, 'Ok, this is what I'm about to say, and I need to say it when I'm ready' [...] And I think after this year, it's the perfect way to end the year, it's the perfect way to end a chapter in a way. It's like, this is what I'll say about every single person that has judged me for every decision that I've made, for every person, [and] heart that is being judged for something they've done, and now I just want to release it."[26]

"Do It" was also written by Gomez, Armato, James, and Jost; production was handled by Rock Mafia, Dubkiller, and Thomas Armato Sturges.[27] The song is much lighter than "The Heart Wants What It Wants", being an upbeat song that has been described as "sexy" by critics.[28][29] "Do It" features sexual innuendos and hidden meanings, and sees Gomez singing about her desire to "do it every single day".[30] The song leaked online days prior to the release of the album, and garnered media attention for its themes.[31] Gomez compared the song to releases from Lily Allen[image: External link], and described "Do It" as a "cute little catchy song and I thought it'd be a great little bonus track for the album."[32] "My Dilemma 2.0" is a previously unreleased remix to a song taken from Selena Gomez & the Scene's album When the Sun Goes Down (2011).[33] The Rock Mafia produced remix was set to be released as the fourth and final single from the album, featuring a guest rap from Flo Rida[image: External link]; the single's release was cancelled for unknown reasons, and the release of the remix was scrapped.[33] The version featured on For You has omitted the rap verse, and is credited solely to Selena Gomez & the Scene.[33] "Forget Forever", taken from Stars Dance (2013), is also featured in remixed form.[32] The fifth and final new release is "Más", the Spanish language version of a song taken from the Selena Gomez & the Scene album Kiss & Tell (2009).[34] The song was reportedly recorded for Gomez's first Spanish spoken album, which went unreleased.[34]

The previously released material featured on For You spans across the entirety of Gomez's music career. On the project, Gomez stated "I love my music so much and that’s the idea of this album…kind of collecting the past four years and my favorite songs that I’ve been able to do from when I was 15 to now being 22."[32] The album features all of her singles both as a solo artist and with Selena Gomez & the Scene, excluding "Hit the Lights" (2012).[27] Both "Naturally" (2010) and "A Year Without Rain" (2010) appear as the Dave Audé[image: External link] remixed versions.[27] "Tell Me Something I Don't Know" (2008) is included on the album as the remixed featured on her band's debut album.[27] For You also includes Gomez remix of the late Selena Quintanilla-Pérez single "Bidi Bidi Bom Bom[image: External link]" (1994), which Gomez recorded as a duet with the deceased singer for the remix album Enamorada de Ti[image: External link] (2012).[35] The artwork featured on both the album cover and its inner booklet is taken from the music video for "The Heart Wants What It Wants".[36] The digital extended play features the same cover art with a blue tint.[36]
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 Critical reception




For You received a generally mixed to positive reception upon its release. Allmusic[image: External link] gave the album four out of five stars, writing "Gomez might not be a belter or have the electric personality of some of her contemporaries; what she does possess is style, a winning voice, and lots of good songs -- as For You proves again and again."[1] AXS gave the album a score of three and a half, claiming that "Instead of just packaging her hits, Gomez's For You is layered with elements of her personality. The album reflects Selena's highs and lows from the past five years in the industry and serves as closure to her time with Hollywood Records. She sneaks in a few last words with love and that's something any fan can appreciate."[40] Idolator also gave the album a three and a half, and wrote "If you’ve slept on Selena’s music career, For You is a great starting point. For fans, it offers just enough new material to justify the purchase."[41] The site went on to praise both "The Heart Wants What It Wants" and "Do It".[41] The Times of India[image: External link] gave the album a score of three out of five, praising the new material but questioning whether Gomez's career warranted a compilation album at that point.[42] They added, "For You really is all about growth. We've got the punky-emo cuts like "Falling Down" to salacious songs like "Come & Get It" and also uplifting anthems that have defined her musical career till date."[42] Popology also praised the album, saying "At the end of it, For You shows us where she’s been, where she’s at right now, and where she’s going. It may not include every single release, but the new songs are what counts. They show that she has a vision for herself outside of Hollywood Records. We think we speak for all of her fans when we say we can’t wait to take the next step of her journey with her!"[43]
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 Commercial performance




The album was released to a minimal amount of promo, excluding a performance of "The Heart Wants What It Wants" at the American Music Awards of 2014[image: External link].[44] Initial estimations saw For You selling 15,000 copies for its first week, though these numbers slightly increased as the week went on.[45] The album debuted at number twenty four on the Billboard 200 with first week sales of 35,506 equivalent album units.[46] The album sold 17,139 copies in its first week.[46] During its second week of release, the album fell to number forty four on the chart;[47] it once more fell to number fifty two the following week, remaining there for two weeks.[48] The album rose to number thirty nine the next week, aided in part to the ongoing success of the project's lead single.[49] For You rose once more to number thirty one for its sixth week, with a total of 18,000 equivalent album units sold for the week.[50] Billboard reported that 60% of these units were from "The Heart Wants What It Wants", with For You selling 7,200 copies for the week.[50] The album rose once more to number twenty nine in its seventh week, though declined down the chart in subsequent weeks.[51]

For You went on to spend a total of fifteen weeks on the Billboard 200 chart, the lowest of her album thus far.[52] The album has sold 89,000 copies in the United States as of July 2015, according to Billboard.[53] Despite the minor success of For You in the United States, it failed to achieve much success outside of the country. Initial reports claimed that the album would reach the top forty in the United Kingdom, becoming her fifth album to do so.[54] Despite this, the album entered the chart at number sixty four, marking her lowest charting effort in the country to date.[55] The album fell out of the top seventy five the following week, and failed to re-enter.[55] The album fared similarly in Ireland, debuting and peaking at number ninety five in the country.[56] For You had minor success in territories such as Italy, Norway, and Spain, reaching the lower part of the top forty in each country.[57] The album went on to sell over 20,000 copies in Brazil, earning it a gold certification in the country.[58] This serves as the albums only certification worldwide. The album has sold over 100,000 copies worldwide since it was released.

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The Heart Wants What It Wants






"The Heart Wants What It Wants" is a song by American singer Selena Gomez from her 2014 compilation album For You. It was released on November 6, 2014, through Hollywood Records. The song was written by Gomez, Antonina Armato[image: External link] and Tim James[image: External link]. Additional songwriting was provided by David Jost[image: External link].[1][2][3] Armato and James, who collectively form the production duo Rock Mafia[image: External link], also produced the song. A mid-tempo pop and R&B[image: External link] track with a minimal[image: External link] electropop beat, its accompanying music video was premiered on November 6, 2014, alongside the premiere of the song itself.[4][5] It is Gomez's last release under the label.[6]

Music critics mostly commended the song's lyrical content, production, vocals, and Gomez's new direction. The song reached number six on the Billboard Hot 100. It also reached number six in Canada, and peaked in the top 40 in sixteen countries, including Australia, Belgium, New Zealand, and the United Kingdom.

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 Background and release




Gomez said about the song, "And it's also a step for me knowing like, 'Ok, this is what I'm about to say, and I need to say it when I'm ready' [...] And I think after this year, it's the perfect way to end the year, it's the perfect way to end a chapter in a way. It's like, this is what I'll say about every single person that has judged me for every decision that I've made, for every person, [and] heart that is being judged for something they've done, and now I just want to release it," Gomez stated in an interview with Ryan Seacrest[image: External link] on 102.7 KIIS FM during the world premiere of "The Heart Wants What It Wants."[7] In its first day on radio, the song had a listening audience of 10.061 million.[8]
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 Music and lyrics




"The Heart Wants What It Wants" is a midtempo pop and R&B[image: External link] song,[9][10] that contains a minimal electropop beat complete with finger snaps, ominous synths and haunting groans.[11] Several critics noted the reminiscence of the song to the works by singers Lorde[image: External link] and Lana Del Rey[image: External link].[11][12]

Lyrically, Gomez details being in love with a bad boy despite knowing he may not be a stand-up guy.[11] She sings, "The bed's getting cold and you're not here / The future that we hold is so unclear / But I'm not alive until you call / And I'll bet the odds against it all... / There's a million reasons why I should give you up / But the heart wants what it wants."[11]

The title is from a letter by Emily Dickinson[image: External link].[13] The saying was popularized in 2001 when it was quoted by Woody Allen[image: External link] in an interview about his relationship with Soon-Yi Previn[image: External link].[14]

 Critical reception




Lucas Villa of AXS favorably compared "The Heart Wants What it Wants" to the music of Lana Del Rey[image: External link] for Gomez's use of "trip hop[image: External link] beats, guitar and distorted Emile Haynie[image: External link]-styled yelps" alongside her "darkest" lyrics yet. He further wrote that the song "stands as a heartbreaking revelation in her five-year-old songbook, one that's vulnerably beautiful and unapologetically honest."[12] Tim Sendra of Allmusic[image: External link] highlighted the song and praised it by calling it "very adult and real-sounding" and adding that "she acquits herself well here too."[15] Popology Now called this song "emotionally charged."[16] The Huffington Post's Christopher Rosen deemed the song "a fairly good anthem for those going through heartbreak."[17]

Idolator praised the song: "The Rock Mafia-produced gem shows the former teen queen in an entirely new light. There’s a vulnerability we haven’t seen before as Selena sings about the dark side of her very own fairytale with palpable honesty and conviction" and the editor called it the selling point of an album and added that if Selena follows this direction, many hits will be coming for her."[18] The Times of India[image: External link] editor Kasmin Fernandes added that this song shows her in an "entirely new light."[19] Renowned for Sound was also positive: "smooth dose of pop with a second-guessing love storyline."[9] When reviewing single, Music Times concluded: "Emotional song channels Justin Bieber drama but is still stunning on its own."[20]
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 Accolades




"The Heart Wants What It Wants" won the award for Best Breakup Song at the 2015 Radio Disney Music Awards[image: External link].[21] It also received a nomination for Choice Break-Up Song[image: External link] at the 2015 Teen Choice Awards.[22]
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 Chart performance




The same day of its release, "The Heart Wants What It Wants" reached number two on the US iTunes[image: External link]. Mediabase[image: External link] reported that on its first day the single received a radio audience of over 10 million, making the means to compare its radio debut with the "Wrecking Ball[image: External link]" by Miley Cyrus, who debuted with four million less. Also in its debut it reached number one on the Billboard Twitter Real-Time[image: External link] list, which tracks the most mentioned and shared on Twitter[image: External link] songs.

