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Introduction


Welcome to the Crochet a Quiet Book. This pattern was inspired by my grandchildren who love educational and entertaining books. I wanted to share the fun of farm animals with you and your little ones, helping them learn while enjoying hours of entertainment.


If you are a parent or grandparent wanting to make a fun gift for a young one in your life, this soft book is for you. It has six pages, each showing a different farm animal. These animals are made to keep little hands busy and help kids learn about farm life.


As you crochet each animal, your child will discover the joy of textures and movement. The sheep has soft ruffles, the horse has a mane you can braid, and the bees can fly from the flowers to their hive. You can move the duck up and down the field. The dog’s floppy ears are perfect for tugging and playing, so every page is a fun way for kids to explore and learn!


This pattern includes step-by-step instructions for each book page and for assembling the quiet book. Video tutorials are provided, which show you how to put together each page as well as guide you through any crochet stitches you encounter.

The Stitches


• st(s): stitch(es)


• sk: skip


• ch(s): chain(s)


• yo: yarn over


• sl st: slip stitch


• sc: single crochet


• hdc: half double crochet


• dc: double crochet


• tr: treble crochet


• bo: bobble stitch (made with 4 incomplete dc)


• inc: increase (2sc in same stitch)


• dec: decrease (sc2tog)


• sc BLO: sc in the back loop only

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How to Read the Pattern


• The stitches between ( ) are to be made into the same stitch or chain space (as instructed).


• The stitches between * * are to be repeated as many times as instructed.


• If the pattern contains stitches between ** **, they are to be repeated as many times as instructed, including the * * repeats within.


• The number at the end of the row or round is the number of stitches, unless otherwise stated.


• The parts crocheted in the round are made without turning or closing the rounds, unless stated. Use a piece of yarn or a stitch marker to mark the beginning of each round.


Materials


• Yarn weight: double knit (light worsted, #3) yarn


• Hook: 3mm


• Eyes: 12mm blue safety doll eyes


• Tapestry needle


• Scissors




Note: Plastic Safety Eyes


Safety eyes are often used for dolls, but they are also perfect for other crochet projects. However, the hard plastic is a potential safety concern for young children. While I use a safety eyes for my sheep page, if you prefer, you can embroider eyes on instead (page 10).





Total Yarn Needed


• Pink: 7 ¾ yards (7.1m)


• Blue: 76 ½ yards (70m)


• Dark blue: 14 ¼ yards (13m)


• Yellow: 54 ¾ yards (50.1m)


• White: 47 yards (43m)


• Black: 10 yards (9.1m)


• Dark gray: 8 ¾ yards (8m)


• Green: 197 yards (180.1m)


• Dark green: 49 ¼ yards (45m)


• Forest green: 8 ¾ yards (8m)


• Brown: 109 ¼ yards (99.9m)


• Oatmeal: 36 yards (32.9m)





Page 1—Fluffy Sheep
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The sheep has a scalloped body full of texture.











Sizes:


• Page: 6 ½" x 6 ½" (16.5 x 16.5cm)


• Head: 2 ⅛" (5.5cm) in diameter


• Hair: 2" x ¾" (5.1 x 1.9cm)


• Body: 6" (15.2cm) in diameter


• Eyes: 10mm plastic safety doll eyes


Colors Used:


• White


• Dark gray


• Green






The Page (make 1)
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Fig. 1









Use green and a 3mm crochet hook.


Row 1: ch31, sc in 2nd ch from hook, sc in every stitch until the end of the chain, ch1, turn = 30


Rows 2–34 (33): sc in every stitch, ch1, turn = 30


Fasten off and weave in the ends (Fig. 1).


The Sheep’s Body (make 1)

With white yarn and a 3mm crochet hook, make a magic ring.


Round 1: 5sc in the magic ring, pull the tail and close the hole shut = 5


Round 2: inc x 5 = 10


Round 3: *inc, sc* x 5 = 15


Round 4: *inc, sc in next 2sts* x 5 = 20


Round 5: *inc, sc in next 3sts* x 5 = 25


Round 6: *inc, sc in next 4sts* x 5 = 30


Round 7: *inc, sc in next 5sts* x 5 = 35


Round 8: *inc, sc in next 6sts* x 5 = 40


Round 9: *inc, sc in next 7sts* x 5 = 45


Round 10: *inc blo, sc blo in next 8sts* x 5 = 50


Round 11: *inc, sc in next 9sts* x 5 = 55


Round 12: *inc blo, sc blo in next 10sts* x 5 = 60


Round 13: *inc, sc in next 11sts* x 5 = 65
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
