Introduction



Otters are one of my favorite subjects to carve. They are excellent swimmers and river otters can hold their breath underwater for as long as eight minutes! Their long and narrow bodies create a streamlined movement through the water and their short legs and webbed feet allow them to swim fast. I love to give my carved otters the feeling of weightlessness and joy that the real animals exhibit in nature. Although this is not a beginner project, anyone with some chainsaw carving experience can accomplish it with a little practice. Keep in mind that meeting your cuts accurately and realizing your depth while plunge-cutting will help you achieve a crisp carving with no overcuts.
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
