	Defining Your YouTube Mission and Niche

	Starting a YouTube channel is deceptively easy. Anyone can hit "upload," but building one with purpose, focus, and the power to attract thousands of subscribers requires far more than enthusiasm. At the heart of every successful channel is a clear mission and a well-defined niche. This is the cornerstone upon which everything else is built, the north star guiding your choices in content, branding, and strategy. Without this foundation, even the most polished videos risk being scattered, unmemorable, or lost in the flood of content.
