Tämä teos kuljettaa meidät ajassa takaisin yli seitsemänkymmentä
vuotta, aikaan, jolloin se liike, millä nykyisin on yleismaailmallinen
merkitys, oli lapsuusasteellaan. Hegel ja vuoden 1848 vallankumous;
nämä olivat käännekohtia. Edelliselle me olemme velkaa sosialististen
oppien filosofisen muodon, viime mainitulle sen käytännöllisen
toiminnan liikkeenä.

Noiden päivien levottomuuksien ja taisteluiden ja näennäisen,
häviön keskellä kaksi miestä, Marx ja Engels, maanpakolaisina
ja ilman vaikutusvaltaa, istuivat kirjainsa ääreen ja ryhtyivät
laboratorisesti antamaan muotoa ja perusteita kaikkien aikojen
vaikutus viimeisimmälle intellektuaaliset ja poliittiselle liikkeelle.
Tämän tehtävänsä suorittamisessa he asettivat suuren lahjakkuutensa,
oppineisuutensa ja kyvykkäisyytensä ankaraan työhön ja väsymättömään
tutkiskeluun. Kaikissa näissä avulla heidän lahjakkuutensa olivat
suuria. Marx omasi jättiläismäisen järjen; ei yksikään toinen
yhteiskunnallisten kysymysten tutkija, ei edes Herbert Spencer, ole
voinut voittaa häntä, sillä ainoastaan sosialisti voi omata kyllin
suuren laaja-antoisuuden, suhteellisuuksien älyämisen ja yleisyyden
käsityskyvyn, näihin yhdistyen käsitysten suoruus, jotka kaikki
tekijät asettavat Marxin omaan erikoisluokkaansa. Engels oli kyvykäs
apulainen ja kanssatyöskentelijä Marxille. Hän oli syvällinen ja tarkka
ajattelija, mitä kärsivällisin tutkija ja huolekas kirjoittaja. Ollen
käytännöllisempi kuin hänen ystävänsä, kykeni hän paremmin suoriutumaan
aineellisista probleemeista, hänen neuvonsa ja kukkaronsa oli aina
Marxin käytettävänä.
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
