    Chapter 2: Panasonic TX-P50VT30E

    Under reference-status suspicion

    The Panasonic VT30 series at the moment marks the top of the plasma TVs available on the market. Will the 50“ model even surpass the excellent test results of the TX-P55VT30E? We have put it to the test.
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    With the VT30 series, Panasonic have further improved the image quality and reduced the energy consumption of their topline models. If you only look at the absolute figures, these plasma TVs still need more energy than the especially economical LED models, however, the outstanding image quality of these plasma heroes makes their energy consumption appear quite acceptable. Read in our test report why this is so.

    Superb Equipment

    This plasma TV hardly leaves any wish unfulfilled both in terms of hard- and software: Via its HDTV-enabled multi-tuner for DVB-T/-C/-S2 and an Internet connection, the TX-P50VT30E is perfectly prepared for all kinds of digital and analog TV sources. It easily connects to a local network, thanks to the DNLA certification, in order to access images, music and videos in your archive. Additionally there are three USB interfaces, and in case you want to use all interactive features you will definitely need this abundance: For example, for a WLAN dongle that provides wireless network access, for an external harddrive and a (wireless) keyboard, or simply in order to charge the batteries of the 3D glasses. The USB WLAN dongle is supplied with the delivery, as are two pairs of 3D shutter glasses. With a USB harddrive or an SD card, digital media can be played back or TV broadcasts can be recorded digitally (for example for time-displaced watching). If there is a second source connected besides the HDTV multi-tuner, like, for example, a DVD recorder, the picture-in-picture function can be used reasonably. If the TX-P50VT30E had double TV-reception with a twin tuner, we definitely would have ranked it in the reference class. It‘s a bit unfortunate that the markedly slim design makes it necessary to use adapters for the anyway reduced number of analog interfaces like Scart (available only once) and cinch AV. The menu structure and the operation with the convenient EPG (Electronic Program Guide) are very good. Thanks to a new software (in our test we could use version 1.801), besides the enormous possibilities of VieraConnect and VieraTools also HbbTV is supported, which allows to access the corresponding Internet content of the accordingly equipped stations with a push on the red button. However, HbbTV must be enabled and set to „Autostart“ as a data service in the setup menu. Our tip: If you already own a VT-series television that does not yet support this function, simply download the software update from the Internet.
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
