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            FOREWORD

         I owe my love for the Lied to the author of this book, Richard Stokes, my German teacher at my London school, who enthused whole classes of awkward adolescents with the rare joys of experiencing great poetry through the transformative apparatus of Romantic song. We sang songs together in class and we went to concerts, notably the Songmakers Almanac evenings which the pianist Graham Johnson was hosting down the road at Wigmore Hall.

         What an extraordinary moment in London’s musical life it was for song lovers, around 1980; a felicitous fusion of one audience (elderly German expatriates) steeped in the culture of their upbringing, and another excited by the notion of London as a capital of European culture. It all came together in a hall that opened less than two years before the death of Hugo Wolf, the Bechstein Hall, now the Wigmore, a perfect space for song, which embodies in bricks, mortar and marble the words that open Wolf’s Italienisches Liederbuch – Auch kleine Dinge können uns entzücken – small things can also delight us.

         And so London ended up being the European centre not just of capital markets but also of the Lied. A hundred years after the death of Hugo Wolf, song recitals and song audiences were flourishing in London in a way unimaginable in Paris, Amsterdam or even Vienna and Berlin. And, twenty years on from that, the Wigmore is still at the forefront of keeping song alive in the midst of a phenomenon with a very early twentieth-century feel, a global pandemic.

         Schubert was for us schoolboys the beginning of it all – the drama of ‘Erlkönig’ to set out with, but then the whole gamut from the ravishment of ‘Gretchen am Spinnrade’ to the sly charm of ‘Heidenröslein’, and finally a first encounter with the Everest of the genre, Winterreise. For adolescent boys of a certain tragic disposition, Die schöne Müllerin was, of course, indispensable. With all this wonder-ful musical experience at hand, we learned some of the first lessons of the Lied: bad poems can make great songs; melody is not everything.

         Schubert was misunderstood, even by his friends, as a melodist. It is true that in the mysterious business of creating memorable, satisfying melodies (as opposed to catchy, insistent tunes) he was a master. But what made the Romantic Lied new was the symbiosis between voice and piano. This relationship is intensified in the songs of Robert Schumann, and by the time we get to Hugo Wolf and the late nineteenth century, any idea of the piano part of a song as mere accompaniment is absurd. xii

         My very first encounter with Hugo Wolf predated my schoolboy love affair with the Lied and feels sort of accidental. In the 1970s, Leonard Bernstein persuaded Barbra Streisand to record an album of classical song, Classical Barbra, which included among its tracks the delicate yearning of Wolf’s setting of Eichendorff’s ‘Verschwiegene Liebe’. My brother owned the album and so, secretly, Wolf must have entered my bloodstream.

         As a fragile teenage tenor I was impressed by the mighty side of Wolf: for instance, the fury and terror of ‘Der Feuerreiter’ from the Mörike songbook, a song I didn’t dare sing in public until I was well into my thirties. For an idea of how simply gripping a Wolf song can be, watch Dietrich Fischer-Dieskau and Sviatoslav Richter rehearsing it, on YouTube, F-D simply astonished by Richter’s casual virtuosity – he seems to be sight reading – and relishing every feverish moment. Late at night as an undernourished adolescent I would grapple with the titanic defiance of a song which I will never sing in public, Wolf’s setting of Goethe’s ‘Prometheus’, a bass-baritone song if ever there was one, but a masterful rendering of a great, great poem.

         Here is one issue with Wolf that singers must deal with, the issue of transposition. While Schubert seems to have been quite relaxed about which keys his songs should be sung in, Wolf was apparently more picky. It has been common over the years for baritones to transpose Wolf’s songs down; less common for tenors, for example, to transpose them up. ‘Prometheus’ does have a low resonance grandeur, in piano and voice, which it is difficult to ignore; but over the years the very different grandeur of another Goethe setting, ‘Grenzen der Menschheit’, has drawn me back to it again and again. There can be no greater example in the whole song literature of a piece that binds together metaphysical poetry and metaphysical music to give us a vision of the infinite. If I transpose it, I feel guilty, but I can’t give it up.

         There are songs of Wolf that I continue to find refractory – the percussive clatter of some of the drinking songs from the Goethe set is challenging for performers and audience alike, and it’s difficult to avoid a hint of unwanted aggression. But what I take away overall from my experience with Hugo Wolf is his wonderful way with melody, when it suits the poem – a poem like ‘Der Gärtner’, or ‘Verborgenheit’, or the peerless ‘Nun wandre, Maria’ from the Spanisches Liederbuch – and his ability in other songs to create such extraordinary intensity that lack of obvious melody, as the voice traces the movements of the mind, is both appropriate and unnoticed. In my early twenties, the Mörike settings of ‘Peregrina I and II’ were often with me in concert and masterclass, and one cannot live more fully as a singer than by singing these burning, brief masterpieces.

         I’ve performed a lot of Wolf over the past quarter-century, but two experiences stand out. First, a series of concerts, in Europe and the US, with close colleagues (Angelika Kirchschlager and Julius Drake) performing the Spanisches xiiiLiederbuch. As a concert piece, the set is unwieldy, though every song is to treasure. The religious songs are just right for one half of a recital; the secular songs are simply too many. The whole cycle is really one and a half evenings’ worth, an awkward length to be sure. We ruthlessly decided to perform only a selection of the secular songs, and it was liberating.

         Second (and, again, with Julius Drake), I remember some early recitals of the Eichendorff-Lieder. Wolf’s most famous achievement, his Mörike songbook, shines musical light on every aspect of the poet’s output. But again there are too many songs to be given in one recital, fifty-three in all. The Eichendorff set, much smaller, is wide-ranging, engaging with the Romantic mystery of the poet – famously brought to life by Schumann in his Op. 39 Liederkreis – but also with his witty, youthful braggadocio. They make a wonderful recital half.

         There could be no better starting point for understanding these songs than Richard Stokes’s detailed and engaging book.

            INTRODUCTION

         

         Audiences still find Wolf difficult. They flock to Liederabende devoted to the songs of Beethoven, Brahms, Mahler, Mendelssohn, Schubert, Schumann or Strauss – but Wolf, one of the greatest of all Lieder composers, they find difficult. Touring north Germany with the Italienisches Liederbuch, Helmut Deutsch found the songs described by the press on one occasion as „fast vergessene Lieder“ (‘almost forgotten songs’), and although complete performances of the Italian Songbook are relatively common in Great Britain, entire recitals devoted to Wolf’s other songs are rare. Dietrich Fischer-Dieskau relates in Hugo Wolf. Leben und Werk how George Szell asked him after a Mörike-Abend in Lucerne, „Weshalb singen Sie so etwas überhaupt? Das ist doch gar keine Musik!“ (‘But why do you even sing such stuff? It’s simply not music!’)

         Melody is the stumbling block. The melodic line of most nineteenth-century Lieder composers is essentially cantabile. It’s possible – though scarcely recommended – to perform many songs by Brahms, Mendelssohn, Schubert and Schumann without the words, without a singer, but with an instrumental obbligato. Or as vocalises. The full meaning of each song would, of course, go out of the window, but it would be possible – even pleasant. Think of the many wonderful transcriptions of Schubert Lieder by Liszt. Not just Schwanengesang and selections from Die schöne Müllerin and Winterreise but such gems as ‘Auf dem Wasser zu singen’, ‘Du bist die Ruh’, ‘Ave Maria’, ‘Erlkönig’, ‘Die Forelle’, ‘Frühlingsglaube’, ‘Gretchen am Spinnrade’, ‘Die junge Nonne’, ‘Meeres Stille’ and ‘Rastlose Liebe’. Schubert’s melodies lend themselves to such treatment.

