Chapter 1

Chapter 2
Celtic Cosmovision

	 

	The Celtic worldview is an intricate and beautiful system of beliefs that shapes the way ancient Celts viewed the world, time, life, and death. It is a world vision deeply rooted in nature, in the interconnection of all things, and in the belief in multiple realms of existence. Understanding the Celtic worldview is fundamental for any practitioner of Celtic spirituality, as it serves as the basis for all rituals, beliefs, and practices.

	The Wheel of the Year was more than a simple calendar for the Celts; it was a reflection of the cycles of nature and of existence itself. For them, time did not advance in a linear way, like a straight path that leads from the past to the future, but rather in circles, always returning to the point of origin, renewing itself in an eternal flow of birth, growth, decline, death, and rebirth. The careful observation of natural patterns – the changing of the seasons, the movement of the stars, the cycles of planting and harvesting – led them to structure the Wheel of the Year in eight main festivals, each representing a specific moment of this cycle and loaded with symbolism and spiritual meaning.

	The cycle began with Samhain, celebrated on October 31st, considered the Celtic New Year. It was a period of transition, where the veil between the world of the living and the dead became thinner, allowing communication with ancestors. Communities gathered to honor those who had passed, lighting candles and holding feasts in their memory. It was a time of introspection, marked by the end of the harvest and the preparation for the colder and darker months of the year.

	Next came Yule, celebrated on the winter solstice, around December 21st. It was the longest night of the year, but also a moment of hope, as it marked the rebirth of the sun. To celebrate this renewal of light, bonfires and torches were lit, symbolizing the victory of light over darkness. Trees were decorated with symbols of prosperity and protection, a practice that remains alive today in Christmas traditions.

	With the arrival of February, Imbolc took place, on the 1st or 2nd of the month. This festival was linked to purification, renewal, and the awakening of life dormant under the ice of winter. It was dedicated to the goddess Brigid, patroness of poetry, healing, and fertility. Candles were lit to illuminate the path of spring, and cleansing rituals were performed, both in the environment and in the spirit.

	At the spring equinox, around March 21st, Ostara was celebrated, a period of balance between light and darkness. Nature flourished, and this rebirth was celebrated with the sowing of new intentions, reflecting the growth and fertility of this period. The symbol of the egg, which represents life in potential, was revered, as were hares, animals associated with the goddess Eostre.

	The height of spring was marked by Beltane, on May 1st, a vibrant and energy-filled festival that celebrated fertility, passion, and the union of opposites. Sacred fires were lit to purify and strengthen the earth, and young people danced around the Maypole, intertwining colorful ribbons that symbolized the interconnection of life.

	At the summer solstice, approximately on June 21st, Litha took place, the festival that celebrated the peak of the sun's power. It was a time of abundance and gratitude for the bounty of nature. Bonfires were lit to strengthen the light and ward off negative influences, and medicinal herbs harvested on this night were considered especially powerful.

	The beginning of the harvest was celebrated with Lughnasadh, on August 1st, a time to give thanks for the fruits of the earth and honor the effort of hard work. Named after the god Lugh, this festival included sporting competitions, temporary marriages, and the sharing of the first bread made with the newly harvested grains.

	Finally, the autumn equinox, Mabon, around September 21st, marked the balance between day and night. It was a period of introspection and preparation for the approaching winter. The last harvests were carried out, and thanks were given for the food and blessings received throughout the year. As a mirror of Ostara, Mabon symbolized the need for recollection and reflection before the closing of the cycle in Samhain.

	These festivals were not just celebrations; they were sacred moments in which the Celts aligned themselves with the rhythms of nature, strengthening their connection with the gods, the spirits, and the very essence of life. Each celebration involved specific rituals, offerings, dances, music, and banquets, creating a deep sense of belonging and continuity.

	In addition to the Wheel of the Year, the Celtic worldview recognized the four primordial elements – earth, air, fire, and water – as vital forces that permeated the world and influenced existence. Earth represented stability, nourishment, and security; air symbolized intellect, movement, and communication; fire was associated with transformation, passion, and creativity; and water, with intuition, healing, and emotions. The balance between these elements was essential to maintain harmony in life and in rituals.

	Another fundamental concept was the existence of the three interconnected realms: Earth -Talamh-, Sea -Muir-, and Sky -Neamh-. Earth represented the material world, where humans and animals lived and interacted. The Sea was the realm of deep mysteries, emotions, and fluid magic. The Sky, in turn, was the dwelling of the gods and inspiration, a place of wisdom and transcendence. These realms were not separate, but interconnected, and the Celts believed that it was possible to travel between them through dreams, meditation, and rituals.

	At the heart of this vision was the web of life, a concept that reflected the interconnection of all things. For the Celts, every thought, action, and word had an impact on the whole, and respecting this balance was fundamental to living in harmony with nature and with other beings.

Death was a return to the womb of the Great Mother, a period of rest before being reborn for a new experience.
