Abdus Salam: Thanks for inviting me. It has been an honour to me bioenerscientiating with you and answering the questions that you have made me. It is very interesting what you are doing. To me, communication BEL (BEL) is the application of the BEL scientific method. This one surely, like the BEL energy itself, will tend to transform, to evolve, as much the method as the bioenergeme (BEG). It was a pleasant gift that you introduced me with the Khriannia, alien woman, the BEG of another civilization… Yes, it is extraordinary that myths and banalities end in the BEL universe (BELU) and in the BML universe (BMLU). I also liked having had coincidences in the bioenerscientiation process, I intuit that it is also bioenergemization that we have [2005].


Jose Luis Patiño: Undoubtedly, Khriannia, alien woman was incongruent on that occasion. Such incongruence has to do with the lack of knowledge she has about the topic spoken of on that occasion, she just allows herself to be influenced by the novelty and by what she intuits. Besides, she also ignores a lot about BEL communication… She made it evident that she felt surpassed by your bioinformation and experience. She did not recognise it but she openly should express that it has to do with her ego and her bioego; otherwise, she would be interested and would share the bioinformation that could have [2005].


Abdus Salam: As I was telling you, the difference between terrestrial and alien humanities relies on biomatter. Bioenergemally, we are found equally limited and ignorant [2005].21


Dian Fossey: We still live caught in a reality that we do not know, and suppose free and suppose dominating others. However, we do not know much of the freedom that exists in the BEL universe. In addition, this is a serious error; I refer to not knowing about the BEL universe. That makes life like imprisoned or caught for the proper neuromindego. Now I understand my errors [2007].25 
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Preface


It was in January of 1992 when we began our research on the conscience –and that soon derived towards the study of the intuitional knowledge to which we name as bioenerscience– that we asked ourselves this question: ‘What are the scenes and images in our dreams made of; what are all scenes and images of the neuromindego (i.e. brain, ‘mind’ –thoughts– and ego) made of?’ We are referring to both normal –dreams– and pathological –hallucinations– neuromindego’s bioscenes2 and bioimages.1 The answer that we have proposed is that perhaps they are formed at least of organized bioenergemal energy (BEL energy) representing, in the shape of a bioimage in a bioscene, to diverse supposed bioenergemes with the approximate appearance that they had during its biomaterial (BML) existence; not to the bioenergemes in themselves, whom we cannot see them, be that they are in the BML universe part of the matter-energy (the first component of the body), giving place to the biomatter (matter-energy and bioenergeme) or in the BEL universe in an independent state. Bioenergeme (BEG) of the Greek root bio = life, living; energ = energy; and, eme = fundamental unit, component. This is, component of, at least, organized BEL energy –living energy or BEL energy–. BEL body or biobody that has to accompany to any BML body –component or biotagonist– of the universe in which we are and of which it will have to get rid when the biomatter of the above mentioned body biocollapses –‘dies’–. In addition to the hypothetical BEL energy, in the same way we have postulated the bioenergemine as another possible ingredient which would contribute to the BEG’s formation (or second component of the body).1,26-8


It was then that we discovered and consolidated the method of neurobioenergemal communication, BEL communication (BELC) or biocommunication with what we have called the BEL universe (BELU), in which space and time are irrelevant there, and if they are relevant, are perceived differently. From January of 1992 until the present (2019), we have had more than twenty-seven years of practise with this method, both individually and collectively. This bioexperience has led us to an interesting, contrasting and paradoxical research project.


We define the BEL communication understood as the intuitional –through intuitions– dialogue or communication between bioenergemes. BEL communication used to perceive and intuit, from the material world of space-time or BML universe (BMLU), the BEL universe by means of the neurobioenergemal bridge function of the neuromindego –brain– of the person in relaxation. Always by way of the biointerfacemal universe (BIFLU), which links the BML and the BEL universes. The BIFL universe refers to an opening in the BML space-time that allows us, in this case, that the neuromindego (NMEGO) enter into BEL communication with the BEL universe mentioned.* The conclusions we have reached are the result of empirical, testimonial and reiterated observations that we have carried out with the BEL communication.


Although it is not clear what phenomenon we have been researching and studying about, it seems that the BEL universe could be a bioenergetic system, which results and/or is mainly evidenced by our neurophysiological and neurobioenergemal properties. It could be the possible origin and main source of the BEL energy, live energy, essential energy, BEL energy or life, from which the BML universe or material world could have aroused as well as the BIFL universe (BIFLU) that interconnect both universes (BEL and BML). The BEL universe seems to correspond to what is commonly known as the ‘spiritual world’. Likewise, the term bioenergeme (BEG) refers to the component of organized BEL energy that accompanies all the biomaterial, BIFL and BEL biotagonists or biomaterial, BIFL and BEL components of nature. Bioenergeme seems to correspond to what is known as ‘spirit’, but in no way comparables.1,3,5


In this book we present aspects that we consider relevant to what we believe to have been biodialogues with what are presumed to be aliens. These biodialogues took place during several stages, the first one starting in October of 1994, during which time we had one biodialogue a week for a total of six biodialogues; and the second stage, starting in October of 1995, at which time we carried out ten more biodialogues that were weekly. The two periods, as well as isolated questions which we asked later, make up the first sixteen chapters in this book. During the third stage, starting in August of 2006, mainly with clarifying purposes, we had several more bioexperiences then. These ones are summarised in Chapters 17-20. In later BEL communications up to date [2019], we keep on investigating alien humanities on an occasional way, this information is summed up from Chapter 21.


To the best of our knowledge, the BEL communication has the following characteristics: 1. In the neurobioenergemal (i.e. made by his/her neuromindego and bioenergeme) bioscenes and bioimages of the person in relaxation, a bioimage of his/her BEG appears –he/she sees to him/herself–, the BEG’s bioimage of the one who directs the bioexperience and that is not in relaxation, in this case the author, and the BEG’s bioimage of those who have been invited, appear also. All the BEG’s bioimages taking part show their individuality and free will. (We say bioimage of the BEG because we cannot see the real BEG, we only intuit ourselves mutually, from the BML universe to the BEL universe and vice versa). 2. It is a procedure that is accessible to everyone, regardless of age, sex, education, religion (or lack of it), nationality or economic status.1,2,5 3. It can be carried out at any time and at any place, one or more times a day.5 4. The help it provides is not limited to the person that is directly involved in the BEL communication, but at the same time may be extended neurobioenergemally to other persons, living or biocollapsed [‘dead’], near or faraway, known or unknown. It may be extended to any person of the earthly humanity and of alien humanities too, as well as with the terrestrial bioenergemes at least of plants and animals, unicellular and multicellular, but perhaps also with the BEG of the minerals (i.e. ‘inorganic’ matter).20,22,24 5. That is, we have also used this method presumably to biocommunicate with supposed aliens.


In this book, we present a synthesis of the bioexperiences we had with the BEGs’ bioimage of aliens. We will present only the data we consider is relevant because of its possible general importance, and because we consider it may help to become familiar with a supposed alien society. As well as their opinion about some aspects of the earthly society. However, we omitted most of the information related to Earth, terrestrial nature or humanity, except in a few cases, because it seemed to us vague and/or imprecise.


The biodialogues with aliens, or with any other person or bioenergeme that appears in the neurobioenergemal bioscenes, can be carried out within the context of the BEL communication, directly without the intervention of anyone else, as bioenergemes-parasites for instance, that is to say, fakers or that appear without being invited, we refer to the alleged religious figures.1,2,5


The presumed aliens answered all the questions to which presumably they knew the answers. In addition, the questions were always concrete and the answers were equally brief. We tried to make the transcriptions coherent and congruent. However, because of reasons we hope will be understandable to the reader, in the answers of alien ones will surely find contradictory data; this is due to the way in which the answers were given or the way in which we intuited and interpreted them. For aliens all the terms that we use sound of an extreme oddness, likewise the terms that they used and they always use have seemed incomprehensible to us. Namely, the communication is the main problem in the BEL interaction with aliens.


At times, we repeated some of the questions in order to hear different versions of the answers. In the end, the questions that were not sufficiently clear were repeated and if the answers seemed dubious, we decided not to include them. Of course, there is always the possibility that we misinterpreted the bioscenes and bioimages presented by aliens. All the numerical information included in the biodialogues should be taken with reservations because it was very difficult for aliens, in the short time we had, to explain their numerical system, just as it was difficult for us to explain our decimal system in such a short period of time. It was even more difficult to carry out the conversions of our weights and measures system to theirs, and vice versa. Therefore, the bioinformation must be taken with some reserve and must be subjected to rigorous verification. No BEL information in this book should be accepted literally.


On the other hand, we wish to mention that experts say that the reality is local when, in any type of interaction, for example, between two particles, it is carried out directly between both bodies. At a speed not faster than that of light. In contrast, the reality would supposedly not be local if somehow the interaction between those two bodies could be done spontaneously even though, for example, both particles were to be separated by a great distance. Even at a speed faster than that of light. Well, in this book one could find elements that they support that the reality is not always local. Then, human culture would have to transform and surpass itself with new premises and postulates because the foundations that have sustained it for thousands of years have become incomplete and therefore would require modifications.


It is our opinion that one of the greatest progress of aliens with whom apparently we could biocommunicate is their knowledge of the scientific bases of the force of gravity and its technical control, anti-gravitational for example, as well as their obvious skills in the area of technology. Surely, the orientation of the prosperity of earthly science and technology will be in that direction.


Because we have had numerous BEL communication experiences, we can say that this one was carried out primarily through bioscenes and bioimages. We asked the question, aliens listened and the person in BEL communication explained it using his or her own language and through his/her own neurobiointerfacemal bioscenes and bioimages too. In addition, when an alien asked a question or made a comment, they were illustrated using bioscenes and bioimages. The person who was taking part in the BEL communication interpreted and explained them verbally to us. This made the BEL communication procedure somewhat difficult, but we consider that we have rescued what we consider the most important bioinformation. It also seems that, although we were not aware of it, there was also some kind of BEL communication from BEG to BEG using neurobiointerfacemal bioscenes and bioimages, because of what we have called the neurobioenergemal and neurobiointerfacemal bridge function of the brain.1 This is a possibility that may also happen in the BEL communication from person to person, conscious or disconscious (non-alert),2 within the BML universe.


We can say, then, that the BEL communication with aliens that were invited to participate in it was carried out through the NMEGO of the person in BEL communication, transferring bioinformation from BEG to BEG between the BEGs invited, by way of bioscenes, bioimages, biomimic or graphic biosigns. We, of course, verbally biocommunicate. Therefore, the comments made by those participating in the BEL communication reflect their interpretation of the bioimages presented by aliens, but they also translate the ideas transmitted to them by aliens from BEG to BEG transference of intuitions by means of BEL language, biolanguage or Intuilish.26-8


The person that is taking part in the biodialogues remained with his/her eyes closed, awake, listening and understanding what we were saying to him/her, and observing and understanding what the bioimage of alien’s BEG,1,2 whom he/she is also clearly seeing, is saying. We also realised, too late, that another way in which aliens were responding to our questions was by intuiting the answers from our own BEG. However, this situation could also favour that they did not answer their own opinion, neither that they admitted to unknown an answer. In this first stage, they never admitted spontaneously to ignore anything.


