Chapter 1

	Spiritual interference does not only act in the field of health. There are records of dense influences causing ruptures in homes, sabotaging finances, destroying projects. This is not superstition, but the increasingly clear perception that reality is intertwined with layers of existence that respond to the emotional, ethical, and spiritual. When someone plunges into despair, they open a breach. When they lie repeatedly, they create a field of distortion.
