An Introduction to Tarot


 


I like the Tarot because it is very specific and very accurate as a tool for divination. I like the symbolism of it. I like the imagery. I find it a really effective tool.


Tarot just taps into your own psychic ability. I mean you could do a tarot reading without being intuitive but it would be hard work. Some people learn Tarot parrot fashion, they get a book and learn all the cards, but it is not going to be a really effective reading unless you allow yourself the space and the freedom to tap into those other feelings and abilities you might have.
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Some people actually develop their psychic ability by using Tarot and I have found that it is best to use Tarot in combination with clairvoyance and then finely tune your ability so you give a really comprehensive reading.


The way you interpret your cards is very individual to each tarot reader. I mean there is a literal or book meaning to each card, and that is pretty much universal but I think you would only give a one dimensional reading if you relied just on those meanings. Of course you need to know those basic explanations, you need to know what the cards stand for, and how they can be looked at, but you add something of yourself every time you do a reading. That is one of the reasons why Tarot is such a good tool.


Each individual card-the symbolism of it, the significance and imagery of it-can tap off your own ability. Everyone reads their cards differently and everyone sees something different in the cards.
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I think everyone on the other side of the table also has a different expectation of what they will get from a Tarot reading. You usually see people when they are at a bit of a crossroads, they have something on their mind, they face a decision or something has happened to them in their life and they are looking for an answer. They might have a crisis of some form. I mean when things are going well and people are very happy they are not normally going to come for a consultation.
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So usually there is a particular issue and over the years - I have been doing this for over 30 years now, what people actually want has changed a little bit. Women for example are able to have full careers now, and there are other issues around. But the majority of readings are to do with the same basic questions, they are all to do with the big important issues in life- love, happiness and vitally people are looking for relationships.
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
