Arthur Machen’s The White People stands at the crossroads of occult fiction and the emerging tradition of the weird tale, composed in the late 1890s and first appearing in the early years of the twentieth century before being gathered into The House of Souls (1906). Its settings move between a quiet interior of urbane reflection and an unnamed, pastoral countryside whose hedgerows and hills suggest a landscape older than its present inhabitants.
