	Chapter 4: Pricing Strategies and Royalties

	KDP Royalty Structure

	KDP offers two royalty options: 35% or 70%, depending on the price and location of the buyer. The royalty rate you choose directly affects your earnings. The 70% plan requires that the book be within a specific price range and that the book be sold in certain countries.

	Practical Example: If you choose the 70% rate and your book is priced at R$40, you will receive R$28 per sale (minus printing costs, if applicable). If you choose the 35% rate, you will receive R$14 per sale. Evaluate which option is more advantageous for you.
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
