Not just because I found it difficult to focus on work with idiot Miller in the building (although in all fairness, I hadn’t actually seen him since he arrived for final rehearsals.) We had a composer with an injured foot, we had microphone issues, we had dress issues, we had ticket system breakdowns, we had it all. And in the end, everything had to pass through my desk for some reason or other. But we did it. I don’t know how, but we did. And now, when composers and celebrity guests and other people more important than me, had been whisked off across the street for champagne and little sandwiches with French names, I could finally relax. I grabbed a tray of my homemade gin & tonic Jell-O shots – ingeniously served in lemon wedges – and kicked the office door shut behind me before making my way upstairs to the hidden gem of this theatre – the rooftop terrace. The informal premiere party for less important staff members was about to kick off.
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
