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      The male sexual organ is rooted in the interior of the pelvis. Anchored by muscles and ligaments, the root of your dick can be found by pushing your finger gently into the taint, which lies between your testicles and your ass.


      The exterior of the penis includes the glans, the sensitive tip of the organ. Below it is the atrioventricular groove, the circular dent. In contrast to the U.S. and Canada, most men in Europe and Latin America are uncut, so the foreskin lies above the glans. A small elastic band (frenulum) fixates the prepuce, as the foreskin is also called, below the glans.


      The penis contains regions of erectile tissue (corpus cavernosum), responsible for making the organ grow when you are excited. In this case, blood flows into the tissue, which expands it. Three of these expandable tissues lie between the glans and the penis root. Muscle fibers keep the hollow areas small, as long as the brain does not give other instructions. When you are sexually aroused, these fibers relax and the corpus cavernosum blocks the veins, preventing blood from leaving the penis. The stiffy that results is caused by congested blood, and the internal pressure is enormous—twenty times higher than normal, approximately the same as in a standard bicycle tire.


      We should also mention the scrotum, which hides behind the penis. It contains and protects the testicles—your balls—which produce testosterone and sperm. The testicles hang outside the body, because, in order to produce sperm, the temperature has to be lower than body temperature. This area is extremely sensitive to touch. Next to the glans, the scrotum is one of the most erogenous zones in the male body.

      A study by the University of Essen, Germany, suggests that the average penis measures between three and four inches. Erect, it grows to from five to seven inches. Ninety-five percent of men are within this range; significant deviations are found in a tiny minority. The survey of German men indicated an average erect length of 5.7 inches and an average diameter of 1.6 inches.


      The longest penis ever measured in a male human is 13.5 inches, with a circumference of 6.3 inches! And the cock is no urban legend—American physician Dr. Robert L. Dickinson provided photographic proof in the early twentieth century. Other sex researchers (Alfred Kinsey, Masters & Johnson) have also reported extraordinary penis lengths of between nine and twelve inches.


      In contrast to the overachievers, there is scientific evidence of penises as wee as 0.4 inches. The term for this phenomenon: micropenis. Microsurgical techniques can enlarge these mini-cocks, but only up to 1.5 inches.


      It’s no surprise that, on gay dating sites like gayromeo.com or gaydar.co.uk, gay boys brag about huge members. And the younger the men, it seems, the more they describe their Johnsons as XXL, sexual fantasies and wishful thinking diddling with reality. In the real world, though, no one need be sad about a four-inch dick; after all, they’re among the silent majority.


      Cocks continue to grow until age eighteen or nineteen, and reassuringly, don’t shrink as we age—there is no difference in length between old and young men, though the circumference of the penis is slightly bigger in young men, at the glans as well as the base.


      


      Do Africans on average have a bigger organ than Europeans? And are small members really more prevalent among Asians? We can’t give you a reliable answer to this question, since there are no scientific international studies on the subject.


      What research exists is more entertaining than serious. A non-representative study by the Spanish company Andromedical concluded that the French have the biggest wieners, an average length of 6.2 inches, followed by Italians with 5.9 inches. According to this study, the international average is 5.5 inches. Below average are the Brits, with five inches, while the average Indian cock is four inches and South Koreans come in at last place, with 3.7 inches.


      So, for international comparisons, you’ll have to do the research yourself, one cock (and man) at a time. But let’s be clear—there are five-foot Thai guys with megacocks and there are black guys with mini-pee-pees. Sexual fantasies are okay, as long as you know that fantasies are seldom reality.


      By the way, the strength of the penis is measured in kilograms, measured by lifting weights attached to the penis with a leather belt. The weight that you can just raise standing up signifies the strength of your penis. Usually it is between twenty-two and fifty-five pounds. Of course, you should not overdo this test (more in Fitter—The Penis: (Sex) Accidents and Diseases).
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      In some European countries, Gayromeo.com is referred to as the gay general registration office. So we decided to do a grid investigation of its users. In 2006, 218,926 German men were registered, making it the country with the most users. That’s 0.27 percent of the German population of 82 million inhabitants.


