		People in many ways can give legality to the enemy.  Through thoughts, through words, sins, deeds, etc. Contrary to  what many people think, the enemy is closer than we think.

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		INT RODUCTION



		IN THIS BOOK, there are many cases, reports and  true testimonies of people and also servants of God, who  succumbed, and gave legality to the enemy, which is our eternal  adversary while we are here on earth.



		When God gave the direction and I began to write this book,  I came to understand God's concern for those who made or did not  make a covenant with him, and according to the testimonies,  reports and cases that I analyzed I was perplexed, and started to  understand that I couldn't stop sanctifying myself and policing  myself, because I realized that those who were doing the work, that  is, plundering hell, but because they stopped sanctifying  themselves and seeking, they gave some kind of legality to the  devil, because they didn't watch , and ended up falling like easy  prey into the enemy's hands, and then I remembered King David  who: He got up at dawn to sacrifice to God, David who made  Instruments to praise God, David who was a composer, David who  said: May all the days of his life, he wanted to dwell in the house of  the Lord... (Psalms 27.4), that is, who nowadays does what David  did? But one day when David did not watch, he gave Satan legality,  because he looked at the woman bathing and desired her (lust of  the eyes) and then with all the arrogance because he was king he  sent for the woman (pride of life) and then lay with her (lust of the  flesh), but the consequences were death and disgrace for him and  his whole family.



		If today we could go back in time, and before the great King  David, who was the man after God's own heart, and we asked a  question: King David, did you expect that one day you would commit  adultery and have someone killed because of a woman who did not  belong to you? Surely, he would say: No! I never thought I would  offense against God in such a way.
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		Can some say how it would help me to read the cases,  reports and testimonies of those who fell? But the Bible is full of  people who fell like King David, who was left to us as an example  not to do the same.



		Another example: The Gehazi servant of Elisha who had  everything to receive the double portion of Elisha, but avarice in the  heart was greater than serving God. And it ended up giving Satan  a legality, and he lost perhaps the chance to receive Elisha's double  portion, and still brought the curse on all his offspri ng.



		So he went in and stood before his lord. And Elisha said to  him, where do you come from, Gehazi? And he said, thy servant  went neither to the one nor the other. But he said to him, was not  my heart with thee, when that man returned from his chariot, fo und  thee? Was this an occasion for you to take silver and to take  clothing, and olive groves, and vineyards and sheep and oxen, and  male and female servants? Therefore the leprosy of Naaman will  cling to you and to your seed forever. Then he came out from before  him a leper, white as snow. 2 Kg 5:25- 27.



		One day, they asked the great sage Rui Barbosa a question,  because he placed the Bible lying on top of the books, and not  standing up like the others. And he said: It is because the Bible is  the crown of all books. That is totally true.



		It is in the Bible that we will find everything we need. But may  these more than 200 reports, cases and witness written in the two  volumes help as an outline and example for preachers, and also for  those who are about to fall, those who are falling or those who have  already fallen, because they gave legalities to the enemy.

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		CHAPTER I



		LEGALITY (ALLOWED BY  ANXIETY).



		The word anxiety, in the Greek language, means  strangulation. Anxiety takes away our oxygen, cuts our breath and  suffocates us. It steals our strength, blurs our eyes and takes away  from us the perspective of the future. Anxiety is a disease that  affects many, poor and rich, doctors and illiterate, men and women,  adults and children. The pressure of modern life, the lack o f  communication in the home, isolation from people and the absence  of communion with God open the door to anxiety.





		Jesus warns us not to be anxious about tomorrow, what we  will eat, drink, or wear (Mt 6:25). We don't manage the future, so we  can't suffer for something that is yet to happen. Anxiety is useless,
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		because in addition to not helping us solve the problem tomorrow,  it weakens us today. Anxiety is incoherent, as we often suffer today  for something that will never happen.



		And if we have to face a problem, anxiety makes us suffer  twice, because we suffered before and when the problem comes,  we will have to face it again.



		Anxiety is an act of unbelief. We get anxious because we  doubt that God is powerful and sufficient to take care of our lives.  Where anxiety urges it, faith has no more room.



