If every piece of

land on the planet were laid on top of this ocean, there

would still be room left over. Three quarters of the

world’s volcaones are found around the Pacific Ocean.

Powerful volcanoes often given birth to new islands,

especially near Japan. The Pacific Ocean has more

than 25,000 islands.
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The Pacific Ocean is full of trenches

(TRENTCHS)

, which

are very deep cuts in the ocean floor. The Pacific’s

Mariana

(mar-ee-AH-na)

Trench is the deepest in the

world. It is deeper than Mount Everest is tall.

One of the creatures that can

be found deep in the ocean is

the dumbo octopus. These are

a type of deep-sea umbrella

octopus with fins that resemble

elephant ears. They use the

fins to move through the water,

steering with their webbed arms.
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The first trip to explore the deepest

part of the Mariana Trench (known as

Challenger Deep) was in 1960 when two

men rode down in a research submarine

(bathyscape) called the

Trieste
