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Introduction


THE GREAT IRISH Potato Famine of the mid-19th century, which also affected parts of Scotland, the south of England and northern Europe, led to a severe shortage of food and eventually mass starvation and death for many. In Ireland alone it is said that from a population of around eight million at that time, almost one million would die as a result of starvation and disease. The vast majority of the Irish population, particularly those in the rural areas, were the poor who depended on the potato as their staple diet, and with little or no food many were left with no option but to move elsewhere to survive. The fortunate few would make their way to America, some to Australia, but most would travel to nearby England and Scotland.


In 1875 a group of young Irishmen or descendants of Irishmen living in Edinburgh decided to start a football team, the eventual result the Hibernian Football Club that we all know so well today. From its humble beginnings in the Cowgate area of the city, after a difficult start the club would soon force its way to the very forefront of Scottish football, leading the way in many of the developments that would shape the game as we know it today.


In quiz form, this book highlights the fascinating journey of the football club throughout the past 142 years. Divided into 31 separate sections in chronological order from the early days to the present time, it provides an ideal opportunity, often in detail, to learn more about the history of one of Scotland’s greatest football teams.
