          Chapter 1: Kamala Harris – From Prosecutor to Vice President




          Early Life and Career




          Kamala Devi Harris was born on October 20, 1964, in Oakland, California, to immigrant parents. Her mother, Shyamala Gopalan, was a biomedical scientist from India, and her father, Donald Harris, is a Jamaican-born economist. Growing up in a multicultural and politically active household, Harris was exposed to the civil rights movement at an early age. This shaped her passion for justice and equality.




          Harris attended Howard University, one of the nation’s leading historically black universities (HBCUs), where she earned a degree in political science and economics. She later attended the University of California, Hastings College of the Law, earning her Juris Doctor degree. After law school, she began her career as a deputy district attorney in Alameda County, California, focusing on prosecuting sexual assault and child exploitation cases. This was the foundation for her long legal career, establishing a reputation as a tough but fair prosecutor.

          Rise to Prominence: Attorney General of California




          Harris’s career took off when she was elected as the District Attorney of San Francisco in 2003. Her approach, which combined toughness on crime with progressive reforms, helped her gain national attention.
