Here we are, striving to prove to you how following your guidance and your teachings is more beloved to us than anything else, as you (Salla llãhu alayhi wa sallam) said: ((You will not be a true believer until I am more beloved to you than your own selves, your children, your parents and all people)) [Bukhari].

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Morning to Evening with the Supplications of the Prophet (Salla llãhu alayhi wa sallam)


Supplication when waking up:


AlHamdulillãhi lladhee ahyãnã ba’da mã amãtanã wa ilayhi nnushoor.



الحمدُ للهِ الّذي أحيانا بعدَ ما أماتَناوإليْهِ النُّشور


Praise be to Allah who gave us life after He caused us to die, and unto Him is the resurrection.


 Supplication when putting/ removing clothes:

Bismillãhi lladhee lã ilãha illa huwa.

بِسْم الله الَّذي لا إلَه إِلاّ هُوَ

In the name of Allah, He the Only God worthy of worship.


Supplication when entering the toilet:

Bismillãh, Allãhumma innee a’oodhu bika minal-khubuthi wal-khabã’ith.

بِسْمِ اللهِ، اللَّهُمَّ إنّي أعوذُ بِكَ مِنَ الخُبثِ وَالخَبائِثِ.


In the name of Allah, O Allah, I seek refuge in You from all evil and evil doers.



 Supplication when leaving the toilet:

Ghufrãnak. (3 times). AlHamdu lillãhil- ladhee adh-haba anneel adhã wa ’ãfãni.


غُفْرانَكَ. (3 مرّات). الحَمْدُ للهِ الَّذي أَذْهَبَ عَنّي الأَذى وعافاني


I ask You (Allah) for forgiveness. Praise be to Allah, who has relieved me of the harm and made me well.


Supplication when brushing teeth (siwãk):

Bismillãh al Rahmãn al Raheem, nawaytoo al siwãk. Allãhuma fa-rḍã ‘annee.


بسم الله الرّحمن الرّحيم نويت السِّواك، اللَّهُمَّ فارضَ عنّي.



In the name of Allah, the All-Merciful, The Ever-Merciful; I intend to brush my teeth. O Allah be pleased with me.



 Supplication upon completing ablution:

Ash-hadu an lã ilãha illa Allãh, wahdahu lã shareeka lahu, wa ash- hadu anna Sayyidinã Muḥammadan ‛abduhu wa rasũluhu. Allãhumma j‘alnee mina ttawwãbeen, waj‘alnee minal mutaṭahhireen waj‘alnee min’ibãdika aṣṣãliḥeen. Subḥãnaka LLãhumma wa biḥamdika, ash-hadu an lã ilãha illã anta, astaghfiruka wa atũbu ilayk.


أَشْهَدُ أَنْ لا إِلهَ إِلاّ اللهُ وَحْدَهُ لا شَريكَ لَهُ، وَأَشْهَدُ أَنَّ سَيِّدَنا مُحَمَّدًا عَبْدُهُ وَرَسولُهُ. اللَّهُمَّ اجْعَلْني مِنَ  التَّوّابينَ واجْعَلْني مِنَ المُتَطَهِّرينَ واجعلني من عبادك الصّالحين. سُبْحانَكَ اللَّهُمَّ وَبِحَمْدِكَ، أَشْهَدُ أَنْ لا إِلَهَ إِلاّ أَنْتَ، أَسْتَغْفِرُكَ وأتوبُ إِلَيْكَ


I bear witness that, there is only One God worthy of worship, Allah alone, and He has no partner, and I bear witness that Muhammad is His worshipper and His messenger. O Allah make me amongst those who constantly return toward You in repentance and make me amongst those who keep themselves pure and, make me from Your righteous servants. O Allah, Glory and Praise be to You, I bear witness that You are the Only God worthy of worship; I ask Your forgiveness and turn toward You in repentance.


 Supplications of the Call to Prayer (Adhãn)

	
What to say upon hearing the adhãn? 





When you hear the call to prayer, repeat what the caller says, up until he says ‘hayy ’ala ssalãt/hayy ‘ala l-falãh’ حيّ على الصّلاة وحيّ على الفلاح (“Come for the prayer/ Come to success”) you say: ‘lã hawla walã quwwata illã billãh’   لا حول ولا قوّة إلّا بالله   repetitively, which means “There is no power and no might except by Allah”.



 What to say after hearing the adhãn?

	
“Allãhumma salli ‘ala Sayyidinã Muhammad wa ãlihi wa sahbihi wa sallim” 




اللَّهُمَّ صَلِّ عَلى سَيِّدنا مُحَمَّد وآلِهِ وَصَحْبِهِ وَسَلّم


O Allah, send Your peace and blessings upon Prophet Muhammad (Salla llãhu alayhi wa sallam), his family, and his companions.


	
Then say:“Allãhuma Rabba hãdhihi dda’wati ttãmmah, wa ssalãtil qã- imah, ãtee Sayyidinã Muhammadin al wasseelata wal fadeelah, wa b’ath-hu l-maqãmal mahmũda lladhee wa’adtahu, innaka lã tukhliful mee’ãd”. 
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
