Freud linked an apparent good behavior learned as a repression to destructive opposing forces in the minds of young people, leading them to hysterical exhaustion as a result of repression worked against their will, caused by the education of his time: 



Regarding the origin of hysterical symptoms against the will, Charcot (in the first volume of  his  Leçons  du  Mardi)  stated  that  it  is precisely  well-educated  and  well-behaved children who suffer from hysterical attacks, in which  they  give  free  rein  to  all  kinds  of insubordination, all kinds of bad breeding and bad  behavior.  It  is  the  groups  of  repressed ideas - laboriously repressed - that come into play in these cases, through the operation of a kind of counter-will, when the person falls victim  to  hysterical  exhaustion.  Perhaps,  in reality, the connection may be more intimate, since the hysterical state is possibly produced by laborious repression; Page 96 

He  also  said  that  there  was  anguish  involving physical tension and psychological refusal when education made it difficult for young people at the time to talk about sex: 



He cites the anguish of virgins. In this case, the  set  of  ideas  that  should  capture  the physical  tension  is  not  yet  present,  or  is present insufficiently; and, in addition, there 14

They don't surprise us when we know their genetic

experiences) and their motives. We are used to considering these excessively intense ideas as  the  product  of  compelling  and  justifiable motives. Page 266 



He  stated  that  it  was  normal  for  the  satisfaction derived  from  desire  to  be  associated  with  a  specific reflection  through  education,  where  the  expectation  was discharged into motor activity by learning from perception, which is another positive factor for education: In  an  attempt  to  represent  the  normal processes,  he  states  that  the  experience  of satisfaction produces an association between this  nucleus  and  a  perceptual  image  (the image  of  desire)  and  the  information  of  a movement  ([information  of]  the  reflex portion of the specific action). Freud,  speaking  of  the  case  of  Mrs.  Emmy Von,  said  that  the  patient  had  received  a careful  upbringing,  but  under  the  rigid discipline  of  an  excessively  energetic  and severe mother. When she was twenty-three, she married a very gifted and capable man, who had reached a high position as a great industrialist,  but  who  was  much  older  than 19

She attributed her own illness to this, as well as to the task of bringing up her two daughters,  then  aged  sixteen  and  fourteen, who were often ill and suffered from nervous disorders. Freud  cited  the  case  of  another  patient  who  was conflicted between the desire for freedom and traditional rigidity  as  the  apparent  result  of  an  upbringing  despite prestige and social position:

Freud  showed  in  this  case  that  intellectual endowment differs from education and that culture can go back to the deep-rooted family cultural tradition: Freud, speaking of the case of Miss Elizabeth Von  R.,  stated  that  The  marriage  of  the second sister  seemed  to promise a brighter 20 



Education in Freud by Darlan Lima and Zínnia Freitas future for the family; the second brother-in-law, although less intellectually gifted, was to the liking of those cultured women, educated as he had been with them to be considerate of others. Page 106 



Freud ends his second book by addressing the fact that  arousal,  suffering,  displeasure,  desires  and  doubts involve moral representations rooted in upbringing and can provoke  conflicts  in  the  conscience,  when  memories  of actions and thoughts are opposed to the desire to like one's own personality, generating a daily pathogenic effect, due to  the  oscillation  between  arousal  and  inhibition  of  daily representative associations: 



Freud, speaking about hysterical conversion, stated that the excitement and accompanying psychic suffering (the feeling of displeasure) only reach a considerable degree when some volitional  interest  of  the  subject  comes  into play  -  when,  for  example,  someone  full  of doubts feels threatened in their happiness or salvation.  This  factor  is  always  present, however,  when  the  conflict  takes  place between  firmly  rooted  complexes  of  moral representations  in  which  the  individual  has been brought up and the memory of actions or simple thoughts that are irreconcilable with these representations; when, in other words, the  pangs  of  conscience  are  felt.  The volitional  interest  in  liking  one's  personality and being satisfied with it comes into play at this point and raises to the highest degree the excitement  attributed  to  the  inhibition  of associations.  It  is  an  everyday  observation 21

Influenced by these events, with the Study of Hysteria,  Freud's  vision  of  education  added  a  few more premises:

