Judicial power is vested in one Supreme Court and such lower courts as may be established by law. The Constitution guarantees judicial independence through security of tenure, fiscal autonomy, and appointment processes mediated by the Judicial and Bar Council. It expands judicial power to include the duty to determine grave abuse of discretion by any branch or instrumentality of government.
