Peach Blossom & Daisy


Skill level: Easy


Finished size: 2¾" in diameter
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Peach Blossom


Layer 1


Rnd 1 Ch 3, 12 sc in 2nd ch from hook to form a circle.  Join with sl st in beg sc.


Rnd 2 Ch 1, sc in 1st sc, *2 sc in next sc, sc in next sc; rep from * around.  Join with sl st in beg sc, (18 hdc).


Rnd 3 Ch 1, sc in same sc, *ch 3, sk next sc, sc in next two sc; rep from * around, end with sc.  Join with sl st in beg sc, (6 ch-3 spaces).


Rnd 4 Ch 1, sk first sc, 8 sc in 1st ch-3 space, sk next 2 sc, 8 sc in each ch-3 space around.  Join with sl st in beg sc, (6 petals).  Fasten off.  Weave in ends.


Layer 2


Rnd 1 & 2 Rep rnds 1 and 2 of Layer 1.
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
