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Introduction 

 

It  is  with  great  responsibility,  humility,  recognition  and gratitude  to  God  and  to  our  personal  efforts  that  we present  this  second  book  in  the  first  version  of  the Psychoanalysis  and  Education  series. We  have  made  a  detailed  analysis,  book  by  book, highlighting  the  passages  where  Freud  deals  with  these themes, involving the person of the educator, being as a school  teacher  or  like  a  college  professor  through  a systematic dynamic thematic reading, so we invite you to enjoy this unprecedented work.

Freud's  first  mention  of  teaching  begins when he received a scholarship from the College of Professors  of  the  Faculty  of  Medicine,  having  not yet had any contact with the subject he would later study, in this case, hysteria: The circumstances in which, in 1885, Freud obtained  a  scholarship  to  travel  from  the University  of  Vienna  are  detailed  by  Ernest Jones  (1953,  82-4).  The  grant,  worth  600 

guilders (which, at the time, was equivalent to just under £50 or US$250) and intended to  cover  a  period  of  six  months,  was awarded by the College of Professors of the Faculty  of  Medicine:  and  Freud  was expected  to  make  a  formal  report  to  them on his return to Vienna. He spent about ten days writing this report, almost immediately after  his  return,  and  completed  it  on  April 22, 1886. (Jones, ibid., 252.) Pages 12 and 13 

Freud's second quote about teaching comes when he talks about the discovery of a report in the university archives by a professor: 



On  the  initiative  of  Siegfried  Bernfeld,  this report  was  discovered  in  the  University 
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Freud  had  a  second  great  personal  and  natural influence  from  a  professor  called  Charcot  (since  the  first influence was with Professor Von Brücke), which led up to the death of his second master and mentor: Other  deeper  factors  were  at  work,  and among  them  was  undoubtedly  the  great personal  influence  that  Charcot  naturally exerted  on  him.  Freud  expressed  his awareness of this influence most fully in the obituary  he  wrote  on  the  occasion  of  his teacher's  death  a  few  years  later  (1893f). 

Indeed,  much  of  what  he  says  about Charcot in this report found its way into his later study. Page 13 



Continuing the search for the definition of the term in Freud's writings, he even had the title of lecturer at the University of Vienna, in the discipline of neuropathology: However,  Freud,  as  a  student,  realized  and reflected  that  despite  the  direct  and  indirect  teaching  of the  professors  in  Vienna,  he  needed  to  learn  more, because he wanted to acquire new knowledge: Finally,  I  was  led  to  reflect  that  I  could expect to learn nothing essentially new at a German university, after having enjoyed the direct  and  indirect  teaching  in  Vienna  of Professors  T.  Meynert  and  H.  Nothnagel.

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The educator  in Sigmund Freud, by  Darlan Lima & Zínnia Freitas When  Freud  received  the  scholarship  award  from the  College  of  Teachers,  he  seized  the  opportunity, putting  into  practice  the  advice  he  had  received  from  a teacher he had previously respected: Therefore,  when  the  eminent  College  of Teachers  distinguished  me  with  the scholarship  award,  I  gladly  seized  the opportunity  thus  offered  me  to  form  a judgment  on  these  facts  based  on  my  own experience, and felt happy at the same time to  be  in  a  position  to  put  into  practice  the suggestion  given  to  me  by  my  respected teacher, Professor Von Brücke. Page 14 

The  professor  in  charge  of  the  section  of neuropathology that Freud was to study had a variety of facilities such as a laboratory, museum and institute within the premises of the faculty where he taught: The  neuropathology  professor  also  had  a laboratory  for  anatomy  and  physiology studies,  a  pathology  museum,  a  studio  for photography  and  the  preparation  of  plaster casts,  an  ophthalmology  office  and  an electricity and hydropathy institute. Freud  presented  a  report  as  a  professor  of neuropathology  at  the  University  of  Vienna,  emphasizing that it had been carried out with the help of a grant from the University Jubilee Fund:

