Sir Ian Hamilton’s Despatches from the Dardanelles, etc is a primary-source work of military history, collecting the official reports submitted by the British commander of the Mediterranean Expeditionary Force during the 1915 operations around the Dardanelles and the Gallipoli peninsula. Issued in the midst of the First World War and shortly thereafter, these despatches were prepared for the British government and published in official channels, then gathered for readers seeking an authoritative contemporaneous account. The setting spans sea and shore, where naval and land forces attempted a complex amphibious enterprise against the Ottoman Empire in a rugged and constricted theater.

Written for the British government, the despatches narrate the strategic purpose of forcing the Dardanelles, relieving pressure on the Eastern Front, and bringing the Ottoman Empire out of the war. Hamilton outlines his force’s composition, including the 29th Division, the Australian and New Zealand Army Corps, the Royal Naval Division, and a French contingent. He describes the operational partnership with the Royal Navy and sets the timeline from the preliminary naval effort through the combined operations that defined the expedition’s opening phases.

The early despatches cover reconnaissance and planning under constrained resources, limited landing craft, and uncertain intelligence. Hamilton notes the enemy’s advantages in terrain, prepared positions, and interior lines. He records the intended axes of advance, the chosen landing sites on the Gallipoli Peninsula, and diversionary schemes designed to mislead Ottoman defenders. The reports list orders of battle and the commanders responsible for sectors, alongside assessments from naval bombardments and aerial observation. Throughout, he emphasizes coordination between services and allies, including the French force initially used for a diversion at Kum Kale on the Asiatic shore before joining the main effort on the peninsula.

A substantial portion recounts the naval phase that preceded land operations. Hamilton summarizes the bombardments of the straits’ forts, the methodical minesweeping operations, and the culmination in the major attempt of 18 March 1915. He records the heavy naval losses to mines and shore batteries and the conclusion that sea power alone could not secure passage. This leads to the decision for a combined assault under Admiral de Robeck’s overall naval direction and Hamilton’s land command. The despatches document the consolidation of plans, the allocation of beaches, and preparations for an amphibious landing unprecedented in scale, while noting ongoing threats from mines, torpedoes, and concealed artillery.

The landings of 25 April receive a detailed, sector-by-sector account. Hamilton describes the assaults at Cape Helles, including the difficult approaches at V and W Beaches, and the lodgments established at X, Y, and S Beaches by the 29th Division. He summarizes the ANZAC landing north of Gaba Tepe, where steep ridges and swift enemy reaction complicated the advance, as well as the French operations at Kum Kale and their later transfer to Helles. The despatches outline immediate objectives such as Achi Baba and the Sari Bair range, the establishment of beachheads under fire, and the early counterattacks pressed by Ottoman forces.

Subsequent reports trace the transition to trench warfare on narrow fronts. Hamilton’s narrative covers the First and Second Battles of Krithia, conducted to break out from Helles toward Achi Baba, and the sustained effort to consolidate the ANZAC position. He records the weight of Ottoman counterattacks, the impact of difficult ground, and limitations in artillery and ammunition. Naval gunfire support and logistical arrangements at exposed beaches are noted, as are mounting casualties and the challenge of water, heat, and disease. The despatches reference the sinking of Allied warships by submarines, which constrained close naval support and complicated the already demanding supply situation.

The mid-year despatches describe a period of attrition followed by preparation for a renewed offensive. Reinforcements, including IX Corps, arrive, and Hamilton outlines a plan to create a new front at Suvla Bay while the ANZACs attack the Sari Bair heights. He details night marches and set-piece assaults intended to seize key ridgelines, improving tactical prospects across the peninsula. The reports note the complexity of coordinating multiple corps over broken terrain, when water, transport, and communications were limited. Hamilton records initial gains in places, steady resistance elsewhere, and the critical importance of holding high ground to control movement and observation across the battlefield.
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
