    PREFACE BY THE AUTHOR

    The Word of God may be trampled in the mud -as it has been done many times throughout the history - and yet, no one has been able to destroy it. Why is that? Because the Word of God is the eternal Truth. It has no beginning nor end. It is exactly like the Eternal God. The Force behind the creation of the Heavenly and Earthly world. When the Creator said

    “Let there be!” it was immediately given. His word was a comprehensive Truth all across the Universe, which, at the moment of declaration, was the Power of the Creator. And a world to God’s liking and will was made, a beautiful Earth came into being. So, where do we find the authority that is capable of destroying the Eternal Truth? This Truth entwines a wonderful Book and brings it alive, the “Book of Books”: The Bible.

    A strange thing had happened one day late at night in January of 1984. While I was in my room, contemplating the acts of the Creator, I sensed the air move, and God's presence filled the room. It was a profoundly uplifting experience, and my soul was overwhelmed with deep reverence and humble awe before God. I was absolutely sure at this moment, that this was the hour, in which I could make the greatest and most wondrous decision of my life. I felt no doubt about this decision in my heart: I bowed down before the Lord Almighty, seeking His forgiveness for the sins I, or my ancestors had committed, and for the burdens I inherited from my forefathers. Perhaps I hadn't even spoken the final words yet, when I felt that my sins were forgiven and the Heavenly Freedom enfolded me in its embrace. I immediately surrendered my life to the Eternal. After I realized that I must be reborn according to the teachings of Jesus, I didn’t hesitate to respond. Over the course of my forty years of ongoing evangelical ministry, I have been granted an ever-deepening and widening insight into the life and ministry of the ecclesia. I have never been known to be a critical or judgmental person, but the destructive and demoralising experiences I have witnessed within churches and the ever-multiplying denominations urge me to not keep silent.

    I felt called to urge the people of God to “return to the whole Scripture and its full Truth, before the consequences of deviation come upon the church”. But the church was non-responsive, headed towards a one-way path with no sign of turning back.

    As I mentioned before, my conversion was led by the Creator Himself. The gifts I received from Him - love, faith, spiritual vision, biblical knowledge and so on- are not connected to any denomination. Thus, by the grace and revelation of the Lord, I have the joy of knowing the unadulterated and ancestral Gospel. This is the Gospel, that Jesus left to the world. I am convinced, that the problems weighing down the church of Christ can only be overcome through the ancestral Gospel of Christ. Therefore, I have decided to divide the Bible into seven hundred points. Each point will serve as a teaching, a message or a doctrine, accompanied by the relevant verses to justify each thought.

    Reasons and purposes of  publishing Scriptures Unlocked

    When we take an honest look at our world, we will be faced with a fractured image leaning towards chaos, in which the last gleams of Christ’s church are being swallowed by a mysterious darkness rising from below.

    In the first centuries after Christ, the church’s light still shone bright, because the Word of God was taught by men, who were reborn by the teachings of their Master and were undergoing continuous growth, through which they came to know the Creator more and more deeply. With this foundation, understanding the Word became natural to them, and they were able to perceive, interpret, and live out the spiritual laws of God’s Kingdom in unity, just as Christ and His apostles had ordained for the Church throughout all generations.

    "Now I beseech you, brethren, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye all speak the same thing, and that there be no divisions among you; but that ye be perfectly joined together in the same mind and in the same judgment." (1Cor. 1:10)

    "Nevertheless, whereto we have already attained, let us walk by the same rule, let us mind the same thing." (Phil 3:16)

    "Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ: That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive."(Eph.4, 13-14), (Eph.4:13-4 N.I.V.)

    The creator built the people of Israel upon this unity after leading them out of Egypt:

    For I do not want you to be ignorant of the fact, brothers and sisters, that our ancestors were all under the cloud and that they all passed through the sea. They were all baptized into Moses in the cloud and in the sea.

