      Jesus loved questions.

      If you open your Bible and read Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John (the Gospels), you can count over three hundred places where Jesus asked questions and over one hundred times where he answered questions.

      So if you bring questions to Jesus, you’ve come to the right place. The Lord invites all of us to pursue him with our questions, and he will answer. “For everyone who asks receives, and the one who seeks finds, and to the one who knocks it will be opened” (Matt. 7:8).

      You may have tons of questions, but the ten questions in this book will get you started. The answers to those ten questions are given in three daily devotional readings—three days for each question. These readings take you to the Bible, the word of God, where you can find answers to your questions. And these answers are all listed at the end of the book.

      You can use this book however you like. You can skip straight to the list at the end. Or you can devour all thirty devotional readings at once, though it might take a few hours. You can read through all ten questions in order—one reading per day. Or your family could read one devotion together, perhaps at breakfast before the day or in the evening after dinner.

      Find a way that works for you. But what’s most important is that you listen to God’s word. Whatever question is on your mind, let Jesus provide the answer through his word. If you’re going to find, you must seek.

      Ask him, and he will answer.