During its first week, "The Heart Wants What It Wants" sold 103,000 digital copies in the United States, which allowed it to debut at number six in the list Digital Songs[image: External link]. These sales gave Gomez her second best debut on the list, after "Who Says" with her band Selena Gomez & the Scene, which debuted with 116,000 copies. The Billboard Hot 100 list, which combines the single's digital sales, plus its performance on the radio and streaming, debuted at number twenty-five; the best entry of the week. In Streaming Songs[image: External link] it debuted at number thirty-seven because it received 3.1 million streams.[23] After performing the song at the American Music Awards[image: External link] on November 23, 2014, Gomez received her second top 10 on the Billboard Hot 100, and it reached number six, the same position obtained by "Come & Get It[image: External link]" in May 2013. The week after its introduction, the song sold 136,000 copies and reached number five on Digital Songs, since it had a 98% increase in downloads compared to the previous week. Simultaneously, it reached the fifth position in Streaming Songs and debuted at number forty-two on Radio Songs[image: External link]. In the latter, managed to position itself as her second top ten, again behind "Come & Get It".[24] In the counting of Pop Songs[image: External link], based on the level of airplay[image: External link] that songs receive on pop radio stations in the United States, "The Heart Wants What It Wants" became Gomez's third top 10 single in her solo career and her third consecutive single that make it to the first ten. On the other hand, in late January 2015, the song debuted on the Hot Dance Club Songs[image: External link] chart, marking the most popular songs in the dance clubs of the United States. As of July 2015, the single has sold 1.3 million copies in the United States.[25]

In Canada[image: External link] it also achieved the best debut in its first week, at number nine. This automatically turned "The Heart Wants What It Wants" Gomez's third top 10 in the country and her second best positioned single after "Come & Get It[image: External link]" which peaked at number six followed by "Love You like a Love Song", which reached the tenth position. Weeks later "The Heart Wants What It Wants" equaled the position of "Come & Get It" in the Canadian territory.
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 Music video




The music video was filmed in black and white in California and directed by Dawn Shadforth[image: External link] over a year before its release.[26][27] The video received over 9 million views in its first 24 hours. Actor Shiloh Fernandez[image: External link] appears in the music video as Gomez's love interest.[8]

The UK edition of the International Business Times[image: External link] called the video "emotionally charged".[28] Artist Direct[image: External link] wrote that the video contained "a painful, powerful and emotional visual opening."[26]
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 Live performance




Gomez performed the single for the first time at the 2014 American Music Awards[image: External link].[29] In her presentation, Gomez wore a skin-colored dress, and the background consisted of images as dark lights, thorns, roses, broken glass and wings appeared behind her on the screen. At the end of her performance, the singer added the phrase "I thought you were the one...".

Caitlin White from MTV described the visuals as "amazing" and said: "It is a more mature song for Selena, but one that almost everyone in the audience could relate, given the intense and emotional response public."[30] The Wrap[image: External link]'s Matt Donnelly wrote that it was "a considerable growth moment" for the singer.[31] Casey Rackham of Zap2it[image: External link] called the performance "beautifully and emotionally intense." She commented that the use of wings was "pretty empowering."[32] After her presentation at the American Music Awards, the song went to number one on the Billboard Twitter Real-Time[image: External link], position it had occupied in its release.

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Revival (Selena Gomez album)






Revival is the second studio album by American singer Selena Gomez. It was released on October 9, 2015, by Interscope and Polydor Records[image: External link]. Gomez began planning the project in 2014, at which time she left her previous label Hollywood Records and subsequently joined Interscope and Polydor, and continued work into 2015.

The record was inspired by the work of a range of artists, especially Christina Aguilera's second studio album Stripped (2002), and Gomez's trip to Mexico[image: External link], where she defined the album's sound. Working with a handful of songwriters, Gomez co-wrote twelve out of the sixteen tracks that made the album's track lists. The album reflects her journey since 2013, including the media scrutiny on her personal life. As executive producers[image: External link], Gomez, Danny D, and Tim Blacksmith collaborated with producers including Hit-Boy[image: External link], Rock Mafia[image: External link], and Stargate[image: External link] to achieve her desired new sound. Their efforts resulted in a primarily pop record,[4][5][6] being the genre showcased in form of dance-pop[7] and midtempo electropop,[8] connected by a tropical[image: External link] beach[image: External link] sound and lyrics that discuss love and confidence.

Revival was included on several year-end lists of best albums. The record debuted at number one on the US Billboard 200 with first-week earnings of 117,000 units, of which 85,000 were pure album sales. In doing so, it became Gomez's second consecutive number-one album, after Stars Dance (2013). It was certified Platinum by the Recording Industry Association of America (RIAA), denoting one million album-equivalent units[image: External link] (including albums sales, streaming and track-equivalent units) sold in the United States.

With its singles "Good for You" (featuring rapper A$AP Rocky) and "Same Old Love" both reaching number five and "Hands to Myself" charting at number seven on the Billboard Hot 100, Revival is further distinguished as Gomez's first record to house multiple top 10 singles in the United States; all of which became her first three number-one singles on the Mainstream Top 40 chart. Gomez promoted the album with several televised performances and embarked on her Revival Tour in May 2016, which visited North America, Asia and Oceania. However, for health reasons,[citation needed[image: External link]] it was canceled in August.

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 Background




Speculation that Gomez would be releasing a compilation album to complete her recording obligations with her longtime label Hollywood Records first surfaced in July 2014.[9] Later reports published in September suggested that she had secured a new recording contract with Interscope chairman John Janick[image: External link].[10] At that time, Gomez had already sold around 2.8 million albums and 18.1 million singles in the United States, including three studio albums with her band Selena Gomez & the Scene.[10] Her compilation album For You and its lead single "The Heart Wants What It Wants" were released as her final projects with Hollywood Records in November, while Gomez officially announced her change in labels the following month.[11] After promoting the song during the 2014 American Music Awards[image: External link], Gomez revealed she was already recording a new studio album, saying: "I have been writing and recording — now. I just started." While being asked to reveal who she was working with, she claimed, "I don’t wanna say just yet. You’ll see it. It’ll be all over Instagram soon."[12] She also cited "The Heart Wants What It Wants" as a reference point, stating, "It’s exciting for me to start off with something like [it]. And then start leading into writing about all the other things that are going on in my life and have gone on in the past year or so. Even if it’s things that people may not necessarily know about. So I’m excited to kind of put more of my heart and soul into the next chapter of music."[13]
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 Development




Gomez first hinted at a collaboration with Australian singer Sia Furler[image: External link] by a picture posted to Instagram in November 2014; Furler later stated that she had composed some material for Gomez.[14] In December, Gomez commented that she had been recording new music for about four months, and suggested a possible partnership with producer[image: External link] and disc jockey[image: External link] Zedd[image: External link],[15] as well as posting pictures of herself recording songs from the album with producers Dreamlab[image: External link] and Ruffian.[16] In the same month, production team Stargate[image: External link] were announced to be working with her again, after producing "Come & Get It[image: External link]" (2013).[17] She initially expected that the record would contain 15 "extremely exciting" songs.[18] In January 2015, production duo Rock Mafia[image: External link] announced they were working with Gomez on the album.[19] Swedish songwriter and record producer Max Martin[image: External link] and British singer and songwriter Charli XCX[image: External link] also collaborated on the album, however both didn't work physically with the singer.[20] Midway through the album's recording process, Gomez went on a trip to Puerto Vallarta, Mexico[image: External link] with her crew to find inspiration, she said: " Hit-Boy[image: External link] and a few [members] of his producing team, Rock Mafia, and [songwriters] Justin Tranter and Julia Michaels. It was all of us in one house for five or six days. We would go out, listen to live music, and go back and create in this studio – in a closet, basically. We did four songs there. Only two ended up making the record ['Revival' and 'Body Heat'], but that trip was so crucial. I was just figuring out what I wanted to say."[21]
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 Composition




Musically, Revival is primarily a dance-pop and electropop album with R&B[image: External link] vibes,[7][8][22] which has been also described as "a heady mix of electronic dance music pop".[23] It has a "warm, tropical beach-pop sound",[24] and as noted by AllMusic's Tim Sendra, "[it] veers away from the bubblegum[image: External link] nature of her early work or the genre-hopping aspects of other releases." As he continued, "the album sticks pretty close to a club bangers-and-ballads mix with a couple of R&B-inspired jams thrown in."[4] Other critics also saw that the album has "midtempo pop",[25] minimalist dance beats and smoldering R&B grooves. Steve Knopper of Newsday[image: External link] also highlighted that "[t]he album is frequently dark and ominous, full of torch songs, with just enough stylish electronic dance music synths and upbeat melodies to enliven the mood."[26] Mikael Wood of Los Angeles Times and Mike Wass of Idolator both compared it to the works of Janet Jackson, with Wood comparing to her 2015 record, Unbreakable[image: External link] in terms of sound,[27] and Wass to her breakthrough album, Control[image: External link] (1986) in terms of its empowering themes.[28] The title track, "Revival", was considered "an experimental electro-adventure" with an "uplifting chorus."[28] "Same Old Love", a electropop and synthpop[image: External link] track[29][30] is built on a "rickety" piano sample and backgrounded Italo synths[image: External link],[31] starting off with a "whimsical ‘60s feel, but morph[ing] into a punchy bass dance track,"[23] meanwhile "Good for You" is an electro- R&B[image: External link] song,[28] with pendulum-swing rhythm, swirling keyboard atmospherics and affirming ASAP Rocky rap;[26] it also has Gomez "exploring her lower range and playing up the smokier edges of her speaking voice."[32] "Body Heat" brings Latin[image: External link] fusion with saxophone[image: External link], horns[image: External link] and brass[image: External link],[23][24][28] and was inspired by Mexican culture[image: External link],[33] while "Outta My Hands (Loco)" was compared to her earlier albums, Stars Dance (2013) and When the Sun Goes Down (2011).[28]

"Kill Em with Kindness" is described as a dance, club-banger[20] with a "tropical house[image: External link] breeze"[31] and "added bells and whistles".[23] "Hands to Myself" is a dance-pop and synthpop number,[6][28] and has influences of American recording artist Prince[image: External link].[20] As remarked by Gomez, "When 'Hands to Myself' started, [she and Julia Michaels] were just like, 'What are girls not doing? I want to know what girls aren’t doing.' I feel like I tackled the love, I tackled the emotion and the heart and how I view the world, but what’s going to be super fresh? We had a cup, and Julia was banging the cup on to the desk. Then she had this Prince-y hook and was like, 'What if we make it Prince-like?' I’m like, 'Oh my gosh, I’m obsessed. Let’s do that.' Within 24 hours, that’s where 'Hands to Myself' came from." Then, Mattman & Robin[image: External link], the song's producers, contacted Max Martin, who came up with the song's chorus where it goes "se-eh-eh-eh-eh-eh-elf", added the song's hook and changed some of the pre-chorus."[20] "Me & the Rhythm" is a dance,[4][34] disco,[31] R&B[7] and "breathy" synthpop song,[25] with an "icy" Scandinavian[image: External link] arrangement,[28] while the trance[image: External link]-inspired[23] "Survivors" mixes EDM, futuristic R&B[image: External link] and house revivalism[image: External link].[35] On the other hand, "Rise" contains a gospel[image: External link] chorus, whooping and a spoken-word prayer.[26] "Sober" brings ‘80s "slamming" synthesizers to the fore and "girlie yelps",[23][35] while "Camouflage" is a piano ballad[image: External link].[31] "Me & My Girls" was considered a "party-jam",[28] with a "Robert Rodriguez[image: External link] inspired sound,"[25] "Nobody" has syncopated beats, finger snaps and features a synth flute and trip hop[image: External link] beats,[6][8][36] "Perfect" is a modern R&B performance[7] that has a "dreamy, harp-smattered production,"[28] and "Cologne" has a "mellow, midtempo" vibe.[28]

In an interview to Entertainment Weekly[image: External link], Gomez stated that she was influenced by a wide range of artists while growing up, from Janet Jackson to Britney Spears and NSYNC[image: External link], but she stated her main influence for the album was Christina Aguilera, specifically her album Stripped (2002).[37] Gomez stated, "I would buy the copy, read the thank yous, and felt like I knew them. Christina's Stripped was one of my favorites."[38] She further said: "I wanted [the album] to feel very personal. I love albums, I really do. I know they don’t sell or whatever, but Christina Aguilera’s 'Stripped' got me through so much of my life and told such a story. That whole album was her 'Revival'. Now, I’m in the place of my life where I released an album at 16—nobody’s going to relate [to that]. They’re going to be like, 'Great, what are you singing about?' Because of how much my life was exposed, I almost had to utilize that for this record. People can’t say, 'You don’t know what you’re talking about. You haven’t been through this.' It’s like, you’ve all grown up with me at this point!."[20] In an interview for Ryan Seacrest[image: External link], she also commented that 'Stripped' was used as the examplar of what an album should be, claiming: "That was kind of what I started off Revival as — as some sort of story. I mean that album for [Christina] was incredible. Like ' Beautiful[image: External link],' 'Can't Hold Us Down[image: External link]'... That’s the stuff that I love. That was an album, that was complete. On my record, I have 'Rise,' 'Survivors,' 'Revival,' 'Kill Em with Kindness.' Like my stuff is an album, it’s a piece, it’s something that I’m proud of."[39]
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Gomez discussed that her new material would reflect upon the "journey" she experienced since 2013, with Christina Garibaldi from MTV News assuming her comments were referencing her former relationship with Justin Bieber, a period spent in rehab[image: External link] in 2014, the quality time that she had with her friends, her life among media, among other subjects.[40] In an interview[image: External link] with Ryan Seacrest[image: External link] in June, Gomez said "there's hints of" her highly publicized breakup with Bieber on the record, but for the most part, it is about her "new-found confidence".[41] Her voice coach also commented that the album was going to be "more adult, more feminine and more about Selena’s experiences."[42] In an interview for iHeartRadio[image: External link], she commented that "[Fans] can expect a lot of insight on my perception of things. I think it shows a lot, not just about love. It’s more about perception on retaliation or friendships or pain in different ways. [...] Faith. Having a spiritual connection. It kind of covers all bases."[43] While discussing the album's themes with MTV News, she noted that "the album in general is my perspective on things — it’s not about one thing" and that it discusses "everything from kindness[image: External link], to having faith[image: External link] and heartbreak[image: External link] and the passion[image: External link] of a relationship[image: External link], being my own person."[44] As the album's executive producer[image: External link], she "wanted to know that every single song meant the world to me, whether I wrote it or not. For me, I had to discover what was going to separate me. I know that I’m not the world’s greatest singer, but I do know that I have a unique tone. And I’m an actress—I love being able to translate everything I’m feeling inside through my voice and through the songs. [...] This whole record is extremely intimate."[20]
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The album's title track, "Revival", deals with themes of self-care[image: External link],[24] embracing one's inner power and self-restoration.[28] It starts with a spoken-word introduction, where she says: "I'm reborn in every moment, so who knows what I'll become?," before singing "It's my time to butterfly," where "the word ' butterfly[image: External link]' serving as both a state of being[image: External link] and an intransitive verb[image: External link]."[6] Gomez also explained that the song gathers everything she was feeling the past two years prior the album's release and the need she felt to be heard. The lines, 'I'll admit it's been painful, but I'll be honest and grateful,' is one of her favorites because "ultimately its led me and pushed me to be where I am today. Nothing has been handed to me. I've had to strive for it, and really put my all in it."[33] "Kill Em with Kindness[image: External link]" offers positive advice for dealing with critics: instead of raising the proverbial middle finger, it suggests to take the high road and kill them with kindness.[28] For Gomez, "[i]t's kind of my motto[image: External link] for life. It's so much easier to be mean. It's so easy to just kind of give yourself that, but it's so hard to walk away from a situation, turn your cheek the other way, and be the bigger person."[33]

"Hands to Myself" is a flirty and sassy song[24][33] about seduction[image: External link],[45] while "Same Old Love" is about how people perceive love, and how everyone has a cycle, whether it's friendship, family, a relationship.[33] She further explained it: "People get uncomfortable with change, and they compromise, and I think this song is representing the angst, and the pain, and a little bit of the anger that it comes with."[33] "Sober" talks about social awkwardness[image: External link] and how a significant other doesn’t know how to love unless alcohol is involved and the recognition that the boundaries in a relationship aren't so great.[20][36][46] According to Gomez, the inspiration came after she and one of the song's writers, Chloe Angelides[image: External link], talked about social awkwardness and how Gomez "would hang out with people and they would drink and they’re so fun, then the next day it would be weird."[20] "Good for You" deals with confidence[image: External link],[31] embracing one's sexuality and feeling comfortable in your own skin.[33] "Camouflage" addresses the end of a relationship, and even though she has 'so much shit' to say, she doesn’t know how since the person that she was with is no longer recognizable."[47]

"Me & the Rhythm[image: External link]" talks about losing yourself on the dance floor,[24] while being free within that moment, being free within yourself.[33] "Survivors", as emphasized by Gomez, talks about "surviving every day, in our circumstances [...] and bringing each other up instead of tearing each other down, ’cause we’re all just surviving."[48] She completed: "'Survivors' is a community thing ... What's mine is yours. It's us. It's ours together."[33] "Body Heat" talks about sex[image: External link],[28][46] while "Rise" is "an empowerment anthem encouraging perseverance and determination in tough moments."[28] "Me & My Girls" has themes of female empowerment[image: External link],[28] "Nobody" finds the singer paying tribute to her lover,[28] and as she claimed, it was written about her faith and connection with God,[33] while "Perfect" is about "feeling downright obsessive as she wrestles with her man moving on to the next one,"[28] and Gomez admitted that the song is "very, very personal song, and it was extremely accurate. [...] In a way, it's a little sad. It's beautiful too."[33] "Cologne" talks about "constantly having a certain someone on her mind, and loving herself when they are not around."[47]
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In July 2015, Gomez announced that her record would be named Revival and was scheduled to be released on October 9.[49] Its track listing and black-and-white deluxe edition cover were revealed in September, the latter of which depicts Gomez dressed in high-waisted black shorts with her hair and arms crossed over covering her breasts.[50] Gomez felt that the cover gave "a little Linda Ronstadt[image: External link] ’70s vibe," and described the picture as "a beautiful representation of where I am." Christina Garibaldi from MTV News highlighted similarities to the visuals for Stripped by Christina Aguilera (2002), a record which Gomez specified as a source of inspiration during the recording process.[51] The original standard edition cover depicts Gomez in a sequined red dress;[3] it currently used by online music stores[image: External link],[52] although it was replaced by the deluxe edition cover for physical pressings released after November 30.[2]
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Gomez held an invitation-only "Revival Event" at the Palace Theatre[image: External link] in Los Angeles for 800 fans on September 16. It was advertised as an advanced screening of her music video for "Same Old Love," although Gomez delivered a previously-unannounced performance of the song to the audience before revealing that they would be included in the final clip.[53] On October 2, Gomez confirmed that she would embark on the Revival Tour in May 2016;[54] first-leg tour dates in the United States and Canada were announced on October 5.[55] On October 7, snippets of the eleven songs from the standard edition of Revival were made available for preview.[56]

On September 25, 2015, Gomez made her live debut of "Good for You" on Alan Carr: Chatty Man[image: External link], where she also gave an interview.[57] In the same day, she performed an acoustic version of the song, along with a cover of Magic![image: External link]'s " Rude[image: External link]" on BBC[image: External link]'s Live Lounge[image: External link].[58] Three days later, she performed the song on Le Grand Journal[image: External link].[59] On October 12, 2015, she went to Today[image: External link] and performed "Good for You", "Same Old Love" and a medley of previous hit "Come & Get It" with "Me & the Rhythm[image: External link]".[60] "Same Old Love" was also performed on The Ellen DeGeneres Show[image: External link],[61] The Tonight Show Starring Jimmy Fallon[image: External link],[62] 2015 American Music Awards[image: External link],[63] and at the 2015 Billboard Women in Music.[64] During the 2015 Victoria's Secret Fashion Show, she performed "Hands to Myself" and "Me & My Girls".[65] Gomez also made a set during the Jingle Ball Tour 2015[image: External link], where she performed "Same Old Love", "Good for You", "Love You Like a Love Song[image: External link]," "Hands to Myself" and, for the first time, "Kill Em with Kindness".[66] Gomez was the musical guest on Saturday Night Live for the episode dated January 23, where she performed a medley of "Good for You" and "Same Old Love", as well as the full television debut of "Hands to Myself".[67]
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 Singles




"Good for You" was released as the album's lead single on June 22, 2015.[68][69][70] Gomez created anticipation for the release of the single by posting several teasers of the song on Instagram. The song was released to warm critical reception. It debuted at number nine on the US Billboard Hot 100, becoming her third top 10 song on the chart and her highest charting debut.[71] "Good for You" has reached number five on the chart,[72] making it her highest charting single. It sold 179,000 downloads in its first week, marking the first time Gomez topped the Digital Songs[image: External link] chart, and becoming her highest first-week sales of any of her songs.[71] The song's video was released on June 26, 2015. In conclusion, the song also topped the US Mainstream Top 40 chart in September 2015,[73] reached the top-ten in five countries and top-twenty in other four.[74]

In early August, Billboard confirmed "Same Old Love" as the second single from the album.[75] On August 5, 2015, Gomez was at the first day of iHeartMedia's Music Summit where she played the song.[76][77] The song was made available for digital download with the pre-order of the album on September 10.[78] The music video was shot in downtown Los Angeles[image: External link] on August 15 and part of it was shot at the Revival event. Fans from the event appeared at the end of the video. The music video was released to Apple Music[image: External link] on September 22,[79] and to Vevo[image: External link] on October 7, 2015.[80] The song has peaked on the Billboard Hot 100 at number five, thus tying with "Good for You" to become her highest charting single,[81] and has become her second number one on the Mainstream Top 40 chart.[82] Elsewhere, it reached the top-ten in Canada and top-forty in five countries.[83]

In early October, during an interview with USA Today[image: External link], Gomez admitted her desire to release "Sober" as a single from Revival "at some point".[84] On October 2, Gomez released "Me & the Rhythm[image: External link]" as a promotional single.[85] It reached number fifty-seven on the Canadian Hot 100[image: External link].[86]

"Hands to Myself" was serviced to contemporary hit radio[image: External link] as the third single from Revival in the US on January 26, 2016.[87][88] The music video premiered as an Apple Music[image: External link] exclusive on December 21, 2015,[89] and was released on Vevo on January 20, 2016.[90] The song has reached number 7 on the Billboard Hot 100 chart.[91] Internationally, it has reached number five in New Zealand and number nine in Slovakia, as well as the top 40 in several other countries, such as Australia and Czech Republic.[92]

In March 2016, Gomez confirmed "Kill Em with Kindness[image: External link]" as the fourth and final single from Revival.[93] It was sent to contemporary hit radio on May 3, 2016.[94]
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 Critical reception




At Metacritic, which assigns a normalized[image: External link] rating out of 100 to reviews from mainstream publications, it received an average[image: External link] score of 74, based on 9 reviews.[95] Writing for Rolling Stone[image: External link], Brittany Spanos stated that "Revival is an audacious name for a 23-year-old singer's second album, but from start to finish, Gomez earns it," noting that "[t]his is the sound of a newly empowered pop artist growing into her strengths like never before."[24] Sal Cinquemani of Slant Magazine[image: External link] was very receptive, noting that "[s]ong for song, 'Revival' rivals Carly Rae Jepsen[image: External link]'s ' Emotion[image: External link]' for breakout pop album of the year, but if it similarly falls short of greatness, it's due in large part to a lack of originality. [...] And yet, all of those songs are standouts."[6] James Reed from Boston Globe[image: External link] opined that Revival is " a forthright album of pop songs that make it clear she is ready to be honest and even vulnerable in her music."[32] Mike Wass of Idolator agreed, calling it "an immaculately curated collection that showcases the 23-year-old's ability to genre-hop and experiment, while staying true to herself."[28] Steve Knopper from Newsday[image: External link] applauded Gomez for sounding "appealingly desperate and hungry, and this quality transcends the most familiar-sounding material," adding: "Something in Selena Gomez's pop formula is nicely soft-spoken and mysterious."[26]

Mikael Wood from the Los Angeles Times praised the album for being "surprisingly modest, from its midtempo pacing to its thoughtful introspection," acknowledging the fact that "Gomez is finding freedom in control, kudos[image: External link] to her for getting there so quickly."[27] Writing for USA Today[image: External link], Elysa Gardner noted that the album "is generally at its best when Gomez keeps her tone light and bright and her energy positive. [...] At this rate, Gomez is bound to get at least a few skeptics off of Instagram and onto the dance floor."[98] Tim Stack wrote for Entertainment Weekly[image: External link] that "[o]n her fifth album Gomez goes for mood-setting, and the result is "a gripping batch of sultry pop jams that are more 'Netflix and chill[image: External link],' less 'Let's hit the curb,'" claiming that it is "as fresh and forward-thinking as the music of indie darlings Tove Lo[image: External link] and FKA twigs[image: External link]."[5] Christina Jaleru of The Washington Times[image: External link] was positive, commending it for "breez[ing] through to the finish line – the dance floor -with 11 nearly impeccable tracks that skip from the 1960s to the ‘80s to right this minute."[23]

While seeing some "generecism" on the album, Jia Tolentino of Spin[image: External link] highlighted that "[a]t its high points, 'Revival' is marked by this lush, sphinx-like readiness: as if, after a decade and a half of being nonstop front and center, Gomez has finally figured out what it means to center herself."[45] Katherine St. Asaph of Time[image: External link] emphasized that "[w]here she falters most is what 'Revival' is ostensibly about: bratty confidence," noticing that "[m]usically, though, Revival is most interesting when it’s still in the cocoon."[31] Tim Sendra from AllMusic, however, gave the album a mixed review, writing that "[Revival] makes for a solid pop album overall, but it's a little too formulaic and predictable to rate among her best work."[4] Emily Mackay of The Observer also gave a mixed review, perceiving that "[t]he most surprising thing about Revival is its understatement, despite the hit-making co-writers."[97]
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 Year-end lists




Revival was featured on several year-end list of best albums. It was listed at number 43 on Rolling Stone's "50 Best Albums of 2015" list, with the editors commenting "If Gomez started the year as one of many bright young celebrity faces, she ended it as a pop star who demands to be taken seriously."[99]

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 Commercial performance




In the United States, the album debuted at number one on the Billboard 200. It earned 117,000 album-equivalent units[image: External link] in its first week (85,000 pure album sales).[106] It also gave her highest first week sales as of October 2015, surpassing her previous album. In its second week on the chart, Revival fell to number seven with 46,000 units.[107] As of May 2017, the album has sold 413,000 copies in the US.[108] The album was certified Platinum by the RIAA[image: External link], for combined album sales, on-demand audio, video streams and track-sale equivalent of 1,000,000 units.

The album entered the New Zealand Albums Chart[image: External link] at number two, giving Gomez her second solo top ten album and highest charting release.[109] In Australia, the album debuted at number three, becoming her highest album on the chart and second to debut inside the top-ten.[110] In Greece, the album debuted at number one,[111] while in Brazil it reached number three,[112] receiving a platinum certification in the latter for selling over 40,000 copies.[113] The album also reached the top-ten in other 17 countries, including Canada,[114] France,[115] Ireland,[116] Netherlands,[117] and Sweden.[118]

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Good for You (song)






This article is about the 2015 Selena Gomez song. For the song from the musical Dear Evan Hansen, see Dear Evan Hansen § Musical numbers[image: External link].

"Good for You" is a song by American singer Selena Gomez from her second studio album, Revival (2015). It features vocals by American rapper ASAP Rocky; who co-wrote the track with Julia Michaels, Justin Tranter, Nolan Lambroza[image: External link], and Nick Monson[image: External link], being produced by the latter two. Originally, the track was conceived by the writers in 45 minutes, during a session booked by the latter. Gomez then received the song through the trio's A&R[image: External link] and was entirely involved in its creative session. Gomez wrote additional lyrics, helping to develop it as a representation of her process of self-realization, her confidence as a young woman, and her feelings of vulnerability. After it was reworked by Lambroza, she sent the song to Rocky, who added new instruments and co-produced it with his frequent collaborator Hector Delgado, who was in charge of Rocky's vocal production.

After anticipation by Gomez, "Good for You" was digitally[image: External link] released on June 22, 2015 by Interscope and Polydor Records[image: External link], serving as Revival's lead single[image: External link] as well as the first song by the singer to be released through those labels. A torch song[image: External link], it is a pop and electro- R&B[image: External link] slow jam[image: External link] with hip hop[image: External link] elements that comprises a mellow, low-key snap-drop hip hop beat reminiscent of modern, pitched-down Southern hip hop[image: External link] productions, minor sound bursts, percussion[image: External link] instrumentation, drum machines[image: External link], airy and transparent synthesizer[image: External link], and a minimalistic bass[image: External link]. The artist sings atypically with breathy vocals[image: External link] and a plaintive timbre[image: External link] in the track, which was noted for being her first collaboration with a rapper. Its come-hither lyrics have intensity, psychodrama, self-confidence, and female empowerment as main themes, dealing with pleasing her lover and being the perfect complement for him. Rocky raps his verse at the end of the song, which is written from a male, player perspective and features braggadocio, profanity, and sexual innuendos.

"Good for You" was well received by music critics, who praised its minimalistic production, its sexual appeal, and Gomez's breathy vocals, as well her maturity and artistic growth; some of them, however, had mixed reactions towards Rocky's contribution. Reviewers also compared her voice to that of Lana Del Rey[image: External link], Imogen Heap[image: External link] and Lorde[image: External link], while noted similarities to the works of Del Rey; it was later included in many year-end lists of best songs. Commercially, the song reached the top twenty of countries as Australia, Austria, Canada, Denmark, France, New Zealand, and Spain, as well as Czech Republic and Slovakia's digital charts. In the United States, it debuted at number nine of Billboard Hot 100 and later reached a peak at fifth position, becoming her highest-peaking single so far, as well reaching Pop Songs[image: External link]' summit, where it became her first song to do so.

Its accompanying music video was directed by Sophie Muller[image: External link] and premiered on Times Square[image: External link] screens on June 26, 2015. The project uses a new and slower version of the song, which omits Rocky's verse and features string instrumentation[image: External link]. Highlighted for its provocative imagery, it follows a low-key premise with Gomez wallowing on several vignettes wearing a number of casual outfits. A second version was later released using the explicit edition of the track and features Rocky rapping his verse with Gomez's scenes and dynamic visuals in the background; new shots also are present in this version. Both videos received positive comments by critics, who praised the singer's sensuality and the growth in her artistic imagery, describing the first as her "most intimate" to date and comparing it to Del Rey's works. To promote "Good for You", Gomez made interviews for radios and a few live performances in shows as Today[image: External link] and Taylor Swift's The 1989 World Tour[image: External link] (2015), where she made its first live performance and served as a special guest.
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Nick Monson[image: External link] booked a two-hour session with songwriters Julia Michaels and Justin Tranter to adjust one of their compositions. Finishing the adjustment in 45 minutes, they decided to use the remaining time to write another song so that they would not waste the money for the studio time they paid for. "Good for You" was subsequently written in 45 minutes.[2] It began with Monson playing its bassline[image: External link] and putting a snap on it before Michaels freestlyed[image: External link] the opening lyric, "I'm on my 14 carats".[3] Her lyrics were influenced by her boyfriend who told her, "Julia, you never write any happy songs for me. It's kind of sad," to which she responded: "Fine, I'll write a good song about you, shut up!".[4] Tranter's lyrics were inspired by his ex-boyfriend who preferred him to dress femme.[5] Upon hearing "Good for You", the trio's A&R[image: External link] told them that the song should be recorded by Selena Gomez, despite Tranter initially thinking the song was "too indie" for her.[2] The A&R sent the track to the singer who "freaked out", deeming it the artistic direction she had envisioned for her second studio album, Revival (2015).[2] She described the song as "a piece that was just everything I feel a woman should embody, but not in the obvious way"[6] and explained to iHeartRadio[image: External link]: "I think it just sets the tone perfect for the record just because it's sexy, but not trying too hard. The track and everything kind of does it itself. It's sensual, it reps women in a good way. I think it does something to a woman when they look good".[7]

Described by Gomez as "a beautiful start to the album",[6] "Good for You" was the third song she received since signing with her new label Interscope Records, as well the second track to be recorded for the album.[8][9] It was uninterruptedly recorded in 45 minutes[6] at Interscope Studios in Santa Monica, California[image: External link];[10] during the process, Gomez's vocals featured cracks as the song "took on this emotion [she] didn't realize [she] could tap into", and at the beginning of the session she was exhausted from pressurizing herself for a sound and concept for the album.[8] According to her, this recording had no beat and was "just a skeleton of a song".[9] There was also no specific sound planned for the song at the time although it was suggested that its soft melodies be made more pop-indebted which Gomez disagreed with, believing it would take away from her vocal.[11] She was entirely involved in the song's creative direction, providing additional songwriting,[2][9] and helped to develop it to represent her process of self-realization, her confidence as a young woman, and feelings of vulnerability.[12] The song also formed part of a process in which she wanted to portray her story as an artist and as part of a transitional album over which she would take full control. In an interview for MTV, she said this was her time "to embrace who I am, and I'm not going to sit down in a chair and talk about something that doesn't mean anything to me anymore" and spoke about her involvement in the track: "This is the most I've been creatively involved from the writing process ... every single thing I'm even remotely singing about is something I've related to and something I'm hitting the nail on, and I had to pick what was going to represent the album and who I am as a whole".[6]

The song was then reworked by Nolan Lambroza[image: External link] who increased its tempo[image: External link].[13] Initially, there was no plan for the song to feature another artist.[14] A fan of hip hop[image: External link], Gomez felt constrained from incorporating the genre and collaborating with rappers on her previous released due to her age and young fanbase. However, for her second album, she reconsidered.[7] Also a fan of R&B[image: External link], the singer noticed that "Good for You" shared similarities to the genres, specifically in tempo and felt that it was the sound the song should have.[11] At the time, she was also a fan of rapper ASAP Rocky's 2015 album At. Long. Last. A$AP[image: External link] — whose love she cited as "influent" [sic] in her decision to collaborate with him[14] —, and thought "Good for You" had a vibe that was suited to Rocky's music.[13][15][16] The rapper's participation happened organically;[16] Gomez texted Rocky and sent him the song after receiving his contact details through Lambroza and her management.[13][15][16] Rocky responded positively, having "literally loved" it and recording a verse the next day at Downtown Studios[image: External link] in New York City[image: External link], New York[image: External link].[7][7][10] His vocals were produced by frequent collaborator Hector Delgado.[10] This was the first time Gomez had collaborated with a rapper on one of her tracks. She also insisted that Rocky should experiment with the song beyond a rap verse.[17] Consequently, he and Delgado co-produced it and added beats, instruments, as well additional bass[image: External link] and snares[image: External link]. Although this is a pop song, Rocky still used the same production process from his music. In an interview for MTV News, he explained: "You just go in. Go for the kill. I mean, it wasn't the type of song you try to go into... It was just like me telling her, you sure you wanna go here with me? I gotta change the beat. I gotta talk my shit. My jiggy shit".[1] Talking about Rocky's contribution, Gomez said: "I was totally prepared for a 'No, I'm good, thank you', it was so great and he changed some of the production of the song, which made it better, and I let him have like full-on freedom with everything, it was really fun".[16]
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 Release and artwork




Originally, "Good for You" was not intended to be the lead single[image: External link] from Revival.[18] Michaels and Tranter thought the song would "never be a single in a million years", and was better suited as an album track, though Gomez insisted: "Nope, this is my first single, motherfucker".[2] Interscope CEO John Janick[image: External link] also questioned its strength as a lead single, as well as Gomez's collaboration with Rocky, which he felt may be perceived as odd.[8] Gomez did not want the lead single to be "the obvious, huge song", and instead wanted it to set the tone for Revival and a new phase in her artistry.[18] In an interview for iHeartRadio, she explained: "I have become more comfortable with my sexuality, and who I am, and my body, and I feel really proud of that. That's why it was the one to kick off the album".[9] As a result, besides serving as the first single from the album, the song also was the first by Gomez to be released through Interscope and Polydor Records[image: External link].[19][20][21] She created anticipation for its release, posting several teasers in her Instagram account.[22][23] On June 12, 2015, the singer announced that the song would be released ten days later.[24]

On June 17, 2015, a radio host from KDND[image: External link] stated that "Good for You" would be featuring ASAP Rocky.[25] On the next day, On June 18, 2015, Gomez posted a short spoken-word snippet which music journalists widely speculated to be the song's intro.[19][22][23] In the snippet, Gomez said: "But I'm blinded by the sun. I'm reborn at every moment, so who knows what I'll become?"[23] A heavy bass beat[image: External link] featured for a few seconds before the snippet, in which Gomez captioned, "I feel like I can exhale".[23] According to Christina Garibaldi of MTV News the snippet echoed an earlier statement Gomez made on Instagram where she said her listeners would learn the truth about what she had been experiencing on her upcoming album.[23] On June 20, 2015, the song leaked online[image: External link].[26] On June 22, 2015, "Good for You" received its radio premiere across all iHeartRadio[image: External link] contemporary hit radio[image: External link] stations at 06:00 EST (11:00 UTC) — which also played the track at the top of every hour in that day —, and was released as a digital download[image: External link] at 00:00 EST (05:00 UTC).[27] The websites of these stations, as well iHeart.com, made it available on-demand.[27] "Good for You" impacted contemporary hit radio in the United States on June 23, 2015,[28] being added to rhythmic contemporary[image: External link] playlists on July 7, 2015.[29] An explicit version of the song was released on August 19, 2015,[30] and a download digital containing three remixes was available for purchase on September 9.[31] On the following 23, the Phanthoms Remix was digitally released.[32]

Gomez revealed the artwork for the single on June 19, 2015.[33] On it, she is seen striking a risqué pose, on a bar stool against a bare wall.[33][34] The singer sports a natural look in the artwork; barefoot and wearing only an oversized, thin white T-shirt as she runs her hands through her hair.[19][35] Jonathan Borge of InStyle[image: External link] opined that the cover art was enough to cause excitement on its own. Eric Diep from Complex[image: External link] said Gomez "slays the cover artwork" and felt it implied her upcoming album would substantiate her maturity as an artist.[36] Idolator's Mike Wass opined that the artwork was a good look for Gomez which manifested maturity, and said that it was "yet another indication that the next phase of her career will come as something of a shock to long-term fans".[37] Laura Beck of Cosmopolitan[image: External link] called the cover art "insanely sexy" and "gorgeous", and added: "All this lady needs to look amazing is a T-shirt and a stool. Impressive".[38] Wass, Corrine Heller of E! and Amanda Bell of MTV News all commended Gomez's sex appeal in the cover art,[35][37][39] while other critics complimented the artwork's beauty and simplicity.[19]
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 Composition




"Good for You" is a pop and electro- R&B[image: External link] slow jam[image: External link],[40][41][42][43][44][45][46][47] which contains elements of hip hop[image: External link] in its structure.[48] A dark and restrained record, "Good for You" represents a new sound for Gomez,[47][49][50][51] and a transition from the primarily pop influences of her previous releases.[6][51] It takes on a more stripped-down, starked, sleek, sad noir and minimalist sound,[52][53] while also comprising a mellow,[54] low-key snap-drop, hip hop beat[48][55][56] and a slow, R&B-like chorus.[57] Mikael Wood of the Los Angeles Times wrote, "Rather than jack the tempo, though, Gomez here slows the beat to a woozy crawl that owes something to the pitched-down sound of recent Southern hip hop[image: External link]".[48] Musically, "Good for You" was compared to the works of Lana Del Rey[image: External link].[49][56][58][59]

The track's ambient, sparse and pitched-down production contains minor sound bursts and finger clicks,[23][48][55][56][60][61] comprising percussion instrumentation[image: External link],[26] drum machines[image: External link],[62] a transparent and airy synthesizer[image: External link],[40][61] and minimalistic bass[image: External link].[60] Its production was noted to recall Rocky's discography, namely At.Long.Last.A$AP.[55] According to the music sheet[image: External link] published at Musicnotes.com by The Royalty Network, the song is composed in the common time[image: External link] signature and is set in the key[image: External link] of F minor[image: External link], having a moderate tempo[image: External link] of 89 beats per minute. It follows a basic sequence of Fm–A♭–B♭–Fm–E♭ as its chord progression[image: External link], except in the bridge[image: External link], which has a sequence of C♯m and the lyrics "Trust me, I can take you there / Trust me, I / Trust me, I / Trust me, I", and during Rocky's verse, where the chords of C♯, E♭ and D are repeated in sequence.[63] Gomez solicits a slightly raspy,[57] deliberate, slow and breathy vocal[image: External link] in the song,[58] while making use of mumbling,[64] crooning[image: External link] and cooing techniques,[24][54] and a plaintive timbre[image: External link].[65] Her vocal range[image: External link] spans the low note of C 3[image: External link] to the high note of B♭ 4[image: External link].[63] Her voice was compared to that of Imogen Heap[image: External link],[40] Lana Del Rey[image: External link],[49] and Lorde[image: External link];[62] she clips her enunciation and breaks her vowels on words such as "good" which she phrases as "guh-eeed".[66]

Lyrically, "Good for You" is a torch song[image: External link] and a come-hither[59][67] with themes of intensity,[68] psychodrama[image: External link],[59] self-confidence[60] and female self-empowerment,[15][67] with Gomez singing the hook[image: External link] "I just wanna look good for you, good for you", as a plea.[69] According to the singer, the track "reps women in a good way" and "does something to a woman when they look good".[7] In an interview for People magazine, she stated: "This song represents the confidence that I truly have inside of me, and I think it's the vulnerable side that I've expressed, but it's also the combination of just feeling myself".[70] It was noted to showcase a shift towards more mature and sexually suggestive[image: External link] subject matter than in Gomez's previous releases.[34] A number of the lyrics attribute syllables[image: External link] as a means of poetry[image: External link], namely, "leave this dress a mess on the floor" and "syncopate my skin to your heart beating".[60] Gomez's lyrics specifically deal with pleasing and being the perfect complement for her significant other,[55] by means of wearing skin-tight dresses and doing her "hair up real, real nice".[57] Gomez references the Greek myth of Midas[image: External link] and jewelry retailer Tiffany & Co[image: External link] in the lines "Doing it up like Midas, mmm" and "I'm on marquise diamond / I'm a marquise diamond / Could even make that Tiffany jealous, mmm".[50][56] Gomez's lyrics deal with pleasing her lover and being the perfect complement for him,[55] seen in lyrics as "Gonna wear that dress you like, skin-tight / Do my hair up real, real nice".[57] The line "You say I give it to you hard / So bad, so bad / Make you never wanna leave / I won't / I won't" represents a shift towards more mature and sexually suggestive[image: External link] subject matter than Gomez's previous releases.[34]

A verse rapped by Rocky occurs towards the end of the song.[40] His lyrics are written from a male, player[image: External link] perspective to affirm Gomez's intentions;[46][60] the verse comprises braggadocio[image: External link], profanity, and sexual innuendo.[17][71] Rocky's inclusions were noted to add to the sense of maturity Gomez portrays in the song.[48][72] Dee Lockett of New York[image: External link] described the track as Gomez's own version of Beyoncé's " Partition[image: External link]" (2014), a "striptease that has her both exploring and enjoying her sexuality",[73] while Rolling Stone[image: External link]'s Rob Sheffield[image: External link] deemed it a "deranged obsessive Lana-like torch song about Selena dressing the part to transform herself into the girl of her dreams".[59] Sheffield also said the track contains psychodrama reminiscent of PJ Harvey[image: External link]'s " Dress[image: External link]" (1991), and wrote, "A$AP Rocky does the guest rap, but the song has nothing to do with him or any other guy — all Selena cares about is seducing the demon lover she sees in the mirror".[59]
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 Critical reception




"Good for You" was well received by music critics[image: External link], who described the track as "sexy"[44][60][74] and "sultry".[34][57][75] Emilee Lindner of MTV News found the song "beautiful" and "hypnotizing",[60] and said it was "the refreshing, juicy watermelon we needed amid the sugary sweet pop tracks battling for Song of Summer status".[60] In her review, she highlighted Gomez's "seductive" vocal and the "sensual poetic vibe" of the track's lyrics.[60] Lindner also brought attention to the song's production, writing, "Mixed in with an ambiance that'll make you feel like you're floating, there's an undeniable beat driving the jam".[60] Ryan Carey-Mahoney of USA Today[image: External link] said Gomez brought "fire" on the track and opined that its "uncharted new territory" may give her career a "breath of fresh air", complimenting its Midas reference.[76] "Good for You" was also named the publication's "Song of the Week", with writer Brian Mansfield noting the anticipation the track brought for its parent album's release.[76] Mark Iraheta of Pigeons & Planes[image: External link] called the track a slow burner.[46] Katherine St. Asaph of Time[image: External link] magazine viewed the song's sad and morose sound as Gomez's strength and noted that her plaintive timbre "sells the song more than any melisma[image: External link] could".[77] Joe Levy from Rolling Stone[image: External link] suggested that the track "may be carving out a role for [Gomez] as a pop torch singer", describing it as "moody and catchy without being obvious".[78] In a review for Revival, another Rolling Stone critic, Brittany Spanos, hailed "Good for You" as "a mold-breaker hit".[65]

Eric Diep of Complex[image: External link] wrote that it showcased "a more matured Selena than her teenage years",[36] with Justin Smith from the same magazine deemed it his favorite track by Gomez, adding, "'Good for You' delivers one of the catchiest hooks of Selena Gomez's musical career and solidifies her transition from Disney star to three-dimensional celebrity."[79] Four Billboard writers reviewed the track. Giving it three-and-a-half stars, Jason Lipshutz said Gomez's "PG-13-rated yearning and Rocky's braggadocio never quite align enough to make thematic sense".[71] Columnist Erin Strecker deemed the song "sexy" and "grown-up" and quipped that Gomez was "clearly ready to try something new".[80] Joe Lynch stated that it "finds her sounding like a grown woman (for perhaps the first time ever?)".[81] Chris Martins said the song was "a testament to [Gomez] taking the reins of her career".[8] Carl Williott and Mike Wass of Idolator deemed it Gomez's "reinvention single",[40][82] with the latter deducing that she sounded "almost-unrecognizable" on "Good for You". He felt it was a reinvention and growth in her artistry, calling the song a "refreshingly original anthem", and complimenting its "unusually artful balance" of genres.[40] Dave Hanratty from Drowned in Sound[image: External link] described Gomez's growth from "The Heart Wants What It Wants" as "astonishing", calling "Good for You" a "fresh chapter" for Gomez and "the sexiest scorched earth policy you're ever likely to hear".[83] Hanratty also lauded Gomez's vocal command as "nothing short of exceptional", concluding: "'Good for You' excels simply by being a terrifically constructed and presented pop song."[83]

In a negative review, AllMusic's Tim Sendra said the track felt "forced and overdone", adding, "She aims for several kinds of maturity here, but in the process the music suffers".[84] A Rap-Up[image: External link] editor wrote that Gomez "is all grown up and not afraid to show it".[49] Mikael Wood of the Los Angeles Times wrote that the track's hip hop elements recalled Miley Cyrus' "We Can't Stop[image: External link]" (2013), and said: "No one needs reminding of how well that worked to rebrand the former Hannah Montana. Bring on the wrecking ball[image: External link]".[48] Digital Spy's Lewis Corner and Amy Davidson noticed that "'Good for You' allows Selena to delve deeper than she has been allowed to before, but we wouldn't want her to ditch the polished pop gems altogether".[47] Sal Cinquemani from Slant Magazine[image: External link] said that the song's approach to more serious subject matter embodied "a newfound sophistication".[85] Rob Markman of MTV News commended Gomez for "thinking outside of the box" for the song and specifically her collaboration with Rocky: "There are plenty of rappers Selena could've chosen from, we're just happy she picked one who can actually spit",[17] while Emmanuel C.M. of XXL[image: External link], who praised Rocky's "solid" verse, said that him collaborating with Gomez was a smart decision, noting the track's "lush" production as "right up [his] alley".[55] VH1[image: External link]'s Alexa Tietjen said the track's hook lacked the catchiness of Gomez's previous singles "Come & Get It[image: External link]" (2013) and "The Heart Wants What It Wants" (2014), but described the song as "well-crafted" and its melody equally as "surprising" as Gomez's collaboration with Rocky.[51] Harley Brown of Spin[image: External link] wrote, "Slowness and simplicity work well for Gomez here, leaving room for Rocky's verse to feel like a natural inclusion".[56] Wass found Rocky's rap "a little forced", but "tasteful (by his standards)",[40] while New York[image: External link]'s Dee Lockett considered it "lazy".[73]
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 Recognition




Rob Sheffield of Rolling Stone placed "Good for You" at number 18 in his mid-year list of "The Best Songs of 2015 So Far", saying, "Somewhere, the late, great Lesley Gore is smiling".[59] In a similar list raking the 15 best pop songs of same time, Lindner ranked it at number five describing the song as "like you're wading through dark water with just the gleam of a treasure chest underneath".[45] She called it "a truly unique pop song" and concluded, "it's weird enough with a meandering melody, but it still has those repeated words you can sing along with and get stuck in your head".[45] Entertainment Weekly[image: External link]'s Kevin O'Donnell placed the song at the sixth position amid the 40 best of 2015, hailing it as "blush-inducing, seductive" and describing the track as "the defining soundtrack for every late-night post-club comedown".[86] Stereogum[image: External link]'s Chris DeVille considered it as sixth best of the year and wrote it "intensifies the smolder" of the "nice lane" in the sound Gomez began with on "The Heart Wants What It Wants".[53]

Ranking it as the nineteenth best of 2015, a Billboard writer opined that "Good for You" attained the mature sound Gomez had been aiming for "for some time", explaining: "Her sultry voice is a perfect match for the come-hither lyrics, and the thumping beat ensures we'll be dancing to this at clubs for quite some time".[67] Placing it at 30th position in a list compiling the 50 best of 2015, Rolling Stone called it "a seductive smile of a song that [won't] leave your head for the rest of the night, or the year".[87] Besides its inclusion in year-end lists, the track was nominated for Choice Summer Song at the 2015 Teen Choice Awards[image: External link] and Song of the Summer at the 2015 MTV Video Music Awards[image: External link], losing to "Worth It[image: External link]" by Fifth Harmony[image: External link] and 5 Seconds of Summer[image: External link]'s "She's Kinda Hot[image: External link]", respectively.[88][89] "Good for You" was also nominated for Favorite Collaboration at the 2016 Kids' Choice Awards[image: External link], but lost to "See You Again[image: External link]" by Wiz Khalifa[image: External link] and Charlie Puth.[90]
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 Chart performance




In the United States, "Good for You" entered the Billboard Hot 100 issued for July 11, 2015, at number nine, marking Gomez's highest career debut and third top-ten single, following "Come & Get It[image: External link]" (2013), "The Heart Wants What It Wants" (2014), and Rocky's second following "Fuckin' Problems[image: External link]" (2012). It became the second song to debut within the chart's top ten in 2015, after Maroon 5[image: External link]'s " Sugar[image: External link]"; and was the first top-ten debut by a female artist since Taylor Swift's "Shake It Off[image: External link]" (2014). "Good for You" also debuted at number one on the Digital Songs[image: External link] chart with first-week sales of 179,000 copies—the best sales week in Gomez's career for a single and both hers and Rocky's first number one single on the chart. It was the chart's first number-one debut since Swift's "Blank Space[image: External link]" (2014).[92] Weeks after its debut on the Hot 100, "Good for You" reached the number six, without any promotion in the American market.[93] After slipping one position, it rebounded to number five, its best position on the chart. It became the first top-five single on the Hot 100 for both Gomez and Rocky.[94][95] "Good for You" entered the Mainstream Top 40 chart at number twenty-one as the chart's highest debut and greatest gainer for the week ending July 11,[96] also debuting at 27 and 21 positions of Streaming Songs[image: External link] and Radio Songs[image: External link] charts, respectively.[92] Later, it peaked at number four on Radio Songs and at number one of Pop Songs — becoming her first song to reach the summit.[91][97] Gomez had previously peaked as high as number two on Pop Songs with "Come & Get It" in 2013.[91] It was certified triple platinum by the Recording Industry Association of America (RIAA),[98] selling 1,6 million copies in the United States as of May 2017.[99]

"Good for You" debuted at number nine on the Canadian Hot 100[image: External link], being Gomez's third top-ten single on the chart, and later reaching a peak at number eight.[100][101] The song later received a double platinum certification by Music Canada[image: External link], denoting sales of 160,000 copies.[102] On the New Zealand Singles Chart[image: External link], it tied "Come & Get It" as Gomez's highest charting single, peaking at number fourteen.[103] Recorded Music NZ[image: External link] recognized it as gold, due to 7,500 sales.[104] The song entered the Australian Singles Chart[image: External link] dated July 5, 2015, at number forty-one,[105] and climbed twenty-five places to number sixteen the following week, making it Gomez's first top-twenty hit in that country. It has since then peaked at 10.[105][106] The Australian Recording Industry Association[image: External link] (ARIA) gave it a double platinum certification, denoting sales of 140,000 units.[107] In the United Kingdom, a report by The Official Charts Company[image: External link] (OCC) published on June 24, 2015 placed "Good for You" at number 39 in the midweek UK Singles Chart.[108] It went to enter the UK Singles Chart[image: External link] issued for July 4, at number 47 with first-week sales of 9,679 units.[109] Later, it reached a peak at number 23 and was certified silver by British Phonographic Industry[image: External link] (BPI) due to sales of 200,000 copies.[110][111] In Europe, "Good for You" peaked at number sixteen on the Euro Digital Songs[image: External link] chart,[112] reaching number one in Greece,[113] the top ten in Spain,[114] and the top twenty in six other countries.[115][116][117][118][119][120]
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 Music video
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 Background and release




The accompanying music video for "Good for You" was directed by Sophie Muller[image: External link].[121] In the video, Gomez wanted to represent her journey to womanhood and to promote female empowerment[image: External link] — which she felt strongly about and wanted to depict in a raw and vulnerable way.[7][122] With the clip, she wanted to prove that young women should not be self-conscious of their sex appeal or be obliged to wear lingerie to feel attractive. "I feel like people here, especially guys are like, 'Ah, lingerie and sexy.' I think being sexy as a young woman or girl, is not caring what other people think, wearing like casual things, feeling sexy".[7] The singer felt it was important to collaborate with a female director as a means of female empowerment and wanted the visual to be raw and vulnerable. She was also drawn to jeans and T-shirt attire and believed it would prove to women that they need not dress in lingerie to feel attractive.[7] She chose the video to be specifically about her, absent of a love interest or men, to reflect the song's meaning of female self-empowerment.[15] She later said Muller "created a beautiful and intimate visual representation" of "Good for You".[123] Speaking of the music video's theme, Gomez stated, "It's very jeans and a T-shirt, moments where a woman is deep in thought, or in a moment where she's in this crazy little rage. It just captures real things that women do. There are a lot of things that women do that are sexy that aren't just the typical, cheap way of being sexy."[124]

Gomez wanted the video to use the initial, stripped-down version of the song.[70] The video uses this version, which reworks the original song, omitting Rocky's verse, and introducing string instrumentation[image: External link] and a toning-down of the original's sound effects.[124] The stripped down version of the song is slower in tempo than the single version,[121] and without Rocky's verse is thirty seconds shorter.[125] Rocky is also absent from the music video.[126] Emilee Lindner of MTV News described the new version of the track as "slightly morose".[124] Gomez created anticipation for the music video's release by posting several teasers on Instagram.[22][124] On June 10, 2015, she shared a photograph of herself in a shower, captioned "Ready.. #itscomingsoon".[127] Billboard said that image was a teaser for a music video, writing, "the intense lighting suggests this wasn't a candid selfie".[127] Gomez posted a blurred image of a television screen on June 12, asking, "Now who would like the first look of my new music video?"[24] On June 18, she posted another image from the clip,[34][128] and on June 22, shared a thirty-three-second preview.[75] The full music video premiered on screens in Times Square[image: External link] on June 26,[27][72] and was made available for digital download on the iTunes Store[image: External link] the following day.[129]
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 Synopsis




The music video for "Good for You" follows a restrained,[82] low-key,[130] straightforward premise;[24] it was shot on a basic set[43] and focuses solely on Gomez.[121][126] Emilee Lindner of MTV News summarized the clip as "a full three minutes of Selena's face".[124] It has a minimalist theme of water.[70][131] It also uses sexual imagery,[54] contains several sexual innuendos,[131] and features Gomez striking a number of provocative poses.[132] Wendy Geller of Yahoo![image: External link] said the poses were "PG-13, but still have a remarkably raunchy feel for not overtly showing anything".[132] Although the song includes the lyric "hair real nice", Gomez chose to use a natural look throughout; she is apparently bra-less,[132] has wavy hair, and wears minimal make-up.[34] She changes her clothes several times during the clip; Casey Lewis of Teen Vogue said her outfits were "each more low-key than last".[43]

The video begins with Gomez lying seductively on a bright, lime-green, velvet couch;[44][57][72] wearing a loosely tied, robe-like fuchsia dress,[44][125][132] her eyes look sad and she is seemingly awaiting the arrival of her partner.[24][64] Gomez wears a floral, pink and lavender dress.[57] The video then alternates between scenes of Gomez writhing around on a hardwood floor in ripped denim and a white T-shirt.[54][123][124][125] In the next scene, Gomez undresses and takes a shower in slow-motion[image: External link]; though not explicitly nude,[34][123][124] the scene focuses on her head and shoulders.[132] Gomez is later depicted towering over a camera in a warehouse, before returning to scenes of her writhing around and expressing her inner longing.[24] Gomez is also pictured with wet hair,[20] sitting on a bar stool against a bare wall, wearing a wet white T-shirt;[54] imagery reminiscent of single's cover art.[34] It then alternates between a scene in which she wallows on an old-fashioned leather couch wearing a silk dress.[54][72][124] Throughout the video, Gomez is pictured singing for the camera, often making direct eye contact with the viewer and seemingly lost in deep thought.[125]
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 Reception




The music video garnered over 17 million views on YouTube[image: External link] within a week of its release,[134] receiving 70 million views in the site within less than a month.[135][136] According to Gary Trust of Billboard, the release of the music video helped "Good for You" to debut at number 27 on the Streaming Songs[image: External link] chart, contributing to its first-week stream tally of 4.5 million in the United States.[92] Some critics compared the music video to the works of Lana Del Rey.[58][73] Writing in New York, Dee Lockett said Gomez was "doing her best Lana Del Rey bombshell impression".[73]

A number of critics said the clip manifested growth in Gomez's artistic imagery.[34][54][132] Wendy Geller of Yahoo! wrote, "If ever there were any doubts that Selena Gomez has moved on from her Disney roots, [the music video] should quickly dispel them".[132] Similarly, Allison Corneau of Us Weekly said the singer showed "a decidedly more adult side" and proved she was "far from the Disney princess we used to know".[54] Dennis Hinzmann of Out[image: External link] said the visual showcased a continuation of Gomez redefining herself as an artist.[58] Jeff Benjamin of Fuse[image: External link] said the video "shed any Disney princess connection [Gomez] may have had with a steamy shower scene".[137] Other critics said the video silenced then-recent hate speech[image: External link] Gomez had received, noting an underlying message in its premise.[54][126][133] Cydney Eckert of Cosmopolitan wrote, "While the video reveals a sexier side of the singer we haven't really seen since Spring Breakers, it also showcases that same confidence that allows Selena to keep standing up to body-shamers and haters".[126] This view was shared by Corneau, who said the clip was "no doubt part of [Gomez's] plan to silence the haters and live life on her own terms".[54]

Gomez's appearance and portrayal were highlighted by some reviewers. Rap-Up called it the singer's most intimate video yet,[123] while Idolator's Carl Williott called it "understated".[82] Alyssa Bailey of Elle said the clip was "basically an instruction on how to be hot" and proved "power in vulnerability".[138] Teen Vogue writer Casey Lewis said, "But if she wants to look good for us, she certainly succeeds ... Actually good is an understatement".[43] According to Geller, Gomez was as involved in the clip's overall intimacy as Muller, and her portrayal was "well-played".[132] Geller lauded the visual as "a masterpiece of suggestion", saying that although Gomez's shower scene was "PG-13", it was "still sexy enough to make any respectable fan's tongue hang out".[132] Francesca Bacardi of E! said Gomez should permanently choose her "absolutely gorgeous" natural look sported in the clip.[34]

The music video's representation of the song, and its exclusion of Rocky were also well received. Morgan Peterson of Harper's Bazaar[image: External link] said the visual saw Gomez "syncing up to her sultry new sound",[75] while MTV UK[image: External link] wrote that it "keeps true to the intense theme of the song".[68] Lockett said it reinstated the song's "titillating striptease" theme, and that Rocky's exclusion was the clip's biggest statement, "so that all eyes and ears are on Selena. 'Make you never wanna leave, indeed.' "[73] Lockett's commendation of Rocky's exclusion was echoed by Jason Lipshutz of Billboard and Marjua Esteves of Vibe[image: External link], who both said his absence assisted the premise conceptually.[24][139] In a less enthusiastic review, Yasmeen Gharnit of Nylon wrote, "While there's no exact formula for how Disney stars transition into full-fledged adults, it seems like it always involves a water and sexual innuendo-filled video".[131] Gharnit said the visual "seems in equal parts too try-hard and unimaginative", and that it distracted from its intended stripped-down representation of the song.[131]
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 Explicit version




A revised music video for "Good for You" was released on August 19, 2015.[140] It uses the original version of the song, in addition of explicit verses by Rocky.[140][141] The new clip retains Gomez's scenes from the original video with the addition of Rocky rapping his verse afront more dynamic visuals; including images of nature scenes, an exploding car, strobe lights and smoke machines.[141][142][143] The two do not have any scenes in the video together,[135] but Rocky's scene features large projected images of Gomez as his backdrop.[16][143] Some footage of Rocky is also included in the first half the visual, with his shadow appearing in some of Gomez's scenes.[136][141]

Casey Lewis of Teen Vogue found the video "a whole lot flashier and a bit edgier than the first".[135] XXL said the clip had "basically everything you need to recall the era when labels actually dropped money on videos".[143] Idolator's Bianca Gracie wrote that Rocky's scenes turned the video into a "tripfest".[144] Eliza Thompson of Cosmopolitan said the visual was "extremely well-dressed" and "worth watching", and had "100 percent more purple swag".[145] Camille Augustin of Vibe[image: External link] opined that the video took Rocky's "pretty boy persona to new heights".[146]
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 Promotion and cover




"Good for You" was accompanied by minimal promotion;[8][147] Interscope focused on radio interviews for its promotion, instead scheduling many TV performances.[8][147] The first live performance of the song took place during Taylor Swift's 2015 The 1989 World Tour[image: External link]. On the concert of August 26, 2015 at the Staples Center[image: External link] in Los Angeles[image: External link], Gomez served as a special guest and performed it together with Swift.[148] On September 16, the singer made the "Revival Event", where a group consisting of 800 fans watched her performing "Same Old Love" for the first time, as well "Good for You" and a piece of "Revival". During the event, made in the Palace Theater[image: External link] in Los Angeles, Gomez also revealed a preview of the music video for "Same Old Love" and stated that the fans would be part of the video.[149] Still without performing it at the American TV, Gomez started the European promotion for the single on September 25, when she sang it and performed a cover of MAGIC![image: External link]'s " Rude[image: External link]" at the BBC Radio 1[image: External link]'s Live Lounge[image: External link].[150] Two days later, she performed the song on British talk show Alan Carr: Chatty Man[image: External link],[151] singing it on French Le Grand Journal[image: External link].[152]

On October 12, Gomez made a performance for Today[image: External link], which was broadcast live from Rockefeller Center[image: External link] in New York City[image: External link]. She opened the show singing "Good for You" in a set amid the audience and rose to the main stage, where she sang "Same Old Love" and a medley[image: External link] consisting of "Me & the Rhythm[image: External link]" and "Come & Get It[image: External link]".[153][154] Along with Chris Stapleton[image: External link], Gomez served as the musical guest in the edition of January 23, 2016 of Saturday Night Live, hosted by Ronda Rousey. She performed a medley of "Good for You" and "Same Old Love", as well as a snippet of "Come & Get It", and made the first TV performance of "Hands to Myself".[155] The song was also featured on the set list of Revival Tour, that began on May 6, 2016 and ended on August 13, 2016 due to lupus.[156] American singer Eli Lieb[image: External link] posted a cover of "Good for You" on his YouTube channel on July 8, 2015.[157]