         With Wolf’s Lieder this is generally not the case. Exceptions such as ‘Fußreise’, ‘Verborgenheit’ or ‘Der Gärtner’ merely prove the rule, and it’s significant that it was precisely these songs that Wolf began to criticise with some bitterness when they were so frequently performed. He wrote to Karl Mayr (15 March 1897) that he considered ‘Verborgenheit’ to be „abgedroschen“ – hackneyed (see hw to Karl Mayr, 15 March 1897, p. 285). In a letter to Paul Müller of 16 May 1898, he referred to it, along with ‘Fußreise’ and ‘Der Gärtner’, as „Vorspeise leichtere[r] Kost“ – a rather light hors d’oeuvre. And Oskar Grohe, in a letter of 26 September 1904 to Wolf’s first biographer Ernst Decsey, described Wolf’s fury at the way singers programmed ‘Verborgenheit’ rather than other songs of his: „Immer singen’s, als wenn ich nix Anderes geschrieben hätte. Einstampfen laß ich das Lied noch.“ (‘They always sing it, as though I had written nothing else. I shall have the song pulped.’) These wonderful Lieder became popular because of their melodic immediacy, but they were not, in Wolf’s view, typical of his art. xvi

         Wolf’s greatest Lieder are different. Take the Harper’s songs from Wilhelm Meister, for example. Schubert, Schumann and Wolf all approached these poems – the loneliest in all Goethe – in different ways. The pathological nature of the Harper’s character in ‘Wer nie sein Brot mit Tränen aß’ is painted by Schumann with the help of manic splashes of sound, frenzied repetitions and virtuoso pianistic flourishes; Schubert’s way in his Gesänge des Harfners is simpler: plaintive, heart-rending melodies all in A minor, his key of disenchantment and derangement, which he was also to use in ‘Der Leiermann’. Wolf, on the other hand, portrays the Harper’s madness through intense chromaticism, daring dissonances and a seeming absence of tonality – not easy for the listener used to the cantabile quality of Schubert’s melodies. The main focus in Wolf’s songs, as he explains in a letter to Karl Mayr of 22 April 1897 (p. 285), is the piano, not the vocal line; it is for this reason that the title pages of his songbooks state that the songs were not written for ‘voice with pianoforte accompaniment’ but rather for ‘voice and pianoforte’. The influence of Wagner is unmistakable, not only in the quasi-orchestral piano writing, but also in the often tortuously chromatic harmonies that so disturbed some of his contemporaries, and that some audiences still find difficult today. Discussing the way in which Wagner and Wolf treat text, Ernest Newman writes in his biography of Wolf: ‘The vocal music of Wagner and Wolf is “unvocal” only for those who cannot understand it. They do not understand it because, whatever their musical culture may be, they are deficient in poetic culture; they can sing but they cannot think; they are musical instruments, not human beings.’ Put more gently: only through active engagement with the poem is it possible to appreciate the power and beauty of Wolf’s songs.

         Time and again Wolf allows the piano (as in ‘Im Frühling’ and ‘Auf einer Wanderung’) to weave its way in and out of the vocal line to highlight details of the poem. Vocal line and accompaniment both have their own raison d’être – the miracle is the way in which he fuses the two. And to express this lyrico-dramatic style, he preferred singers who did not sing too beautifully but also sought to interpret the poem. The baritone Theodor Reichmann, for example, is taken to task in two of Wolf’s reviews (13 February and 13 March 1887) for his bland renderings of Loewe’s ‘Edward’ and ‘Heinrich der Vogler’. „Eine Löwesche Ballade verlangt ebensowohl Auffassung als Stimme,“ he writes. (‘A Loewe ballad requires interpretation as much as a [good] voice.’)

         Wolf was not the first composer to designate his songs Gedichte (Poems) instead of Lieder or Gesänge – important precedents include Schumann’s Zwölf Gedichte von Justinus Kerner, Op. 35 (1840), Zwölf Gedichte aus F. Rückert’s Liebesfrühling für Gesang und Pianoforte, Op. 37 (1841) and Sechs Gedichte von N. Lenau, Op. 90 (1850); Wagner’s Fünf Gedichte für eine Frauenstimme (1857–8); Brahms’s Fünf Gedichte, Op. 19 (1858–9); and Richard Strauss’s Acht Gedichte aus Letzte Blätter von Hermann von Gilm, which date from 1885, three years before xviiWolf’s Mörike-Lieder. But Wolf was the first Lieder composer who consistently designated his great song collections Gedichte instead of Lieder; and Detlev von Liliencron tells us in his poem ‘An Hugo Wolf’ (see Appendix 1), that Wolf also, out of admiration for Mörike, ‘set the poet’s portrait on the first page’.

         He was well aware that audiences might find his songs difficult. Describing a private recital of some of the Goethe-Lieder that he gave in October 1890 to a select group of friends, Wolf wrote a letter to Melanie Köchert (12 October 1890, p. 120) that gives vent to his despair at ever being properly understood as a composer:

         
            Im Ganzen gewann ich den Eindruck, daß ich nicht verstanden wurde, daß man zu sehr mit dem musikalischen sich beschäftigte u. darüber das Neue u. eigenartige meiner musikalisch-dichterischen Auffassung vergaß.

            On the whole I gained the impression that I had not been understood, that people were concerned too much with the musical element & had thus lost sight of what is new & original in my musico-poetic conception.

         

         There is, however, nothing forbidding about Wolf’s songs – he was capable of writing melodies that were as memorable as Schubert’s and there are, especially in the Mörike-Lieder, many passages of great diatonic beauty when he finds a remarkable number of ways to deploy simple triadic progressions, as in the chiming bells of ‘Auf einer Wanderung’ and ‘In der Frühe’, the harp-like arpeggios of ‘An eine Äolsharfe’ or the devout harmonies of ‘Gebet’ and ‘An die Geliebte’. And although in a letter to Oskar Grohe of 22 February 1896 he writes that he detests programme music („Ich hasse alle Programme“), his songs abound in the most delightful tonal analogues, every bit as beguiling as Schubert’s: birdsong in ‘Karwoche’, lutes in ‘Nachruf’, gunfire in ‘Unfall’, a donkey’s bray in ‘Schweig’ einmal still’, a spinning-wheel in ‘Die Spinnerin’, bees in ‘Der Knabe und das Immlein’, cuckoos in ‘Lied des transferierten Zettel’, a violin in ‘Wie lange schon’, alpine bells in ‘Abendbilder’, a guitar in ‘Deine Mutter, süßes Kind’, a tambourine in ‘Klinge, klinge, mein Pandero’, a harp in ‘Gesang Weylas’, a carillon in ‘Zum neuen Jahr’, gusting winds in ‘Begegnung’, cantering horses in ‘Der Soldat I’, thunder in ‘Der Jäger’, a river in ‘Heimweh’ (Mörike), the hiss of a snake in ‘Verschling’ der Abgrund’ and so on.

         In other ways too, Wolf has much in common with the great Lieder composers who preceded him. Like them, he repeats text. Although there are only two examples of word repetitions in the Italienisches Liederbuch and five in the Spanisches Liederbuch, his songs abound in repetition – of single words, of phrases and occasionally of whole stanzas. Repetition as a means of highlighting emotion is something that all the great Lieder composers employ and Wolf is no exception. Many of the songs in the Mörike-Lieder repeat phrases to memorable emotional effect. Consider the swooning repetition of „wie süß bedrängt ihr dies Herz“ in ‘An eine Äolsharfe’; the manner in which the repeated „Doch in der xviiiMitten“ in ‘Gebet’ mirrors the poet’s sudden realisation that there is a solution to his emotional problem; or in ‘Der Gärtner’ the repeat of „Nimm tausend für Eine/Nimm alle dafür!“ – to an altered dynamic – that speaks volumes about the gardener’s lascivious intentions. And like other Lieder composers, Wolf will sometimes use inauthentic versions of a poem (‘Das verlassene Mägdlein’), omit verses (‘Geh, Geliebter, geh jetzt’), or add interjections of his own (‘Die Zigeunerin’, ‘Lied des transferierten Zettel’). Nor is his prosody always faultless; like all Lieder composers he can on occasion be ‘guilty’ of false accentuation – the Mörike-Lieder, in particular, reveal a number of prepositions set as strong downbeats. When the shape of the melody demands it, as in the delectable curveting of the horse in ‘Der Gärtner’, he will sacrifice correct accentuation: „Auf ihrem Leibrößlein“ instead of „Auf ihrem Leibrößlein“ and „durch die Allee“ instead of „durch die Allee“ – with wonderfully expressive results. See also notes to ‘Auch kleine Dinge’ (p. 232), ‘Nachtzauber’ (p. 42) and ‘Auf einer Wanderung’ (p. 381).

         It is strange that some audiences should still find Wolf so inaccessible, when in the realm of comic song he (and Carl Loewe) hold such indisputable sway. Wolf’s admiration for Loewe is well known: Gustav Schur in Erinnerungen an Hugo Wolf tells us that Wolf preferred Loewe’s setting of ‘Erlkönig’ to Schubert’s, and Heinrich Werner in Hugo Wolf in Maierling describes how Wolf would sing Loewe’s ‘Archibald Douglas’ over and over again. Wolf was only nine years old when Loewe died, and he was quite clearly influenced by the older composer, especially in his comic songs. There is an abundance of humour in almost all of Wolf’s great collections: the Eichendorff-Lieder are full of memorably earthy portraits of students, scholars, sailors, soldiers; the Italienisches Liederbuch bristles with weirdos, lascivious would-be monks, a dwarf lover, an impoverished lover, a nymphomaniac with twenty-one lovers; in the Mörike-Lieder Wolf gives full rein to his imagination to present us with cackling storks, a hungover poet, a critic who’s booted downstairs to the strains of a Viennese waltz, a nubile young girl holding a phallus-like fish in her hands, and a withered old woman dispensing didactic advice; while the Goethe-Lieder brim with witty bibulous songs.

         The Complete Songs of Hugo Wolf has been written in an attempt to make his Lieder more accessible. There are books on Beethoven, Brahms and Schubert that contain the texts and English translations of all their piano-accompanied Lieder: Paul Reid’s The Beethoven Song Companion (Manchester University Press, 2007), Eric Sams’s The Songs of Johannes Brahms (Yale University Press, 2000) and Graham Johnson’s encyclopaedic Franz Schubert: The Complete Songs (Yale University Press, 2014) with translations by Richard Wigmore. No such book exists on Wolf – only Eric Sams’s pioneering The Songs of Hugo Wolf (Methuen, 1961) which, despite illuminating comments on the music, merely prints English paraphrases of the German songs that were published in Wolf’s lifetime.xix

         The volume is also designed to give us a better understanding of Wolf the man. Rosa Mayreder writes in her Erinnerungen an Hugo Wolf how the composer, when asked by a music magazine to supply a portrait and a biographical sketch, answered: „Ich heiße Hugo Wolf, bin am 13. März 1860 geboren und derzeit noch am Leben. Soviel genügt Biographie.“ (‘My name is Hugo Wolf, I was born on 13 March 1860 and am still alive. That’s enough biography.’) And elsewhere in the same essay she recalls how he once told her: „Wenn jemand bloß mich, meine Person, liebt und schätzt, so pfeif’ ich darauf. Meine Werke, meine Musik muß er lieben und schätzen, für die muß er sich über alles interessieren – meine Person ist dabei ganz Nebensache.“ (‘I could not care less if people just love and appreciate me as a person. It’s my work, my music that they must above all be interested in – my person is irrelevant.’) Although The Complete Songs of Hugo Wolf contains no essay on his life, extensive biographical details can be found in the Chronologies (pp. xxix–lvii) and Correspondents (pp. 475–524), in the numerous notes and the many quotations from Wolf’s letters.

         Wolf was one of the most gifted and prolific letter-writers in the history of music – for which reason all extracts are given in both German and English. Many of his letters were written in a rush. Writing two or even three letters a day was as common as composing two or three songs a day and he would sometimes write over thirty letters a month, to friends, relatives, lovers, publishers, patrons, singers, critics and impresarios. The year 1896 was the most prolific with over three hundred letters or cards. By liberal quotations from his correspondence a picture emerges of a man full of contradictions: arrogant, domineering, uncompromising, vulnerable, eccentric, loving, loyal, disloyal, witty, scatological, child-loving, childish, manic depressive, euphoric, inconsistent, well read, cruel, kind, grateful, selfish, unpractical, impetuous, megalomanic, irascible – and, at the end of his life, insane.

         The Complete Songs of Hugo Wolf means exactly that: this volume contains the texts and translations of all the poems he set to music: piano-accompanied Lieder, a cappella songs, and songs with choral and orchestral accompaniment, such as ‘Elfenlied’ from Shakespeare’s A Midsummer Night’s Dream and ‘Christnacht’, a setting of August von Platen’s poem about Christmas Eve. Fragments are listed under each poet but those poems are not included. Wolf’s rate of composition was erratic. When inspired, songs flowed from his pen at a rate that was almost unprecedented in the history of Lieder, comparable only to Schubert’s outpouring in 1815 and Schumann’s in 1840 – see hw to Josef Strasser, 23 March 1888, p. 351, for Wolf’s own description of this heightened state of creativity. Most of his great song collections were characterised by such frenzied bursts of activity, but when the mood was not upon him, he fell prey to a creative paralysis that caused him untold suffering, which he described in countless letters to friends, such as this outburst to Oskar Grohe on 12 June 1891:xx

         
            Mit dem Komponieren ist es rein aus. Ich glaube, daß ich wohl nie mehr eine Note aufschreiben werde.

            I have finished composing. I think I shall probably never write another note.

         

         The first period of extended creative inertia lasted from 1883 (after his failure to interest a succession of publishers in his songs) to February 1888, when suddenly the floodgates opened with the composition of the Mörike-Lieder. It was during these barren years that he worked as music critic for the Wiener Salonblatt, a post procured for him by Heinrich Köchert, the husband of his mistress Melanie. The second period ran from the end of 1891 (after he had finished Book I of the Italienisches Liederbuch) to March 1895, when he began the composition of his first opera, Der Corregidor – three years during which he composed hardly a note of original music. When suffering from writer’s block, Wolf would often orchestrate already existing songs – see Appendix 3: he wished to reach a wider audience and harboured megalomanic ambitions of becoming a great orchestral and operatic composer.

         For Wolf was not content to remain a mere song composer all his life. The Austrian novelist Adalbert Stifter opens his Preface to Bunte Steine (1853) with this statement:

         
            Es ist einmal gegen mich bemerkt worden, daß ich nur das Kleine bilde, und daß meine Menschen stets gewöhnliche Menschen seien.

            It has been held against me that I depict only what is small-scale, and that my characters are always ordinary human beings.

         

         He then proceeds proudly to defend his philosophy. Unlike Stifter, Wolf became increasingly disillusioned by the small-scale format of his works, despite the perfection of his final songbook. The title of ‘songwriter’ became anathema to him. In a letter to his friend Kauffmann of 1 June 1891, he complains that he cannot continue to write songs for another thirty years:

         
            Unmöglich kann ich doch 30 Jahre hindurch noch Lieder od. Musiken zu Ibsen’schen Dramen schreiben. Und doch wird es nie zur heissersehnten Oper kommen. Ich bin eben am Ende. Möge es bald ein vollständiges sein – ich wünsche nichts sehnlicher.

            There’s no way that I can spend the next 30 years writing songs or incidental music to Ibsen’s plays. The fervently longed-for opera will never materialise. I’ve reached the end. May it come soon and completely – that is my most ardent wish.

         

         Instead of being flattered by the increasing success of his Lieder, he saw in the public’s praise an implied reproach that he was master of what was only a minor genre. xxi

         After Der Corregidor, he planned a second opera – Manuel Venegas – but by 1897 tertiary syphilis had set in and his mind gave way. When Mahler, a friend of long standing, proved unable to stage Der Corregidor, Wolf claimed to have been appointed Director of the Vienna Hofoper in his stead. He was eventually removed to an asylum. The letters of this period describe plans to tour the world with his own operas, as we read in this unhinged letter from the asylum to Heinrich Potpeschnigg, dated Vienna, 6 December 1897:

            After my release (presumably on the 15th of this month), I shall move at once to Lucerne, where I shall set up my permanent headquarters. From there I shall take steps to drum up an opera company, with orchestra, that shall under my banner tour every country (except Austria), giving concerts and operatic performances devoted exclusively of course to my works: the operas Der Corregidor, Manuel Venegas, Penthesilea, Das Fest auf Solhaug, Prinz von Homburg, etc.

         

         Delusions of grandeur were followed by periods of calm. He attempted to drown himself in the Traunsee. The final years of mental and physical suffering in the asylum were alleviated by the regular visits of Melanie Köchert, to whom all his songs are dedicated. He died, horribly wasted and shrunken, in the arms of his nurse Johann Scheibner in 1903, and was buried in the Zentralfriedhof alongside Beethoven and Schubert.

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            Ernst Decsey (1870–1941) was an Austrian music critic who studied harmony, counterpoint and composition at the Vienna Conservatoire under Bruckner and Robert Fuchs. He was later active as music critic first for the Grazer Tagespost and then for the Neues Wiener Tagblatt, a position he held until 1938. While Wolf was still alive, he published a number of pieces on the composer and his music, including an article in the October 1901 edition of Die Musik titled ‘Aus Hugo Wolfs letzten Jahren’; this was followed shortly after Wolf’s death by ‘Hugo-Wolf-Miszellen’, which appeared in the Musikbuch aus Österreich of 1904. His magnum opus, Hugo Wolf, was published by Schuster & Loeffler in four volumes between 1903 and 1906: Hugo Wolfs Leben. 1860–1887 appeared in 1903; Hugo Wolfs Schaffen. 1888–1891 in 1904; Der Künstler und die Welt. 1892–1895 in 1904; and Höhe und Ende. 1896–1903 in 1906. By interviewing countless individuals who had known Wolf intimately, and through access to their correspondence, Decsey was able to paint a detailed portrait of the composer to which all subsequent Wolf scholars have referred.

            Walter Legge (1906–1979). A turning point in Legge’s life occurred when he read Ernest Newman’s pioneering Hugo Wolf, a biography published in 1907. It was Newman (1868–1959) who first aired the idea of a Hugo Wolf Society in his Sunday Times article of 13 September 1931 in which he urged the formation of a Hugo Wolf Gramophone Record Society, and suggested that Elena Gerhardt should be approached. Fred Gaisberg, head of the Artistes Department of the Gramophone Company, and Compton Mackenzie, founder-editor of The Gramophone, also played an important part in the creation of the Hugo Wolf Society, but it was Legge who was ‘the prime mover’, as Gaisberg put it in a letter of 14 October 1931. There were eventually 500 members who financed the venture by subscription, thus enabling Legge to invite a galaxy of celebrated singers and pianists to record some 140 of Wolf’s Lieder for the Hugo Wolf Society: Karl Erb, Marta Fuchs, Elena Gerhardt, Ria Ginster, Gerhard Hüsch, Herbert Janssen, Alexander Kipnis, Tiana Lemnitz, John McCormack, Elisabeth Rethberg, Helge Roswaenge, Friedrich Schorr, Ludwig Weber, Coenraad van Bos, Gerald Moore, Hans Udo Müller and Michael Raucheisen. In 1932 Legge founded the London Lieder Club and began to write for the Manchester Guardian, and during 1938–9 he xxiiiwas Thomas Beecham’s assistant artistic director at Covent Garden. As a record producer, he helped to create a huge number of first-rate recordings of operas, orchestral and chamber works. He founded the Philharmonia Chorus in 1957.

            Having set out with Frank Walker to write the definitive Wolf biography, Legge eventually left that task to his colleague. He had, however, collected a vast amount of material, which he continued to expand and which he bequeathed to his wife, Elisabeth Schwarzkopf. She handed the material – a priceless gift – to Dietrich Fischer-Dieskau (1925–2012), who included many letters, that still today remain unpublished in their entirety, in his Hugo Wolf. Leben und Werk.

            Frank Walker (1907–1962) was educated at Portsmouth Grammar School and earned a living as an official in the General Post Office, and in his free time as a musicologist. Fluent in German and Italian, he had two main areas of interest: Giuseppe Verdi and Hugo Wolf. His articles on Wolf began to appear in the mid-1930s in Music & Letters, The Musical Times, The Music Review, The Monthly Musical Record and elsewhere. His life’s work, Hugo Wolf: A Biography, was first published in 1951 and then translated into German by Witold Schey in 1953. The idea of a book on Wolf came from Walter Legge, the co-founder of the Gramophone Company’s Hugo Wolf Society. Most of the initial research was carried out by Legge, who interviewed such important Wolf figures as his siblings Käthe and Gilbert; the publisher Emil Heckel; one of Wolf’s closest friends, Friedrich Eckstein; and the tenor Ferdinand Jäger jnr who sang Wolf songs from the Italienisches Liederbuch and the Goethe-Lieder at the opening of Vienna’s Hugo-Wolf-Verein on 14 May 1897. The Legge–Walker collaboration was not a success, principally because, as Walker wrote, ‘My colleague’s numerous other activities seemed to leave him less and less time for his work with me.’ Walker acknowledged Legge’s contribution, and continued the work on his own, collecting original material during nine months in Austria from August 1945 to the end of April 1946, following in Wolf’s footsteps, visiting correspondents and spending a week at Traunkirchen as the guest of Frau Hilde Wittgenstein, one of the Köchert children, who showed him Wolf’s correspondence – since destroyed – with her mother Melanie Köchert. The second edition of Hugo Wolf: A Biography contained a chapter (xiii) and a few shorter passages that had not appeared in the first edition, ‘out of regard for the feelings of then living people’ – details of Wolf’s love affairs with Melanie Köchert and Frieda Zerny.

            Ernst Hilmar (1938–2016), whose Hugo Wolf Enzyklopädie contains 518 entries on every aspect of Wolf’s life and works – an indispensable source of information.

            Leopold Spitzer (1942–2020), whose Hugo Wolf: Briefe was published between 2010 and 2011 by the Internationale Hugo Wolf-Gesellschaft, Vienna. The first three volumes reproduce Wolf’s letters from the periods 1873–91, 1892–5 and xxiv1896–1901, while the fourth provides commentaries and extensive indexes. This remarkable editorial achievement contains over 2,200 letters and cards that Wolf wrote between 1873 and 1901, and they appear in their original form without any editorial embellishment.

            Margret Jestremski, whose Hugo-Wolf-Werkverzeichnis discusses every work by Wolf chronologically, giving factual information, not found elsewhere, on sources, dating, gestation, handwriting, sketches, autographs, proofs, publication details, first performances, etc., etc. What Köchel did for Mozart and Deutsch for Schubert, Jestremski has done for Wolf – and much more.

            I am also indebted to:

            Eric Sams (1926–2004) whose The Songs of Hugo Wolf first kindled my interest in Wolf.

            Graham Johnson, to whom this book is dedicated, whose conversations, publications, lectures and performances of art song have been a constant source of illumination.

            Susan Youens, whose writing on Lieder in general and her two books on Wolf in particular, have been an inspiration: Hugo Wolf: The Vocal Music and Hugo Wolf and his Mörike Songs.

            I am most grateful to everyone at Faber and Faber, especially Belinda Matthews for her belief in the book, and Jill Burrows, whose flair for fixing layout tangles, detecting stylistic infelicities and providing imaginative solutions has been without compare – I could not have been more fortunate. I am indebted to Maria Majno, Barry Ife, Thormod Rønning Kvam and Martin Schøyen for their advice on assembling the Italian, Spanish and Norwegian poems; and finally, I should like to thank David Harman for his eagle-eyed checking of the typescript, and a multitude of German-speaking friends who have helped me solve thorny linguistic problems.

            HOW TO USE THIS BOOK

         

         The Complete Songs of Hugo Wolf gathers together for the first time the texts and translations of all the songs – piano accompanied, orchestral and choral – of Hugo Wolf. The book is arranged alphabetically, according to poet, and each chapter follows the same format. Listed after the poet’s name are the poems set by Wolf (both published and unpublished in his lifetime) in order of composition – thus allowing the reader to see how many songs were composed on a particular day. Four sections then follow: Poet, Composer, Letters, Lieder. The Poet section gives a biographical account of the writer; Composer explores Wolf’s association with each poet; Letters contains numerous quotations from Wolf’s correspondence that throw light on the songs and his life; and the final Lieder section presents all the poems (with parallel translations) that Wolf set, printed with their authentic punctuation and versification. Other composers who have set the same poem are listed below the texts.

         Notes elucidate difficult syntax and arcane meanings, and give biographical details relevant to either composer or poet. Further biographical detail is given in the Introduction, the Chronologies and the section on Correspondents.

            TRANSLATOR’S NOTE

         

         My past translations of these poems have been revised for this volume. The aim has been to convey the full sense and as much as possible the tone of each poem, without any slavish adherence to the rhyme and rhythm of the originals.

         Most music publishers adopt a cavalier attitude to a poet’s punctuation and versification. Some, it’s true, print the poems at the front or back of the score, and the first edition of Schumann’s ‘Belsatzar’ printed Heine’s poem separately – the only instance of such a practice in his Lieder. But, in general, the punctuation of the poem as presented in the score varies significantly from that of the poet’s first or subsequent editions. Every effort has been made in The Complete Songs of Hugo Wolf to respect the authentic shape of each German poem: versification, punctuation, indentations, italics and orthography have all been carefully reproduced. Not just for aesthetic reasons. Francis Turner Palgrave, in his Introduction to a volume of poems by Robert Herrick (Macmillan and Co, 1892), writes perceptively, ‘The poet’s own spelling and punctuation bear, or may bear, a gleam of his personality.’ And a poet’s use of punctuation and italics can significantly alter the meaning of a poem. Let this example from Mörike’s ‘Der Gärtner’ suffice. The final strophe runs:

         The italic in line three, here represented by a capital letter („Eine“), suggests that the Lady Chatterley-like gardener will give the princess all his flowers, if she in return will reward him with her maidenhead. All depends on that italicised indefinite article for the lubricious innuendo to be grasped. That not a single modern edition of the song prints this italic is deplorable.

         Composers down the ages have tweaked original poems to suit their own settings, and The Complete Songs of Hugo Wolf prints the text as it appears in the songs – minus the many repetitions. Notes indicate the poet’s original wording and an asterisk all those occasions on which Wolf repeats words and phrases. Wolf’s predilection for repetition is not always realised: over a quarter of the songs in the Mörike-Lieder, for example, repeat words or phrases. It was only in Wolf’s final great songbook, the Italienisches Liederbuch, that he dispensed with repetition almost entirely – two examples in forty-six songs, one in ‘Du denkst mit einem Fädchen mich zu fangen’ and one in ‘Benedeit die sel’ge Mutter’. xxvii

         I have attempted to date all the poems by Eichendorff, Goethe, Heine and Mörike to enable the reader to engage with matters of autobiographical interest. Eichendorff’s ‘Lieber alles’, for example, was written in 1809 at a time when he was pondering what career path to follow; Goethe’s ‘Phänomen’, which states that old men too can fall in love, was penned by the sixty-four-year-old poet on 25 July 1814 on his way to Wiesbaden where he was to meet Marianne von Willemer for the first time; Heine’s ‘Sie haben heut’ abend Gesellschaft’ dates from the autumn of 1823, a month after he had written that traumatic letter to Moses Moser (see note 1 to ‘Sie haben heut’ abend Gesellschaft’, p. 197) expressing his anguish at visiting Hamburg for the first time since his break with Amalie; and Mörike’s despairing ‘Wo find’ ich Trost?’ was written in 1827 when the twenty-three-year-old curate, full of doubts about his vocation and distraught at the terminal illness of his older sister Luise, was still reeling from the Maria Meyer episode.

         As D. H. Lawrence put it in his introductory Note to The Collected Poems (1928):

         
            It seems to me that no poetry, not even the best, should be judged as if it existed in the absolute, in the vacuum of the absolute. Even the best poetry, when it is at all personal, needs the penumbra of its own time and place and circumstances to make it full and whole.

         

         A word on Wolf’s voluminous correspondence. He wrote so many letters, often with such great speed, that he attached little importance to formal correctness. Such impetuosity often resulted in wayward grammar, syntax, orthography, inconsistent use of apostrophes, commas, umlauts, capitals, ‘ß’ and ‘s’. No attempt has been made, however, to tidy up his style – although absent quotation marks in song titles have been restored in the English translation by using the English convention: ‘Gebet’ instead of „Gebet“.

         Three proper nouns, one a cumbersome compound, defy elegant translation. They appear as Niederösterreichische Landesirrenanstalt (Lower Austrian Provincial Mental Asylum), Zentraler Friedhof (Central Cemetery) and Hofoper (Vienna Opera House).xxviii

            CHRONOLOGY: LIFE

         

         
            1860

            Hugo Philipp Jakob Wolf born to Philipp and Katharina Wolf on 13 March in Windischgraz (Steiermark), today’s Slovenj Gradec in Slovenia.

            1865

            Father teaches Wolf piano and violin.

            1868

            The eight-year-old Wolf attends his first opera, Donizetti’s Belisario, in Klagenfurt, and is entranced.

            1870

            Attends the Gymnasium in Graz and expelled six months later for ‘utterly unsatisfactory work’ („ganz ungenügend“).

            1871

            Student at the Konvikt of Sankt Paul in Carinthia. Plays the organ at Mass and makes chamber music.

            1872

            Wolf’s school reports from St Paul’s indicate that he excelled in only two subjects: singing and gymnastics.

            1873

            Leaves St Paul’s in June due to unsatisfactory progress in Latin and Slovenian; enters the Gymnasium in Marburg (today’s Maribor) in the autumn. Acquires the nickname Wölferl. Plays in the school orchestra. Discovers Haydn, Mozart and especially Beethoven, whose symphonies he plays in piano reductions with fanatical zeal. Poor reports.

            1875

            Composes 5 songs, his first attempts at composition. Dedicates his Piano Sonata to his father. Leaves school and from September is a fellow student of Mahler at the xxxKonservatorium der Gesellschaft der Musikfreunde, the Vienna Conservatoire. Hears Wagner’s Tannhäuser and Lohengrin and is smitten. Aged fifteen, he visits Wagner on 12 December at the Hotel Imperial in Vienna and describes the encounter in detail in a letter to his parents, after which he becomes, in his own words, a ‘Wagnerianer’.

            1876

            Composes c. 15 songs and choruses. Takes some of his compositions to Hans Richter, who gives him advice. Begins his Symphony in B major.

            1877

            Composes 7 songs. Expelled from the Conservatoire for impertinence and lack of discipline (he had informed the director that he was forgetting more than he was learning). Wolf returns to his parents’ house, composes songs, piano pieces, choruses. Meets the composer Adalbert von Goldschmidt, who enables him to earn money as an accompanist and introduces him to his influential friends; meets Felix Mottl; attends the premiere of Bruckner’s Third Symphony in Vienna’s Musikverein, conducted by the composer. Syphilitic infection at the end of the year. According to Alma Mahler in Erinnerungen an Gustav Mahler, it was Goldschmidt who took Wolf to a brothel, the so-called „Lehmgruben“, where he contracted „die Wunde, die nie sich schließen will“ (‘the wound that will never heal’).

            1878

            Composes 26 songs and 7 fragments, including his first important collection, the Heine Liederstrauß. Wolf later called 1878 his ‘Lodi in song’, when he would usually compose at least ‘one, sometimes two, good songs a day’. Plays dance music in a Gasthaus in Meidling to earn much needed money. Falls in love in the spring with Valentine (Vally) Franck, his first sweetheart. Approaches Joh. André in Offenbach and Breitkopf & Härtel in Leipzig with the intention of publishing some of his songs. Unsuccessfully. Begins his String Quartet in D minor, the Grave introduction of which is prefaced by Goethe’s words from Faust: „Entbehren sollst du, sollst entbehren“ (‘You must renounce, renounce’), spoken by Faust when sealing his pact with Mephistopheles the Devil (Part i, line 1549). This invocation to renounce comments obliquely, perhaps, on the events that led to him contracting syphilis.

            1879

            Composes only 4 songs, perhaps because he was busy writing his String Quartet and the Symphony in F minor, to which he refers in a letter to his father of 10 May. Shares accommodation with Gustav Mahler. Disappointing visit to Brahms, who gives him little encouragement – his subsequent vilification of Brahms in his Wiener Salonblatt reviews did much to sour his relationship with Vienna’s musical establishment, thus impeding his own recognition as a composer. Meets Melanie Köchert at the Goldschmidts and gives her piano lessons – she was soon to become his clandestine mistress. Meets Edmund Lang. xxxi

            1880

            Composes 6 songs, including his first Mörike setting, ‘Suschens Vogel’. Summer in Maierling with Vally Franck (see Heinrich Werner, Hugo Wolf in Maierling: Eine Idylle). Composes piano paraphrases of Wagner’s Die Meistersinger von Nürnberg and Die Walküre, the latter owing much to the piano reduction of the opera by Karl Klindworth. Continues writing his String Quartet. Meets the Werner family.

            1881

            Annus horribilis. Writes in Daten aus meinem Leben: ‘Breach. Misery. Despair. Only one piano-accompanied song composed. Summer in Windischgraz. Winter in Salzburg, Kapellmeister at the theatre. Horrendous time.’ Vally Franck breaks off their relationship and Wolf suffers emotional trauma. Composes the cathartic Sechs geistliche Lieder to poems by Eichendorff for unaccompanied mixed choir. Tries in vain to interest another publisher (Kistner Verlag) in his Heine Liederstrauß. Appointed second Kapellmeister at the Königliches Nationaltheater in Salzburg, but leaves after a disastrous three months. Turns vegetarian in emulation of Wagner.

            1882

            Composes 3 songs: ‘Wiegenlied im Sommer’, ‘Wiegenlied im Winter’ (both Reinick) and ‘Mausfallen-Sprüchlein’ (Mörike). In Daten aus meinem Leben for 1882, Wolf writes „Greulichen moralischen Katzenjammer“ (‘frightful moral hangover’) – a possible reference to his syphilis. Yet he seems to recover his emotional equilibrium, writing to Henriette Lang on 25 May, „Zukunft und Vergangenheit sind mir fern; ich lebe nur in der Gegenwart und das macht mich so froh und glücklich.“ (‘The future and the past are far distant; I live only in the present and that makes me so happy.’) Short period of military service. First visit to Bayreuth (Parsifal). Friendship with Friedrich Eckstein who puts his vast library at Wolf’s disposal. Spends summer in Maierling with the Werner family who would soon provide Wolf with accommodation in Perchtoldsdorf, where he composed some 120 Lieder and much of Der Corregidor.

            1883

            Composes 10 songs, including ‘Zur Ruh, zur Ruh!’ (Kerner). Despite Hanslick’s letter of recommendation, B. Schott’s Söhne declines to publish Sechs Lieder für eine Frauenstimme. A meeting with Franz Liszt inspires him to write Penthesilea. Deeply distressed by Wagner’s death. Spends summer in Rinnbach as guest of the Köchert family.

            1884

            Composes only one song: ‘Die Tochter der Heide’ (Mörike). Heinrich Köchert arranges for Wolf to start work as a music critic for the Wiener Salonblatt at a monthly salary of 60 florins. Wolf publishes his first article in January. Incidental music to Kleist’s Prinz Friedrich von Homburg. Shares a house with Hermann Bahr and Edmund Lang in Vienna. Composes fourth movement of his String Quartet. xxxii

            1885

            No songs composed. First meeting with Anton Bruckner. Lives on and off with the Köchert family in Vienna’s Mehlmarkt, and from September in their villa in Döbling. The Rosé-Quartett declines to perform his String Quartet.

            1886

            Composes 3 songs: ‘Der König bei der Krönung’ (Mörike), ‘Der Soldat II’ (Eichendorff) and ‘Biterolf’ (Scheffel). Spends the summer with sister Modesta and brother-in-law Josef Strasser in Murau. Penthesilea refused by the Wiener Philharmoniker. Starts ‘Christnacht’.

            1887

            Composes 8 songs, including ‘Wanderers Nachtlied’ (Goethe). Serenade for string quartet. Writes his final piece in April for the Wiener Salonblatt. Between 10 January 1884 and 24 April 1887 Wolf wrote more than 110 reviews. Death of Philipp Wolf, Hugo’s father, on 9 May.

            1888

            Annus mirabilis that sees the composition of 53 Mörike, 25 Goethe and 13 Eichendorff Lieder. Moves to Perchtoldsdorf at the invitation of the Werner family and composes the first of the Mörike-Lieder (‘Der Tambour’) on 16 February. Rosa Papier gives the first public performance of Wolf songs (‘Morgentau’ and ‘Zur Ruh, zur Ruh!’). Sechs Lieder für eine Frauenstimme and Sechs Gedichte von Scheffel, Mörike, Goethe und Just. Kerner published in Vienna by Emil Wetzler, after Friedrich Eckstein had generously prepared the ground. After his third visit to Bayreuth, Wolf lives with Eckstein in Vienna and Unterach, where he composes 12 Eichendorff and 10 Mörike Lieder. Recital at the Vienna Wagner-Verein devoted to the music of Beethoven and Wolf. Wolf accompanies Ferdinand Jäger (his first public appearance as an accompanist) and is delighted with the reception. Moves in December to Döbling where he works on the Goethe-Lieder: 25 Goethe songs composed between late October and late December.

            1889

            Composes 26 more Goethe-Lieder and 26 of the Spanisches Liederbuch. Wetzler publishes the Mörike-Lieder; Wolf orchestrates ‘Elfenlied’ (Shakespeare); ‘Christnacht’ completed. Hears Tristan und Isolde and Die Meistersinger von Nürnberg in Bayreuth. Lacom publishes the Eichendorff-Lieder and Goethe-Lieder in Vienna.

            1890

            Composes a further 18 of the Spanisches Liederbuch, 7 of the Italienisches Liederbuch and the 6 Alte Weisen (Keller). Ground-breaking article on Wolf as a Lieder composer by Joseph Schalk: ‘Neue Lieder, neues Leben’ appears on 22 January in Munich’s Allgemeine xxxiiiZeitung. Rejects Rosa Mayreder’s libretto of Der Corregidor. The Burgtheater commissions Wolf to write incidental music to Ibsen’s Das Fest auf Solhaug. Considers Shakespeare’s The Tempest as an opera. Extensive tour of Germany in late autumn. He meets Detlev von Liliencron in Munich at the house of Michael Georg Conrad where he performs the 53 songs of the Mörike-Lieder and the 51 of the Goethe-Lieder (see Appendix 1). Also meets Emil Kauffmann in Tübingen and Ludwig Strecker in Mainz. Contract with Schott’s. First meeting with Heinrich Potpeschnigg.

            1891

            Composes 15 songs in December from the Italienisches Liederbuch. Tours Germany again, visiting Frankfurt, Karlsruhe, Mainz, Mannheim, Philippsburg, Stuttgart and Tübingen. Premiere of ‘Christnacht’ in Mannheim. Lukewarm reception of Das Fest auf Solhaug in the Burgtheater. Schott’s publish 6 Alte Weisen and the Spanisches Liederbuch.

            1892

            Composes no songs. Beginning of a long creative crisis. Concerts featuring his songs in Berlin. Meets Baron and Baroness von Lipperheide, Richard Sternfeld and Paul Müller. Plans Manuel Venegas. Schott’s publish Book I of the Italienisches Liederbuch in December. Wolf orchestrates the Italienische Serenade für kleines Orchester.

            1893

            Composes no songs but orchestrates 2 Goethe-Lieder. Plans an opera on Grillparzer’s Weh dem, der lügt! Shakespeare’s ‘Elfenlied’ premiered in Graz.

            1894

            Composes no songs. Frosty meeting with Richard Strauss. Meets Hugo Faisst in Stuttgart. Stormy love affair with the singer Frieda Zerny – which complicates his relationship with Melanie Köchert. Liederabende with Zerny. Despairing search for an opera libretto. Travels to Berlin with Bruckner to attend premiere of his orchestral ‘Elfenlied’ and ‘Der Feuerreiter’. Lives as a guest with the von Lipperheides in Berlin (Potsdamer Straße) and Schloss Matzen.

            1895

            Composes no songs. Accepts Rosa Mayreder’s libretto to Der Corregidor and begins the opera in April–May in Perchtoldsdorf, finishing it at Schloss Matzen. Breaks off his affair with Frieda Zerny. Changes publisher, leaving Schott’s for Heckel.

            1896

            Composes 24 songs for Book II of the Italienisches Liederbuch in Perchtoldsdorf. Also 3 Lieder to poems by Byron and Reinick. Successful premiere of Der Corregidor in xxxivMannheim on 7 July. Stays with the Köcherts in Traunkirchen. He lives for the first time in an apartment of his own: Schwindgasse 3 in Vienna. Revises Der Corregidor. On 28 August, a doctor diagnoses symptoms of paralysis. Heckel publishes Book II of the Italienisches Liederbuch. Paul Müller founds the Hugo-Wolf-Verein in Berlin.

            1897

            Composes his 3 last songs in March: the Drei Gedichte von Michelangelo. Act IV of Der Corregidor revised. Vier Gedichte nach H. Heine, Shakespeare und Lord Byron published. Begins work in the summer on the opera Manuel Venegas. Michael Haberlandt founds the Hugo-Wolf-Verein in Vienna. Gustav Mahler decides not to stage Der Corregidor at the Vienna Hofoper (though he will conduct the first performance in 1904). On 19 September, outbreak of madness. Wolf claims that he has been appointed Intendant of the Vienna Hofoper in Mahler’s stead; plans to tour the world with his own operas. Wolf is taken to Dr Svetlin’s mental asylum, where he reworks Penthesilea, orchestrates ‘Wer sein holdes Lieb verloren’ and ‘Wenn du zu den Blumen gehst’ from the Spanisches Liederbuch, and arranges Reinick’s ‘Morgenstimmung’ for chorus and orchestra, changing the title to ‘Morgenhymnus’.

            1898

            Discharged from Dr Svetlin’s asylum on 24 January. Travels with Melanie Köchert and his sister Käthe to Trieste, Duino and the Adriatic. On their return, Melanie furnishes a home for him in the Mühlgasse (No. 22). Wolf busies himself with the revised second edition of the Eichendorff-Lieder. Hugo Faisst founds the Hugo-Wolf-Verein in Stuttgart. Periods of depression. Revised version of Der Corregidor performed in Strasbourg. Suicide attempt in the Traunsee. Committed on 4 October to the Niederösterreichische Landesirrenanstalt.

            1899

            A piano is placed at Wolf’s disposal in his asylum room. He performs his own songs and plays over and over again the second movement of Beethoven’s Piano Sonata Op. 90. Writes a despairing letter on 15 July to his sister Modesta which ends: „Kurz rette mich, wenn ich noch zu retten bin.“ (‘In short, save me, if I can still be saved.’) Tries to flee the asylum. Makes the occasional excursion to Perchtoldsdorf, under supervision.

            1900

            Paralysis sets in; he finds it increasingly difficult to talk.

            1901

            Visited by his seventy-seven-year-old mother, who later describes the occasion in a letter to Käthe Wolf, published in volume 4 of Spitzer’s edition, p. 674. Wolf’s health deteriorates and from August 1901, due to paralytic spasms, he has to sleep in a bed with high rails. xxxv

            1899–1902

            The horror of Wolf’s situation, comparable to Schumann’s in Endenich, can be gauged from this heartrending letter received by Edmund Lang during the second half of 1899:

            
               Hier ist es schrecklich einsam u. die Leute, die mich umgeben nehmen immer mehr eine drohende Haltung gegen mich ein. Meine Lage ist wahrlich nicht beneidenswerth u. z. um so weniger, als es mir gar nicht gelingt mich irgendwie verständlich zu machen. Man will mich einfach nicht verstehn und das macht mich dann ungeduldig u. so verschlimmere ich mir noch meine Situation. Was mir geschehen [sic], die schrecklichsten Marten stehn mir bevor. Ach, wenn Du mich doch von hier wegbringen könntest, aber das ist ja fast ganz ausgeschlossen. Kurz ich bin verdammt ewig u. ununterbrochen zu leiden. Was das zu bedeuten wirst Du am besten verstehn. Wäre ich doch nie hierher gekommen. Man hätte mich überhaupt in kein Irrenhaus bringen sollen u. Alles wäre anders geworden. Wie sich meine Zukunft gestalten wird? ich darf daran gar nicht denken. Kein Wasser, kein Getränk, überhaupt vielleicht gar keine Flüßigkeit wird mir zukommen u. ich werde jammervoll verschmachten müssen, abgesehen von den andern Qualen die mir zugedacht sind.

   Gott im Himmel möge mir’s vergeben, wenn ich je wissentlich gegen ihn gesündigt.

               
                   

               

               It is dreadfully lonely here & the people around me adopt an increasingly threatening attitude towards me. My situation is truly not to be envied, especially because I simply cannot make myself understood. They simply refuse to understand me, and that makes me impatient & so I aggravate my own situation. The most dreadful torments await me. Ah, if only you could take me away from here, but that of course is almost wholly out of the question. In short, I am condemned to suffer eternally & without respite. You will best understand what that means. If only I had not come here. They should never have brought me to a lunatic asylum – everything then would have turned out differently. What of my future? It doesn’t bear thinking about. No water, nothing to drink, perhaps no fluids at all will be my lot & I shall have to languish in misery – quite apart from the other torments in store for me.

   God in Heaven forgive me if I have ever consciously sinned against Him.

            

            1903

            Dies on 22 February. Funeral service two days later in the Votivkirche. Burial in the Zentralfriedhof, beside Beethoven and Schubert. Michael Haberlandt in his funeral oration (see Appendix 2) recites the first verse of Wolf’s Kerner song ‘Zur Ruh, zur Ruh!’, movingly adapted for the occasion.xxxvi

            CHRONOLOGY: LETTERS

         

         
            Of Wolf’s 2,200 or so published letters and cards, over 800 were written in Vienna – at a variety of addresses. Unable to tolerate noise, and fastidious by nature, Wolf was constantly on the move: between 1875 and the summer of 1885, for example, he changed apartment in the capital some thirty times. His nomadic nature also led him further afield, partly because friends, sponsors and well-wishers invited him to stay, and partly because he wished to promote his songs and further his reputation with publishers and audiences outside Vienna. Over 200 letters were written in towns across Austria and Germany: Bayreuth, Berlin, Cologne, Frankfurt, Graz, Heidelberg, Karlsruhe, Mainz, Mannheim, Munich, Philippsburg, Salzburg, Stuttgart and Tübingen.

            
                

            

            Brief notes on the places that appear at the head of each letter in this volume:

            Döbling

            Döbling was a suburb of Vienna much prized by the aristocracy. The Köchert family owned a villa in the Hirschengasse (now Billrothstraße 68) with a beautiful garden and classical temple. It was there that Wolf composed 37 of the Goethe-Lieder and most of Book I of the Italienisches Liederbuch. Wolf wrote some 130 letters during his many visits to Döbling.

            Maierling

            Within a stone’s throw of Baden, some 30 kilometres to the south-west of Vienna, Maierling was a small village that consisted of a few farmhouses, a church and an inn. Wolf spent the summers of 1880 and 1882 in Maierling as a guest of Joseph Reitzes in the Marienhof. It was there that he met the Werner family and enjoyed an idyllic few weeks with Vally Franck (see p. 483). He composed his first masterpiece in Maierling – Mörike’s ‘Mausfallen-Sprüchlein’ on 18 June 1882. And two months later he commemorated the little village in a 37-line poem: ‘Bilder aus und um Maierling’.

            Matzen

            Matzen, a small town near Brixlegg in the Tyrol, was where Wolf spent some of his happiest days (see pp. 497–8) as the guest of Baron Franz Josef von Lipperheide and his wife Baronin Frida von Lipperheide. Wolf lived in the „Jägerhäusl“ (‘hunting lodge’) attached to their castle at Matzen while working on Der Corregidor. Over 200 of Wolf’s letters bear the Matzen postmark. xxxviii

            Perchtoldsdorf

            Perchtoldsdorf (or Petersdorf), 16 kilometres to the south-west of Vienna, is a small market town, a mere thirty-minute train-ride from the capital and some four hours on foot from Maierling. Here Wolf composed most of the Mörike-Lieder, Book II of the Italienisches Liederbuch, all the Spanisches Liederbuch and Act I and much of Act II of Der Corregidor. Some of his most euphoric letters (see entry for Mörike) were penned at Brunnergasse 26, which belonged to the Werner family and is now the Hugo-Wolf-Haus. Opened in 1973, this museum, and especially the garden with the „Häuslein Windebang“, is the most atmospheric of all the Wolf locations. Friedrich Eckstein was born in Perchtoldsdorf and Michael Haberlandt lived in Brunnergasse 7. Wolf wrote some 190 letters from Perchtoldsdorf.

            Traunkirchen

            Traunkirchen, where Wolf orchestrated ‘Elfenlied’ (Shakespeare), is a little town on the Traunsee in the Salzkammergut where he attempted suicide in 1898. In August 1891 he stayed at the Pfarrhof in a room that the local priest had put at his disposal. It was from Traunkirchen that Wolf penned some of his most despairing letters, describing his creative inertia.

            Unterach

            Unterach, at the southern end of the Attersee, was where Friedrich Eckstein owned a villa with a view of the lake and the Höllengebirge. It was there (and not in today’s ‘Hugo-Wolf-Weg’) that Wolf composed half of the Eichendorff-Lieder, a few of the Mörike-Lieder, including ‘Der Feuerreiter’, most of the Alte Weisen and the first few songs of the Italienisches Liederbuch.

            Waidhofen an der Ybbs

            Waidhofen an der Ybbs in Lower Austria was where Wolf planned to compose Dichterleben, a song-cycle to poems by Hoffmann von Fallersleben. ‘Liebesfrühling’, ‘Auf der Wanderung’ and ‘Ja, die Schönst’! ich sagt es offen’ were composed on successive days. It was also there that he wrote ‘Gretchen vor dem Andachtsbild der Mater Dolorosa’. Wolf had been invited to Waidhofen an der Ybbs by the Breuer family, and stayed in the Gasthaus Zum goldenen Pflug. After work, he would usually join his hosts in their villa and give the Breuer children piano lessons.

            Windischgraz

            Windischgraz, today’s Slovenj Gradec in Slovenia, was where Wolf spent the first decade of his life, attending the Volksschule. It was in Windischgraz that he wrote the earliest of his letters to survive. He returned intermittently to his home town, mostly in the summer months, but the family atmosphere was strained (see pp. 517–19) and he could never find the peace he needed for composition. He also felt cut off and lonely, as we read at the start of this letter to Friedrich Umlauft of 17 August 1881: „Ich lebe hier so abgeschieden u. gottverlassen von der Welt“ (‘I feel so solitary here & godforsaken’). xxxix

            CHRONOLOGY: LIEDER

         

         
            The following table, based on Margret Jestremski’s Hugo-Wolf-Werkverzeichnis (hww), enables the reader to appreciate at a glance the erratic nature of Wolf’s Lieder composition: weeks of sustained inspiration followed by months and sometimes years of creative inertia.

            We sense in the Goethe, Heine and Lenau settings of 1875 and 1876 Wolf’s wish to explore in depth the verse of a single poet. The year 1877 yielded a mere 7 songs – the consequence, perhaps, of his work on two symphonies, in B major and G minor, both of which remain fragments. The 26 songs of 1878 reflect his ambition to become known to a wider audience, although Breitkopf & Härtel and Johann André both declined to publish his Lieder. It was also the year in which he met Vally Franck, his first sweetheart, and the 12 settings of Heine’s predominantly bitter poetry were composed in the midst of that tempestuous relationship.

            The meagre output (4 songs) of 1879 can be partially explained by Brahms’s harsh criticism of his Lieder, and Wolf’s immersion in his String Quartet in D minor. The year 1880, during which he continued work on his String Quartet and composed piano paraphrases of Die Meistersinger von Nürnberg and Die Walküre, yielded a mere 6 songs, including his first Eichendorff settings (‘Erwartung’ and ‘Die Nacht’) and his first song to a text by Mörike (‘Suschens Vogel’). Wolf described 1881 as his annus horribilis – the year in which Vally broke off their relationship. The Sechs geistliche Lieder nach Gedichten von Eichendorff were his attempt to exorcise that trauma. The year 1882 marks the composition of his first masterpiece, a setting of Mörike’s ‘Mausfallen-Sprüchlein’, and the first songs to poems by Robert Reinick. And 1883 sees him exploring further poems by Eichendorff, striving to find his own style and break free from the influence of Robert Schumann. From January 1884 to April 1887 Wolf was busy earning a living by writing over a hundred concert and opera reviews for the Wiener Salonblatt. The death of his father on 9 May plunged him into deep despair. The twelve Lieder, however, that he did compose during these three years include such masterpieces as ‘Der Soldat I’, ‘Der Soldat II’ and ‘Nachtzauber’.

            If 1881 had been Wolf’s annus horribilis, 1888 turned out to be his annus mirabilis: over ninety songs, most of them masterpieces. The floodgates opened with the composition of ‘Der Tambour’ (16 February). Songs now flowed from his pen, and Wolf’s feeling of rapture is conveyed by a flurry of hyperbolic letters to his closest friends. Such was his heightened state of inspiration that in the course of this one year he turned his attention, occasionally simultaneously, to no fewer than three of his favourite poets: Eichendorff, Goethe and Mörike. The following year, 1889, continued the trend with over 60 settings: Eichendorff and Goethe again, but also the early songs of the Spanisches Liederbuch – the first time that Wolf set German translations from a different language. Translations from English, Italian and Norwegian were to follow in the next decade. Then 1890 saw him complete the Spanisches Liederbuch, start the Italienisches Liederbuch and compose the 6 Keller-Lieder. It was also the year in which he began to orchestrate some of his xlvipiano-accompanied songs. In early 1891 he composed his three Ibsen-Lieder and by the end of the year he had finished Book I of the Italienisches Liederbuch.

            No songs were completed between 1892 and 1894. Instead, he orchestrated a number of already existing piano-accompanied Lieder (‘Der Feuerreiter’, ‘Mignon’ and ‘Anakreons Grab’) – often a sign with Wolf of creative inertia. Although there are no songs from 1895, he completed the first version of his opera Der Corregidor. But 1896 marked his return, after a barren four years, to Lieder composition, and the remaining 24 songs of the Italienisches Liederbuch were completed in little over a month. In March 1897, buoyed perhaps by the successful premiere of Der Corregidor in June 1896, he composed, despite alarming signs of incipient insanity, the Drei Gedichte von Michelangelo, which were destined, he thought, „mich populär zu machen“ (‘to make me popular’) – see hw to Heinrich Potpeschnigg, 9 September 1898, p. 326.

            Less than a month after that letter, following a suicide attempt in the Traunsee, Wolf was committed to the Niederösterreichische Landesirrenanstalt. While confined in the asylum for the last five years of his life, he wrote no songs, although he sketched the opening bars of an satb setting of Eichendorff’s ‘Dein Wille, Herr, geschehe’ (‘May Thy will, O Lord, be done’) in a heartrending, scarcely legible scrawl.