In general, the entire biodialogue with aliens was in spiral in form, they are variations on the same theme. Whether the bioinformation was true or false, we have transcribed it as accurately as possible. Do not expect to find answers to every question, but rather a panoramic, sufficient and extensive vision of the topics that we consider of greater interest in what seems to be several alien humanities; especially one of them, that of the planet Agram. Do not assume that the answers given by aliens are infallible or that they offer magical solutions to all the problems of the earthly humanity. They also belong to a humanity that seems to have started from zero, and transformed to reach, through communal efforts, the level of development that they seem to have today. They have already travelled the road we have chosen to follow, or are about to follow, that is their advantage. Therefore, their words should help guide us, in accordance to our style, through the adversities of the earthly humanity.


We should mention that it was not easy to obtain the bioinformation given by aliens because their answers, in the first series of bioexperiences, tended to be laconic. In the second series of bioexperiences, there seemed to be a better understanding and the biodialogue progressed more smoothly. The third series of bioexperiences were not only clarifying someway but also resulted contradictory with the first two stages and at the same time perhaps more veridical.


In the same way, the names of some participating in the BEL communications with aliens have been changed by a pseudonym. Those who have participated in individual or collective bioexperiences were Raul (in all of the biodialogues of the first two stages) and Raziel, two male BEGs, as well as Lola, Irma and Ruth Araceli Lopez Tellez (this in all of the biodialogues of the third stage), three female BEGs. All the mentioned persons signed a consent authorizing us to make use of the biocommunications’ results the best way that we considered pertinent.


We would like to point out that in the BEL communications we had the help of many people, who generously agreed to participate and who also signed a consent, in which they accepted the terms and conditions of the bioexperience.


In other words, we do not want to take anyone by surprise, nor proselytize. We recommend that our readers be just as cautious as we have been, because this is what modern culture requires of us. One would become familiar with the BEL communication and form one’s own concept of it. Each individual must establish his or her own criteria and act according to his/her own free will and good judgement. In the same way, the ideas presented here are working hypotheses which came about as a result of the work that was carried out, and the way in which the reader reacts to them will depend on his/her own training and experience. In any case, it will depend on his/her trust in the future of humanity and in the importance given to research work.


We would also like to point out that, with self-evident exceptions, in all the books we may publish, whenever we use the prefix bio-, attached to another word or by itself, we are referring to the particular events of the BEL energy, the bioenergeme and the BEL universe. Besides, it also refers to the BEL communication between the BML and the BEL universes. Such is the case of bioscene, bioimage, bioinformation, as well as many others. Of course, bio-implies life also. However, whenever we consider appropriate, terminology has been updated and enriched according with our last books.20-24,25-28 This way, we hope to be successful in presenting an unbiased account of the bioinformation we have obtained. However, aliens were obviously unfamiliar with our BEL research and terminology.


To begin with, it is necessary to give to know that for aliens there only exists the BML universe and its gaps. To these ones, we name them BIFL universe. None of alien humanities with which we have biocommunicated has intuited the existence of the BEG, BEL energy or BEL universe. Although the Agramians affirmed they have known of humanities who indeed have had similar BEL intuitions –but not equal– to those of the terrestrial humans.


Alien woman that we suppose having contacted showed variable manners, some condescending traits of apparent simplicity and in general arrogant, with remarks of visionary ‘deity’. For which, and for the ending that these alien contacts reached, and that we present from Chapter 18 on, her answers should be taken with reserves.


The only purpose of these books about the BEL research work is to present evidence to demonstrate that the BEL communication with the BEGs at least of all plant, animal and human biospecies, terrestrial and alien, is possible; this by means of the bioscenes and bioimages that are formed in the biostage of the NMEGO (i.e. brain) of a person in BEL communication. To this biostage, we have named it biointerfaceme or third component of the body. Of course, the BEL communication implies the existence of BEL energy, of the BEGs formed by organized BEL energy and of the BML, BIFL and BEL universes described. For what the questions that we ask about diverse ‘scientific’ topics pursue to lead to the extreme and give support to BEL communication with biotagonists (i.e. members or components) of different biospecies, but not with the pretension of wanting to demonstrate ‘scientifically’ the theoretical topic treated. We define biospecies as the set of biotagonists of the universe unit, at all the scales, which share the same bioenergeme variety and, in the BML universe, the same organization of its biomatter, too [Int-14-8-2018].


It is important to mention that the author of this book has never personally experienced any of the neurobiointerfacemal, neurobioenergemal, intuitional or BEL visualizations mentioned here. His role has always been concentrated to directing the different aspects of the BEL experiences.


As is to be expected, our work has transformed in proportion to the practise and experience we have acquired.

Why does earthly humanity


have conflicts?


A. INTRODUCTION


As a result of the news about visits of aliens to the northeast of Mexico City, and because we were already carrying out the practise of BEL communication on a regular basis, Raul, Lola and I decided to try to invite aliens that had presumably been seen near Mexico City to biodialogue with us. On Saturday, October 8, 1994, the first biodialogue with the presumed aliens took place. Raul and Lola bio-observed in their NMEGO bioscenes a panoramic view of the sky and a map of what appeared to be the Andromeda Constellation; later, Raul and Lola bio-observed an UFO in its characteristic shape. They suddenly felt that they were inside the UFO and that aliens wanted to get to know us. In the neurobiointerfacemal bioscenes of their NMEGO, the bioimages of BEGs of Raul, Lola and mine were present. From that time on, the events took place as follows.


B. ALIEN WOMAN


Within the UFO’s bioimage is a tall woman, approximately 2.5 meters (7 feet) tall, thin, with long, straight, platinum-coloured, shoulder-length hair. She is wearing what appears to be some sort of tiara on her head. She says her name is Khriannia. She comes from the planet Agram, whose solar system forms part of what she calls the AKTW-702 subsystem of the Andromeda Constellation.


In that solar system, there are 27 planets. Its sun is called IK-27. She says she knows of the existence of thousands of civilizations in the universe. She also says that the tiara she is wearing on her head is really an apparatus that allows her to project her bioimage and communicate with others.


She comments that they live between 600 and 700 earthly years [sic]. They measure time by approximately centesimal of seconds. She adds that the gestation period for a baby is between 12 and 15 months, as we know them on earth.


We ask her if their babies need as much care and attention as babies born on earth or if they are more mature at birth. Khriannia’s answer is that Agram babies, during pregnancy, need to receive their father’s energy-matter, to develop and become strong. The father lies next to the baby, in its mother’s belly, so that his energy-matter may be passed on to the baby. When they are born, they are more mature than babies on earth are; they are able to walk and they communicate from thought to thought –apparently not verbally– by means of the direct exchange of information contained in some form of energy and sometimes with the participation of some device that helps them to carry out this function. (More information on this topic in later chapters). From within the belly, they learn about their civilization. This knowledge begins at the time of conception.


–ACS: What is your opinion about civilization on earth? –Khriannia (K): It is very young, but it has progressed rapidly. Humans are impetuous. They form a privileged civilization that has grown rapidly. –Do you bring a message or have any specific intentions? –K: Our ‘guide’ sent us here [sic].


At that moment, Raul and Lola simultaneously observe in their NMEGOs a bioscene in which they see the ‘guide’ from Agram. He is wearing a cape and a tunic, and has white hair and violet-coloured eyes. This description of the ‘guide’ from Agram turns out to be suspiciously similar to earthly ones because it reminds us of the doctrinaire leaders of humanity on earth. Raul, surely influenced by his beliefs, provides this description.


–ACS: What is your guide’s name? –K: Arkhamm, which means: venerable master and guide [sic]. –1) Is Khriannia your correct name? 2) Is that how it is spelled? 3) What does your name mean? –1) Yes, Khriannia is. 2) Yes, it is. 3) It means ‘dawn of the luminous star’. –What is your age? –I am 250 (two hundred and fifty) Earth years old. –Are you married? –I am single. –At what age do women usually get married? –We get together after 250; it is not actually marriage. –How do you recognise a guide in Agram? –You can recognise guides and masters from the time they are born. There is a light on their forehead when they are born [sic]. –Are there base motives in you? –No. –Has there ever been? –Yes, in remote times. –How many universes exist? –The number is infinite [sic]. –Is the speed of light the same in all the places of the universe your people have been? –Yes, you and we know it is. –What means do you use to go from one galaxy to another? It must take you a long time. It does not seem very practical. –We do not necessarily transport ourselves, but rather we use something that looks like a tunnel. –What are these tunnels like? –The spacecraft harmonizes with the frequency of the tunnel, and can then enter it. –And what is a tunnel? –A tunnel is an opening in space-time. The space and time in the universe is not continuous and zones have been discovered in which space and time have a different structure. –What structure? –Space-time becomes scarce; it is like a void, but not completely. –That is why space-time seems short to you. If space-time becomes scarce, you take advantage of these zones to travel without growing older. You simply enter one and leave through another. These regions, zones, openings or tunnels of space-time, are they found anywhere else? –No, nowhere else, but it is possible to find them, by harmonizing with them. –How do you carry out projecting yourselves to other places? –Various people get together and sit in the form of a circle of energy-matter and essential energy [sic], on a crystal plate. Everyone places his/her palms on the plate. We project our image in space and we find the rarefied zone of space-time. –Are you saying that that rarefied zone of space-time, let us say, corresponds to regions outside of space-time, like what we have called the BEL universe? –Yes. –You mean, then, that once one of those zones or tunnels has been located, we would be in direct communication with dimensions that are different from those known in the BML universe. Is that how it is? –Yes. –You mean, then, that during BEL communication we enter into biocommunication through those tunnels. Is that how it is? –That is right. –Are there cases, among you, of twin births? –No, there are not because two teachers or masters cannot be born simultaneously [sic]. –Do you purposely avoid it, or does it naturally happen this way? –It naturally happens. Besides, a family can only have one child [sic]. That child is a projection of our own.


The comment about couples having only one child implies that in the lapse of a generation the population of Agram would be reduced by half. This was later rectified by Khriannia and once again made us doubt that we were really speaking to an alien, and made us wonder to whom we were really speaking. Our opinion is that this situation does not disqualify BEL communication as a resource to establishing biodialogue with bioenergemes of any type and origin. Rather, it indicates that perhaps we have not always used the correct method and this allows for interference that prevents us from establishing the specific biodialogue we are searching for… In addition, at this moment of the BEL research work our experience about concepts, terminology and understanding of findings was scarce. Hence we have postponed its publication until Bhrikiam finally was more specific and sincere in his answers and we already had more practical and theoretical experience [note added in May 11, 2009; see chapters 18-20].


–ACS: How big is your planet Agram compared to the size of the Earth? –K: It is approximately three times larger than Earth.


When we asked specific questions about Agram, she answered that there are no volcanoes, and there are no mountains, because they removed and used them. There are, however, a few rivers. The solid surface of the planet is made up of many continents or small islands. Their planet has frozen North and South Poles. As we already said, they call their sun IK-27 and it is one and a half times larger than our sun. She said, “It cannot be very large, because we know it would explode.”


–ACS: Are couples monogamous? –K: We are a couple only once to have a baby. –What do you mean ‘only once, to have a baby’? –Yes, only once. Each member of the couple projects his/her own in the child, and then separates because each one has his/her own ‘mission’ [sic]. As I said before, each boy or girl is born with certain abilities, and therefore is self-sufficient shortly after birth. –To leave Earth, what procedure do you follow? Do you locate the immersion point -the tunnel- and are instantly transported? –The transference is instantaneous only in what you call the BEL universe. Through the tunnels or openings of space-time, it does take some time, although minimal. [Notice we had not developed the concept of BIFL universe (BIFLU);21 note added in May 11, 2009]. –Do you freely go from the BEL universe to the BML universe, and vice versa? –Yes. –What concept do you have of emotions? –What for you are emotions, for us are images. –What is your purpose for visiting Earth? –I was sent here because I am a researcher, but there are many aspects about you that I ignore. You (she does not know our names) are extremely interesting to me. –Raul: Khriannia asks for your name and mine too. –Alejandro… Khriannia, what do you want to know about the planet Earth? –K: I would like to know many aspects, especially why, a privileged ‘race’ [sic], you do not have peace. –For at least the following reasons, 1) we have not eliminated base motives and their consequences, from our NMEGO. 2) Our attachment to material things is very strong; and 3) the division between domineering and dominated is very deep-rooted. We are presently at this early stage in our development. –Thank you. –Is Agram the only inhabited planet in the IK-27 solar system? –We have established two of our colonies on two different planets. –Is there atmosphere on Agram? –No. –Do you breathe? –No. –How do you eat, Khriannia? –Two ways, 1) directly absorbing energy-matter, this represents almost 100% of our food. 2) And, from the fruit, we grow on one of the other planets. This is purely to please the palate. –What kind of fruit is it? –Fruit that tastes similar to those that you consume, but not exactly the same taste. –Why is it? –The chemical components of our fruit are different from yours. The chemical base of our fruit is silicon. * –How do you pass on your heredity? –One way is through a molecule that forms a sphere-shaped structure, which is for the corporal part. The other way is through luminous energy-matter. –How does fertilization occur between couples? –The man uses his right hand to touch the ventral left pectoral area of the woman and transmits his energy-matter and essential energy [sic] to her, which then materializes inside of her. It is a long process, difficult to explain, but it is enough just to imagine the two spherical molecules travelling towards each other and combining. Through the corporal structure of the woman along with, as you name them, her NMEGO and her BEG the new is formed. –How often does the father transmit his energy-matter and BEL energy, that is, biomatter, to the baby during the pregnancy? –I like how you name the energy that gives life… The father, at certain intervals that can change, touches the woman’s ventral left side chest and transmits energy-matter and BEL energy or biomatter, which helps in the formation of the baby. There comes a time when the baby’s BEL energy and matter-energy (biomatter) are sufficient to give and sustain the baby’s life and they get in communication with the parents biomatter, and this culminates in the formation of the baby. –Thank you, Khriannia. –It is my pleasure, greetings of peace to all those on earth.


Khriannia says goodbye and leaves. Raul and Lola, retaining their BEL communication, open their eyes and bio-observe the room, which is especially luminous. On the other hand, this description of the Agramians’ reproduction has always seemed to us to be markedly insufficient, and therefore unreliable. However, we could not obtain additional information.

*Silicon is a chemical element belonging to group IVa of the periodic table. It is part of the family of the carbonoids. It is a non-metal of a dark grey colour, shiny, very hard and a conductor for electrical current. It is not very soluble, but with melted alkalis forms silicates. It possesses +4 valence and its properties are intermediate between carbon and germanium. It is used to prepare silicone, and is used in the ceramic industry to prepare detectors, transmitters, chips and rectifiers, and to increase the resistance of steel to corrosion too. It is found as a dioxide in the formation of quartz, in its impure state it is found in sand. Most rocks are made up of silicates. Silica or silica dioxide is found in many mineral forms, crystals or white dust that is insoluble in water and acid. It is very stable and is used in the making of glass, ceramic, enamel, and other similar products. 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Let us help all alien humanities


On Saturday, October 15, 1994, the second biodialogue with the presumed aliens took place. As on the previous occasion, Raul and Lola participated in the BEL communication. In the neurobioenergemal bioscenes of their NMEGO, besides the bioimage of Khriannia’s BEG, the bioimage of BEGs of Raul, Lola and ACS were present. We sited so that we were facing her. The biodialogue took place as follows.


–ACS: 1) Is there something you would like to say, Khriannia? 2) How did you feel after our meeting last week? –K: 1) I bring greetings of peace for all those on earth. 2) I am pleasantly impressed by the talk we had. I am interested in, and have been intuiting about, the behaviour of the humans. –What have you intuited? –That conflictive behaviour from all humanities’ humans arise when they are in a certain stage of evolution. –What do you know about other societies with a lesser degree of evolution than ours? –That there is both rejection and acceptance among them. –Have they met you? –Yes, but they do not understand what they see. –Why do you visit them? –We went to help them. We help our brothers and sisters that are in the process of evolution. –How do you feel when you help them? –Part of my feelings as a woman are directed towards protecting and helping other living s. –What other women in your society carry out this same kind of task? –Rhyann, which means: song of a shining star, for example. Avyss, which means: bird that explores the suns; she is a very cheerful colleague. Ambriaann, which means: flower of the two moons. –These meanings seem terrestrial... What is the name of the next inhabited planet in your solar system? –It is called Agram-Ara, it has two satellites and is twice as small as Agram. –1) Does Agram have satellites? 2) Did it have any one before? –1) It does not have natural ones, only artificial ones. 2) Indeed, it had one before. –Did Agram-Ara attract Agram’s satellite? –Yes. That is why we took advantage and colonized that planet; it is a very appropriate place. –What is the population of Agram? –We are not sure, because many of the inhabitants are travelling throughout the universe, but there are approximately four billion of us [sic]. –What do you call that civilization that is less evolved than ours is? –We call that planet RK-17-ARA-10. They have a basic language, and we are educating them [sic]. –Is it like a civilization that you have adopted? –Yes. –Did you do something similar with the earthly humanity? –That is right, but that happened many generations ago, long before my time. Humanity on earth is very fortunate that our guides and masters have come to help. This does not happen frequently, and civilization on earth has advanced so rapidly for that reason [sic]. –And because of the potential of humans, this in essence is the same as you. Do you agree? –In essence, yes, I agree. –Which is the other civilized planet? –We call it Agram-Ark. The seventh planet is Agram, the sixth is Agram-Ark and the eighth is Agram-Ara. The temperature is one and half times (1.5) hotter than the temperature on earth. –Do sickness and disease exist in your civilization? –No, not at all, any kind of illness is controlled. When we travel, we are very careful. We prevent everything. No inhabitant from Agram has had a natural disease in many, many years. –Do you control biocolapse [‘demise’]? –Yes. We all know when we will die. –Is aging of body tissue controlled? –Yes. Not the molecular cause, however. –What is your life expectancy? –We live between 600 and 700 years, as you know them on earth. In men, physical growth ends when they are around 375 years old, in women, around 300 years old. [Bhrikiam denied this fact later; see Chapter 18; note of May 12, 2009]. –Does congenital or hereditary disease exist among your people? –No. We can control our own physical constitution. –You know everything; you can do anything – are you perfect? –No. –Do you have data that suggests there may have been congenital or hereditary problems in the past? –In the past, there was a period of evolution and yes, there were genetic problems. However, with radiation of bak-21 particles, we were able to control it. We can practically produce any particle that we want. –What are the characteristics of bak-21 particles? –They are similar to photon, but they are capable of deeper penetration and have the competence to organize molecular structure. That is how we could program heredity and avoid hereditary diseases. Now, the problem is very remote. –If it is capable of that, it seems to be a living particle or bioparticle. –Yes, indeed, it is. –What is the origin of bak-21 particle? –On a not-so-elementary level, bak-21 is almost an essential particle. –Does bak-21 have an internal structure? –Yes. They are particles integrated by smaller particles that come from outside space-time, from what you call the BEL universe [sic]. –What are they? –Bak-21 is made up of two particles that come from the BEL universe; they are two bioparticles, as you say. –She avoided to name the internal particles of bak-21… Do you mean that photon has an internal structure? –Yes. –How many sub-particles does it have? –It also has two. – Even though a quantitative comparison is not entirely important here, can you tell us how big the bak-21 particle is? –Bak-21 particles are similar in size to photon; but, as you say, a quantitative comparison is not relevant.


–ACS: What do you call the tunnels or openings in space-time? –K: We call them yzuvra. The name alludes to fact that they are similar to communicating vessels. –Are the yzuvra like openings or gaps in space-time? –They are like ravines or abysses. –If we bioenerscientiate or intuit space-time as great continents limited or divided by the yzuvra, what would you call these great conglomerations or continents of space-time? –We call them kaiazqn. They are the size of many millions of light years. –1) So do you not consider that, Khriannia, the universe consists of great ramifications of yzuvras? One could say that the universe consists of a warping of zero-gravity ramifications of the BEL universe interacting with great continents of space-time. 2) Then, could there be between the BEL universe and the BML universe an intermediate universe or BIFL universe? –1) Yes, it could be bioenerscientiated or intuited like that. 2) Exactly, I like the terms you use. –Are you familiar with the particle of gravity? –Yes. We call it: brhaqm and it is approximately two times larger than the photon. –Let us assume that, because of its size, it must have a substructure. In that case, what sub-particles does it have? –Yes, it does have an internal substructure. It is made up of three sub-particles. –What do you consider that our researchers have not detected the graviton? –You would need a stronger force of gravity. –Like that of your planet, which must be greater than that of the Earth? –But besides that, we can create very concentrated masses that, as they come into close contact with each other, create very intense gravitation fields, and that is when it is possible to detect the graviton.


–ACS: How do you communicate with each other? –K: Nowadays, by thoughts transference, but we had an Agramian language that took us two million years to develop and put to use. We also communicate through sounds, gestures and touching each other. –Did you have an alphabet? –Yes, one that was handed down by our ancestors. –And do you have a number system? –Yes, one which was also handed down to us by our ancestors, and which is universal. –So, not only will you try to understand us, but progressively we will also try to understand you. –You are very intelligent s. You have intuited the bioimages that we have sent during these interviews clearly and easily. –Are you all originally from Agram? –Not totally, life has an infinite journey. Before we arrived to Agram, some luminous brothers and sisters arrived [sic], and began to develop life so that it would run its natural course, according to its natural chemical composition. –You said the last time that you express emotions through bioimages. –Yes, and we touch each other’s bodies too. –From what we understand, and from what you have told us, you are great travellers and explorers of the cosmos. Tell us, Khriannia, how does your ship remain suspended over the Earth’s gravity? –Experiments on intense gravitational fields has allowed us to integrate in our ships structures that reject gravitons. Therefore, the intense flow of gravitons sustains the ship. –Have you ever travelled faster than the speed of light? –Yes, of course, through the yzuvra, in which speed has practically no limits. –Among you, does the masculine sex determine the sex of a baby? –No. –The selection of the sex, therefore, is not random. Is that how it is? –Now, it is not random, we control it. –Do you have any questions or comments, Khriannia? –Yes. First, I am very grateful for this communication and interrelation among brothers and sisters of the universe. I sincerely hope that you achieve the highest level of development. Second, why are you divided into ‘races’, and why do you destroy each other? Last time you explained it and I understood. However, I would still like to know how the hope of peace could be instilled in you. We are not allowed to directly intervene in the progress of the humanities we visit. All we can do is help in a very general way. –Now that you mention it, we suppose that perhaps you could help in some very general and important ways: 1) by aiding in the progress of knowledge on earth, 2) by helping to protect environment on earth, 3) by sharing the cultural, technical and scientific progress you might have achieved.


The bioexperience ends and we friendly say goodbye to her and she says goodbye to us too.


According to what Khriannia has said, aliens seem to be as agramicentric as we are geocentric or anthropocentric, which is why we suppose she may not be alien at all but rather some sort of supplanting on the part of some terrestrial bioenergemes-parasites, namely, religious figures, trying to impair the research we were carrying out.2,5 However, they would not know those technical topics that were commented with Khriannia.

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Solid matter-energy – temporary state of the universe


On Saturday, November 19, 1994, the third BEL communication took place, in which Raul and Lola biocommunicated with aliens. Besides Khriannia, in the neurobioenergemal bioscenes of their NMEGO, the following bioimages of BEGs were present: Raul, Lola and ACS. On this occasion, a male BEG who said his name was Ihnriak accompanied Khriannia. He remained silent most of the time and when he did intervene, we had the feeling that he did not really want to cooperate. We invited them to sit down and we began the biodialogue.


–ACS: Is there anything you would like to say, Khriannia? –K: I would like to thank you for allowing me to be here. It is very important to me to take part in these conversations. –To which terrestrial problem would you like to propose a solution? –I would like to propose a solution to the problem of holes in the ozone layer of the atmosphere. 1) A warming could come from Earth that would agitate the zone of the opening in the ozone layer in such a way that the molecules that make up the ozone layer would restructure and because of the thermal agitation of the molecules, they would ionize. Because of the high frequency of the ionization of a negative electrical charge, the penetration of the UV –ultraviolet– rays of the sun would be repelled. That could be a solution for local thermal agitation. 2) A solution to generate the necessary amount of heat could be using the laser beam, directed and concentrated on the zone where the holes are found. 3) It is important to convince the governments to take the necessary precautions and to direct their research towards these problems. 4) Another kind of non-radioactive energy-matter has to do with the photonization of matter-energy, but from what I have seen, it is not possible to develop it on earth, because you lack the basis for it. –What does photonization consist of? – Solid matter-energy is only a temporary state of the universe. Molecules could become photon-like or photonized in the zone of the holes in the ozone layer and therefore close up the hole. That is another possible solution. –1) That is to say, solid matter-energy is not permanent, it decays and arises with regular frequency. 2) Have your people done anything to solve this problem of holes in the ozone layer of the Earth’s atmosphere? –1) Yes, indeed. 2) Yes, we have tried to agitate the molecules in the zone. However, our ships are small and do not have enough energy-matter. We have closed some of the small holes, but the large ones require much more energy-matter.


–ACS: On which other topic would you like to give your point of view? –K: On cancer, to treat it, it is possible to use the accelerators of particles so that the electrons and positrons affect the DNA and create differences of local potential. In this way, by restructuring the information, the cells heal. The particles should be negative and positive simultaneously; or two particles that come together, one with a negative charge and one with a positive charge. In general, we call each pair of them rahmko (e.g. electron-positron) and for practical purposes we can say that they are special kinds of photons. –By the way, how do you interpret what is known as the charge of a particle? –The charge is an internal structure that the particles possess. This internal structure is related to the symmetry of space and time. Particles do not have a positive or negative charge; they have an orientation and a structuring of symmetry of space and time, inside and around the particles. –Therefore, rahmko could be considered the mother particle for the electron and the positron. –That is right. –We suppose that whenever rahmkso are handled its components separate quite easily. Is that how it is? –Yes, that is why it is difficult to detect them. –Continue with the topic of cancer, if you wish. –I was saying that rahmkº breaks down the internal symmetry of space and time of the molecules, and the result is the positron and the electron. –You are saying, then, that cancer is a result of an alteration in the symmetry of space and time inside cellular molecules, specifically of DNA. –Yes. –And one way of combating the alterations of the genome or genetic information is by way of the accelerator of particles and of rahmkº, the mother particle, which you say restores the symmetry of space and time around all the structural levels of DNA. –Yes. –From what has been said, we can draw the following conclusions: 1) DNA, and actually any molecule, has its own internal space-time symmetry. 2) We can assume that an organized and functional set of cells, whether they are an organ or tissue, will possess and will conserve a certain internal symmetry of space-time. 3) This means that a set of organs and tissues will conserve that same, or a certain specific kind of, space-time symmetry. 4) Therefore, if the space-time symmetry of a certain organism is altered, this will necessarily bring unfavourable consequences, such as aging, illness or demise. –That is what happens.


–ACS: Then based on this line of reasoning, how would you define depression? –K: Depression has to do with the symmetry of space-time. If you allow me, I am going to use your concept of BEL energy. 1) In a living organism, BEL energy flows in pre-determined directions. This flow has to maintain certain space-time symmetries proper to the human. 2) When certain areas are altered, this alteration is not only local, but also rather, when BEL energy is diverted from some areas; this causes alterations in other areas and consequently forms a chain reaction. 3) When these space-time symmetries are broken, BEL energy does not sufficiently reach the areas that it should, and this causes the living to lose his harmony as well as his vitality. 4) To integrate the organism once again, it is important to create wells of potential –areas or regions of potential BEL energy– with the organism’s own resources and this way re-direct the flow of BEL energy. Every organism has these BEL energy resources. –Is there anything else you would like to add, before we end this biodialogue? –I appreciate the opportunity to biocommunicate with you, my brothers and sisters, for whom I feel a deep sympathy. –ACS: That is very kind of you, Khriannia. Until we meet again.

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Essentially, all matter-energy is alive


On Saturday, November 26, 1994, Raul and Lola’s fourth bioexperience took place. In the neurobioenergemal bioscenes of their NMEGO, the BEGs of Raul, Lola and ACS were present. Khriannia arrived, accompanied by her small son Ranhki, who was 50 Earth years old [sic]. He looked as if he were about 10 Earth years old.


–ACS: Khriannia, what have you bioenerscientiated? –K: I have been bioenerscientiating a lot about the last conversation I had with you. I bring my son, Ranhki, because it is very important for him, for his education, to listen and learn from this conversation with you. I hope that during our conversation I can share a part of myself with you – my brothers and sisters. –Have you arrived at any other conclusions? –I have a deep desire to share with you my experiences and knowledge, which are limited, of course, according with my level of evolution [sic]. –Your comments seem not only earthly but also premeditated, evasive, compared to our other conversations. –You sound categorical. –But we, unlike you and your people who assume to be perfect and all knowing, form part of a civilization with severe limitations, incipient scientific and technological progress, and dominated by base motives. It seems that you have neither self-critic nor hetero-critic. –It is surprising to hear someone from Earth that knows to talk with such clearness about humankind. We, Agramians, have not discovered a way of looking at ourselves with that kind of clarity. We were programmed to develop knowledge in favour of other incipient and developing civilizations. We had no point of reference to look at and see ourselves as we really are. We, Agramians, believe that by supporting our brothers and sisters from other regions of the universe, we fulfil our mission [sic]. I have been reflecting on this. –Why is it so difficult for you to admit that you may learn something, however small it may seem, from those on earth? –I have made that regrettable mistake. We have not been allowed to look at ourselves critically. Indeed, as you name it, we lack self-critic and hetero-critic.


–ACS: Your last words seem more authentic. Then, Khriannia let us move on to something else. How many kinds of symmetries are you and your people familiar with? –K: In space-time, we can recognize various forms of symmetry.1,23 1. The symmetry of nature. This symmetry includes the principle that space-time nature conserves as such all the time. From that, we can say that matter-energy, energy-matter, mass and, in general, everything that exists in space-time conserves all the time. From this principle of the conservation of nature comes the principle of the conservation of space-time. This principle of space-time includes the principles of the conservation of energy-matter and matter-energy.* 2. In the space-time universe, space-time is made up of structures of particles, and this is why it acquires varied properties of symmetry. One very important is the bilaterallity or bilateral character that rules both on the level of great conglomerations of matter-energy as well as on the levels of small particles or primary conformations of space-time. –ACS: That means, Khriannia that a form is what we could call extrinsic symmetry or what would come from the principle of conservation of the symmetry of space-time or nature; and the other would be intrinsic symmetry of biomatter, macroscopic, microscopic, atomic or subatomic. These two forms of symmetry, intrinsic and extrinsic, would be very important to all the biotagonists or BML and BEL components of nature with respect to the subatomic structure of particles, atoms, molecules; the cell –membranes, cytoplasm, pre and eukaryotic– of multicellular biosystems; differentiation of the animal, vegetable and mineral kingdoms. As well as the germination of seeds; embryonic development; specialization of organs and tissues; regeneration of organs and tissues; metabolism; mechanisms of heredity; molecular and reproductive biology; behaviour; aging; sickness; transformation of BEL energy and of biomatter. –That is right. Bilateral symmetries have contributed in a very productive way in the structures of space-time, because according with them, living beings have been organized, developed, structured and, finally, conformed. 3) Bilateral symmetry implies principles such as that of local uniformity of space-time. All movement can be considered a bilateral reflection. For example, take a suspended particle. In order for it to move, it will have to be reflected in itself. Space-time allows it to have an extremely small reflection and, in this way, move from one place to another nearby place. If this is repeated in succession, one can observe that the particle moves in space-time. –ACS: What other kinds of symmetry do you know about, other than the three you mentioned? –I only know those three. –ACS: How are space and time conformed? –Space and time are forms of symmetry in which their material manifestation can be observed as if they were really made up of particles. –ACS: The same may happen with humans, aliens or terrestrials. It would seem that we are made up just of biomatter, but that only is partially true. Other point of view would be that we are intrinsically made up of BEL energy particles in its different BML and BEL manifestations. –Yes, exactly. In this sense, matter-energy only is the space-time appearance.


–ACS: Moving on to something else. How do you interpret the concept of mass? –K: When the symmetry of space-time becomes real, particles are formed that interact permanently with each other. Around them more particles are formed, as well as structures. These structures, then, interact permanently with space-time and with other structures. That is why it is necessary to modify the surroundings, the space-time of these structures, so that they may move about by way of reflections in space-time. That is the principle. –How do you define mass? –We define it as the primary particles of space-time. –How do these primary particles of space-time give rise to mass? –The other structures are conformed around these particles. –In other words, it is in the particles that space-time becomes a reality. The particles are actually fundamental or essential, necessary; therefore, all structures have mass. –That is right. –How do you classify the material particles of space-time? –We classify the material particles of space-time by the different levels of symmetry and essentiality. By essentiality, we are referring to the different levels of structure. The less structure a particle has, the more essential it is. –What are these essential particles? –There are two: raº and ra. The second one is less essential.* –That means that a particle that begins to lose part of its essentiality, essential nature or essential reality (ER), at the same time will acquire materiality, material nature or material reality (MR). In the same way, when a particle begins to lose materiality it will simultaneously acquire more essentiality. –That is correct. –That would be, precisely, what we have called biometabolism, which we interpret as the process of incorporation of the bioparticles or essential particles of the BEL universe (BELU) to the BML universe (BMLU) or space time; and particles of the BML universe to the BEL universe; in both cases, trough the BIFL universe (BIFLU).1,2,5,21-24 The following diagram can illustrate this:

Taking into consideration that the bioparticles or essential particles could come from the BEL universe, the concepts of essentiality and materiality could be used to support the idea of the possible existence of the BEL universe [see bellow]. –That is right. –Do the particles you mentioned have an internal structure? –No. They are the most essential particles that we have knowledge of; raº emerges first from the BEL universe to the space-time, which is why it possesses more essentiality. Raº and ra are directly related to mass, to the materialization of the particles. –We suppose that raº and ra can be considered as subtle bioparticles of the BEL universe. –Yes, exactly. Raº together with ra produce an interaction with space-time, in a manner of speaking, by perforating it locally, which then manifests itself as electrical charge. –Do they arrive in space-time with this electrical charge or do they acquire it once they are there? –They acquire it once they are in space-time. –That means that raº and ra are bioparticles that have the property, by losing essentiality, of entering space-time. In the same way, by acquiring essentiality, they can re-enter the BEL universe. –Yes, that is right. –Once more, that means that between space-time and the BEL universe there is what we have called a BIFL universe (BIFLU), intermixed, interacting between space-time and the BEL universe, as well as between the BEL universe and space-time [see previous answers]. –That is right. –That would be the BIFL universe (BIFLU), functional hybrid where the processes of incorporation of bioparticles of the BEL universe with space-time and of space-time with the BEL universe would be carried out. –That is exactly right. –This BIFL universe would be located where space-time is adjacent to the BEL universe, precisely on the edges of those crevices or breaks of space-time, those that we named branches or arms of the BEL universe’s tree, whose fruit would be the cosmic continents or cosmic isles of space-time. –Yes, that is right.


–ACS: Could the combination neutrino and anti-neutrino be considered another example of mother particle? –K: Yes, precisely because of the principle of bilateral symmetry the structures on a certain level also possess their mirrored bioimage, the anti-structures. –That is why when humans have found the quarks; they have only found them –though of different type– joined to the anti-quarks.3 –That is right. Therefore, it may be possible for the universe to have the structure it has. If they separate, they will lose their structure; they would become essential once again and they would become diluted themselves. –Does anti-photon exist? –Yes. –Does photon have an internal structure? –Yes. It is made up of the particle raº-1n and the particle ra-1s. Its anti-structure, the anti-photon, is made up of raº-1n + 2ra-1s. –The particles raº-1n and ra-1s could be regarded as the bioparticles and particles that are located precisely in the BIFL universe which biointeracts among the BEL universe and space-time or BML universe. –Yes. –Can we say, then, that neutrino also has an internal structure? –Yes, it is also made up of the particles raº-1n and ra-1s, but oriented differently from the way they are in photon. Their level of structure and essentiality make it much lighter. Just as in its anti-structure, anti-neutrino, which is made up of raº-1n + 2ra-1s. –How are the quarks constituted? –They are made up of the particles 2raº-1n + 2ra-1s. The particle ra-1s intervenes to make up, by way of the principle of bilateral symmetry, the anti-quark, which in turn is made up of 2raº-1n + 3ra-1s.* –What is the internal structure of the electron-positron combination? –It is a more complex structure. For the two of them, together, the structure is 6raº-1n and 7ra-1s. The electron formed by 3ra°-1n + 3ra-1s, and the positron formed by 3ra°-1n + 4ra-1s. –What function does the combination of particles raº-1n and ra-1s have? –The combination raº-1n and ra-1s is very important to life. They are even conformed in space-time, practically simultaneously.


–ACS: Khriannia, listen very carefully to what I am going to ask you, because it could be extremely important. Are these two particles, or either one of them, alive? –Raº-1n especially is. –Are you completely sure? –Yes, completely. –Does that mean that the quarks are alive? –Essentially, yes. –Does that mean that the entire material universe, space-time or BML universe is essentially alive? –Yes.


–Thank you, Khriannia. Is there anything else you would like to say before you go? –I humbly ask that we may continue our conversations. –We will do everything we can so that our conversations may continue. Good-bye.

*Quarks are particles that make up the internal structure of the atom nucleus components –proton, neutron– and consequently, quarks are particles that are fundamental for the formation and stability of matter-energy, throughout the entire BML universe.
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Day and night


On Saturday, December 3, 1994, Raul and Lola’s fifth bioexperience took place. In the neurobioenergemal bioscenes of their NMEGO, the BEGs of Raul, Lola and ACS were present. The bioimage of Khriannia arrived, greeted us and sited down facing us.


–ACS: How are you, Khriannia? –K: Fine, thank you. I have been doing a lot of bioenerscientiating and I can say that many concepts about me have changed. –Raúl: Khriannia looks very good. –K: I feel an inner peace that I have never felt before. I feel peacefulness and a series of extraordinary sensations. I have a great desire to embrace everyone, to embrace the whole universe. –Apart of your earthly remarks, is there anything else you would like to say? –With respect to mass and symmetry, I would like to say that it is a feature of nature. The forms that matter-energy takes on in the BML universe tend to be symmetrical. On occasions, one can observe phenomena that seem to be asymmetrical, but this happens when it is just partially observed. However, for each particle there is always its other part. It is always important, as a norm for acquiring knowledge, to look for it and find it and, consequently, be able to observe phenomena in its totality. A great symmetry occurs on earth, generally in the BML universe and in the BIFL universe; both, each with its own specific characteristics, behave similarly. The two sexes, particle-antiparticle, etc., always find each other. It is all a reflection of symmetry. –We have the impression that just as in the apparently ‘inert’ components of the BML universe one recognizes the existence of energy-matter and matter-energy, this symmetry could also exist in all its components as BEL energy and matter-energy, that is, as biomatter. –That is an impressive example of symmetry. –What is your opinion on this? –It is amazing [sic]; I had never bioenerscientiated that it was an attribute of nature to the extent of including ourselves in it. We use symmetry in our science and technology, but nothing more; we had never gone beyond that. –Your response to my comment is exaggerated. Let us continue... Consequently, the BML universe and the BIFL universe also seem symmetrical. Symmetry is apparent in all their BML, BEL and BIFL components. –That is correct. –Do you and your people have neurobiointerfacemal or neurobioenergemal bioscenes and bioimages? How are they formed? –Yes, we have BIFL or BEL bioscenes and bioimages [they lack a brain like the earthly human]. They are made up by bioparticles of different frequencies that fit together according to our will [sic]. They oscillate at high speed and at the same time modify our BIFL [and BEL] states, and generate more bioparticles with different oscillation frequencies and they form bioscenes and bioimages this way.


–ACS: Is there day and night in your world? Do you sleep? –K: Yes, there is day and night, but we have never slept. We rest to energising ourselves, but this is done in a few seconds. –How is a year divided on Agram: into days, months, and so forth? –It is not a local division but rather it goes back to a long, long time ago. Even though our planet revolves around its sun, it takes a very long time. We do not measure the year, but rather continuous time in intervals generated a long, long time ago. –If any, what climatic seasons does the ‘year’ have? –We do not have seasons. We have our own climate. We make our surroundings luminous. We have created a warm, adequate, permanent climate in which to carry out all of our activities. –In a research we carried out on the topic of the bioenerscience –intuitional knowledge–, we suggested that the brain could have some neurobiointerfacemal and neurobioenergemal functions that, at least in our civilization, it seems that they could have not been taken into sufficiently consideration.1 The brain could function: 1) As a neuroaccelerator of bioparticles and particles. 2) As a neurodeaccelerator of bioparticles and particles. 3) As a bridge between the BML universe and the BEL universe. It would form a neurobiointerfacemal and/or neurobioenergemal bridge. 4) As a neurogenerator of bioparticles and particles. 5) As a neurotransformer of bioparticles and particles. 6) As a neurostructuring of bioparticles and particles. 7) As a neuro-organizer of bioparticles and particles. 8) In addition, we would have to talk about the neurometabolism or biometabolism. What is your opinion about these possibilities? –It sounds very interesting, could you tell more about those ideas? –They are just suppositions. One could assume that the brain biostructures and bioessentializes bioparticles and particles. It could modify the level of essentiality of the particles, and in this way ‘transport’ them or ‘emit’ them from the BML universe to the BIFL and the BEL universes. One could also suppose that the brain could be able to bio-organize, with different levels of biostructure, the bioparticles and particles that make up the neurobiointerfacemal and neurobioenergemal bioscenes and bioimages. It could bioaccelerate or biodeaccelerate the bioparticles and particles with this purpose. And, establishing the brain itself a BIFL biostage, to interact with the BIFL universe that exists between the BEL and the BML universes. This biointeraction would allow the brain to bioaccelerate or biodeaccelerate the bioparticles if they indeed come from the BEL universe and enter the BML universe, giving them, for this purpose, the level of biostructure and essentiality needed for the BML universe, and generating bioscenes and bioimages for instance. In the same way, it would allow it to bioaccelerate or biodeaccelerate the particles when they come from the BML universe and enter the BEL universe. What is your opinion about this? –It seems correct to me. –We insist that they are just suppositions. I am speaking too much, I will only say to you that if we bioenerscientiate in the possible form in which the body and the BEG (living energy, essential energy or organized BEL energy ) biointeract, it fits the possibility that also between them –body and BEG– establish a BIFL biointeraction.1,2 This would allow, at least to the terrestrial ones, to try to understand phenomena for a long time unexplained like the bioscenes and bioimages of dreams and of relaxation, the BEL communication from bioenerscientiot –intuitions– to bioenerscientiot or from feeling to feeling and, in this case, also the BEL communication as that we carry out now. Consequently, possibly we would have to speak once again about the existence of two types of symmetry: the intrinsic one and the extrinsic one, BEL, BIFL and BML, macroscopic, microscopic, atomic, subatomic, quantum, sub-quantum, para-quantum. –I agree with you and I can even understand many topics better now. I like to listen to you. –Would you agree that all alien and terrestrial eyes could function as biotransmitters and bioreceptors of bioparticles and particles? –Yes. Our visual perception, for example, goes from infrared to x-rays and sometimes a small amount of gamma rays. –That means that you live in a world, in a universe, that is colourful and luminous. –It has extraordinary shades of luminescence and transparency. At night, the activity is normal, as if it were daytime. We do not distinguish between day and night. –Are your ears equally perceptive? –In you, your ears are, yes. However, to us it is very important to perceive through the skin. We perceive musical notes throughout our whole body. –That means, then, that your entire skin is like the membrane of the eardrum. It must be very thin or very sensitive although it is not thin. –It is. For example, I feel your voice with my entire body and I perceive shades of emotion too. –Is the brain also a biogenerator of bioparticles and particles? –Rather, it bio-organizes the ones it receives from the BEL universe to function as a neurobiointerfacemal bridge, as you name them. –Then, the brain can help bio-organizing BEL energy to the body and thereby rehabilitates, strengthen, develop and intensify it… Moving to other topic, how do you interpret symmetry of intellect-emotions? Perhaps are they joined by a biointeraction intellect-emotion: biointellect [image: images] bioemotions? –That is what is happening to me. –What concept do you have of bioemotions? –What you call bioemotions, we call bioimages. –Shall we say goodbye? –Yes, thank you. –Khriannia leaves.

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The biointerfacemal universe and the biomaterial existence


Comments on Saturday, December 10, 1994. 1) In humans, just like in the inhabitants of Agram, there could be a BIFL events in the biointeraction between the BML universe and the BEL universe. 2) Actually, this could occur in all earthly nature: of the mineral, vegetable and animal kingdoms and in fact in the whole unit universe (i.e. BML, BIFL and BEL universes).*


On Saturday, January 7, 1995, Raul’s sixth bioexperience took place; on this occasion, Rosa and Coti were also present, two female BEGs. Raul, Rosa, Coti and ACS were present in the bioscenes of their NMEGO. The bioimage of Khriannia arrived and sat facing us. A friend named Bhrikiam accompanied her. He was formal, respectful.


–ACS: Is there anything you would like to say, Khriannia? –K: You have just celebrated a wonderful holiday, and I would like to congratulate you for the privilege of having those celebrations. –Bhrikiam (B): I would like to greet you, and express my desire for peace to reign among you. –What have you been bioenerscientiating about our conversations? –It has been very exciting for me to take part in the conversations we have carried out like brothers and sisters. I would like to share the joy of fellowship, the joy of these encounters. I invited Bhrikiam. –B: In a recent encounter that I had with my sister, Khriannia, she spoke of her conversations with you and of a great difference that exists between us. For example, we mainly try to reach our objectives, as you do, but you also experience satisfaction in doing this. –What objectives are you talking about? –For example, the construction of a machine that transforms mass, to extract from the matter-energy particles that give it existence, modify its structure and in this way obtain matter-energy that has the characteristics necessary for it to resist, for example, the extreme temperatures of the nucleus of a star. Instead, that is so subtle that it can penetrate the wall of a spaceship. –Do you do that in order to concentrate matter-energy? –Yes, especially the science of gravity applied to the black holes and compression, at its ultimate limits, of any portion of matter-energy, and thus able to work with gravitational fields in the laboratory and use them as a source of energy-matter. –The ultimate limit of your technology, could not there be other limits you are not familiar with? –Yes, of course. –Does photon have a gravitational field? –Yes. We believe that gravity fills absolutely everything in the BML universe, in the material universe. –What else do you want to say, Bhrikiam? –Let us go back to what we were discussing. We work in all of this and we reach our objective, and we immediately began pursuing our next objective. –That means mechanically, not so much for satisfaction. –Yes.


–ACS: How do you interpret inertia? –B: It is a characteristic of the BML universe, of space-time, which, because of its biostructure, allows movement in only one direction, the most probable one. –According to experts, does it have anything to do with the direction of time? –Yes, along with the quantum conformation of space-time. –From the point of view of scholars, that is why we cannot remember the future. Is that how it is? –Yes. Although it can open spaces, in a manner of speaking, in space-time, in which certain events send particles with information about the future towards the present. It is, however, rare. –What is the basis of inertia? –Biomatter has a biostructure that, in the boundaries of space, is filled with space-time. This has a crystalline biostructure, that is, very orderly. In it, the free particles or that make up biomatter are directed in their movement because as they interact with the crystalline biostructure of space-time, they make up fields of force that are local in extreme or nearby that direct the movement of biomatter in the direction that is most probably, in a straight line and with uniformity. –That occurs always according to the characteristics of space-time, always in the direction favoured by it itself. –Yes. –Why do you say that space-time has a crystalline biostructure? –K: Because of the ordering of the particles, it has a certain order according with the biostructure of subatomic or free particles. –What are its characteristics or general principles? –They vary, but it is similar to hexagons superimposed and interposed, covering it completely. If one particle is removed, another potential particle appears; it will have to appear in the same place, and remain in the place that has to be filled. –That explains why everything is interconnected. –Yes.


–ACS: Bhrikiam, what sources or wells of potential does the organism have? –B: Many, each biostructure of an organism is necessarily made up by way of fields of potential. This way, in terms of the level of biostructure [complexity] a field of potential is conformed. –What wells of potential does the human organism have? –The heart, eyes and hands, these are receptive wells of potential. However, the most intense well of potential is in the brain. It is important to point out that there is a field of potential in every part of biomatter. –Which wells of potential are not receptive? –They are those that instead of absorbing BEL energy emit it. –Are the eyes, for instance? –Yes, such as the eyes, the brain, the hands are. –We once again go back to that symmetry of the extrinsic and intrinsic phenomena of the human organism. –That is right.


–ACS: What do you know about the physical cause of depression? –K: I already spoke about this, but I will gladly comment on it again; depression is the result of the blockage of the wells of potential of the body and as a reflection of this, the body becomes weak. –How do you explain magnetism? –It is a symmetry breakage in local space-time, in the angular movement of the electrons. When the electron changes its angular movement it generates photons which, by way of a mirrored bioimage of the electron, induce, on the other side, an alteration of the angular movement of the other electron; and that electron, in turn, sends a message again, by way of a mirrored bioimage, to the other part, and so on. This creates what we perceive as a magnetic field. It is a local phenomenon. In the case of magnets, a mirrored symmetry is created. A monopole is a phenomenon in which various particles are conglomerated. These particles interact and create very small, mirrored, local, bioimages that, when joined together, create a very strong magnetic field. There are many monopoles of particles when photons are transmitted in the gaps of space-time.


–ACS: Do magnetic monopoles exist? –B: They are confined in bubbles in space-time, on the edges of the black holes. –Why do they exist there? –They were trapped when biomatter condensed, and gravity intensified in those regions. They are trapped by intense gravitational fields. When great quantities of gravitons concentrate, they acquire enormous energy-matter and make up biostructures that have extremely intense energy-matter too, which allow only monopoles to oscillate around these fields. This oscillation is transmitted in the form of photon energy-matter so intense that it can traverse entire galaxies. –What is the principle of that apparatus that can compress biomatter? –It is concentrated gravitational energy-matter. This apparatus is a miniature black hole. It concentrates gravity and modifies it. This apparatus can bring electrons close to the nucleus. These electrons close to the nucleus have very different characteristics; they make up a very different molecule. That is why I speak of compression of matter-energy; I am not talking of normal matter-energy but rather matter-energy that is compressed to the maximum. –As far as your technology and knowledge allow you. Remember that the apparatus that transforms mass allows you to carry out phenomena of compression and transformation of matter-energy that, until now, you have not detected in nature –only in your apparatus. –All right. –What happens when the electron approaches the atom’s nucleus? –The pressure near the atom’s nucleus is very intense and when an electron approaches, they conform, like in the stars of neutrons, distributions of different charges between the electrons and the quarks of the nucleus. If the electron enters a proton, it integrates the positively charged quarks that are around it and the proton becomes a neutron, but the electron fluctuates among particles with different distributions of charges. –The quarks spinning around the electron, as if it were an atom inside another atom; is that how it is? –Yes, similar to the atom because the quarks spin around the electron. It is a very explicative bioimage. –Does the electron play, or has it played, an important role in the formation and conformation of the atom? –Yes. Khriannia told you that the particles are classified according to their order and their essentiality. The particles that give biostructure to the universe, as we know it, have a level of order and essentiality that are congruent with each other. This biostructure is, in our day and age, the most probable. However, others could, or can, and probably will, conform it. Yes, the electron plays a fundamental role in the interaction of the atoms that generate our present-day universe. –Does anti-photon exist? –Yes. –Does anti-graviton exist? –Yes. –Have you found the general formula of the prime numbers? –No. There are ways to determine those that are completely beyond the limits of their own arithmetic. However, we have not yet found a formula that relates prime numbers and at the same time generates all the prime numbers. –Is there anything else you would like to say before we end this conversation? –I feel very honoured to have met you, my brothers and sisters. I hope we can establish a closer friendship between Khriannia and me and you, our brothers and sisters.


–ACS: We say good-by to our guests and finish the bioexperience. After this one, we wrote the following comments: 1) We still have the doubt whether the people we are conversing with by way of BEL communication, are or are not aliens. 2) It is obvious that there are many questions to ask; that all humans of this world would like to receive answers to diverse topics they are genuinely interested in. However, as we understand it, the main objective of these biodialogues is not to answer all the questions that humans ask, nor do we assume the answers given by the supposed aliens to be categorical. Then, two aspects we must obviously protect and emphasise, a) human responsibility is to follow its own way regarding scientific, technical and cultural development, and b) to avoid that just for curiosity superficial and banal questions were made. 3) During the biodialogues, we always tried to maintain a proper attitude towards those to whom we were speaking, and, especially, towards all humans on earth, making sure that they are given due respect, notwithstanding the presumed intellectual development of the former and the lesser technical development of the latter. 4) Those from Agram and those from the planet Earth both tend to mistakenly assume that their knowledge and points of view are the only ones that are not only valid but also the most important. So that again, have we been talking with alien BEGs, with terrestrial BEGs, with both of them or just with our own BEGs?

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The exploration ships


On Saturday, October 28, 1995, Raul’s seventh bioexperience took place. On this occasion, Irma and Raziel accompanied him. In the bioscenes of their NMEGO, the BEGs’ bioimages of Raul, Irma, Raziel and ACS were present. The bioimage of Khriannia arrived, accompanied by Bhrikiam, and they sit down facing us. The biodialogue and the events took place as follows.


–ACS: How have you been? –B: We have been observing the process through a crystal half-sphere and my feelings are of admiration more than contentment. –What do you admire, Bhrikiam? –I admire two things: the progress with no obstacles. –What progress? –It is existential. –What obstacles could there have been? –Material. –What do you mean? –Economical, worldwide aggression, but everything is going well. –Why do you bioenerscientiate everything is going well? –It is because the only intention is to help humanity, and to speak truthfully. –Irma: Khriannia says that she wishes to participate. –K: I wish to experience what is happening and what you are experiencing. –You are already part of the process of this BEL research and your generosity and wisdom will be acknowledged. –Irma: Khriannia’s eyes are shining. –You are a pioneer, Khriannia; you are a promoter of the changes that are occurring. –K: I wish I could do more. –These are earthly human responses. –Irma: Khriannia is moved, touched; she is affectionate, and perhaps sorry for the arrogant and just condescending way she behaved during the sixth bioexperience, almost a year ago. –You prove you are our friend, just as we are yours. –K: Thank you to all of you.


–ACS: We would like to continue, and ask you some very concrete questions. What can you tell about AIDS and its cure? –K: Something similar happened to us many years ago [sic]. We defeated it but at a very high cost, because many people died. –Scientifically, how can we counteract the problem? –There is one main way to defeat the virus. –What is it? –Raul: Khriannia points out the structural vertexes of the external surface of the HIV virus, and tells us that it is a weak point; when polarized positrons reach it; this changes its external structure of defence and consequently neutralizes it. They are highly symmetrical, which is why it is important to alter their symmetry. The other part will look for a way to re-structure itself and, therefore, modify its structure. –How are these polarized positrons sent there? –K: We would do it through a high degree of compression, energetic compression. However, you have access to particle accelerators. As you know, particles are produced constantly in the BML universe, and we favour the production of positrons. We change their BIFL virtuallity and give them biomateriallity or BML reality so that we may use them for anything we wish. –Is it like treatment for cancer? –Yes, but with one important difference, the organism’s defences, duly energized, can stop the process of cancer, but not the AIDS virus. The organism does not always reject cancer because it is a product of the organism itself. It does reject AIDS but it does not have enough adequate defences to stop it. With cancer, it is necessary to energize the defences. –How are the defences energized? –K: One way is by using drugs that have a large number of electrolytes, composed of lithium, chlorine, carbon and lanthanum [a rare element, according to the chemical chart]. Another way is with radiation that goes beyond the luminous spectrum, but this is very dangerous. All radiation that breaks symmetry can be used. I do not recommend drugs because of the type of structure the AIDS virus has, but it is possible to develop enzymes or antibodies that have the structure of a key, a juncture [she refers to that vulnerable vertex of the virus] and through electrostatic or magnetic attraction, are able to modify its structure. However, you know that radiation can cause those enzymes or antibodies to change, to transform. –Raul: Khriannia remarks, merely mentioning in parenthesis that, ‘I am glad to be here with you again. I bring a greeting of peace to all those present, and I truly hope that my affection and yours may join in brotherhood with the whole universe’. –Do you have any other recommendations regarding the topic of AIDS? –K: What is needed is to educate people, because it is a very serious threat. It is also necessary to speed up research to be able to find a way to destroy it. I am familiar with similar viruses that exist in other places, everywhere. They are ancestral formations. Unfortunately, a mutation occurred. –What virus does it come from? –It was a bacteriophage that randomly combined with particles and lost its legs. It was not aggressive, and it was subjected to forces of pressure and temperature. Twelve viruses mutated. This one and other one became fatal; the others did not. They can also spontaneously become harmless, especially because they multiply so rapidly. As you know, they are not stable. –Do you want to say anything else on the subject of AIDS? –No, that is all.


–ACS: Do you know anything about the physical cause of schizophrenia or psychosis in general? –K: They are the result of an incorrect orientation of the neurological discharges and other neurons stop them from positioning themselves correctly. –How do you explain a fever? [Question asked on Sunday, December 3, 1995]. –It is an imbalance between the wells of potential of the body when, in the wells, there are movements of aleatory and disorderly polarization that release great quantities of heat as a result of that disorder, as in the case of an infection. These movements create, at a certain level, BIFL openings and attract chaotic bioimages, similar to those of certain dreams, just before one sees these visions of intense and involuntary bioimages, the body’s temperature changes.


–ACS: Why have there been more earthquakes on earth? –K: As you know, they are states of the shifting of matter-energy, but the atomic bombs also have an influence on them, especially those that go off underground, because they force all the pressure towards the sides and the holes they create cannot be seen from above the ground. The wave of pressure dislodges sediment and forces it towards the sides, which causes fractures. It is dangerous, especially because parts of the continents have not settled properly. This settling comes about with each geological era due to the movement of the continents. However, those of you who live on earth do not yet know what the inside of the Earth is like. –In terms of time as measured on earth, how long does it take to get from Earth to Agram or from your planet to ours? Does it take the same amount of time to go in both directions? –From Agram to Earth it takes us approximately one year. It takes a little more, approximately one year and two months, to go from Earth to Agram. It takes longer to go from here to there because it is necessary to leave the solar system and look for an opening in space-time. From there to here we find the opening immediately. The openings vary; they are not stationary. –Do you always travel through the universe in spaceships? –Not always, it is a local way of visiting civilizations. The fundamental journey is through the tunnels of space-time. –What it has been seen on earth of yourselves, is it really you and your ships or are they luminous projections of something that happened in the past? –We can be ourselves, but it can be the bioimage of something that was already there, found its tunnel and only left a trace. The object disappears but its bioimage stays, like when a black hole is formed. –Can you, individually, place yourselves in the BIFL universe between the BML universe and the BEL universe? –In a certain way, yes, we can materialize or de-materialize the body at will. –Really, would not it eventually be the same case for all humanities? –In the future, yes, all humanities of the universe are at different stages of development. The body is a manifestation that makes it possible for its BEL energy to manifest itself in a local, material, concrete way. The problem is that the body is sometimes very dense and does not allow this BEL energy to manifest itself completely. Then, it is necessary for the BEL energy to modify the body so that in some point of the BML universe it can manifest itself in a local, concrete, complete way. –It is a form of transformation. –Yes, it is.


–ACS: How many different cosmic humanities have spaceships visiting the Earth? –K: Thirty-two, some have been here for a long time. We from Agram are very respected by all of them, and this allows us to interact with them. They all are pacific, peaceable; there is no hostility in them, even though the forms of communication are not quite adequate. –Have alien ships fallen or landed on earth, in which countries, how many ships? –Yes, that has happened in Russia, in the Sea of Japan, in the north of Mexico, over the state of Sonora [apparently an exploration ship, without flight crew, of August 25, 1974] and in the southeast state of Quintana Roo. It also has happened in the north of Africa, in the Sahara Desert; also, in the jungle of central Africa, at the North Pole, in Argentina, in the United States: in Florida, New Mexico, Alaska, Colorado, in the ocean near New York. –Why did they fall? –We dropped them in remote places. They are exploration ships, only that. –How many human aliens have died because of this? –Two of them have died in Mexico, one in the Lacandon jungle in the state of Chiapas and one in the desert of Sonora, too. In the United States, two died as they dropped down over the state of New Mexico. –What was the cause of the accident in the United States? –They unexpectedly crashed into an object [a small plane] that was in flight. It was an exploration ship. Everything was kept secret. They could not salvage anything from the spaceship because it was destroyed. The spaceships also have an organic, biological composition. They feel; they are not very metallic. They feel everything that goes on around them. Moreover, by way of electrical pulses that they pick up they transmit these feelings to their instruments. They are made of a very resistant, live plastic. –Have earthlings been able to conserve alien bodies on earth? –They have been conserved at very low temperatures. They cannot be studied because they decompose very easily. The atmosphere is too acid for them. –From which planets, which constellations, are these spaceships that have fallen? –Raul: Khriannia shows us the Ursa Major (the Great Bear). On the screen, we can see a red planet, between two largest stars of the Ursa Major. –K: We call this planet Rahn-143 of the seventieth classification. They are not from Agram. They are from a civilization that came after ours. They are shorter in height. They are approximately 1.40 m tall. –How tall are you, Khriannia? –I am 2.60 m tall and Bhrikiam is 2.90 m tall. The men are taller. The men can be up to 3.00 m tall and the women 2.75 m. I am one of the tallest.


–ACS: How do you travel in your own world? –K: Many different ways, within enormous crystal tubes we travel like gusts of light. That is our most common form of travel. We also travel in small, anti-gravity, modular vehicles. To economize we have personal vehicles, made up of a seat on a circular platform, like a disc, with telescopes on the front. Many can be joined together. We use antigravity. –Is your material body like ours? –In form, yes, but instead of having carbon as our chemical base, we have silicon, which works differently. You have organs and we have zones. –Which zones does your organism have? –It has head, thorax and pelvis. –Raul: We can see something that looks like crystal in their bodies, which flows continuously like luminous energy-matter. –Did you sow the technical implements so that life was arising on earth? –K: Yes, it was our civilization. –Can you describe the fundamental steps in your procreation process? –1) The man and woman harmonize their energy-matter frequencies. 2) We have the option of deciding exactly when procreation should take place as long as it does not alter the population equilibrium, because in our society everything and everyone has a precise function. 3) We consult a council to ask if one more Agramian is necessary and his/her function is then pre-established. 4) Once the council has accepted, we proceed in the union. –How many months, in Agramian terms, does a pregnancy last? [This question was extended on Sunday, December 3, 1995]. –It lasts from 1.7 to 2.1 months in Agramian terms. A pregnancy of a woman from Agram lasts between 12 and 15 months, as they are known on earth. As you know, a day on Agram is equivalent to approximately seven days on earth. –During a pregnancy, does a baby have a placenta and an umbilical cord? –No, it does not. It is nourished through luminous energy-mater that comes directly from the mother, from her energy-matter. We do not have blood. –Do people from Agram have a navel? –No, we do not. –How much does a baby from Agram weigh and measure when he/she is born? [Question asked on Tuesday, December 5, 1995]. –A baby weighs approximately twelve kilograms and is about 50 centimetres long. –What role does BEL energy play in the pregnancy? [Question asked on Sunday, December 3, 1995]. –The BEL energy itself creates the forms it needs to work physically on matter-energy this way. BEL energy, to continue with that creativity –a reflection of itself–, uses units of life as a bridge of communication between the places in which it resides and the BML universe in which it manifests itself as reality through movement, order and life. The BEL energy assures that life is reproduced and makes it transforms into forms that are more and more adequate for its manifestation.


–ACS: Are all the people from Agram teachers and guides? –K: No, not all of them, only those who have been pre-destined for that, a new one emerges only when the one that has been biocollapses [‘dies’]. –What kind of energy-matter do you nourish yourselves with? What is it made of? –We nourish with a filtered form of luminous energy-matter that has an intensity that is close to that of the gamma rays. It is a kinetic, quasi-materialized energy. It has a frequency range that is approximately two angstroms beyond gamma radiation. In the same zone of radioactivity of the spectrum, only one range is harmful; beyond that one, the others are not. –Do you eat meat? –No. –Does your body have a digestive system? –No. The luminous biomatter or energy-matter that we absorb as food is processed throughout the entire body. –Is your body less solid than our body is? –No. It is much stronger and much more solid. –What gives it that solidity? –Its crystalline composition; the body of the human is also crystalline but it is not as strong. However, your body is more sensitive than ours is. I can touch you anywhere and you feel it, but we do not. More than tactile, our information is from luminous biomatter throughout our entire body. You are beings of a more tactile sense; you have a small area of light (your eyes) and in part, the skin. We, on the other hand, receive it throughout our entire body. –How much do you weigh, in kilograms? [Question asked on Tuesday, December 5, 1995]. –Of course, my weight changes according to the planet that I am on. Nonetheless, even on the same planet, we have the ability to modify our weight by absorbing or eliminating energy-matter adapting it to the gravity of that particular planet. Now, without modifying my weight, on earth I weigh 120 kilograms. –What kind of research on the earthly human body do you do? –We feel that your way of life is extraordinary compared to ours. You are life. We have zones in our bodies that do not grow, that are solid, fixed, not ‘dead’, but fixed. Your body is just life, and it is important to know that form of existence, which is extraordinary. On this planet [Earth] everything is alive.


–ACS: The presence of life is very intense on earth. –K: The more I know about you and your people, the more I am fond of you; the closer you are to me myself. –How close are you to the arts –literature, poetry, painting, sculpture, dance, music? –We value it very much, however, we can form an intentional picture of it all. There are no specific artists among us. We can feel the emotion of creativity of any artist. Art and all creative activity is a part of us. We admire the art on earth. We wish that all terrestrial humanity could create it, and not just a few. –Have you developed in your culture the idea of any virtuous or pervert ‘deity’? You have never talked about it. –Yes, in fact, we speak of a ‘great creator’ of the universe, not of virtuous or pervert ‘deities’. You, in your philosophy, speak of ‘deities’ that form part of your words, but we consider that very limited ideas.


–ACS: In reference to the animal, vegetable and mineral kingdoms, what is an intermediate structure and how is it formed? –K: The intermediate biostructures are potential and virtual structures that separate one kingdom from another. In the spaces that you would consider as breaks or gaps, there exist potential and virtual structures that fill all the gaps. Everything is deeply interconnected. –What technique do you use to produce all types of particles? –The technique that we have developed is that of gravitational compression of space-time. We create intense gravitational fields and these fields materialize the particles, according to the intensity, polarity, symmetry and direction of the field. –What are, what do you call, the structural components of the particle bak-21? –There are two components of the particle: they are without charge, electrically neutral, but they have angular momentum and different spin, raº-1n and ra-1s. –Are they bioparticles, that is, essential? –Yes. You have not detected them yet because they lack electrical charge. You will develop a great amount of knowledge about them when you have spin detectors. They do not have mass. –Are they the first bioparticles that emerge from the BIFL universe and then become materialised in the BML universe? –Yes. As far as we know, they are the most essential. –What is the principle behind those devices [spin detectors]? –Once again it is the gravitational field, because that field affects everything, whether it has an electrical charge or not, whether it has a magnetic field or not. It affects everything. –Does photon have mass? –Yes, it also goes from zero positive mass towards negative mass, which does exist. –How do you explain negative mass? –Negative mass refers to a particle that does not have physical presence or real existence in space-time; it has negative mass when it is in the BIFL universe, about to enter space-time. –What particles make up neutrino? –It is made up of two particles, just like photon: raº-1n + ra-1s, but of a different polarity than photon. They differ in polarity and the angle of connection. –What is the internal structure of the electron? –The internal structure of the electron is photon + 2raº-1n + 2ra-1s; the internal structure of the positron is photon + 2raº-1n + 3ra-1s. That is why the positron is heavier than the electron. –In other words, according to what you have told, the internal structure would be, for the electron: 3raº-1n + 3ra-1s; and for the positron: 3raº-1n + 4ra-1s. –That is right. –What internal structure do the gluons have? –It is raº-1n + 2ra-1s. –They seem to be somewhere between the quarks and the photons. I would like to read you the following general list of the substructure of the particles:
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–ACS: Khriannia made the following general remarks regarding the particles. –K: 1) The mother particles, insofar as essentiality, are raº-1n and ra-1s. With regard to structure, there is a mother particle for the electron and the positron, with a low level of essentiality. 2) Biomaterial signs: electrical charge, what you call colour, movement, frequency; structure; spin, angular movement, mass, essentiality, the duration that they remain manifesting themselves in space-time or temporariness, interaction with particles of space-time. 3) With respect to the particles, the concepts of essentiality or purity and structure are important. 4) The virtual bioparticles are those that come precisely from the BIFL universe; a moment before entering the BML universe they are in the BIFL universe in a potential state, before entering and materializing in the BML universe. 5) The particles described have not always existed this way, but they are the most stable ones and they are the ones that make the universe the way it is today. Everything seem stable, but inside there is a very rapid flux and re-flux. 6) The particles with the same structural components differ with respect to polarity and angle of connection. This individualizes them. 7) Photon can turn into neutrino and neutrino can turn or transform into photon; gluon can change into graviton and graviton can change into gluon. If photon or neutrino acquires another ra, they can change into gluon or graviton. Neutrino travels long distances because it lacks that other particle that gives it more strength. The ability of each pair to transform into another demonstrates their high level of essentiality. –Does the particle ra-1s give the property of anti-particle to the other particles? –Yes, it does. –Is the pair, photon and anti-photon, another mother particle? –No, it is not. The interactions are not normally mother particles. –What other particles are you familiar with? What other particles do you recommend that we learn about? –There are many virtual bioparticles and potential particles. Even the strangest and most unusual ones can be created. The number is infinite; it is nature itself. However, the most stable are precisely those that, although they may not be the only ones in the origin of dislocation –symmetry breakage–, when they materialise, they have practically nothing to do with their predecessors; they are different, distinct. We cannot bioenerscientiate of the past in terms of what we see in the present. The past has its own existence, just as the present and future do. –1) That is transformation on the level of the particle. What is your opinion about this? 2) How do you see the future? –1) I agree. 2) The future is continuance.


–ACS: Can you visit the future? –The tunnels of the BIFL universe connect, by way of the BEL universe, to the future or to the past. –How do you explain the origin of the universe? What are its dimensions? What shape is it? How many universes exist? –The universe does not have a beginning. What is known as all nature does not have a beginning; it has always existed. The universe as a cosmos is a dislocation or symmetry breakage of the BEL universe; it has no shape. There have been many symmetry breakages, and between each of these ruptures or breaks, there are borders. Between universe and universe, there are gaps without space-time, infinite in size, parts of BIFL universe and the BEL universe. –Would all that be part of just one universe? –The universe we are in at this moment is not the only one. Nature, with respect to space and time, is infinite. –How do you explain that, according to the experts, the BML universe is homogeneous insofar as the density of matter-energy and energy-matter? –The homogeneity is local. It only occurs within short distances. The universe as such is not homogeneous. –How do you explain the fact that from any location or position it looks the same; what here on earth is called isotropy? –Isotropy is also a local phenomenon that does not occur everywhere that way. In a structure of strong magnetic or gravitational fields, space-time becomes deformed. –What effect does the approach of the electrons toward the nucleus have on the structure of the atom? –When there is intense pressure on the atom, the electrons can embed themselves in the nucleus, specifically in the protons, for example, when there are very intense gravitational fields. Under those conditions, the quarks revolve around the electron and, as you once said, they look like small sub-atoms with the electron in the centre. –Yes, that is how we described it last time. There is a kind of exchange –rotation– of functions... What do you call the structures of gravitons that have intense energy, like the ones that are found near the black holes? –The gravitons embed into each other and form a new structure, of concentric rings formed by this accumulation; they are neither stable nor continuous. There is no special name for them. –1) They suggest a temporary annular bioforce of gravity. 2) What is the graviton’s structure? –1) It is exactly like that. 2) It is 2raº-1n + ra-1s. For anti-graviton, ra-1s is added 2raº-1n + 2ra-1s. –Why do you bioenerscientiate that the leptons, just like the electrons or neutrinos, have left-sided polarity and their symmetrical counterpart has not been detected (lepton with a right-sided polarity), a phenomenon that physicists call a violation of the chirality? –In essence, it is true that polarity has a preference towards the left. This is due to the structure of the lepton itself. The electrically charged quarks have a property that is similar, but which has not been detected. The ra°-1n particle gives it that characteristic. The quarks present polarity towards the right because the equation of symmetry has to be balanced. Symmetry in only one direction does not exist; there must always be counter-symmetry. This can be seen in weak interaction, in which a lepton breaks away from the nucleus, but in the nucleus, a group of quarks follows symmetry to the right, which you have not detected.


–ACS: Do you have any questions regarding the Earth? –K: What is music? –Raul: Just as the luminous energy-matter carries information to all parts of your body, we have a sense that perceives variations of sensations of sound, of harmony or of words. –K: We do not have ears. Our outer ear is for perceiving heat; it is sensitive to heat. –What do you call the bioparticles that form BIFL bioscenes and bioimages? –They are the ones of the BIFL universe between the BEL universe and the BML universe, the ra potentials. –Raul: With respect to the passage of our BIFL bioimages to the BEL universe – how does this occur? –K: In the BIFL universe, the ra bioparticles remain in space-time and a bioimage is generated toward the BEL universe, and when the bioimage stops, those bioparticles are incorporated once again to the bioparticles of our BEG [see references 26-8 to know the right answer to this question, bioimages cannot pass to the BEL universe, everything happens and remains in the BIFL and BML universes]. –Have you finished preparing the space ship that will be the right size to fill in the holes in the ozone layer of the Earth’s atmosphere? –No yet, we expect it to be finished in one year. There have been many technical problems… I wish to convey my best wishes and greetings to all of you, and I sincerely hope there is harmony among all of you and us. –We remark that it seems we are inaugurating a special kind of BIFL and BEL or neurobiointerfacemal and neurobioenergemal cosmic transportation of intuitions… We say good-bye to Khriannia.

Note. Khriannia, with Irma’s support, did not allow to push out by Bhrikiam… Khriannia and Bhrikiam use the concept of BML universe without difficulty, but the concepts of BIFL and BEL universes do it with vagueness. Even more difficult results to them to understand the BEGs’ biointeraction with –and through– the BIFL universe to establish BEL communication with the BML and BEL universes. On Tuesday, October 31, 1995, Raul, Irma, Raziel and Lola’s eighth bioexperience took place. In the bioscenes of their NMEGO, the BEGs of Raul, Irma, Raziel, Lola, Khriannia and ACS were present.


–Raul: Khriannia [theatrical] is wearing a silver-coloured bodysuit, with violet-coloured, crystal, transparent shoulder pads and a blue cape. She says that her clothing protects her and that everything she is wearing is ‘alive’. –K: I bring you a greeting of peace and hope that our best feelings join in harmony. I am very happy to be here with you again.


A. –ACS: Once again, Khriannia, to summarize: How do you suggest the fight against AIDS be carried out? The last time we spoke, it was not completely clear. –K: I will base on what I intuit from your BEGs. 1) Isolate the virus. 2) Modify its structure with both external and internal means: external –such as positron radiation with accelerators–; internal, by strengthening the body’s defences. 3) By heat, the virus cannot tolerate high temperatures. 4) Strengthening the body’s defences or injecting attackers that will break down the vertexes of the external structure of the AIDS virus. There is no better answer than the structure itself of a living human, for example, enzymes or antibodies, enzymes that have components such as phosphate, sulphur, lanthanum or actinium in their structure. An antibody can also be prepared. Messenger ribonucleic acid (mRNA) can be altered externally, first through radiation or programmed so that it carries information to all the cells for the synthesis of an antibody or of an enzyme that dissolves or modifies the external structure of the virus. 5) Very high gravitational fields can also be created that alter the structure of the virus. –Was AIDS intentional or accidental? –It was an accidental mutation. They are not as stable as they appear to be. They come from a phage whose structure was modified because of radiation, and they lost some of their parts. Because it reproduces in bacteria, its structure learned how to defend itself from external aggressions. That information was transmitted to its descendants and now it turns out to be very defensive against the antibodies and because of this aggression, it de-activates them.


B. –ACS: How did the symmetry breakage that gave rise to the origin of the universe manifest itself physically? –K: Imagine a point in the BEL universe [sic]. That point opens towards a sphere of light. It is like a kind of explosion-implosion that emerges from the symmetry breakage and there is another breakage behind it: one from one side and one from the other side. Our universe is dual. The BEL universe is separated from the two parts. If it were just one side, it would unbalance the first phases of the BEL universe. It emerged gently, but it developed rapidly. It has expanded gently. An explosion would not have allowed the formation of particles. It was slow on a global scale and it still is. Otherwise, the [unit] universe would not exist. It follows the rhythm that the universe’s components need in order to exist. –Is the BML universe polymorphic or amorphous? –It is polymorphic. –What are the names of the universes? –It is really only one universe. –In Chapter 1 and last time she affirmed that they are infinite in number.


C. –ACS: Going back to the questions, Khriannia, from your point of view, what is the molecular cause of schizophrenia or of psychosis in general? It was not clear the last time we spoke. –K: I will keep on intuiting from your BEGs. As you know, substances are produced in the neurons that act as communicators with the other neurons and with the organism. They are the neurotransmitters. These, along with the channels of the nerve transmitters, sometimes tend to have more electrical charge and a polarity that is different in its composition. This tends to alter the neuron discharges, which then escape without control. These substances form a kind of plasma of components that are not completely integrated. As they look for the balance of the electron charges, they rush out everywhere precisely to look for that balance, and internally this is manifested with distorted perceptions, thoughts and bioimages, which lose their connection and coordination with exterior bioimages, which they no longer process. Creating these internal bioimages, distorted and continuous, is a way of eliminating electron charges. Sometimes, because of the abnormal way in which the neurons are structured, they do not have enough space to free themselves of charges and energy, and the neuromindegonal and conscious performance is altered. In schizophrenia, and psychosis in general, many electron and energy charges are released and this causes the muscles to tense considerably.


D. –ACS: What is the delivery for the birth of a baby on Agram? –K: The woman carries the baby in her womb; she gives it form, and it emerges, with its back to the mother, through her body, and separates from her. It usually comes out through the area of the womb (stomach, epigastrium), through the stomach wall. She takes it in her arms. The delivery lasts about ten minutes (Earth time) and it is painless. –What are the genital organs of men and women from Agram like? –We do not have genital organs, as such. –How many fingers and toes do you have? Do you have thumbs? Do you have fingernails and toenails? –We have four fingers on each hand and four toes. We do not have thumbs. All of our fingers make opposition movements. We do not have fingernails or toenails.


In chapters 10 and 17 she gave the same response, but see that in Chapter 19 Ruth intuited that the Agramians’ hands and feet have a completely different structure.


E. –ACS: How is it that your ships have a kind of life or sensitivity? –K: We have created a certain kind of structures that can reproduce, transmit information and intelligence and give information about their surroundings or about nature. These intelligent structures are plastic, biological microcircuits, and there are billions of them, of different textures, degrees of transparency and resistance. –What particle specifically gives life? –That of BEL energy, as you call it, life is an BIFL event between the raº-1n and its virtual bioparticle precisely coming from the BEL universe, which would be the raº-1n potential, both particles (virtual and potential) are found in the BIFL universe. –What is raº-1n potential? –Yes, it lacks structure but the BML universe has biostructures that can hold it within the BIFL universe. Potential is a step before the BML universe or a moment after what we wrongly call ‘virtual’ of the BEL universe; correctly speaking, however, its name is BEL particle, as you call it now with originality, or bioparticle properly said. –ACS: 1) Do you agree with the following diagram? 2) What do you call the planet Earth?
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