      Our study revealed that 36,501 (16.7 percent) of the German users were cut, 77,790 (35.5 percent) were uncut, and the balance were silent about their status. About half of all users, 114,000, posted their penis size; 2,793 (2.4 percent) boasted of an XXL wiener; 20,701 (18.1 percent) promised dick size XL; 53,109 (46.5 percent) offered size L; and 35,432 (31 percent) gave themselves a dick size of M. Only 2,256 said they had a “small” penis—fewer than 2 percent. Overall, Gayromeo members didn’t seem to exaggerate too much about their, ahem, members.


      By these means interesting comparisons can be drawn—and clichés can be checked: for example, there are 6,949 users from the UK registered, but only 100 declare that they have penis size S. This is only a 1.4 percent share, less than in Germany. Of the 4,034 users worldwide who say they are black, 271 declare they have an XXL hammer. That’s 6.7 percent compared with a 2.4 percent share in Germany. Please note: this is not a representative comparison of self-assessment. Instead of listing their true size, many men consciously enter clichés and deception. This is why youth up to twenty-six years of age claim they “have” an XXL dick size (4 percent), whereas for men older than fifty, the number is 1.8 percent.


      Comparing this data and the actual size is a “science” in itself. For some, however, it’s stimulating, since it leaves room for surprises.
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      The average penis dangles 3.5 inches.

      [image: 68418.jpg] Penis Types and Forms


      There are two different kinds of penises, the shower and the grower. A grower’s cock can be small to start, but when properly stimulated, grows like hell. A shower’s cock (from the verb to show, not the nozzle that sprays water in the bathroom) doesn’t grow much beyond its flaccid state; its erectile tissue doesn’t expand as much as with growers.


      Penises are like faces: everyone looks different. They vary in size, color and form. This is why there is no typical or ideal penis, even if the porn industry tells us differently. In adult films, all men have thick, long cocks. But let’s move away from fiction into realm of reality.


      Most dicks are more or less straight. They have the same diameter from the pelvis up to the area below the glans, which is usually a little wider than the rest. If the glans is much wider, it resembles a mushroom in forest soil. Sometimes the shaft is thicker at the top, which gives the penis a cucumber-like look. From the other side, it looks like a wedge. There also is a huge variety in how the penis bends. It could look like a water faucet (pointing downward); like a door handle (pointing right or left); or like a wire hanger (pointing upward). There are also dicks that look like corkscrews. So don’t fret if you’re not sporting a standard porn-look cock, as long as you can perform sexually. And if you’ve got a cock that’s not on the straight and narrow, imagine how much more a bent penis is able to stimulate the prostate when fucking (more in Prettier!—Crooked Like a Banana).


      Incidentally, many cocks don’t actually “rise” when they are erect. Some point downward and some at an angle of forty-five degrees, even though they are in full bloom.


      There is also no right or wrong size for the scrotum. It could be wrinkly or smooth, with hair or bare. And sometimes one ball could hang higher than the other—check for yourself! This makes full evolutionary sense, because it makes walking a bit easier.

      Before you start reading the next chapters, we would first like to perform an experiment. Please stand up wherever you are (though probably not outdoors) and take off all your clothes except your underwear.


      Don’t worry, we are not shameless voyeurs who secretly want to post nude pictures on the web. It’s all about you—but we can’t see you! So, are you standing in your boxer shorts or your briefs? Brilliant! Stand casually with straddled legs. Now, tug the waistband of your underwear away from your body. Look inside!


      Is the elastic too tight? You don’t see anything? Okay, then pull your underwear right off; it’s even better if you’re standing in front of a big mirror. And now? Do you like what you see down there?


      We hope there’s a satisfied grin on your face. But do you look skeptical? Are you not amused by the sight? Uncertain whether the thing you see hanging between your legs is really what you would like to see? Is it bigger, smaller, wider, straighter or more crooked than you would wish?


      Don’t worry. Many men are not completely satisfied with their genetic endowment. Occasionally, cosmetic changes or even operations are necessary. But usually not. In any case, you are always able to change your self-perception because, we can assure you, every cock has its individual beauty. We hope to convince you about this in the next couple of pages.


      Now put your clothes back on. And please continue reading …
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      Americans do it, as well as Muslims, and for Jews it’s a long tradition: male circumcision is part of many cultures.


      The reasons vary: religious background, a ritual, cosmetic preferences, hygienic needs, or aesthetic desires. According to estimates, one in four men in the world are circumcised. Like the appendix, the foreskin is one of the evolutionary hangers-on that no longer serves a purpose.


      When our human ancestors climbed trees or hunted through shrubbery protected at the most by a loincloth, the foreskin protected the sensitive reproductive organ from injury or contamination. Nowadays, however, we stand upright and usually wear thick clothing—so the foreskin’s protection is no longer mandatory.


      [image: 74203.png] Advantages and Disadvantages


      Circumcision makes sense for hygienic reasons: the penis is easier to clean without the foreskin, under which collect unhealthy residuals that are the main cause of unwanted smells. Furthermore, circumcision has virtually no effect on virility. Some cut gay men say they achieve more intense orgasms and improved stamina.


      However, the unprotected glans loses some of its sensitivity because of its contact with the air and particularly because it rubs against clothing. Instead of slippery mucus, a layer of hard keratin is formed on the glans. This desensitizes the area. Guys who want to get rid of their foreskin should consider the following: there are more than 200 feet of nerve cords and about 1,000 nerve ends on the foreskin, which averages twelve square inches in adult men.

      Do you prefer a dick with or without its special hat? No other community talks more about the foreskin than the gay community, and it’s a real fetish. In Internet chat communities like Gayromeo, there are hundreds of clubs favoring the uncut look—and no end to those that prefer their cockskin trimmed.


      


      [image: 68576.jpg] Cutting Club: The Society for the Circumcised


      Besides online clubs for circumcision fans, there are societies like the Cutting Club in Germany, founded almost two decades ago, in April 1995, when Chris Schaulandt and Michael Holzapfel, recently circumcised, placed a couple of classified ads in local magazines and the gay press—and were surprised when hundreds responded, both asking for information and to tell their own stories. Many gay groups wanted to be enlightened about the advantages of circumcision, which led to production of the pamphlet “Circumcision—Less is Simply More.”


      Reporters noticed the funny little society; the TV show Lovely Sin—the most popular sex education show on private television at the time—interviewed Schaulandt and Holzapfel, as did the general entertainment show Schreinemakers Live, which was watched by as many as 15 million viewers in the 1990s. The two circumcision pioneers developed a newsletter and a magazine for members, and the Cutting Friends Party became an annual event. Since 1997, the club’s information leaflet has been continuously updated, and Gay Pride events feature Cutting Club information booths.


      The Cutting Club website opened on January 1, 1998, providing a place where the circumcision-curious could e-mail their questions; in 2000, the club opened a telephone hotline with volunteers offering answers about removing what has been called “the turtleneck.” Though the club still produces printed information, the Internet is now its promotional hub, so it’s no surprise that the last issue of the club magazine was printed in 2002. The content is now available in a members-only area on the website. Columns like Erotic Story, Cutting Stars, Dr. Cutter, My Story and periodical e-newsletters with erotic pictures of cut cuties await members.


      Membership in the Cutting Club is usually free of charge. However, applying for a premium membership can be rewarding. With more than 3,000 members, the Cutting Club is now one of the biggest gay societies in Germany.

      [image: 74209.png] Circumcision for Medical Reasons


      Sometimes there’s a sound medical reason for removing the foreskin, usually because of phimosis, a condition where the foreskin cannot be fully retracted over the glans. Most health insurance plans in developed countries pay for this operation. For men afflicted with phimosis, a hard-on is one of the worst tortures ever. If the foreskin is retracted too much (possibly through sex), the result might be dermal tearing on the inside. This causes scarring which tightens the foreskin even more. It’s a vicious circle. Men usually notice that they suffer from phimosis during puberty—not by coincidence during the time when you first start to jerk off.


      [image: 74211.png] What Is a Spanish Collar?


      Spanish collar, or paraphimosis, is a constricted foreskin that virtually jams the glans. Blood cannot flow out and the accumulation of tissue fluid can lead to an edema. The glans swells painfully, which can lead to tissue dying (necrosis). In addition, the patient can suffer severe bacterial infection.


      If a patient arrives at the hospital with symptoms of Spanish collar, a doctor will first try to squeeze out the swelling so the jammed foreskin can be restored to a healthy position. If this is unsuccessful, the foreskin is cut so accumulated blood can flow back into the body. Later, the foreskin is circumcised.


      [image: 74215.png] Complete or Partial Circumcision


      With circumcision, you have the choice of removing the foreskin completely or only in part. Usually the whole thing is cleared away. Technically, this is a relatively simple operation with minimal risk, performed in adults under local sedation. Only in few cases does secondary bleeding occur, and the cosmetic results are usually positive—the penis looks attractive and delicious. In such a circumcision, the foreskin is carefully detached from the glans and removed in layers. Then the resulting edges are stitched up with a self-absorbing thread.


      In a partial circumcision, the foreskin is partially cut and a clear plastic ring shaped like a church bell is put over it (Plastibell method). This stops the blood supply to the tissue so that, after a couple of days, the foreskin turns black and falls off. This method is mostly used with small children.


      If there is only a marginal phimosis, doctors often remove only a small part of the foreskin. In this method, the scarred constricted part of the foreskin is removed. The edges of the wound are afterward fit together in a way that makes the foreskin wider.


      


      [image: 74217.png] How Long Is the Healing Process?


      The wound normally heals within ten to fourteen days. To fight swelling, it is recommended to treat the margins of the wounds with ointment. A gauze bandage around the cock prevents uncomfortable rubbing in the pants. It is also possible to use painkillers, either as tablets or drops. Sitting in the bathtub with disinfecting bath essences can also speed up the healing process. After the wound is healed, sexual activity usually is possible again. You should, however, take it slow in the beginning, since the wound could re-open if treated too roughly. Therefore it’s imperative to use a lot of lube.

      If the circumcision is medically necessary, the health insurance companies of most countries will pay for the operation. If that’s not the case, the cost is relatively reasonable, $200 and $750 in the United States. You should certainly shop around before an operation, but don’t only look at the price, since you want to “shoot” soon again and get a good visual result. Get a doctor, who exactly explains the procedure to you and also gives you advice about the after-treatment.


      [image: 74221.png] Alternatives to Circumcision?


      The only medical alternative to avoiding circumcision is cortisone ointment. You have to cream the tip of the penis three times a day for six weeks. While doing so, you have to pull back the foreskin as much as possible and without force. If this treatment is not successful, an operation might be inevitable.

      Mike (28) from Berlin


      I was nineteen when I decided to get rid of my foreskin, because I had phimosis. The phimosis had caused painful tearing of the foreskin, especially when I was pleasuring myself. The procedure was smoother than I expected. I remember very well how I was laying on the operating table when the doctor prolonged my foreskin and told the nurse, with dry humor, “Dinner is served!” The actual circumcision including preparation was about an hour. As soon as the anaesthesia wore off, I instantly noticed tweaks and pinches in my penis area, before a quite uncomfortable pain set in. I was never happier to receive painkillers which made it bearable. The only potential source of pain were “hot dreams” at night. I’m sure every man can imagine how unpleasant a new wound on your penis can be. It’s always good to have cold water nearby. Furthermore, it is recommended to choose a doctor who has his office nearby. I had to ride for forty-five minutes in a bus to reach my urologist. Everyone can imagine that this was no picnic for my hurting dick. But I don’t want to complain. In the long run, the operation was a blessing, especially because of the many hygienic advantages.


      


      [image: 68604.jpg] Crooked Like a Banana?


      There is virtually no erect cock that rises straight into heaven like the Washington Monument. Most bend slightly to one side or the other, some are slightly curved, others even look like a corkscrew rotating around a central axis. In addition, the angle of the penis in relationship to the body varies from one man to the other. One erect penis goes almost straight up with the glans pointing to the stars while others are rather horizontal or even lean downward. There are as many curves in the cocks as there are men in the world.


      To sum up: every single penis is somehow crooked, but this is completely normal. You don’t have to lose sleep over a crooked banana! Many men prefer a crooked penis, since it is a distinctive trademark. The only danger might be that you could be identified more easily if you enjoy anonymous glory hole sex …


      When you have sex, it is not a decisive factor how crooked your cock is. In only very few cases does a curved penis lead to problems. Sex might be painful or completely impossible. In these cases it’s necessary to go to a urologist to find out whether the problem is really the crookedness.


      A surgical operation to straighten the sexual organ might be recommended only if the penis bends by more than thirty percent. Deformations of the penis are generally divided in two categories: innate or acquired conditions. They have different causes. An innate problem is hypospadias, a birth defect of the urethra that involves an abnormally placed urinary meatus (the external urethral orifice). In most cases the opening is placed under the glans. The cause is not fully understood; it is, however, connected to hormonal imbalance during the pregnancy. In some cases, this only becomes evident during puberty when painful erections torment victims of this birth defect. This is especially the case when the urethra is shortened. A hard-on leads to a contraction around the urinary meatus, which hurts like hell.
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