		Jesus teaches us that God's creation is an antidote to  anxiety. Birds do not sow, reap or gather into barns, but God feeds  them. The lilies of the field are beautifully dressed, and they neither  toil nor spin, yet not even Solomon in all his glory was arrayed like  them (Mt 6:28, 29). The Apostle Paul says that we are not to be  anxious about anything, but rather to present our needs to God in  prayer (Ph 4: 6). The Apostle Peter says that we should cast all our  anxiety on the Lord because he cares for us (1 Pt 5:7).



		Returning to Philippians 4:6, it is written that prayer is the  best remedy for anxiety and fear. It was in prayer that many of the  Bible's heroes learned to trust the Lord.



		Job prayed a lot during his existential crisis. He grew so  much in trust in God that, at the end of his trials, he declares, “I  knew you by hearing, but now my eyes see you” (Jb 42:5). Hannah,  in turn, left happy after having prayed with such dedication to the  Lord and heard the words of the priest Eli (1 Sm 1:8-18). Asaph  showed confidence in God's sovereignty after entering the  sanctuary and praying (Ps 73: 17-28). As we trust the Lord more in  prayer, the less anxiety and fear dwell in us. In Matthew 6.25- 34,  the Lord Jesus teaches that we should not be anxious about our  life. What we must do is seek the kingdom of God and his  righteousness (v.33). Prayer conquers anxiety. He who prays a lot  lives well.



		It is possible to have the peace of Jesus Christ taking the  place of anxiety in our minds and hearts, even if external  circumstances do not change.
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		CASES,REPORTS AND  evidence .



		01 - A witness of a sister who was eager to be baptized with  the Holy Spirit, and in every church and place she went to be  baptized.



		Until one day she learned that an “evangelist” was about to  come to town, and she went after him, and in the event, he laid his  hands on her.



		And from that moment on she started to speak in “tongues”,  or at least that's what she thought, but as time went on, she started  to get upset.



		She no longer prayed, nor fasted, and a discouragement  came, until she sought help from a shepherdess, who said a prayer  for her, and she manifested an evil spirit, which imitated speaking  in tongues.



		And that ended up entering the sister, through the laying on  of hands of the “supposed evangelist”. The sister because she is  eager to be baptized with the Holy Spirit ended up giving the enemy  legality.



		I have seen an account of two ex-witches, who dressed as  a Christian, entered churches. And at the time of the service they  would imitate speaking in tongues, and lay their hands on the  people, and curse the people, by those words that they said.



		Do not lay hands on anyone rashly, nor share in the sins of  others; keep yourself pure. 1 Tm 5:22.
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		02 - A case from a sister who did God’s work for four  years was happy, felt at peace, won many souls, “pleased God”, but  after a while she turned her back on Jesus Christ.



		Because she wanted to do her own will, she wanted to be  happy in her sentimental life and she only had frustration and, in  pain, it didn't work out with anyone, and she had only come to Jesus  to seek her sentimental life, because she did not go to seek God  with thirst. to seek the Holy Spirit, but thirsty to seek a husband, to  seek the realization of the dream, not the dream of God, but to be  happy in the sentimental life made many high vows in money so I  questioned God.



		And wondered why things didn't happen? Because she  offered and her sentimental life remained the same, the family  criticized her, because she was giving all the money to the church,  and she fought with her, but she made her vows but she was not  born of God, because she was very anxious.



		And I thought I could buy happiness in my sentimental life  through vows, I watched the sisters getting married, and she didn't,  the cousins getting married, and she didn't, she murmured, she  questioned even doing the work, she told God that she was winning  souls, she was doing everything for the Lord, and nothing  happened.



		She was anxious to get married no matter who, she wanted  to be happy, because she thought happiness was found in a man,  she was frustrated and wanted to do her own will, she was  rebellious, because she left the work uniform on the church altar,  and told God, here Lord my work uniform, because if you don't do  anything in my sentimental life I will.



		And after a while without God's direction, she met a boy,  who had a good appearance, but who just wanted to have sex with  her, he had left his wife and had three children, she left the work  and ended up in this situation. with the boy.
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		Do not be hasty with your mouth, nor let your heart be hasty  to speak a word before God; for God is in the heavens, and you are  on the earth; so let your words be few. Why from busyness come  dreams, and the voice of the fool, from the multitude of words. E c  5:2,3.



		03 - A report from a mother who says: many of my Facebook  friends do not know that I was diagnosed with an anxiety disorder  six years ago. Never in a million years did I imagine myself having  such a disorder because I saw myself as a strong, independent  woman, a person who was sure of herself with friends and family. I  was a public accountant and a teacher I always had control of  things.



		Then one day I felt very agitated, not knowing why. I couldn't  go anywhere without feeling nervous. I had brief episodes of panic  attacks, but they would go away after a while. And then the  nervousness, the panic, the anxiety just didn't go away.



		I couldn't sleep and eat for days and weeks. I couldn't go  anywhere alone unless someone was with me. My son, then 8 years  old, accompanied me during the exchange of classes. Yes, I could  barely walk from one room to another by myself, and that was for  an entire semester.



		Things got worse when my episodes became more frequent.  I had to hide all the knives in our kitchen before I went to sleep  because I was afraid to do something for myself and my family at  night when I couldn't talk to anyone.



		I realized that this was not normal and I needed help. Fir st,  I got in touch with a friend who lives in Canada. Her son has a  mental disorder so I felt like she wouldn't judge me. I was afraid to  tell anyone about it, even my best friends, for fear of being judged.  I believe that the first thing you should do is have the humility to  accept that something is wrong with you and that you need help.
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		My friend suggested I see a psychiatrist. When I told my  parents about it, they laughed at me. But my husband was very  supportive and patiently accompanied me during my doctor's visits.  I was reminded of how liberating my first visit was just knowing that  someone understood how I felt and could explain everything that  was going on in my brain (all the chemical imbalance and so on).  This psychiatrist told me that I had environment-induced stress  disorder and had to take medication for 6 months.



		This period was made “easier” because of friends and  family. I felt that the college I worked at needed to know what was  happening to me, so I explained the situation and asked for the ir  help, because I understood that I would need them on this journey.  This phase tested our friendship, our working relationship, and my  leadership.



		I was talking to people, going to work, arguing with my  students, but my heart was beating fast. The irony was that during  this time I never missed work because I was afraid to be home  alone. So I fought with all my might to drag myself, to go to work.  Later, my psychiatrist explained to me that those who are  depressed got that way because of anxiety, because they get  scared and don't leave their homes. And since they don't know  people and have no one to talk to, their anxiety worsens until  depression sets in. I was so afraid of it, so I struggled to fight it with  all my might.



		I still remember how my husband looked at me as we had  dinner one night. His eyes spoke of how much he wanted to take  my pain away. He would hold me when I couldn't sleep, but he was  frustrated that he couldn't do anything. But I remembered the look  of love and how he patiently went with me everywhere, sometimes  sacrificing his work.



		There were times when I would sit in my husband's office  doing nothing. Being by your side was enough guarantee that I had  someone to support me. During this entire phase, I only had one
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		thing in mind: that this too would pass. That was 6 years ago, and I  stopped taking meds five years ago.



		Looking back, I see that I went through that thinking if I was  going to hurt my family I was afraid the anxiety would become so  devastating that I wouldn't be able to get over it. It was the feeling  of being alone that scared me the most. That's why I always need  someone to accompany me wherever I go.



		In my current assignment at work, it is not uncommon to  encounter “problem” students, many of whom are not behind  academically speaking but are experiencing health, financial, and  family issues. A good number are depressed and have anxiety  disorders. I feel like I went through all this pain to help these  students. All of this has strengthened me, made me more  compassionate for other causes, and helped me to understand the  weaknesses of others. Most of all, it taught me to live each day with  humility, and that it's okay to not be in control all the time – let God  take the wheel.



		I know, O Lord, that it is not in man's way, nor in man who  walks, to direct his steps. Jr 10.23.



		04 - A case of a young woman who says: “my anxiety hurts  my mind, it hurts my body, it doesn't let me breathe. I lose control  over my feelings and everything seems to be chaos...”, he reported,  also emphasizing the way anxiety transforms his own body and  makes relationships with other people difficult: “anxiety tenses  every muscle in my body while I try to deal with it. with internal  issues and try to keep my face serene so no one will notice. It  makes me feel every second that someone is upset about  something I did or said. The weight of everything is doubled and I  feel like I need to take care of everyone, but I don't let anyone take  care of me”.



		“waiting a lot for something, keeping an eye on your cell  phone to see if the person you like responds, counting the minutes
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		for class/work time to end... None of this is being anxious some  people may think it is, but no. Anxiety isn't cool, anxiety isn't  something to be proud of, anxiety shouldn't be romanticized."



		“If you also struggle with anxiety, know that you are not  alone. Some days are really hard, but at some point, peace will  come for everyone. And for those who don't have it, but know  someone who does, for those who know me, respect that person,  respect me, don't judge us. In the end we are all trying to survive  ourselves and this world, but some people have bigger battles than  others.”



		Casting all your anxiety on him, because he cares for you. 1  Pt 5.7.



		05 - A report of a sister who did God’s work for six years,  and was already away from the work for seven years, started very  young in the work was happy liked what he did, had love for souls,  despite many problems in life and in family, but being there doing  the work he felt good, but when he went home he felt different.



		After a while, she got involved with a married person, and  he kissed her, then she came to the pastor and spoke, but the  pastor did not believe him, he thought she had prostituted herself ,  and she said no, so the pastor spoke to her some very hard and  heavy, because he said he didn't know what the Holy Spirit had  seen in her, and that word just killed her, and she ended up getting  hurt.



		Then the pastor took her away from the work, she went to  church for a week, but then she decided to go out into the world to  live things she had never experienced, because at the time she was  young, and she was anxious, it was something that led her to have  a lot of anxiety about the sentimental life, because I didn't find it  inside the church, and ended up finding it outside.
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		And then she got involved with another boy, and started to  have a craving for married men, that satisfied her being with several  men, also drinking, clubbing, motels, she tried to fill the void that  was inside her, because it was something new for her, and in one  of those outings with a married man, she got pregnant, found herself  in the endless hole, because as she was going to get home and  was going to tell her parents that she was pregnant with a married  man, so it was the bottom line.



		And he started looking for ways to get that child out, he  started taking several medicines, he took thirty pills at once, and he  couldn't abort the child, then he got to the boy who got her pregnant,  and he got her a medicine, which she promptly took and then  managed to abort.



		Life was a void, I couldn't stand firm in church, because I  would even go to church, stay a while longer, then leave, as much  as I wanted to, I couldn't stand, I wanted to come back firm with  Jesus but I coul dn't.



		For the works of the flesh are manifest, which are:  fornication, impurity, lewdness, idolatry, sorceries, enmities, strife,  emulations, wrath, strife, dissensions, heresies, envies, m urders,  gluttonous drunk, and the like, concerning which I declare to you,  as I told you before, that those who do such things will not inherit  the kingdom of God. Gl 5: 19- 21.



		06 - A witness from a woman who says: “I am 25 years old  and in 2012 it all started. I was spending the end of the year in  Europe with my husband and suddenly at dinner with friends, my  husband asked me why I was so pale. It was true, she was pale,  with a lump in her throat, shivering, feet and hands cold and head  throbbing. I was very nervous, my arms, legs and hands were numb  and tingling, my lips were numb, a lot of pain in my chest and a lot  of pain in my body in general”!
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		However, I tried to pretend and we went to the hotel. When  we got to the hotel and I lay down, I started to relax and suddenly I  was completely frozen and my heart was racing. I drank very strong  chamomile tea and slowly relaxed. I was so afraid of dying that I  looked for beautiful positions to die. I spent all my vacation in terror.  The time came for us to go shopping and it crossed my mind not to  buy anything for myself, because I would die. At that moment a lot  of pain in the back and chest, also tingling in both arms and every  day I suffered from this choking sensation. I also couldn't go a single  minute without a bottle of water. I was very thirsty and my mouth  was dry 24 hours a day.



		So we came back from a trip and today I have been suffering  with all these symptoms for 4 months and mainly my head  throbbing. I've had all these symptoms in the emergency room,  including fainting. I got to the point of asking another patient to hold  me so I wouldn't pass out. I was so afraid of passing out, but I never  fainted.



		All 30 times in the ER I was seen by different doctors and  they told me I have nothing and I was having emotional and anxiety  problems. I was medicated with rivotril, 20 minutes passed and all  the symptoms disappeared completely ... But after the effect wears  off, all the symptoms return. I've been to the cardiologist and done  24-hour Holter, map, echo cardiogram, stress test,  electrocardiogram and all kinds of blood tests and thank God I have  nothing. My cardiologist asked me to make an appointment with a  psychiatrist as he suspects panic disorder.



		I lift up my eyes to the mountains: where will my help com e  from? My help comes from the Lord, who made heaven and earth.  Ps 121: 1,2.



		07 - A report from a young woman who says: I started feeling  sick at the end of 2014. I felt short of breath, vomited, my heart was  racing, I felt dizzy, I felt faint. I always went to the doctor; an  esophagitis was detected due to anxiety. I always went to the doctor
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		at night, my heart racing, dizzy, shaking all over, and as always  afraid of dying. But as always, the doctors said they were anxiety  attacks.



		During 2015 I did several tests, echo cardiogram, several  electrocardiograms, I even did a 24-hour Holter and not a single  heart problem was detected.



		From May until the end of 2015, with the treatment with the  psychologist, I got better. I thought it was already completely fine. I  just had a lot of pressure this year. I'm 15 years old and I left home  at 6 in the morning and only came back at 8 pm every day, this tired  me and made me sick. I had a crisis at school and on the subway,  I cried and almost fainted.



		Since then, I have never felt completely fine. I always get my  heart racing, chest tightness, sometimes dizziness. This morning I  had a crisis and I started to shake a lot, I'm afraid of dying. That  thought doesn't get out of my head, but thank God it passed and I  managed to sleep. I've been sleeping very badly; I wake up nervous  during the night.



		I did the heart exams again and they didn't show anything,  I'm just waiting for the result of the new Holter, but I don't  understand why this happens. I am a communicative person,  extroverted, but very anxious. Lately I'm so quiet, even to leave t he  house I'm afraid.



		Humble yourselves therefore under the mighty hand of God,  that he may exalt you in due time, casting all your anxiety on him,  because he cares for you. 1 Pt 5.6,7.
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		PRAYTHIS PRAYER.



		Lord my God your word says: for we cast all our anxiety  before you, therefore I rebuke and bind, and drive away every  anxiety from my life never to return in the name of Jesus Christ,  Amen.
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		CHAPTER II



		LEGALITY (ALLOWED BY  LACK OF REPENTANCE).



		Many understand the term “repentance” to mean: Turn  against sin. This is not the biblical definition of repentance. In the  Bible the word “repent” means: to change one's mind and  conviction. The Bible also tells us that true repentance will result in  a change in behavior (Luke 3: 8-14; Acts 3:19). (Acts 26:20),  declares, "But I told first of all to those in Damascus and in  Jerusalem, throughout all Judea, and to the Gentiles, that they  should repent and turn to God, doing works worthy of repentance."  A complete biblical definition of repentance is a change of belief  about something that results in a change in behavior.
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		What then is the connection between repentance and  salvation? The book of Acts appears to focus especially on



		repentance in relation to salvation (Acts



		2.38/3.19/11.18/17.30/20.21/26.20). To repent, in connection with  salvation, is to change your conviction about Jesus Christ. In Peter's  preaching on the day of Pentecost (Acts 2), he concludes with a call  for people to repent (Acts 2:38). Repent of what? Peter is inviting  people who have rejected Jesus (Acts 2:36). To change your  thoughts about him and recognize that he really is “Lord and Christ”  (Acts 2:36). Peter is inviting people to change their minds from their  rejection of Christ as the messiah and to have faith in him as the  Messiah and Savior.



		Repentance and faith can be understood as “two sides of  the same coin”. It is impossible to place our faith in Jesus Christ as  Savior without first changing our conviction about who he is and  what he has done. Whether it's repentance from intentional  rejection, or repentance from ignorance and disinterest - it's a  change of conviction. Biblical repentance, in relation to salvation, is  changing from a conviction of rejection of Christ to faith in Christ.
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		CASES,REPORTS AND  evidence .



		01 - A witness of a young man who was in the work of God  for almost two years. During this period, he was in Bogotá,  Colombia, when he was transferred to another city in the same  country, to help in a church. Since he joined the work, his moth er  always called to see how he was, and asked him to come home  because she missed him so much, and that he was sick. His aunt  called too, saying the same thing. He, in turn, was no longer  involved with the things of God, and he always complained about  the city where he was and said that it was very hot, the water was  cold for bathing, that there was no comfort, among other things, that  is, he began to look at the condition of the place, worrying about his  own life.



		He commented that he no longer prayed or fasted, and he  stopped worrying about the souls that God had entrusted to his  hands, consequently, he no longer had communion with God, until  he decided to abandon everything and return to his parents' house.



		When he arrived in his city, he went to the church, looked  for the pastor and explained the case, commented that he would  like to help, that he would continue in the church, and he did not  want to be an auxiliary anymore, just a member, or even a worker.  But that only lasted a week, in which he participated in the meetings,  because in the neighborhood where he lived, he met supposed old  “friends” that he knew before going to church.



		From then on, he never returned to the church. The pastor  tried to find out why he hadn't come back, but he said he didn't want  to go to church anymore, nor did he want to say anything. The  workers always insisted that he come back, but he refused.
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		So, he started going out to parties, bars, he stayed out every  night, he didn't listen to anyone else, not even his mother, he dra nk  every night, until he lost track. This period lasted almost four  months, until on one of those nights, when he was returning home,  he was approached by a young man who asked his name and then  shot him three times in the head.



		He went into a coma and his mother commented that the  doctors said that he had already lost an eye, and that his state of  health was very serious, and that it was almost impossible for  medicine, because he had blood in his brain, and if he survived ,  would be a boy who would suffer from mental problems. He wa s  surviving on machines and the brain was no longer responding.



		His mother said that he was mistaken for someone else, and  that if she had known that this would pass, she would not have let  him leave the work. Still in a vegetative state, the hospital sent him  home. After a week at home, he passed away on a Friday.



		For I take no pleasure in the death of him that dies, saith the  Lord Jehovah; therefore, convert and live. Ek 18:32.



		02 - A case of a sister who did God’s work for a while in the  church, but then left the church and the work claiming that she  wanted to enjoy life.



		But one day a serious accident happened on a highway, a  bus was involved in an accident, and had the balance of four people  dead and fourteen passengers who were injured, according to the  police the bus had forty-three passengers and fell on the track, the  Injured passengers were taken to hospitals in the region, and the  cause of the accident is not known, the victims were recognized by  family and friends.



		And what turned out to be that the four women had one thing  in common, the four women were estranged from the church, and  coincidentally they were on the same bus and had the accident.
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		And only the four women were fatal victims, among them the  sister who had done the work for a while and went out to know the  world, and when she was far from the ways of the Lord Jesus Christ  wrote a letter saying:



		In 2011 I: laughed, drank, grew up, evolves. I deceived  myself, I enjoyed, I learned, I went out to have fun, but I didn't die. I  cried, kissed, dreamed, erred, disappointed, mocked, realized,  fought, fell in love, changed, danced, enjoyed, remembered,  remembered, met new friends and finally lived, despite everything I  didn't die.

		03 - A evidence of a young man, raised with his family in a  church, had a different experience in the celebration of his twenty -  first birthday. He decided to go out with some non-believing friends  and, in a bar, had a few beers.



		He didn't know what the reaction would be in his system, as  he had never drunk before. The result was that they left drunk, and  with a toy revolver, they robbed a man, taking his watch and a few  meager cruzeiros.



		The victim attended the police station and the boys were  immediately arrested with the proceeds of the robbery.



		The believer's family appointed a lawyer. He took the  appropriate legal measures, advised the boy to turn to God, got a  statement from the pastor.



		And an enrollment in a night school, as well as a formal job;  in short, everything that could prove that the young man was  integrated into an honest life.

		So he walked away from the work and the church, and went  back to the path and to the practices he did when he was in the  world, because before entering the church he used drugs and was  a dealer, he used cocaine, marijuana and crack, and now he's back  on the path from crime, and it came back worse, to use it more often  .



		And he began to sink, then he started many fights and  arguments with his wife, his financial life was tied up, he tried to  commit suicide by cutting his wrists, he had weight on his back,  back pain, discouragement, he was afraid, he had doubts , negative  thoughts, sadness, he felt an emptiness, he felt guilty for the  mistakes he had made.



		And the people who saw him as a worker didn't even believe  the misfortune that was in his life, because he helped so many and  now he was in the hole, he didn't blame anyone because he knew  he was in that situation because of an oversight, because of a  relaxation that took him almost to his death, he was trying to get
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		back to work, but he had a feeling of shame, a terrible bombardment  in his mind.