Having studied hysteria and applied hypnosis, Freud  now  began  his  research  in  the  field  of psychoanalysis,  initially  pointing  out  that  being brought  up  in  a  tradition  can  generate  impatience among teachers and students with innovations and doubts about old premises: 



Freud,  speaking  about  Charcot,  said  that  in fact  Charcot  was  indefatigable  in  defending the  rights  of  purely  clinical  work,  which consists  of  observing  and  ordering  things, against  the  usurpations  of  theoretical medicine. We were a small group of foreign students  who,  educated  in  the  tradition  of German academic physiology, exhausted his patience  with  our  doubts  about  his  clinical innovations. Page 8 



Freud also pointed out that outdated education could cause harm and that it should be overtaken by influential education, capable of progress and bringing life and health to people: 



Freud,  speaking  about  sexuality  in  the etiology of neuroses, said, "To this day one often  hears  older  women  who  spent  their youth  in  the  provinces  tell  how,  in  a  short time,  they  were  reduced  to  a  state  of exhaustion  by  excessive  genital  bleeding because they could not make up their minds 24

 He  stated  that  the  content  of  a  dream  is  also influenced by the standard of education, as well as other factors  that  interact  with  it,  such  as  the  individual's personality, their age, gender, class, habitual lifestyle, and the facts and experiences of their entire previous life: Freud, dealing with the revelation of dreams with the waking state, stated that Jessen, in his  book  on  psychology  (1855,  530), observes more extensively: "The content of a dream is invariably more or less determined by the individual personality of the dreamer, by his age, sex, class, standard of education and habitual style of life, and by the facts and experiences of his whole previous life." Freud, speaking about his analysis, stated that the parents' educational point of view involves the creation of childhood  memories  which  will  be  future  propensities  of passions or pain in their children: Freud said that my father had once amused himself by handing me and my older sister a book with colored boards (an account of a trip through Persia) to destroy. Not easy to justify 27

At  the time, I was five years old and my sister had not  yet  turned  three,  and  the  image  of  the two  of  us  jubilantly  reducing  the  book  to tatters  (sheet  by  sheet,  like  an  artichoke,  I realized myself saying) was almost the only plastic  memory  I  kept  of  that  period  of  my life. He mentioned that nannies were often in charge of the children's educational work, which could lead to trauma in adulthood:

He  asked  about  the  influence  of  parents  on  their children's  sexual  predilections,  oscillating  between excessive pampering and partisanship, even though there was vigorous supervision of the children's upbringing: 28 



Education in Freud by Darlan Lima and Zínnia Freitas Freud  affirmed  that  parents,  too,  generally show sexual bias: a natural predilection tends to  make  a  man  pamper  his  little  girls excessively, while his wife takes the side of the  male  children,  even  though  both,  when their judgment is not disturbed by the magic of  sex,  keep  a  strict  watch  over  their children's upbringing. Page 176 



Freud associated the obsessive neurosis of a man of equally high morals and education with an impulsive torture of wanting to murder his extremely strict father: On another  occasion, I had  the opportunity to  gain  a  deep  understanding  of  the unconscious mind of a young man whose life had become almost impossible because of an obsessive neurosis. He was unable to go out because he was tortured by the fear of killing everyone  he  met.  He  spent  his  days preparing an alibi in case he was accused of one  of  the  murders  committed  in  the  city. 

Needless to say, he was a man of equally high morals  and  education.  The  analysis  (which, incidentally, led him to recover) showed that the basis of this torturous obsession was an extremely  severe  impulse  to  murder  his father. Page 177 and 178

Freud spoke of dreams about exams: Anyone who  has  passed  the  entrance  exam  at  the end of their school studies complains of the obstinacy  with  which  they  are  haunted  by distressing  dreams  of  having  failed,  or  of being forced to retake the exam, etc. In the case of those who have obtained a university degree,  this  typical  dream  is  replaced  by another that represents them as having failed their Final University Exams; and it is in vain that  they  object,  even  while  they  are  still asleep,  that  they  have  been  practicing medicine  for  years  or  working  as  university lecturers or office managers. The inextirpable memories of the punishments we suffered for our misdeeds in childhood become active in us once again and link up with the two crucial points of our studies of our toughest exams. 

The  "exam  anxiety"  of  neurotics  owes  its intensification to these same childhood fears. 

When  we  stop  being  students,  our 30

Freud  associated  neurotics'  dreams  of  persecution and  "exam-taking  anxiety"  with  an  intensification  of responsibility  for  the  day  ahead  and  fears  of  failure, influenced by the causal chains of real life that are in charge of our further education: 



The relentless causal chains of real life take care  of  our  further  education,  and  we  start dreaming  about  the  Vestibular  or  the  Final Exams (and who hasn't shuddered on those occasions, even if they were well prepared for the  tests?)  when  ever,  having  done something  wrong  or  failed  to  do  something properly, we expect to be punished for that event - in short, whenever we feel the burden of responsibility. For a further explanation of dreams  about  exams,  I  have  to  thank  an experienced  colleague  who  once  said  at  a scientific  meeting  that,  as  far  as  he  knew, dreams about the Vestibular only occurred in people who had passed, and never in those who  had  failed.  It  seems,  therefore,  that dreams  of  anxiety  about  exams  (which,  as has  been  confirmed  time  and  time  again, arise  when  the  dreamer  has  some responsibility ahead of them the next day and fears  there  will  be  a  fiasco)  look  for  some occasion  in  the  past  when  a  great  deal  of anxiety  proved  to  be  unjustified  and  was belied by events. "But I'm already a doctor, etc.!"  -  would  in  fact  be  the  consolation brought by the dream, and its wording would 31

Freud  also  spoke,  albeit  in  a  dream,  about  his concern  for  the  upbringing  of  his  children  so  that  they would generate freedom: 



Freud,  speaking  about  a  chemist's  dream, says The Jewish problem, the concern for the future of the children, who cannot be given a homeland,  the  concern  to  educate  them  in such a way that they can move freely across borders  -  all  this  was  easily  recognizable among  the  corresponding  dream  thoughts.

Freud  dealing  with  the  appendix  a  dream premonition realized that this love affair did not bring her any real happiness, because the scruples  created  by  her  upbringing  and  her mentality  interfered  with  her  complete surrender  while  she  was  married  and  then when she was widowed. As  for  the  sexual  drives  dealing  with.  Mas, even these last dreams cause many surprises because  of  the  choice  of  people  they transform into sexual objects, their disregard for  all  the  restrictions  the  dreamer  imposes on their sexual desires in waking life, and the strange  details  that  hint  at  what  are commonly known as "perversions". However, countless  other  dreams  that  show  nothing erotic  in  their  manifest  content  reveal, through the work of interpretation in analysis, to  be  realizations  of  sexual  desires;  on  the other hand, analysis proves that many of the thoughts that are left over from the activity of  waking  life  as  "leftovers  from  the  day before"  only  achieve  representation  in dreams through the assistance of repressed oneiric  desires.  It  is  not  out  of  theoretical exigency that this is postulated, but in order to explain this fact, it can be pointed out that no other group of drives is subjected to such a vast suppression by the demands of cultural education as the sexual drives; at the same time,  however,  they  are  also  the  drives which, in most people, most easily escape the control of the higher soul instances. Influenced by these events, when his research into  the  interpretation  of  dreams  was  completed, Freud's  vision  of  education  added  a  few  more premises:

*  Education  can  generate  a  mentality  that interferes with real happiness; 



* The demands of cultural upbringing can lead to  suppression  of  sexual  drives,  whose restrictions on choices provoke repressed desires in waking life called perversions;

Having  started  his  research  into  the psychopathology of everyday life, Freud's vision of education added a few more premises:  Freud considered the fact that parents devoid of specific feelings wanting to educate their children to  be  their  imitators  generate  only  protest  and amazement in their children: 



Freud, dealing  with "A  father  devoid of any patriotic feeling, who wanted to educate his children  so  that  they  too  would  be  free  of what  he  considered  to  be  a  superfluous feeling, was criticizing his children for taking part in a patriotic demonstration; when they protested,  saying  that  their  uncle  had  also taken part, the father retorted: 'He's just the person  you  shouldn't  imitate:  he's  an  idiot. 

Noticing the children's astonished expression at  his  father's  unusual  tone,  he  realized  he had  made  a  mistake  and  added apologetically:  'Naturally,  I  meant  patriot'."

He said that despite social decency, the behavioral greed  for  money  is  linked  to  a  child's  cultural  and educational incompleteness from the infant stage: Even  among  the  majority  of  so-called 

"decent"  people,  it  is  easy  to  see  signs  of 39

Perhaps  it  is  universal  that  the primitive  greed  of  the  infant,  who  wants  to take possession of all objects (in order to put them  in  his  mouth),  has  only  been incompletely  overcome  by  culture  and education. He said that neurotics, despite their intelligence, can suffer from obsessions, stemming from the suppression of hostilities  suffered,  whose  desire  to  harm  others,  having been brought up to do good, generates repressed desires in the unconscious, feeling prone to expect punishment for their unconscious wickedness as external threats: It can be recognized with extreme clarity in neurotics who suffer from obsessive thoughts and obsessive states  -  often very intelligent people  -  that  superstition  derives  from suppressed  cruel  and  hostile  motions. 

Superstition  is,  to  a  large  extent,  the expectation of misfortune, and a person who has often desired evil for others, but has been brought  up  to  do  good  and  has  therefore repressed  such  desires  in  the  unconscious, will be especially prone to expect punishment for  his  unconscious  wickedness  as  a misfortune that threatens him from outside.

In addition, he said that even in healthy people, the weight of moral upbringing provokes faulty acts in the face of selfish, envious and hostile feelings and impulses: 40 



Education in Freud by Darlan Lima and Zínnia Freitas In healthy people, selfish, envious and hostile feelings and impulses, on which the weight of moral  education  falls,  often  make  use  of flawed  acts  as  a  way  of  expressing  their power in some way, which undeniably exists but  is  not  recognized  by  the  higher  soul. 

Consent to these faulty and casual acts is to a  large  extent  equivalent  to  a  comfortable tolerance of the immoral. Page 177 and 178

 Freud stated that the innocence of thoughts or inexperience  as  used  by  parents  and  educators, reflects  an  ignorance  in  the  unconscious,  (as nothing  having  been  perceived  to  have  been transformed into memories) (emphasis added): When dealing with Never, there is no danger of  corrupting  an  inexperienced  young  girl; when  there  is  no  knowledge  of  sexual processes in the unconscious, neither do any hysterical  symptoms  appear.  When  hysteria is detected, there is no way of talking about 

"innocence of thought" in the sense used by parents and educators. In children aged ten, twelve or fourteen, whether they are boys or girls, I have been able to convince myself of the  reliability  of  this  statement,  without exception. Page 31 

He said that intellectual and moral education can lead to a rejection of sexuality or neurotic illness, depending 43 



Education in Freud by Darlan Lima and Zínnia Freitas on  the  sum  of  conditional  determinants  in  the  person's history: 



This primitive history, depending on the sum of the constitutional determinants, can be the basis for two types of  behavior when  faced with the demands of love in maturity: either a  full  surrender  to  sexuality,  without  any resistance  and  bordering  on  perversion,  or, by  reaction,  the  repudiation  of  sexuality  in neurotic  illness.  In  our  patient,  the constitution and level of her intellectual and moral  education  decided  in  favor  of  the second alternative. Page 55 

When Freud spoke about sexual inhibitions, he said that  feelings  of  shame,  aesthetic  and  moral  ideals, constipation,  disgust,  disgust,  contempt,  disgust  can happen in the latency period as an obstacle to the sexual drive, the development of which is organically conditioned and fixed by heredity, but can also be built by education: During  this  period  of  total  or  only  partial latency, the soul forces are built up that will later appear as obstacles in the path of the sexual drive and narrow its course in the form of  dikes  (constipation)  (disgust,  contempt, disgust), the feeling of shame, the demands of  aesthetic  and  moral  ideals).  In  civilized children,  one  gets  the  impression  that  the construction  of  these  dykes  is  the  work  of education, and education certainly has a lot to  do  with  it.  In  reality,  however,  this development  is  organically  conditioned  and fixed by heredity, and can take place in due 44