Freud  had  a  professional  admiration  for  Charcot, also for the fact that Charcot had carried out a voluntary teaching plan and, after twelve years, was appointed to a chair of Neuropathology at the Salpêtrière: Charcot  modestly  declares  that  his  only merit lies in having carried out this plan. The favorable  nature  of  the  material  at  his disposal  led  him  to  study  chronic  nervous diseases  and  their  anatomopathological basis;  for  some  twelve  years,  he  gave clinical  lessons  as  a  voluntary  teacher, without  having  any  official  position,  until finally,  in  1881,  a  Chair  of  Neuropathology was  established  at  the  Salpêtrière  and entrusted to him. Page 15 

Freud  abandoned  certain  rhetorical  lectures,  with the exception of autopsies and forensic lectures given by Professor Brouardel in the Faculty's morgue: I  abandoned  my  eventual  attempts  to attend  other  conferences,  after  having convinced  myself  that  all  they  had  to  offer me  were,  for  the  most  part,  well-constructed  pieces  of  rhetoric.  The  only exceptions  were  Professor  Brouardel's 
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Freud enjoyed attending Charcot's classes because he  had  the  content  covered  in  advance,  a  charming didacticism,  a  methodology  of  delving  into  recent research,  and  a  referential  curriculum  of  patients examined in a participatory evaluation: On  Mondays,  Charcot  gave  his  theoretical lecture,  which  delighted  his  listeners  with the perfection of its form, while at the same time  the  subject  of  the  lecture  was  known from the previous week's work. What these classes  offered  was  not  so  much  an elementary  teaching  of  neuropathology  in the  form  of  information,  but  rather  the Professor's latest research; and they had an effect  mainly  because  of  his  constant references  to  the  patients  being  examined.

Freud had the opportunity to watch patients being examined, to hear the opinion of his teacher Charcot in an effective  and  stimulating  acquisition  of  technical experience,  as  well  as  constant  scientific  and  personal contact with Professor Charcot: 



I  thus  had  the  opportunity  to  see  a  large number of patients, to examine them and to hear Charcot's opinion of them. What seems to  me  to  have  been  of  greater  value  than this  actual  acquisition  of  experience, however,  was  the  stimulus  I  received, during the five months I spent in Paris, from 
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Freud described Professor Charcot's way of working as  open,  egalitarian,  informal  and  sincere,  generating participatory  interest  and  a  desire  for  understanding  on the part of his students: 



As far as scientific contact was concerned, I was  certainly  given  no  preference  over  any other foreigner. For the clinic was accessible to  any  doctor  who  came  along,  and  the Professor's  work  was  carried  out  openly, surrounded  by  all  the  young  people  who acted  as  his  assistants,  as  well  as  the foreign  doctors.  It  seemed  as  if  he  was working  with  us,  thinking  out  loud  and waiting  for  his  disciples  to  object  to  him. 

Anyone  who  so  wished  could  join  in  the discussion, and no comment went unnoticed by  the  great  man.  The  informality  that prevailed  in  the  relationship  and  the  way everyone  was  treated,  courteously  and  on equal  terms  -  which  came  as  a  surprise  to the foreign visitors - facilitated the situation, so  that  even  the  shyest  had  the  liveliest participation in  Charcot's examinations.  You could  see  how  he  was  initially  indecisive  in the  face  of  some  new  manifestation  that was  difficult  to  interpret;  you  could  follow the ways in which he strove to arrive at an understanding;  you  could  study  the  way  in which he assessed difficulties and overcame them; and you could observe, with surprise, that  he  never  tired  of  observing  the  same phenomenon,  until  his  repeated  and 
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Freud had a lively exchange of views with Professor Charcot (both orally and in writing) on the points of view arising from his investigations. Page 19 



In  addition,  Freud  offered  to  translate  a  new collection  by  Charcot  that  was  to  be  published,  which brought him and Charcot closer together: When  I  learned  that  Charcot  intended  to publish  a  new  collection  of  his  lectures,  I offered  to  do  a  German  translation;  thanks to  this  task,  I  came  into  closer  personal contact with Professor Charcot and was also able to extend my stay in Paris beyond the period  covered  by  my  scholarship.  This translation is due to be published in Vienna in  May  this  year  by  Toeplitz  and  Deuticke.

Charcot shared the results of his experiments with Freud, which left him in awe of his master's kindness: Finally,  I  must  mention  that  Professor Ranvier,  of  the  Collège  de  France,  proved

In  addition  to  Charcot,  Freud  interacted  with various  professors  in  different  areas  within  his  field  of knowledge  at  the  Faculty,  being  able  to  form  his  own opinion on certain issues that involved the interest of his learning,  not  only  by  listening,  but  also  by  giving  his opinion: 



My  stay  in  Berlin,  which  lasted  from  March 1st  until  the  end  of  the  same  month,  was during  the  vacation  period.  Even  so,  I  had many  opportunities  to  examine  children suffering  from  nervous  diseases  in  the outpatient  clinics  of  Professors  Mendel  and Eulenburg  and  Dr.  A.  Baginsky,  and  was very  well  received  everywhere.  Repeated visits  to  Professor  Munk  and  Professor Zuntz's agricultural laboratory (where I met Dr.  Loeb  from  Strasbourg)  enabled  me  to form my own opinion about the controversy between Goltz and Munk on the question of the  location  of  the  sense  of  sight  in  the cerebral  cortex.  Dr.  B.  Baginsky,  from Munk's laboratory, was kind enough to show me  his  preparations  of  the  path  of  the acoustic  nerve  and  ask  for  my  opinion  on them. Page 21 



Freud felt grateful to have had the scholarship at a place  where  he  had  respect  for  his  masters,  highlighting the  opportunity  to  acquire  valuable  knowledge  and

In  doing  so,  the College  (which  includes  all  my  respected teachers)  has  given  me  the  opportunity  to acquire valuable knowledge, which I hope to make  use  of  as  a  lecturer  in  nervous diseases,  as  well  as  in  my  medical  work.

When  translating  Charcot's  work,  Freud  emphasized  the breadth of the importance of these teachings, stressing that he didn't need to justify their importance: PREFACE  TO  THE  TRANSLATION  OF 

CHARCOT'S  CONFERENCES  ON  DISEASES 

OF THE NERVOUS SYSTEM - An undertaking such  as  this,  which  aims  to  present  the teachings of a master of clinical medicine to wider  medical  circles,  certainly  needs  no justification. I therefore propose to say just a  few  words  about  the  origin  of  this translation  and  the  subject  matter  of  the lectures it contains. Pages 23 to 24 

Freud,  when  reporting  on  Charcot's  work,  was challenged by another professor to present to society the existence  of  clinical  cases  proving  the  subject  he  was defending, together with his master: 
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“hysterical  stigmata”  by  which  Charcot characterizes  this  neurosis  -  could  be observed in a clearly visible form. Page 26 



Freud  presented  a  case  of  a  patient  who  brought up  the  relationship  between  learning  and  having  a  life story;  highlighting  the  character  of  the  learner  and  the growth within a given time in what he turned to reading and  exercising,  even  though  it  had  caused  affective damage  due  to  the  lack  of  social  relationships  and entertainment: 



Later,  he  completed  primary  school;  after the  death  of  his  parents,  he  became  an engraver's  apprentice;  something  that speaks volumes for his character is the fact that he remained a craftsman and employee of  the  same  master  for  ten  years.  He  is considered  to  be  a  person  whose  thoughts were  totally  and  solely  focused  on  the perfection  of  his  skilled  trade  and  who,  to this  end,  read  a  lot  and  practiced  drawing, not  allowing  himself  social  relationships  or amusements. Page 27 



In  defending  Charcot,  Freud  ended  up  ignoring another person, Prof. Breuer:  
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of 

hysteria, 

although, 

disregarding  the  reference  to  Breuer,  there are  two  or  three  passages,  especially towards the end of the entry, in which there are  clear  signs  of  a  more  independent attitude. Page 36 



Much  worse  was  the  fact  that  there  were  many professors  who  were  alarmist  and  skeptical  about  the male hysteria that Freud defended: At  this  time,  however,  many  of  Vienna's medical luminaries still expressed alarmist or skeptical  opinions  on  the  subject.  (See,  for example, the comments of Meynert, Freud's former master, Page 53 



Later  on,  Freud  himself  clarified  the  need  to  learn the  art  from  a  master  and  have  plenty  of  experience, despite  the  fact  that  success  does  not  depend  solely  on the trained professional: 



A doctor who wishes to hypnotize must have learned  it  from  a  master  in  that  art  and, even  after  that,  must  have  had  plenty  of experience  of  his  own  in  order  to  achieve success in more than a few cases. Page 80 



Freud cited the fact that a disciple of a teacher can become an important doctor in the future, who can praise the stimuli and teachings of the writings and orations he learned from his master. 
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In  the  medical  conferences,  improvisation  and  the personal  experiences  of  the  teachers  were  part  of  the clinical diagnosis presented to the students: The peculiar charm of these conferences lies in the fact that, for the most part, they are entirely  improvised.  The  professor  doesn't know  the  patient  he's  being  introduced  to, or  only  superficially.  He  is  obliged  to conduct  himself  in  front  of  his  audience  as he usually does only in his private practice, except  for  the  detail  that  he  thinks  aloud and allows the listeners to participate in the course of his conjectures and investigations. 

He  questions  the  patient,  examines  one symptom and then another, and in this way establishes  the  diagnosis  of  the  case, delimiting it or confirming it with other tests. 

We  observed  that  he  compared  the  case before  him  with  a  collection  of  clinical pictures  derived  from  his  experience  and stored  in  his  memory,  and  identified  the visible signs of the present case with one of these pictures. In fact, this is also how all of us, at the bedside of a sick person, arrive at 
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At  medical  conferences,  the  artistic  talent  of  the narrator  and  the  penetrating  intelligence  of  the  observer showed  how  a  clinical  experience  had  led  to  a  new discovery, where the master and the doctor gave way to the  sage,  who  provided  an  opening  of  the  mind  for  the students: 



It  was  on  these  occasions  that,  fascinated both by the artistry of the narrator and the penetrating intelligence of the observer, we listened  attentively  to  the  little  stories  that showed how a clinical experience had led to a  new  discovery;  it  was  then  that,  in  the company  of  our  master,  we  were  led  from the  consideration  of  a  clinical  picture relating  to  a  nervous  disease  to  the discussion of some fundamental problem of disease  in  general;  it  was  also  on  these occasions that we all saw, at the same time, the master and the doctor giving way to the sage,  whose  open  mind  has  absorbed  the great  and  varied  panorama  of  the  world's achievements and who gives us a glimpse of how  nervous  diseases  should  not  be considered  an  extravagance  of  pathology, but  a  necessary  component  of  the  whole.

At  the  medical  conferences,  Charcot's  personality, way  of  speaking  and  thinking,  as  well  as  his  voice  and gestures  were  later  remembered  by  the  students,  who 
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These  lectures  present  such  a  precise picture  of  Charcot's  way  of  speaking  and thinking  that,  for  all  those  who  were  once his  listeners,  the  memory  of  the  master's voice  and  gestures  becomes  vivid,  and  the precious  hours return when the charm of a great  personality  irresistibly  attracted  his listeners  to  the  themes  and  problems  of neuropathology. Pages 102 - 103 



In  everything  Freud  said  about  knowledge,  he always tried to emphasize his respect and devotion, as a disciple,  for  his  master  Charcot,  because  of  his  personal contributions to him, Freud: 



I  hope  that  these  comments  will  not  be understood as if I were trying in some way to  place  my  opinions  above  those  of  my respected  master,  to  whom  I  owe  a  great deal personally as his disciple. Page 103 



Even  masters  can  want  to  destroy  what  they produce;  which  are  defended  by  disciples  like  Princess Marie  Bonaparte,  who  acquired  and  protected  Freud's written documents from being destroyed by him: These documents, and even the fact of their existence,  were  completely  unknown  until the  Second  World  War.  The  melodramatic story of their discovery and rescue was also told by Ernest Jones in the same chapter of 
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Sometimes,  the  influence  of  teachers  on  their pupils  can  be  seen  in  the  transferential  erotic  dreams  of pupils about their teachers, even if there is some kind of reprimand in the dream, like the one Freud described: Letter  70  -  October  4...  Today's  dream presented the following under the strangest disguises. She was my teacher in matters of sex  and  scolded  me  for  being  clumsy  and unable  to  do  anything.  This  is  always  how the impotence of the neurotic occurs; this is how  the  fear  of  being  incapable  at  school acquires its sexual substratum). Page 198 



Freud also cited a case in which certain attitudes on the  part  of  parents  can  generate  anguish  and  shame  in their  children  when  the  content  of  the  speech,  which denotes personal intimacies of the person affected, is told to teachers and schoolmates: 



Letter  97  Five  minutes  later,  he spontaneously told me that, when he was at primary  school,  he  still  urinated  in  bed regularly  and  that  his  mother  threatened him  with  telling  his  teachers  and  the  other children. He had felt enormous anguish. So that's where his shame lies. Page 208 
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Another  important  fact  delegated  to  teachers  is their ability to edit, translate and suggest other teachers' 

publications: 

The editor had the privilege of commenting on  certain  parts  of  the  translation  with Professor  Merton  M.  Gill,  of  the  State University  of  New  York,  and  of  adopting  a number  of  his  valuable  suggestions.  It should not be assumed, however, that he is in  any  way  responsible  for  the  text  or  final comments. Page 223 



There  are  teachers  who  radically  defend  their thinking,  out  of  a  belief  in  building  possibilities;  while there  are  other  teachers  who  decide  to  abandon  their ideas because they consider them unworthy of continuity: 



“A radical line of thought, exemplified by the American  doctrine  of  behaviorism,  believes that it is possible to construct a psychology that  considers  this  fundamental  fact!”  It

Despite  these  events,  before  the  emergence of  psychoanalysis,  Freud's  vision  of  education added a few more premises: 

* Freud received a scholarship from the College of Professors of the Faculty of Medicine, when he  still  had  no  contact  with  the  subject  he would  later  study,  and  spoke  about  the discovery  of  a  report  in  the  archives  of  a university by a professor; 

*  Freud  had  great  personal  and  natural influences  with  Professor  Von  Brücke  and  the professor  called  Charco,  who  became  his mentor and teacher; 



* Freud was given the title of professor at the University  of  Vienna,  in  the  subject  of neuropathology,  because,  as  a  student,  he realized,  he  reflected,  that  despite  the  direct and direct teaching of the professors in Vienna, he  needed  to  learn  more,  because  he  wanted to acquire new knowledge; 
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*  When  Freud  was  awarded  a  scholarship  by the  faculty,  he  seized  the  opportunity,  putting into practice the advice he had received from a professor he had previously respected; 



*  The  professor  in  charge  of  the  section  of neuropathology that Freud was to study had a variety  of  facilities  such  as  a  laboratory, museum  and  institute  within  the  premises  of the faculty where he taught; 



*  Freud  presented  a  report  as  a neuropathology  lecturer  at  the  University  of Vienna,  emphasizing  that  it  had  been  carried out  with  the  help  of  a  scholarship  from  the University Jubilee Fund; 



*  Freud  had  a  professional  admiration  for Charcot,  also  for  the  fact  that  Charcot  had carried out a voluntary teaching plan and, after twelve  years,  was  appointed  to  a  chair  of neuropathology at the Salpêtrière; 



*  Freud  abandoned  certain  rhetorical  lectures, with  the  exception  of  autopsies  and  forensic lectures  given  by  Professor  Brouardel  at  the Faculty's morgue; 



*  Freud  enjoyed  attending  Charcot's  lectures because he had the content previously taught, a  charming  didacticism,  a  methodology  of 
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*  Freud  had  the  opportunity  to  watch  the examination of patients, to hear the opinion of his  teacher  Charcot  in  an  effective  and stimulating  acquisition  of  technical  experience, as  well  as  constant  scientific  and  personal contact with Professor Charcot; 



*  Freud  described  Professor  Charcot's  way  of working  as  open,  egalitarian,  informal  and sincere, generating participatory interest and a desire  for  understanding  on  the  part  of  his students; 



* Freud had a lively exchange of opinions with Professor  Charcot  (both  orally  and  in  writing) on  the  points  of  view  arising  from  his investigations; 

* Freud offered to translate a new collection by Charcot  to  be  published,  which  brought  him closer to Charcot, who shared the results of his experiments with Freud, which left him in awe of his master's kindness; 



* In addition to Charcot, Freud interacted with various  professors  in  different  areas  within  his field of knowledge at the Faculty, being able to 
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*  Freud  was  grateful  to  have  had  the scholarship in a place where he had respect for his  masters,  highlighting  the  opportunity  to acquire  valuable  knowledge  and  promising opportunities  for  practical  activities  in  his  field of study; 



*  Freud,  when  translating  Charcot's  work, emphasized  the  breadth  of  the  importance  of these  teachings,  stressing  that  he  didn't  need to justify their importance; also, when reporting on  Charcot's  work,  he  was  challenged  by another  professor  to  present  to  society,  the existence  of  clinical  cases  proving  the  subject he defended, together with his master; 



*  Freud  presented  a  case  of  a  patient  who brought  up  the  relationship  between  learning and  having  a  life  story;  highlighting  the character of the learner and the growth within a given time in what he turned to reading and exercising, even though it had caused affective damage  due  to  the  lack  of  social  relationships and entertainment; 

*  Freud,  in  defending  Charcot,  ended  up ignoring someone else, Prof. Breuer; but much 
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The educator  in Sigmund Freud, by  Darlan Lima & Zínnia Freitas worse  was  the  fact  that  there  were  many professors  who  were  alarmist  and  skeptical about  the  male  hysteria  that  Freud  defended; Freud himself clarified the need to learn the art from  a  master  and  have  plenty  of  experience, despite  the  fact  that  success  does  not  depend solely on the trained professional; 



*  Freud  cited  the  fact  that  a  disciple  of  a teacher can become an important doctor in the future,  and  that  the  teacher  can  praise  the stimuli and  teachings  of the writings and orals he learned from his máster; 



*  In  medical  conferences,  improvisation  and the  personal  experiences  of  the  teachers  were part  of  the  clinical  diagnosis  presented  to  the students: The artistic talent of the narrator and the  penetrating  intelligence  of  the  observer showed how a clinical experience had led to a new  discovery,  where  the  master  and  the doctor gave way to the sage, who provided an opening  of  the  students'  minds;  Charcot's personality,  way  of  speaking  and  thinking,  as well  as  his  voice  and  gestures  were  later remembered  by  the  students,  who  were delighted  to  hear  the  themes  and  problems presented; 

*  In  everything  Freud  said  about  his knowledge,  he  always  tried  to  emphasize  his

The educator  in Sigmund Freud, by  Darlan Lima & Zínnia Freitas respect  and  devotion,  as  a  disciple,  for  his master  Charcot,  because  of  his  personal contributions to him, Freud; 



*  He  pointed  out  that  even  masters  can  want to  destroy  what  they  produce;  which  is defended  by  disciples  such  as  Princess  Marie Bonaparte, who acquired and protected Freud's written  documents  from  being  destroyed  by him; 



* For Freud, the influence of teachers on their pupils  can  sometimes  be  seen  in  the  pupils' 

transferential  erotic  dreams  about  their teachers,  even  if  there  is  some  kind  of reprimand  in  the  dream,  like  the  one  Freud described; 



*  Freud  also  cited  a  case  where  certain parental  attitudes  can  generate  anguish  and shame in their children when the content of the speech,  which  denotes  personal  intimacies  of the  person  affected,  is  told  to  teachers  and schoolmates; 



*  He  also  emphasized  that  where  there  is  a systematized  teaching  system,  there  can  be disagreements  and  personal  disagreements between teachers and students, and ideological discussions  can  lead  to  students  failing, 
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* Another important fact delegated to teachers is  their  ability  to  edit,  translate  and  suggest other teachers' publications; there are teachers who  radically  defend  their  thoughts,  out  of  a belief  in  building  possibilities;  while  there  are other  teachers  who  decide  to  abandon  their ideas because they consider them unworthy of continuity; 
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Following on from what Freud started to say about  teaching,  beginning  the  studies  on  hysteria and applying hypnosis, the book already begins the subject  by  highlighting  the  importance  of  the portions  of  meaning  attributable  to  two  different authors on the subject of the studies of hysteria as the  starting  point  of  psychoanalysis,  in  this  case Freud and Breuer:  

THE  RELATIONSHIP  OF  THE  STUDIES  TO 

PSYCHOANALYSIS  The  Studies  on  Hysteria are often considered to be the starting point of  psychoanalysis.  It  is  worth  briefly considering  whether  this  statement  is  true, and in what sense. For the purposes of this discussion,  the  question  of  the  portions  of the work attributable to the two authors will be set aside for later consideration, and the book  will  be  treated  as  a  whole.  The investigation  into  the  relationship  of  the Studies  to  the  subsequent  development  of psychoanalysis  can  be  divided,  for convenience,  into  two  parts,  although  such a separation is necessarily artificial. To what extent  and  in  what  way  did  the  technical procedures described in the Studies and the clinical  discoveries  they  led  to  prepare  the ground  for  the  practice  of  psychoanalysis?

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Subsequently,  Freud  states  the  possibility  of repression  in  patients  as  a  newly  discovered  theme,  the result of learning from the writings of teachers in his inner circle: 



In  the  same  passage,  Freud  notes  that  a suggestion of the idea of repression is to be found  in  Schopenhauer  (1844),  whose works, however, he only came to read in old age;  and  it  has  recently  been  pointed  out that  the  word  “Verdrängung”  (“repression”) occurs  in  the  writings  of  the  early  19th century psychologist Herbart (1824), whose ideas  had  a  great  influence  on  numerous people  who  were  part  of  Freud's  circle,  in particular  his  immediate  professor  of psychiatry, Meynert. Page 12  

Freud  had  several  teachers  to  draw  inspiration from,  due  to  the  insistent  influence  of  what  he remembered from his basic teachings: Apart from Charcot's influence, which Freud never  ceased  to insist  on,  it should  also be remembered  that  both  Breuer  and  Freud were  basically  faithful  to  the  Helmholz school, of which one of their teachers, Ernst Brücke,  was  a  pre-eminent  member. Freud's  studies  imply  the  possibility  that  various theoretical conclusions in his Studies must have been the

conclusions  of  the  Studies  must  have  been the product of discussions between the two authors  during  their  years  of  collaboration, and  Breuer  himself  comments  on  the difficulty  of  determining  priority  in  such cases. Apart from Charcot's influence, which Freud  never  ceased  to  insist  on,  it  should also  be  remembered  that  both  Breuer  and Freud were basically faithful to the Helmholz school, of which one of their teachers, Ernst Brücke, was a prominent  member. Much of the  theory  underlying  the  Studies  on Hysteria  derives  from  the  doctrine  of  that school, a theory which says that all natural phenomena can ultimately be explained as a function  of  physical  and  chemical  forces.

Freud  delivered  his  speeches,  portraying  his summaries  of  studies,  through  lectures  at  Clarck University, dealing with knowledge that involved subjects researched by other professors such as Breuer: When we come to the first series of Freud's major  works  -  the  volumes  on  dreams (1900a),  parapraxia  (1901b),  chistes (1905c)  and  sexuality  (1905d)  -  there  is naturally  little  or  no  retrospective  material; and  it  is  only  in  the  five  lectures  given  at 
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The educator  in Sigmund Freud, by  Darlan Lima & Zínnia Freitas Clark University (1910a) that we will find an extensive  historical  survey.  In  these lectures, Freud seemed anxious to establish continuity  between  his  work  and  that  of Breuer.  The  entire  first  lecture  and  a  large part  of  the  second  are  devoted  to  a summary of the Studies, and the impression was that not Freud, but Breuer was the true founder of psychoanalysis. Freud,  speaking  about  Professor  Breuer's contribution to his studies, said that it was an up-to-date text in which thoughts and suggestions were not used in depth: 



Breuer  wrote  a  theoretical  article  for  the Studies. This text is very far from being out of  date;  on  the  contrary,  it  conceals thoughts  and  suggestions  that  have  not been sufficiently taken into account. Anyone who  delves  into  this  speculative  essay  will form a true impression of the mental stature of  this  man  whose  scientific  interests  were unfortunately  only  directed  in  the  direction of  our  psychopathology  for  a  short  episode in his long life.” Page 16 



Freud  admitted  that  he  needed  constant preparation in order to work with certain patients who had specific  knowledge  (which  reminds  us  of  the  fact  that students have knowledge that teachers don't know about and  that  they  need  to  change  their  reality)  (emphasis added).