    They all ate the same spiritual food 4 and drank the same spiritual drink; for they drank from the spiritual rock that accompanied them, and that rock was Christ.” (1 Cor 10:1-4 N.I.V.)

    These apostolic admonishments were not without foundation. The Church quite quickly gave in to the power-hungry Pharisees and false prophets of the New Testament, who twisted the original message of the Word, leading to the gradual downfall of the Church that was meant to serve Christ.

    Only a little more than three hundred years had passed since the ascension of the risen Christ, and the Church began to weaken spectacularly, while the prince of darkness slyly directed it into the machinery of the Roman Empire’s world power. As a result, the church came under the influence of secular authorities, and over time, everything that truly reflected Christ was pushed aside, giving way to a godless power that disguised itself in the form of religion. The voice of the Living Word was silenced and a liturgical tangled web took over. In their gatherings, they keep repeating this message word for word, feeding the deceived with a fabricated, ‘universal’ salvation, coated to sound appealing.

    In the protestant denominations Christ is not praised as He should be. We can only be participants of a soul-chilling liturgy among the self-righteous devotees.

    The restoration of the deteriorated spiritual state of the church can no longer be delayed! There is not one denomination within the Church,  that did not get stuck at a certain point - a point that stopped all concerned in spiritual growth, moreover, it set them off on the path of regression. This only can be reversed by a certain force: the restoration of the pure, unaltered truth revealed in Christ, back into the life of the ecclesia!

    Through the original content and the summary-styled outline of the 700 points of Scriptures Unlocked I wish to emphasize that the Bible has all the answers we could ever need - all of which are true and authentic. It introduces the only path to us that leads to life - the path that leads us to the Kingdom of God. I wish to help those with my book, who are truly seeking a living connection with God, or wish to be reunited with the Saviour. My vision for my book is very simple:I would like Christ's people to recognize the unchanging truth contained in the 700 points, and through it—like looking into a 'mirror'—see the dramatic consequences of their own interpretations of the Scripture, and return to the truth and the eternal Source of life, who is Christ.

In whom the god of this world hath blinded the minds of them which believe not, lest the light of the glorious gospel of Christ, who is the image of God, should shine unto them.


For we preach not ourselves, but Christ Jesus the Lord; and ourselves your servants for Jesus' sake.


For God, who commanded the light to shine out of darkness, hath shined in our hearts, to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ.


But we have this treasure in earthen vessels, that the excellency of the power may be of God, and not of us. We are troubled on every side, yet not distressed; we are perplexed, but not in despair;


Persecuted, but not forsaken; cast down, but not destroyed;


Always bearing about in the body the dying of the Lord Jesus, that the life also of Jesus might be made manifest in our body. For we which live are always delivered unto death for Jesus' sake, that the life also of Jesus might be made manifest in our mortal flesh.


So then death worketh in us, but life in you.


We having the same spirit of faith, according as it is written, I believed, and therefore have I spoken; we also believe, and therefore speak;


Knowing that he which raised up the Lord Jesus shall raise up us also by Jesus, and shall present us with you.

All the glory  we experience throughout  our lives  belongs to God alone













- He is the Creator and we are His creatures.


- He is the Keeper, and we are His kept ones.


- He is the Saviour and Redeemer, and we are His redeemed ones called to freedom.


- He is the Healer and we are the wounded, joyful healed ones.


Despite all this, when we do something good under the anointing of the Holy Spirit, we often take the glory for ourselves when in truth, it belongs to God alone. In many cases, we do not only take the glory for ourselves, but also give it to others—people who accomplish great things through God's guidance and power. Often, we don’t even realise that we've placed our trust in man instead of God, giving the honour due to the Lord into human hands. When we do this—bypassing God’s order—we act from human impulse. This disturbs the natural order set at creation, releasing the curse, which then begins to act.

- If we desire to walk in blessing, we must live by the Word of God and serve Him in obedience. Our full trust must be placed in the Lord, looking to Him for all the answers and provisions:
